Extended Pilot. The Pilot Report will
compare the impact of the SPY Pilot
Program, if any, on the volumes of SPY
options and the volatility in the price of
the underlying SPY shares, particularly
at expiration during the Extended Pilot.
In preparing the report the Exchange
will utilize various data elements such
as volume and open interest. In addition
the Exchange will make available to
Commission staff data elements relating
to the effectiveness of the SPY Pilot
Program. Conditional on the findings in
the SPY Pilot Report, the Exchange will
file with the Commission a proposal to
extend the pilot program, adopt the
pilot program on a permanent basis or
terminate the pilot.
