Abstract: This ICR is for activities
related to the implementation of the
EPA’s Regional Haze Rule, for the time
period between August 31, 2020, and
August 31, 2023, and renews the
previous ICR. The Regional Haze Rule
codified at 40 CFR parts 308 and 309,
as authorized by sections 169A and
169B of the Clean Air Act, requires
states to develop implementation plans
to protect visibility in 156 federally
protected Class I areas. Tribes may
choose to develop implementation
plans. For this time period, states will
primarily be developing and submitting
periodic comprehensive
implementation plan revisions to
comply with the regulations.

Form Numbers: None.

Respondents/affected entities: Entities
potentially affected by this action are
state, local and tribal air quality
agencies, regional planning
organizations and facilities potentially
regulated under the Regional Haze Rule.

Respondent’s obligation to respond:
Mandatory [see 40 CFR 51.308(b), (f)
and (g) and 40 CFR 51.309(d)(10)].

Estimated number of respondents: 52
(total); 52 state agencies.

Frequency of response:
Approximately every 5 years.

Changes in Estimates: There is an
increase of 24,945 hours in the total
estimated respondent burden compared
with the ICR currently approved by
OMB. This increase in burden reflects
changes in the activities conducted due
to the normal progression of the
program, especially the fact that states
will be working on and submitting
periodic comprehensive State
Implementation Plan (SIP) revisions.
