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Introduction to the English Translations of Russian-Syrian Naval and Air Basing Agreements!

Since Moscow’s formal intervention in the Syrian conflict in September 2015, the Russian Federation and the
Syrian Arab Republic have concluded a 49-year lease for the use and expansion of the naval base at Tartus,?
and a separate agreement on stationing the Russian “aviation group” at Humaymim airfield in Syria.® These
agreements build off longstanding Russian-Syrian ties, treaties, and cooperation agreements, and form the legal
basis for Russia’s long-term presence in Syria. Further, the agreements denote the rights and protections
Russian military members and contractors enjoy in Syria.

Most accounts have focused on the duration of the agreements, Russia’s commitment to expand the facilities,
and Article 5 of the Tartus lease, which allows the Russian Federation to station up to eleven warships,
including nuclear-powered vessels, at the port.* While these stipulations are important, the Tartus and aviation
group agreements contain other noteworthy features. Therefore, the Russia Maritime Studies Institute is pleased
to highlight several aspects of the agreements and provide the broader context in the annotated translations
below.

First, the details about the location, extent, and function of the Russian facilities remain unpublished in
classified annexes in both the Tartus and Humaymim agreements. In fact, the language of both agreements
suggests the Russian Federation may operate beyond the port of Tartus and the air base at Humaymim. For
example, Article 2 of the aviation group agreement states that the secret protocol contains the locations of the
aircraft deployments and which real estate Syria transferred to Russia. While the agreement specifies facilities
at Humaymim being transferred to Russian control, the agreement adds, “as well as needed territory to station
the Russian aviation group.”

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Similarly, Article 2 of the Tartus lease agreement defines the Russian facilities as piers and docks attached to
land, but also berthing areas that may be offshore and outside the port. Expansive phrasing suggests Russia may
use the surface, subsurface, and even the sea floor/seabed. Likewise, Article 17 commits Russia to provide—
free of charge at Syria’s request—information on sea-surface, underwater, air, and hydro-meteorological
conditions in the Mediterranean Sea. When Article 2 and Article 17 are combined, it appears that Russia has
free rein to survey, chart, and operate on or in Syrian surface and subsurface waters, and the seabed. Russia may
also provide “underwater anti-sabotage defense,” suggesting capabilities against covert infiltration, in addition
to search-and-rescue and air-defense capabilities.

Russia also has broad latitude to employ its electronic warfare capabilities, an area in which Moscow has
invested increasingly as a force multiplier. Article 11 of the Tartus lease allows the use of EW measures with or
without issuing advance notice to the Syrian government, the latter being “in special cases” and for self
defense.®

According to Articles 9 and 19 of the Tartus lease, and Article 6 of the aviation group agreement, both Russian
military members and contactors have broad protections, diplomatic immunity, and exemptions from Syrian
taxes or fees. These protections extend far beyond those U.S. and Western service members enjoy in most status
of forces agreements.

Lastly, both agreements refer to Russian military installations as “logistics support facilities” (mynxr
MaTepHaIbLHO-TEXHUUECKOTo obecmeuenus), rather than as “military bases.” This phrasing is identical to
language used during Soviet times, although it is noteworthy that these sites in Syria are the only Russian
military facilities outside of the former Soviet Union.®

Addenda
In July 2020, Syria and Russia signed a supplemental agreement (“Protocol #1”), in which Syria transferred

additional land and coastal waters near Humaymim airfield to Russia for the purpose of establishing “a medical
health and rehabilitation center for the Russian aviation group.”’ Per Article 1 of the protocol, Damascus

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granted 8 hectares of land and 8 hectares of the adjacent waters to Russia. As with the earlier agreements,
Russia is obligated to cover the costs of construction, services, and utilities on the parcel, and the specifics
about the boundaries remain confidential between the parties. RMSI has translated the text of the protocol and
has included the Russian-language text after the agreements of 2015 and 2017.

Background on Russian-Syrian Relations

Russian-Syrian ties stretch back decades. The Soviet Union established ties with Syria in 1946, before the latter
had formally declared independence from France, and helped Syria establish its military. The two countries
signed a non-aggression pact in 1950, and Moscow provided diplomatic support for Damascus. Ties further
increased after the Suez Crisis of 1956, as the Soviet Union positioned itself as a friend to Arab countries
against the Western powers, particularly Anglo-French-Israeli collusion.®

Ties increased again after the Arab-Israeli War of 1967 and Moscow established itself as the superpower patron
to Egypt and Syria. Under Leonid Brezhnev, the Soviet Union signed the original agreement to establish a
logistics support facility in the port of Tartus in 1971 with Hafez al-Assad, the father of Syria’s current
president.®

Already-close ties expanded in breadth and depth under Hafez. From the 1970s onward, the Soviet Union used
Tartus for repair, refueling, and resupply of its Fifth Eskadra (Fifth Squadron), its naval force that was aligned
against the Mediterranean-based U.S. Sixth Fleet. Following the realignment of Egyptian foreign policy and
expelling Soviet military advisors under Egyptian President Anwar Sadat, the Soviet Union relocated its 54th
Operational Brigade of auxiliary vessels from the Egyptian ports of Alexandria and Marsa Matruh to Tartus in
1977. At the same time, the 229th Division of naval expeditionary auxiliary vessels, subordinate to the Black
Sea Fleet, was formed in Tartus.

The 1980s probably were the heyday of Soviet-Syrian relations. Damascus and Moscow signed a Treaty of
Amity in 1980, which was a Soviet-Arab response to the Camp David Accords that established peaceful
relations between Israel and Egypt. Building off the 1980 agreement, in 1983, the Soviet Union and the Syrian
Arab Republic signed an agreement to expand the Soviet presence in Syria at Tartus and at Tiyas Airfield. The
1983 agreement resulted in the deployment of the 720th Logistics Support Facility of the Black Sea Fleet to

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Tartus, which included three floating berths, a floating workshop, storage facilities, barracks, and commercial
facilities. '

