Words and figures enclosed in brackets [ ] are given for information, but do

not appear on the title pages of the publications cataloged. When place and 
printer are not given, it is to be understood that the publication is printed at 
the United States Government Printing Office, Washington, D. C.; if processed, 
publisher is issuing office. When size is not given octavo is to be understood. 
Size of maps is approximate, measurement being made from outer edge of border, 
excluding margin. The date, including day, month, and year, given with Senate 
and House documents and reports are the dates on which they were ordered to be 
printed. Usually the printing promptly follows the ordering, but various causes 
sometimes make delays.

The word “processed” as used in this catalog indicates publications which are 
reproduced by duplicating processes other than ordinary printing, e. g., mimeo­
graph, multigraph, pianograph, rotaprint, multilith. Processed publications are 
not obtainable from the Superintendent of Documents and requests for them, if 
they are available, should be addressed to the issuing office.

Under provisions of the Printing Act of January 12, 1895, all Government publi­
cations are entered in the Monthly Catalog. However, press releases and admin­
istrative, regional, and confidential publications are omitted.

The 1. C. card number appended to some of the entries is for those libraries 
ordering printed cards from the library of Congress. The number at the ex­
treme right of an entry indicates the classification of the publication in the 
Office of the Superintendent of Documents.

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General Information
The Superintendent of Documents, Washington, D. C., is authorized by law 

to sell copies of Government publications and to allow a discount of 25 percent 
to book dealers and quantity purchasers on condition that the purchasers will 
adhere to the public sales price set by the Superintendent of Documents and that 
publications shall not be overprinted with any advertising matter (the 25 percent 
discount to dealers does not apply to the Congressional record (daily issues and 
subscription), Supreme Court reports (bound volumes and subscription), Catalog 
of copyright entries, Climatological data (subscription) and all weather maps, 
Weekly corn and wheat region bulletin, and Weekly weather and crop bulletin, 
Federal register (subscription), old Naval documents, and Writings of George 
Washington, which may, however, be sold by dealers at a price in advance of that 
charged by this Office).

Publications cannot be supplied free to individuals nor forwarded in advance 
of payment.

The sales stock, which amounts to more than 8 million, includes approximately 
65,000 different titles. Many rare books are included, but under the law all 
must be sold regardless of their age or scarcity. Many of the books have been 
in stock some time, and are apt to be shopworn. In filling orders the best copy 
available is sent.

PRICE LISTS

A general price list of public documents is not available, but numerous lists 
have been prepared on special subjects and any of these will be furnished 
free, on application, if the person interested will state the subject or subjects 
concerning which information is desired. It will also be noted that current 
publications which are for sale are listed in this catalog.

WEEKLY LIST

In addition to the price lists, the Documents Office issues a Weekly list of 
selected United States Government publications for sale by the Superintendent 
of Documents. Each list is arranged alphabetically by subjects, with annota­
tions and prices, and may be obtained free upon application to the Superin­
tendent of Documents.

HOW TO ORDER PUBLICATIONS
Publications entered in this catalog that are for sale by the Superin­

tendent of Documents are indicated by a star (*) preceding the price. A 
dagger (t) indicates that application should be made to the department, 
bureau, or division issuing the document. A double dagger (J) indicates 
that the document is printed for official use and is not obtainable. When­
ever additional information concerning the method of procuring a document 
seems necessary, it will be found under the name of the bureau by which 
it was published.

In ordering a publication from the Superintendent of Documents, give (if 
known) the name of the publishing department, bureau, or division, and the 
title, together with the classification number which is added to the entry at 
the extreme right; order the congressional documents and reports by the title, 
together with the document or report number and the Congress and session, e. g.. 
H. doc. 19, 77-1.

Do not use the L. C. card number in ordering a publication.

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HOW TO BEMIT

Remittances for the documents marked with a star (*) should be made to the 
Superintendent of Documents, U. S. Government Printing Office, Washington, 
D. C., by coupons, postal money order, express order, or check. Currency may be 
sent at sender’s risk. Foreign remittances should be made either by interna­
tional money order or draft on an American bank.

Foreign money, defaced or smooth coins, will not he accepted. Do not send 
postage stamps.

For the convenience of the general public, coupons that are good until 
used in exchange for Government publications sold by the Superintendent 
of Documents may be purchased from his office in sets of 20 for $1, 
Address order to Superintendent of Documents, Government Printing Office, 
Washington, D. C.

No charge is made for postage on documents forwarded to points in United 
States, Alaska, Guam, Hawaii, Philippine Islands, Puerto Rico, Samoa, or to 
Canada, Cuba, Mexico, Newfoundland (including Labrador), and certain Central 
and South American countries. To other countries the regular rate of postage 
is charged, and remittances must cover such postage. In computing foreign 
postage, add one-third of the price of the publication.

t o  l ib r a r ia n s

The number given at the extreme right of each entry (except for congres­
sional documents and reports) is the classification number by which the pub­
lication is arranged in the Library and in the sales stock of the Office of the 
Superintendent of Documents. It can be used as a classification number by 
such libraries as are using, for the departmental publications, the arrange­
ment of public documents advocated in the Cheek list of United States public 
documents, 1789-1909. In using this number as a classification number in a 
library, it should be noted that the shilling mark (/) is used to separate what 
would ordinarily be a superior or inferior number (the numbers immediately 
following the line) from the main classification number, it not being prac­
ticable to print these numbers as superiors or inferiors in the Monthly catalog.

