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Revised Spot Authorisation Plan
Including List of Orders Controlling Priorities Regulation 25 Products

Pursuant to Priorities Regulation 25 as amended 
June 28, 1945, the revised Spot Authorization Plan is 
now the method for making individual exemptions from 
the production restrictions of: (1) those Limitation 
Orders which are listed in Direction 1 to the Regulation; 
and (2) any other Limitation Orders which expressly 
state that authorizations may be obtained under Priori-
ties Regulation 25.

It is impractical to list or otherwise designate these 
latter orders because of impending changes. Consult the. 
WPB Field Office regarding any orders which were formerly 
covered by Priorities Regulation 25 and do not appear in the 
list below-

The War Production Board will grant a spot authoriza-
tion where it determines that the use of materials and 
manpower in the proposed production will not interfere 
with war production; and that the quantities of basic 
materials involved will not be so great as to’obstruct a 
reasonably free supply for industry generally.

Preference ratings and allotments of materials are no 
longer given with spot authorizations, and the War 
Production Board in granting an authorization does not 
guarantee that materials and products will be available 
to a particular applicant. Applicants who are qualified 
under Priorities Regulation 27 may use the ratings and 
allotment symbol assigned by that regulation to procure 
production materials for use with a spot authorization.

Except where the use of a special form of application 
is prescribed by the governing order, Form WPB-4000 is 
to be used in making application under Priorities Regu-
lation 25-