With the demise of the Soviet Union in late 1991, the formal dissolution of the Fifth Eskadra in 1992, and
Russia’s withdrawal of most of its presence in Syria, Russo-Syrian relations were put on a back burner for two
decades. However, the Russian Federation signed a Military Cooperation Agreement with Syria in 1994 and
Agreement between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Syrian Arab
Republic on the Mutual Protection of Classified Information in 2005. Then-Russian President Dmitri Medvedev
and Syrian President Bashar al-Assad discussed Tartus in Sochi in 2008. Russia used a repair ship, KIL-158, to
restore a shipwreck in 2008, and made some infrastructure repairs at Tartus in 2009-2010. Nevertheless, the
logistics facility was reduced to a skeleton crew prior to the Syrian conflict.!2

The outbreak of armed conflict in Syria in 2011 changed the nature of Russian-Syrian relations. After some
teenagers scribbled anti-regime graffiti on the wall of their school in the southern Syrian city of Dar‘a, Bashar
al-Assad cracked down. Local discontent, economic problems, ethno-sectarian tensions, the intervention of
foreign powers, among other issues resulted in a full-blown civil war in which the Assad regime was fighting
for its survival. Initially, Moscow responded by providing diplomatic cover for Assad and announced its
intention to deliver weapons systems and supplies to Syria that were under contract before the eruption of the
conflict. As the conflict deepened, however, Moscow’s assistance expanded and resulted in the establishment of
the “Syrian Express” supply route from the Black Sea port of Novorossiysk to Tartus, Baniyas, and Latakia.
The Kremlin announced Russia’s official involvement on behalf of the Assad regime in the Syrian conflict in
September 2015.

Russia has been using its base in Tartus to support the Russian Navy Black Sea Fleet’s “permanent operational
formation” in the Mediterranean for several years. In response to the Syrian civil war, Moscow began planning
to maintain operations in the Mediterranean in 2011-2012, and began continuous Mediterranean patrols in early
2013.%% In May 2018, Russian President Vladimir Putin announced that Russian naval forces would maintain a
permanent presence in the Mediterranean, including modern ships and submarines equipped with Kalibr land
attack cruise missiles (SS-N-30).%

The Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab Republic, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

guided by the provisions of the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation between the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics and the Syrian Arab Republic of 8 October 1980%° and the Agreement between the Government of
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and the Government of the Syrian Arab Republic on the Entry of Soviet
Warships and Supply Vessels into the Territorial Waters and Ports of the Syrian Arab Republic and the
Establishment of the Soviet Logistics Support Facility in the Port of Tartus of 2 June 1983 (hereinafter the 1983
Agreement),®

based on the mutual desire to strengthen and develop military cooperation aimed at strengthening the defense
capability of the Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab Republic,

recognizing that the presence on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic of the Russian Federation Navy
Logistics Support Facility meets the objectives of maintaining peace and stability in the region, is defensive in
nature, and is not directed against other states,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1 Terms and definitions
The following terms and definitions apply in this Agreement:

“warship”t’—has the meaning defined by the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea of 10
December 1982;

“movable assets of the logistics support facility”—the movable assets belonging or transferred to use to the
Russian Party, including all types of arms, ammunition, fighting, special and other equipment, as well as other

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material and technical means necessary for ensuring activity and operation of the logistics support facility;

“port entry”8—the presence of a warship of the Russian Federation in the territorial sea or in the internal waters
or ports of the Syrian Arab Republic;

“commander of the logistics support facility”—a serviceperson of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation
appointed by the authorized body of the Russian Party to exercise the management of the logistics support
facility;

“competent authority”:

for the Russian Federation—the commander of the logistics support facility (as a body of inquiry), the
commander (chief) of division of the military police deployed in the logistics support facility, military courts,
bodies of military Prosecutor's office, military investigating authorities, agencies of the Federal security service
and other state agencies, operating on the premises of the logistics support facility and responsible for the
matters regulated by this Agreement, and their representatives in case of absence of these authorities on the
premises of the logistics support facility;

for the Syrian Arab Republic—the military Prosecutor’s office, the military judge, the military police stationed
in the city of Tartus, the military courts, the military security authorities, the military investigatory authorities
and other state bodies responsible for matters governed by this Agreement;

“personnel of the logistics support facility”—citizens of the Russian Federation—military personnel serving on
the staff of the logistics support facility, civilians (civilian personnel) who are on the staff and hold positions in
the logistics support facility, persons temporarily dispatched by the Russian Party to work in the logistics
support facility, and employees of the competent authorities of the Russian Federation;

“real estate of the logistics support facility”—the land parcels of the Syrian Arab Republic transferred to the
Russian Party for use, real estate, port facilities (with the water area), highways/roads, buildings, structures and
installations, stationary equipment for radio-electronic engineering, navigation, hydrographic support, as well as
other infrastructure permanently attached to the ground and movement of which without proportional damage to
their integrity jeopardizing their intended purpose is impossible, which have been transferred to the Russian
Party free of charge or belong to the Russian Federation and are intended to support the operation of the logistic
support facility;

“objects of joint use”—the movable and immovable property of the Syrian Party used in the interests of the
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation and Armed Forces of the Syrian Arab Republic;

“contractors of the logistics support facility”—the Russian legal entities or citizens of the Russian Federation—
businessmen—the actual persons registered as such in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation; the
Syrian legal entities or citizens of the Syrian Arab Republic—businessmen—individuals registered as such in
accordance with the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic, performing work, providing services, supplying goods
for the activities and operation of the logistics support facility under contracts with the authorized body of the
Russian Party; persons who are part of the contractors’ personnel;

“port”—infrastructure facilities intended to service vessels, established or designated for this purpose by a
decision of the state authority agencies of the Syrian Arab Republic;

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“logistics support facility” - military installation of Armed Forces of the Russian Federation with military and
special equipment, facilities to support the well-being of personnel, and conduct docking and repair of the
warships of the Russian Federation with necessary stocks of materiel and other supplies deployed in the
territory of the Syrian Arab Republic near the port of Tartus;

“the territory of logistics support facility”—parts of the territory (parcels of land) and the water area transferred
to the Russian Party to use free of charge according to the current Agreement and intended to house the logistics
support facility;

“notification”—an official document sent by the commander of the logistics support facility to the authorized
agency of the Syrian Arab Republic containing information on the intent to enter in accordance with the
objectives of this Agreement;

“authorized representatives of the Parties”—the officials appointed by authorized bodies of the Parties for the
resolution of the issues related to operation of the logistics support facility;

“crew member”—any person who is part of the crew of a warship of the Russian Federation;
“family members of the staff of the logistics support facility”—a spouse (wife/husband), children, including the
children who are dependent on the person serving on the staff of the logistics support facility.