LIBRARY OF CONGRESS CARDS

Numbers to be used in ordering the printed catalog cards of the Library of 
Congress are appended to entries for many publications. These are given at 
the left, with “L. C. card” prefixed. Do not confuse with the Documents Office 
classification number given at the right. Orders for these cards, remittances 
in payment for them, and requests for information about them should be 
addressed to the Card Division, Library of Congress, not to the Superintendent 
of Documents.

MONTHLY CATALOG DISTRIBUTION

The Monthly catalog is sent to public libraries free on application. Sub­
scription price to individuals, $1.50 a year, including index; foreign subscription 
$2.10 a year. Back numbers cannot be supplied. Notify the Superintendent of 
Documents of any change of address.

INDEX

An Index to the Monthly catalog will be issued at the end of the calendar 
year. This will contain index entries for all the numbers issued from January 
to December, and can be bound with the numbers as an index to the volume. 
Persons desiring to bind the catalog at the end of the year should be careful 
to retain the numbers received monthly, as duplicate copies cannot be supplied.



Notes of General Interest
Agriculture in the Americas

The Department of Agriculture for many years has been a leader in strength 
ening agricultural and economic cooperation among the Americas. The issuance 
by the Department of the new periodical “Agriculture in the Americas” is 
another step which the Department is taking to diffuse current knowledge as a 
basis for the improvement of cultural and commercial relationships along the 
agricultural front of the American republics. Its purpose is to provide in­
formation on the agriculture of the hemisphere and the agricultural programs 
and policies of the governments of the American republics. The Office of Foreign 
Agricultural Relations of the Department of Agriculture, Washington, D. C., 
publishes this periodical monthly, and copies may be obtained from the Super­
intendent of Documents, Government Printing Office, Washington D. at 10 
cents per copy, or by subscription at the rate of 75 cents per year, domestic; 
$1.20 per year foreign.

Document Catalog

The Catalog of Public Documents of the 74th Congress and of All Departments 
of the Government, Jan. 1, 1935-Dec. 31, 1936, no. 23 of the Comprehensive Index 
provided for by the act of Jan. 12, 1895, has been issued by the Superintendent 
of Documents. It lists the publications of the executive departments, independ­
ent establishments, and emergency agencies of the United States Government 
issued during the period Jan. 1, 1935, to Dec. 31, 1936. The volume also includes 
all Senate and House documents and reports and congressional committee hear­
ings, etc., of the two regular sessions of both Houses of the 74th Congress, and 
all laws enacted by that Congress, whether printed before or after the period 
covered by this Catalog.

The 74th Document Catalog is the first to list both the departmental and 
congressional publications issued during the period covered by two calendar 
years instead of two fiscal years, and is the largest thus far published by the 
Superintendent of Documents.

Laws of the United States

Formerly the laws issued in slip form were numbered in four series, Private 
acts. Private joint resolutions, Public acts, and Public joint resolutions. The 
system of segregating acts and joint resolutions in different series was an out­
growth of the situation in the early days of the Congress, when all major legis­
lation took rhe form of acts and only minor legislation took the form of the 
joint resolutions. In recent years much major legislation has taken the form 
of joint resolutions, and it is generally coneeded today, that joint resolutions 
are as much a law as a bill after passage and approval. For this reason, begin­
ning with the 77th Congress the slip laws will be numbered in two series only, 
Private laws and Public laws. This change will simplify the work of printing 
distributing, handling, and filing the slip laws and will keep the laws in each 
of the two categories in the United States Statutes at Large in complete and 
regular sequence according to the law numbers.
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ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE OF UNITED STATES COURTS
No t e .—Under the provisions of Public no. 299, 76th Congress, approved Aug. 7, 1939, 

the Administrative Office of United States Courts was created, with a director at the head 
thereof, appointed by the Supreme Court of the United States and subject to removal by 
aforesaid Court. This Office, established Nov. 6, 1939, is vested with the administration of 
United States courts, administrative jurisdiction over all continental and territorial courts 
and is provided with all administrative powers respecting clerks, clerical assistants, secre­
taries, etc., of the courts.

The individual maps are projected to represent 
quadrangle areas rather than political divisions, and each map is designated by the name 
of some prominent town or natural feature in the area mapped. The scales most com­
monly used are 1:31,680, 1:62,500, and 1: 125,000, corresponding approximately to 
% mile, 1 mile, and 2 miles to 1 inch. The area covered varies with the latitude, but the 
average area of a quadrangle is 58, 230. or 920 square miles, respectively, for these three 
scales. Topographic maps are printed on uniform-sized paper, about 20 by 16% inches 
and the maps of the quadrangle areas represented thereon are about 17% inches long 
and 12 to 15 inches wide, according to latitude. For some areas of particular importance 
special large-scale maps are published. A general description of topographic maps and a 
list of the symbols used are printed on the reverse of each sheet.