Article 2 Installation of the logistics support facility

1. The Syrian Arab Republic consents to the Russian Federation’s expansion of the logistics support facility and
also to the development and modernization of its infrastructure for repairs, resupply, and crew rest.

2. To install the logistics support facility the Syrian Party transfers to the Russian Party free of charge and for
the entire duration of this Agreement the territory located within the borders of the parcels of land and the water
areas specified on the Diagram according to the Appendix N1 to this Agreement, restricted by geographical
coordinates on the list according to the Appendix N2 to this Agreement, as well as real estate necessary for
housing and operation of the logistics support facility in accordance with the list of the Appendix N3 to this
Agreement.*®

The territory of the logistics support facility includes:
The coastal zone;

the waters in the vicinity of the port of Tartus and a mooring field (anchorage), including surface and subsurface
waters and the seafloor.?°

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Article 3 Joint Use Facilities
1. To ensure operation of the logistics support facility, the Parties shall jointly use real estate belonging to the
Syrian Arab Republic and located in the port of Tartus that has not been transferred to the logistics support
facility to use free of charge in accordance with the list of the Appendix N4 to this Agreement.

2. Financing of expenses for construction, overhaul, repair and maintenance of real estate jointly used by the
Parties shall be carried out according to the agreement between authorized bodies of the Parties.

3. The Parties shall ensure unrestricted access/use of the joint use facilities. Access/Use of the joint use facilities
by the Russian Party is free of charge.

4. Within the logistics support facility it is permitted to have, and both parties are allowed jointly operate,
movable property belonging to the Syrian Party, based on the decision of the competent authorities of the
Parties.
5. Construction of any objects/facilities in the areas adjacent to the logistics support facility in order to comply
with safety requirements is to be conducted in coordination with authorized bodies of the Parties.

Article 4 Authorized agencies and authorized representatives of the Parties
1. The authorized agencies of the Parties are:
from the Russian Side—the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation;

from the Syrian Side—the Ministry of Defense of the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The Parties shall inform each other in writing through diplomatic channels of any changes of their authorized
agencies.

3. To address issues related to the operation of the logistics support facility, the competent authorities of the
Parties shall designate representatives.

Representatives of the authorized agencies of the Parties are:
from the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation—the commander of the logistics support facility;
from the Ministry of Defense of the Syrian Arab Republic—the commander of the Naval forces and coastal
defense of the Syrian Arab Republic.

Avrticle 5 Operation of the logistics support facility
1. The logistics support facility is operated by forces and with the resources of the Russian Party.

2. The Russian Party has the right to deploy to the Syrian Arab Republic and maintain there the number of
personnel required to support the logistics support facility, at the expense of the Russian Party.
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3. The maximum number of warships of the Russian Federation that are allowed to be simultaneously at the
logistics support facility is eleven units, including nuclear-powered warships, subject to nuclear and
environmental safety.

Avrticle 6 Entry and Departure Procedure of Russian Federation warships

1. The logistics support facility commander will notify the authorized body of the Syrian Party no later than
twelve hours prior to port entry by Russian Federation warships.

If there is operational necessity, Russian Federation warships may enter after the commander of the logistics
support facility informs the authorized agency of the Syrian Party six hours before.

2. The commander of the logistics support facility will provide notification to the authorized body of the Syrian
Party regarding the departure of the Russian Federation warships from the ports of the Syrian Arab Republic no
later than three hours before the departure, or, in emergency cases—one hour before.

Article 7 Property issues related to the use and modernization of the
infrastructure of the logistics support facility

1. The transfer of real estate by the Syrian Party to the Russian Party is formalized by acts between authorized
bodies of the Parties that were supported with enclosed plans (maps) of the parcels of land with the designated
boundaries of land use or of the actual condition of use on the date of signing of this Agreement, as well as with
the necessary documentation on structure and technical condition of the transferred real estate.

2. Real estate transferred by the Syrian Party that is designated for housing and the operation of the logistics
support facility should be free from rights and claims of third parties and other encumbrances. If such [third-
party] rights and claims exist or emerge, the Syrian Party, at the request of the competent authority of the
Russian Party, will render to the Russian Party all assistance by independently settling them according to the
laws of the Syrian Arab Republic.

3. The Syrian Party will ensure the registration of the rights of the Russian Party to use the real estate in
accordance with the acts between the authorized agencies of the Parties.

4. The real estate transferred by the Syrian Party to the Russian Party according to this Agreement can be
returned to the Syrian Party upon the vacating of properties and, in coordination of authorized agencies of the
Parties, the drawing up of statements between authorized agencies of the Parties on the actual condition of the
properties at the time of transfer, taking into account natural wear and tear. In such a case, the Russian Party
loses the right to use these land parcels and real estate after the representatives of the authorized agencies of the
Parties sign the statements.

5. If necessary, the transfer by the Syrian Party to the Russian Party of additional real estate for the temporary
use free of charge is to be carried out in accordance with separate protocols.

6. The Russian Party, in coordination with the Syrian Party, has the right:

To conduct major repairs to and improvement, reconstruction, and demolition of real estate in its use at its own
expense;

To carry out major construction projects on parcels of land in use by the Russian Party;
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To install floating moorings/docks;
To dredge [channels];

To emplace within the territory and the water area of the logistics support facility equipment necessary for
ensuring the operations Russian Federation warships;

To use necessary means of communication;
To carry out underwater work and allow divers to descend from Russian Federation warships.

7. The right of ownership of real property built by the Russian Party on the territory of the logistics support
facility for operation of the logistics support facility belongs to the Russian Party.

8. Real property of the logistics support facility built on the territory of the logistics support facility, funded by
the Russian Federation and owned by the Russian Party, will be transferred to the Syrian Party upon the
termination of this Agreement or upon vacating properties in the condition and on the terms defined by the
Parties.

9. The Syrian party will not compensate the Russian Party for any expenses upon the return of real property of
the logistics support facility.

10. All movable equipment of the logistics support facility installed by the Russian Party on the territory of
logistics support facility is the property of the Russian Federation.

11. In case of the closing of the logistics support facility, all movable property belonging to the Russian Party
will be moved to the territory of the Russian Federation.

Article 8 Import and export of property, entry and departure of the
logistics support facility personnel and their family members

1. The Russian Party has the right to import into the logistics support facility via the territory of the Syrian Arab
Republic and to export from the logistics support facility through the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic any
arms, ammunition, equipment, and materials necessary for the operation of the logistic support facility; for the
tasks of the military ships of the Russian Federation; and for the security of personnel at the logistic support
facility and of family members, crew members, as well as logistics support facility contractors who are citizens
of the Russian Federation—free from any fees and duties collected by the Syrian Party.

2. The logistics support facility staff and their family members, crew members, and contractors of the logistics
support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation having documents valid for departure from the
Russian Federation may freely cross the border of the Syrian Arab Republic.

Above-described persons arriving in the Syrian Arab Republic on Russian Federation warships are not subject
to inspection by the border or customs authorities of the Syrian Arab Republic.
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Article 9 Immunities and privileges

1. The personnel of the logistics support facility, their family members, and ships’ crew members during their
stay in the Syrian Arab Republic will respect the laws, customs, and traditions of the host country, with which
the authorized agency of the Russian Party will familiarize them upon their arrival in the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The movable and immovable property of the logistics support facility is inviolable. Representatives of the
authorities of the Syrian Arab Republic are not entitled to enter the premises of the logistics support facility
without the consent of the logistic support facility commander.

The logistics support facility enjoys full immunity from the civil and administrative jurisdiction of the Syrian
Arab Republic. Its movable and immovable property shall be immune from search, requisition, arrest, and other
enforcement actions.

3. The archives of the logistics support facility, official correspondence, and all documents of the logistics
support facility shall be inviolable, wherever they are stored.

4. The personnel of the logistics support facility, including its commander, family members, and ships’ crew
members are granted immunities and privileges.

The persons described above are guaranteed personal inviolability. They shall not be subject to any form of
arrest or detention by the competent authorities of the Syrian Arab Republic. The Syrian Party is obliged to treat
them with due respect and to take all appropriate measures to prevent any violation of their personal integrity,
freedom, and dignity.

The personnel of the logistics support facility and their family members, as well as crew members, are
guaranteed the inviolability of their homes, papers, property, and correspondence.

These specified persons are immune from the criminal jurisdiction of the Syrian Arab Republic. They also
enjoy immunity from civil and administrative jurisdiction, except for real claims related to private real estate
located on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic; claims related to inheritance when a person acts as the
executor or trustee of an estate or as an heir or beneficiary as a private person and not on behalf of the Russian
Federation.

The personnel of the logistics support facility and their family members, and crew members, are not required to
testify as witnesses to the competent authorities of the Syrian Party.

The listed immunities from the jurisdiction of the Syrian Arab Republic do not exempt the personnel of the
logistics support facility, including its commander, or their family members or crew members from the
jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.

No enforcement action may be taken against the personnel of the logistics support facility or their families, or
crew members, except in cases that fall under the exceptions specified in the sixth clause of paragraph 4 of this
Acrticle [9]; otherwise, appropriate measures may be taken without violating personal inviolability.

5. Ships and aircraft, as well as vehicles, of the Russian Federation that are used in logistic support facility
operations, are inviolable and enjoy immunity from inspection, search, requisition, arrest, and other compulsory
measures.

6. The Russian Party exercises its jurisdiction at the logistics support facility, as well as over logistics support
facility personnel, their families, and crew members.
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Crimes that fall under the jurisdiction of the Russian Party will be investigated in accordance with the criminal-
code procedures of the Russian Federation. For this reason, competent authorities of the Russian Party work in
the logistics support facility.

When offenses are committed by personnel of the logistics support facility, their families, or ship crew members
outside the area of the logistics support, competent authorities of the Syrian Party have the right to stop such
offenses, immediately notifying the commander of the logistics support facility and other competent authorities
of the Russian Party for taking appropriate measures to transfer the offenders to the location of the logistics
support facility.

7. Cooperation on matters of jurisdiction and legal assistance in civil, criminal, and administrative cases related
to the installation of the logistics support facility will be processed through and executed by the competent
authorities of the Parties.

Upon application of this Agreement, the competent authorities of the Parties shall interact directly with each
other.

Communication on extradition, criminal prosecution, and execution of procedural and other actions requiring a
court decision shall be carried out through the relevant competent authorities in accordance with the laws of the
Parties.

If necessary, procedural actions (investigation, collection of evidence) outside the logistics support facility are
carried out by the competent authorities of the Russian Party in coordination with the competent authorities of
the Syrian Party or by the competent authorities of the Syrian Party on behalf of the competent authorities of the
Russian Party.

8. The Russian Party exercises jurisdiction over contractors of the logistics support facility and their
representatives who are citizens of the Russian Federation and have committed a crime (or another offense) at
the logistics support facility.

When such persons commit a crime (or another offense) outside the logistics support facility, the specified
persons will, at the request of competent authority of the Russian Party and on the decision of competent
authority of the Syrian Party, be detained in the location of the logistics support facility for the duration of the
procedural actions. At the request of the competent authority of the Russian Party, its representative will be
present during the described procedural actions.

9. In case of an offense committed by a citizen of the Syrian Arab Republic on the premises of the logistics
support facility, the competent authorities of the Russian Party have the right to stop such an offense and
immediately transfer the offender to the competent authorities of the Syrian Party, subsequently dispatching the
relevant evidence.

In case it is necessary for the competent authorities of the Syrian Side to carry out procedural actions
(investigation, collection of evidence) on the territory of the logistics support facility, such actions will be
carried out by the competent authorities of the Syrian Party in coordination with the competent authorities of the
Russian Party or by the competent authorities of the Russian Party on behalf of the competent authorities of the
Syrian Party.
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Avrticle 10 Security and use of weapons

1. Protection outside the borders of the logistics support facility will be provided by the forces and resources of
the Syrian Party.

Protection of the external sea borders, air defense of the logistics support facility, and the internal security and
maintenance of law and order at the logistics support facility will be provided by the forces and resources of the
Russian Party.

2. The personnel of the logistics support facility and crew members shall wear uniforms on the premises of the
logistics support facility and outside the logistics support facility while on duty.

Outside the premises of the logistics support facility, personnel of the logistics support facility and crew
members are allowed to wear civilian clothes.

3. The staff of the logistics support facility and crew members have the right to carry and use weapons on the
premises of the logistics support facility according to the regulations established by the laws of the Russian
Federation.

4. Outside the logistics support facility, the carrying and use of weapons by personnel of the logistics support
facility and crew members shall be permitted only on a combat mission, while providing security, and under
other, different circumstances, when required, upon coordination with and agreement by the authorized body of
the Syrian Party.

5. By agreement between the authorized agencies of the Parties, the authorized agency of the Russian Party may
install temporary mobile checkpoints beyond the logistics support facility to ensure protection and defense of
the territory of the port of Tartus.

Temporary checkpoints may use weapons according to the regulations established by the laws of the Russian
Federation.

6. When in possession of information on the existence of external threats to the logistics support facility or other
strategic facilities along the coast of the Syrian Arab Republic, the competent authority of the Russian Party will
inform the competent authority of the Syrian Party on the specified matter; authorized agencies of the Parties
will then coordinate the joint actions required for their protection and defense.

7. Admission of representatives of the competent authorities of the Syrian Party onto the territory of the
logistics support facility will be subject to the decision of the commander of the logistics support facility, upon
submission of applications at least 24 hours before the planned date of the visit.

8. Under exceptional circumstances, upon imminent danger to the lives and well-being of the population of the
Syrian Arab Republic or to the security of the logistics support facility, the commander of the logistics support
facility shall immediately make a decision on granting access to representatives of the competent authorities of
the Syrian Party who are experts in the field of environmental security and emergency situations.

Article 11 Use of communication and electronic warfare
1. By agreement with the authorized agency of the Syrian Party, the logistics support facility will operate on

radio frequencies by the ground services, as well as on frequency assignments and orbital assets of military
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space systems registered in the International Telecommunication Union valid on the date of signing this
Agreement.

2. The commander of the logistics support facility will notify the competent authority of the Syrian Party of any
scheduled employment of electronic warfare equipment of the logistics support facility, as well as of equipment
on the warships of the Russian Federation.

3. In special cases, to ensure protection and defense of the logistics support facility, electronic warfare
equipment at the logistics support facility and on Russian Federation Navy warships may be employed without
issuance of official notice to the authorized body of the Syrian Party.?

Article 12 Settlement of claims

1. The Syrian Arab Republic will not make any claims against the Russian Federation, the logistics support
facility, the personnel of the logistics support facility, or crew members, nor will it bring any claims in
connection with the activities of the logistics support facility, the personnel of the logistics support facility, or
crew members on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The Syrian Arab Republic takes upon itself the settlement of claims that may be brought by a third party in
the event of damage caused by activities connected to the operations of the logistics support facility or the
activities of the personnel of the logistics support facility, as well as crew members on the territory of the Syrian
Arab Republic.

3. Compensation to the logistics support facility or to the staff of the logistics support facility or their heirs,
family members of the staff of the logistics support facility, and members of crews for damage caused by legal
entities or citizens of the Syrian Arab Republic or as a result of their actions shall be made by the Syrian Party,
in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

4. Compensation to the Syrian Party or to legal entities or individuals of the Syrian Arab Republic or their heirs
for damage caused by family members of the personnel of the logistics support facility shall be made by the
Russian Side in accordance with the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic.

5. Compensation to the Syrian Party or to legal entities or individuals of the Syrian Arab Republic or their heirs
for damage caused by contractors of the logistics support facility as a result of actions not related to the
activities of the logistics support facility shall be paid by the contractor of the logistics support facility, in
accordance with the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic.

6. The procedure for compensation, the scope of damage, and the amount of compensation for damage shall be
determined by the Conciliation Commission, which shall include representatives of the competent authorities of
the Parties, in equal numbers from each Party.

Article 13 Tax benefits

The logistics support facility, personnel of the logistics support facility and their family members, and crew
members engaged in activities related to the operation of the logistics support facility shall be exempt from all
taxes, duties, and charges by the Syrian Arab Republic.

Article 14 Addressing financial aspects and supply of the
logistics support facility

1. The provision of the logistics support facility and warships of the Russian Federation with electricity, fresh
water, fuel and lubricants, food, and other materials will be arranged commercially by the Syrian Party through
an authorized organization determined by the Russian Party.

The Russian Party is to notify the Syrian Party of the organization authorized to address financial matters.

2. The Russian Party will fund the maintenance and provision costs of the logistics support facility, as well as
provide material, financial, medical, transport, veterinary support and sanitation, trade, and recreation services
for the personnel of the logistics support facility.

3. The Russian Party will import into the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic the supplies necessary for the
day-to-day operation of the logistics support facility not purchased in the Syrian Arab Republic.

4. The Syrian Party shall take appropriate measures for the uninterrupted supply of the logistics supply facility,
including residential housing intended for accommodation of the personnel of the logistics support facility and
their family members, and of social, cultural, and personnel morale and welfare facilities and shall provide
communication channels and cables, electricity, water, and other municipal services in accordance with the
regulations of the Syrian Arab Republic.

5. From the entry into force of this Agreement, forms of communication other than those referred to in
Paragraph 4 of this Article [14] shall be provided by the Syrian Party on a contractual basis.

6. Personnel of the logistics support facility and their family members, crew members, and contractors of the
logistics support facility who are citizens of the Russian Federation will receive medical care in the military
medical institutions of the logistics support facility; in case of nonavailability of needed care in such
institutions, the care will be provided in the medical organizations of the Syrian Arab Republic on a contractual
basis.

7. Sanitary, hygienic, anti-epidemic, and anti-epizootic measures at the logistics support facility will be carried

out by the forces and resources of the logistics support facility, in cooperation with the health-care authorities of
the Syrian Arab Republic.
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Article 15 Exchange of information

1. The Parties shall promptly exchange information of mutual interest according to conditions of this
Agreement.

2. The protection and exchange between the Parties of information constituting state secrets and other
information protected in accordance with the laws of the Parties shall be in accordance with the Agreement
between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the Syrian Arab Republic on the
Mutual Protection of Classified Information of January 25, 2005.22

3. The Parties shall take all measures necessary to keep confidential all correspondence and any information
related to the implementation of this Agreement.

Information obtained under this Agreement may not be transferred to a third party or used for purposes other
than those for which it was provided without the written consent of the Party that provided such information.

Article 16 Confidentiality

The parties shall not disclose to any third party the content of the annexes to this Agreement or information
transmitted by the Parties to each other during the implementation of this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the other Party, and they shall refrain from the official publication of the annexes to this
Agreement.?

Article 17 Mutual obligations of the Parties

1. The Syrian Party is to observe the legal status of the personnel of the logistics support facility, family
members of the personnel of the logistics support facility, crew members, and contractors of the logistics
support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation.

2. The Syrian Party is not to allow any activities that impede the operation of the logistics support facility.

The competent authorities of the Syrian Party shall, in coordination with the commander of the logistics support
facility, take all possible measures to ensure the security of the logistics support facility and the safety of its
property and to prevent and suppress any illegal actions against the personnel of the logistics support facility,
family members of the personnel of the logistics support facility, crew members, or contractors of the logistics
support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation.

3. At the request of the authorized agency of the Syrian Party, the authorized agency of the Russian Party, based
on its capabilities, will, free of charge:

Assist in hydrographic support in the territorial sea, internal waters, and ports of the Syrian Arab Republic;

Assist in the organization and implementation of underwater anti-sabotage defense of the water area adjacent to
the port of Tartus;?

Assist in the organization and implementation of search-and-rescue support in the territorial sea and internal
waters of the Syrian Arab Republic;

Assist in the organization and implementation of air defense of the port of Tartus;

Deploy representatives of the authorized body of the Russian Party to provide methodological assistance to
specialists of the authorized agency of the Syrian Party in the effort to revitalize the technical readiness of
warships of the Syrian Arab Republic.

4. Daily operation of the logistics support facility will be performed according to the norms and regulations of
ecological security established by the laws of the Russian Federation.

The commander of the logistics support facility shall take all possible measures to ensure environmental
security of and prevent damage to the population, real estate, natural resources, and valued cultural and
historical sites of the Syrian Arab Republic.

Avrticle 18 Recognition of documents

The Syrian Party recognizes the validity of the Russian Federation documents for proof of identity, citizenship,
and education, as well as other documents of the personnel of the logistics support facility and their family
members, crew members, and contractors of the logistics support facility who are the citizens of the Russian
Federation.

Article 19 Contractors

1. The authorized agency of the Russian Party can employ contractors of the logistics support facility for labor
services, jobs, and delivery of goods necessary to ensure the operation of the logistics support facility.

2. The activity of contractors of the logistics support facility—the Russian legal entities or citizens of the
Russian Federation, their businessmen and personnel—will be performed according to the contracts signed in
accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.

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3. The commander of the logistic support facility and contractors of the logistics support facility the Russian
legal entities or citizens of the Russian Federation, their businessmen and personnel—may, upon the
authorization of the competent authority of the Russian Party, sign contracts with the Syrian contractors to
benefit the logistics support facility and to ensure the activities and operation of the logistics support facility,
according to the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic.

The competent authority of the Russian Party is to inform the authorized agency of the Syrian Party of contracts
signed with the Syrian contractors.

4. While performing work and providing services in the territory of the logistics support facility, contractors of
the logistics support facility—except for Syrian legal entities or citizens of the Syrian Arab Republic, their
entrepreneurs, or individuals registered as such in accordance with the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic—are
exempt from payment of all types of taxes, fees, duties, and other similar mandatory payments established by
the laws of the Syrian Arab Republic.

5. Equipment, material, and other supplies intended for the conduct of work and rendering of services to benefit
the logistic support facility that are imported by contractors, Russian corporations, or citizens of the Russian
Federation (entrepreneurs) into the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic or exported from the territory of the
Syrian Arab Republic shall be exempt from all customs duties, taxes, and related fees. The indicated equipment,
materiel, and other supplies shall be imported into the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic and exported from
the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic as a matter of priority under the customs control of the Syrian Party.

6. Oversight of logistics support facility contractors’ use of the equipment, materiel, and other supplies imported
into the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic will be performed by the Russian Party, in cooperation with the
Syrian Party.

7. Licenses and other permits issued by the Russian Party to contractors of the logistics support facility for work
and services to ensure its operations and activities within the installation are to be recognized by the Syrian
Party.

Article 20 Movement of ground vehicles

1. Ground vehicles of the logistics support facility and other vehicles of the competent authority of the Russian
Party utilized in the activities and operation of the logistics support facility and obeying traffic rules and
regulations of the Syrian Party may move freely on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. Personnel of the logistics support facility, family members of the personnel of the logistics support facility,
and contractors of the logistics support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation can freely move
as citizens of the Syrian Arab Republic do, operating their personal vehicles on the territory of the Syrian Arab
Republic or using other ground transportation.

3. The movement of columns of 3 or more vehicles belonging to the Russian Party carrying military equipment,
arms, hazardous, or waste cargoes throughout the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic is to be coordinated with
the authorized agency of the Syrian Party.

4. Safety and security on the road of vehicle convoys (of military equipment) of the logistics support facility in
dangerous traffic areas will be ensured (through automobile or other inspections) by the military transport
inspection unit of the logistics support facility, in cooperation with the competent authorities of the Syrian
Party.
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5. Oversight of the proper technical condition of vehicles (military equipment) of the logistics support facility
will be exercised by the authorized body of the Russian Party.

Article 21 Registration and the right to operate

1. Vehicles and military equipment of the logistics support facility and other vehicles belonging to competent
authorities of the Russian Party used by the Russian Party in the activities and operation of the logistics support
facility will operate in the territory of the logistics support facility and in the territory of port Tartus with the
license-plate numbers issued by the Russian Federation.

Vehicles and military equipment of the logistics support facility and other vehicles belonging to competent
authorities of the Russian Party used by the Russian Party in the activities and operation of the logistics support
facility but operating in the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic outside the logistics support facility are
subject to state registration with numbers assigned by the Syrian Arab Republic but are exempt from licensing
and mandatory insurance.

2. Certificates and other permits issued by the Russian Party to logistics support facility personnel giving them
the right to operate vehicles, military equipment belonging to the logistics support facility, or other means of
transportation used by competent authorities of the Russian Party to support the activities and operation of the
logistics support facility, as well as to operate personal vehicles, are to be recognized as valid on the premises of
the logistics support facility and in the territory of the port of Tartus.

Certificates, identification cards, and other permits granting the right to operate vehicles issued by the Russian
Party to contractors of the logistics support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation are to be
recognized valid on the premises of the logistics support facility and in the territory of the port of Tartus.

On the basis of certificates and other permits issued by the Russian Party to the personnel of the logistics
support facility, the family members of the personnel of the logistics support facility, and contractors of the
logistics support facility who are the citizens of the Russian Federation giving them the right to operate
vehicles, the authorized body of the Syrian Party is to issue documents granting the right to operate vehicles in
the Syrian Arab Republic free of charge and without any additional examinations (tests, inspections).

Article 22 Modification

Any changes, additions, supplements, or amendments to this Agreement made by mutual consent of the Parties
are to be issued as separate protocols.

Article 23 Settlement of disputes and disagreements
All disputes related to the application or interpretation of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled by
the Parties through consultation.

Article 24 Entry into force

This Agreement shall be applied provisionally from the date of signature and shall enter into force on the date
of receipt of the last written notification of the Parties of the completion of domestic procedures necessary to

ratify the Agreement.
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Article 25 Duration and termination of the Agreement

1. This agreement shall be valid for a period of 49 years and shall be automatically extended for the next 25-
year period unless either Party notifies the other party in writing through diplomatic channels at least one year
before the expiration of the then-current period of its intention to terminate it.

2. The provisions of the 1983 Agreement shall be applied to everything not covered by the provisions of this
Agreement.

In case of disparities between the provisions of this Agreement and the 1983 Agreement, the Parties shall apply
the provisions of this Agreement.

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Agreement between the Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab Republic on the stationing of an
Aviation Group of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation on the territory of the Syrian Arab
Republic (as amended on January 18, 2017)

The Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab Republic, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

guided by the provisions of the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation between the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics and the Syrian Arab Republic of 8 October 1980, as well as the Agreement between the Ministry of
Defense of the Russian Federation and the Ministry of Defense of the Syrian Arab Republic on the military
cooperation of 7 July 1994,%

Based on the mutual desire to defend the sovereignty, territorial integrity, and security of the Russian Federation
and the Syrian Arab Republic,

Acknowledging that the presence of the Russian aviation group on the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic
meets the objectives of maintaining peace and stability in the region, is defensive in nature, and is not directed
against other states,

Aware of the need to consolidate the efforts to counter terrorist threats,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1. Terms
The following terms and definitions apply in this Agreement:

“Russian aviation group”—the military installation of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation deployed in
the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic, with the armament, military and special equipment, and facilities to
support the well-being of personnel with necessary stocks of materiel and other supplies;

“Real estate of the logistics support facility”—the parcels of land used by the Russian Party for the Russian
aviation group—real estate and buildings, structures, and other infrastructure that is permanently attached to the
ground and thus impossible to move without proportional damage to its integrity jeopardizing its intended
purpose—will be transferred to the Russian Party free of charge or belong to the Russian Federation and will be
intended to ensure the operation of the Russian aviation group;

“The location of the Russian aviation group”—parts of the territory (parcels of land) transferred to the Russian
Party to use free of charge according to the current Agreement and intended to house the Russian aviation

group.

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Avrticle 2. Subject of the Agreement

1. At the request of the Syrian Party, the Russian Party will deploy the Russian aviation group on the territory of
the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The locations of Russian aviation group and the real estate transferred to the Russian Party are specified in
the additional protocol to this Agreement.?®

3. To accommodate the Russian aviation group, the Syrian Party grants Humaymim airfield (Latakia Province),
with its infrastructure, as well as needed territory, upon the agreement of both Parties.

4. Both Parties agree that Humaymim airfield with its infrastructure and the needed territory will be transferred
to the Russian Federation free of charge.

5. The Russian aviation group is deployed in accordance with the decision of the commander of the Russian
aviation group, pursuant to the plans agreed between the Russian and Syrian Parties.
Article 3. Authorized agencies
1. The authorized agencies of the Parties are:
From the Russian Side—the Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation;
From the Syrian Side—the Ministry of Defense of the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The Parties shall inform each other in writing through diplomatic channels about any changes in their
authorized agencies.

3. The commander of the Russian aviation group is the representative of the Russian Party authorities and is
authorized to make decisions related to the operation of the Russian aviation group.
Avrticle 4. Task Force of the Russian aviation group

1. The task force (type and number of aircraft, armament and military equipment, number of personnel) of the
Russian aviation group will be determined by the Russian Party, in agreement with the Syrian Party.

2. The organizational structure of personnel of the Russian aviation group is developed, approved, and modified
by the authorized agency of the Russian Party, notifying the Syrian Party’s authorized agency.

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Article 5. Import and export of property, entry and departure of the personnel

1. The Russian Party has the right to bring into the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic and export from the
territory of the Syrian Arab Republic, free from any fees and duties collected by the Syrian Party, any arms,
ammunition, equipment, and material necessary for the Russian aviation group to perform its tasks and ensure
thesecurity and welfare of its personnel.

2. All movable property and structures and facilities temporarily erected, by the Russian Party on the
Humaymim airfield are the property of the Russian Federation.

3. Russian aviation group personnel having documents valid for departure from the Russian Federation may
freely cross the border of the Syrian Arab Republic, and are not subject to inspection by the border or customs
authorities of the Syrian Arab Republic.

Article 6. Immunities and privileges

1. The personnel of the Russian aviation group will, during their stay in the Syrian Arab Republic, respect the
laws, customs, and traditions of the host country, with which the authorized agency of the Russian Party will
familiarize them upon their arrival in the Syrian Arab Republic.

2. The Russian aviation group enjoys full immunity from the civil and administrative jurisdiction of the Syrian
Arab Republic.

The movable and immovable property of the Russian aviation group is inviolable. Representatives of the
authorities of the Syrian Arab Republic are not entitled to enter locations of the Russian aviation group without
the consent of its commander.

The archives of the Russian aviation group and all documents belonging to it shall be inviolable, regardless of
where they are stored.

3. The personnel of the Russian aviation group, including its commander, as well as their families, are granted
immunities and privileges equivalent to the ones granted to diplomatic mission personnel and their family
members in accordance with the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961.%

4. Vehicles and aircraft of the Russian Federation employed to support of the Russian aviation group are
inviolable and are granted immunity from inspection, search, requisition, arrest, and other compulsory
measures.

Article 7. Settlement of claims
1. The Syrian Arab Republic is to make no claims against the Russian Federation or its aviation group and

personnel, neither is it to bring any claims against these in connection with the activities of the Russian aviation
group and its personnel.

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2. The Syrian Arab Republic undertakes the settlement of claims that may be brought by a third party in the
event of damage caused by activities connected to the operation of the Russian aviation group and activities of
the personnel.

Article 8. Tax benefits

The Syrian Arab Republic exempts the Russian aviation group from all direct and indirect taxes.

Article 9. Modification

By mutual agreement of the Parties, this Agreement may be amended or supplemented by separate protocols.

Avrticle 10. Settlement of disputes and disagreements
All disputes related to the application or interpretation of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled by
the Parties through consultation.
Article 11. Entry into force
This Agreement shall be applied provisionally from the date of signature and shall enter into force on the date
of receipt of the last written notification of the Parties that domestic procedures necessary to ratify the
Agreement have been completed.
Avrticle 12. Duration and termination of the Agreement
This agreement shall be valid for a period of 49 years and shall be automatically extended for the next 25-year
period unless either Party notifies the other Party in writing through diplomatic channels at least one year before
the expiration of the then-current period of its intention to terminate it. (This Article reflects the revisions
contained in the International protocol on 18 January 2017.)

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PROTOCOL # 1 to the Agreement between the Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab
Republic on the stationing of an Aviation Group of the Armed Forces of Russian Federation on
the territory of the Syrian Arab Republic of August 26, 2015 on the transfer of additional real
estate and water areas

The Russian Federation and the Syrian Arab Republic, hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

guided by the provisions of Articles 2 and 9 of the Agreement between the Russian Federation and the Syrian
Arab Republic on the Deployment of the Aviation Group of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation on the
territory of the Syrian Arab Republic signed on 26 August 2015 (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement), and
Paragraph 6 of Article 2 of the Protocol to the Agreement of January 18, 2017 (hereinafter referred to as the
Protocol to the Agreement),

have agreed as follows:

Avrticle 1. Subject of the Protocol
1. The Syrian Arab Republic agrees to transfer to the Russian Federation a plot of land and water area in Latakia
Province for the purpose of establishing and operating a medical health and rehabilitation center for the Russian
Aviation Group.
2. For the purpose of establishing and operating a medical health and rehabilitation center for the Russian Aviation
Group, the Syrian Party shall transfer to the Russian Party for temporary free use for the entire duration of the
Agreement and this Protocol:
land within the boundaries specified in the schema [plan] according to Appendix No. 1 to this Protocol (hereinafter
— land plot), limited by geographic coordinates listed in the Appendix No. 2 to this Protocol, with an area of 8
hectares;

the waters within the boundaries specified in the schema [plan] according to Appendix No. 1 to this Protocol
(hereinafter - the waters), an area of 8 hectares (from 65 up to 150 meters from the shoreline of the land plot);

real estate located on a land plot according to the list in Annex 3 to this Protocol.

Article 2. Transfer of additional real estate
1. The transfer of additional real estate from the Syrian Party to the Russian Party is executed with the acts
between the designated authorities of the Parties including enclosure of the plans (maps) of the land plot and
waters with defined boundaries of land tenure or the actual use on the date of signing of this Protocol, as well as

necessary documentation about the composition and technical condition of the transferred additional real estate.

2. The Syrian Party shall ensure registration of the rights of the Russian Federation to use additional real estate in
accordance with the acts specified in paragraph 1 of this article.

Avrticle 3. Supply and services
1. The Russian Party covers the costs associated with the structures and facilities on the land plot (waters), as well

as the installation of the necessary engineering infrastructure (channels and communication lines, power lines,
water supply systems and sewage, and other utilities) up to the land plot’s (waters’) boundary and for the

structures and facilities, and the development of engineering infrastructure required to service the facilities and
structures.

2. Projects to install engineering infrastructure to the boundaries of the land plot (waters) and the structures and
facilities located therein, and the development of the specified infrastructure are carried out under the contracts
concluded by the designated authority of the Russian Party or by its designation to the Russian Aviation Group’s
contractors, which are Russian legal entities or Russian individual entrepreneurs working with Syrian local
authorities or Syrian contractors.

When designing the construction of structures and facilities on the land plot and waters, the Russian Party will
coordinate with the Syrian local authorities the provisions of available capacity and scale of engineering
infrastructure.

The cost of the construction (development) projects of engineering infrastructure, as well as the capacity (volume)
of engineering communication lines are agreed by the Parties (contractors of the Russian Aviation Group -
Russian legal entities or Russian individual entrepreneurs working with the Syrian local authorities or Syrian
contractors) before separately entering into contracts, depending on the volumes planned for construction of real
estate and facilities on the land plot (waters).

The designated authority of the Russian Party informs the designated authority of the Syrian Party about the
contracts concluded with the Syrian local authorities or Syrian contractors.

3. Not specified in the present document are issues related to demolition of structures located on the land, the new
construction on the land plot (waters), and ownership rights to new construction, and designation of structures
and facilities, including after termination of this Protocol, shall be regulated in accordance with the Protocol to
the Agreement.

Avrticle 4. Privacy policy

1. The Parties shall take all necessary measures to keep confidential all correspondence and any information
related to the implementation of this Protocol.

2. The Parties will not disclose the contents of the Annexes to this Protocol or the information transmitted by the
Parties to each other in the course of implementing this Protocol to any third party without prior written consent
of the other Party, and will also refrain from officially publishing the Annexes to this Protocol.

Avrticle 5. Resolution of disputes and disagreements

All disputes and disagreements related to implementation or interpretation of this Protocol shall be resolved by
the Parties in accordance with Article 10 of the Agreement.

Article 6. Implementation and entry into force

1. This Protocol supplements the Agreement and is interpreted in conjunction with the Agreement and the
Protocol to the Agreement.

In all matters not defined by this Protocol, the Parties shall be guided by the Agreement and the Protocol to the
Agreement.

2. This Protocol shall be concluded for the term of the Agreement and shall terminate simultaneously with it.
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3. This Protocol shall apply provisionally from the date of its signature and shall enter into force on the date of
receipt of the last written notification of the completion by the Parties of the domestic procedures necessary for
its entry into force.

DONE in Damascus on June 11, 2020 and Moscow on July 30, 2020 in two original copies, each in the Russian
and Arabic languages, both texts having equal legal force.
