GENERAL REMARKS.

No cases of yellow fever, smallpox, or plague originated on or
were brought to the Isthmus during the month.

VITAL STATISTICS.

The health of the employees remained good during the month.
The number of names on the rolls for the preceding month was
33,084.

The total number of admisions to hospitals and quarters was
801, a rate of 290.53 per thousand, as compared with 292.75 per
thousand for- the preceding month, andl 312.82 for the correspond-
Ing month of last year. This is the lowest admission rate ever
attained on the Isthmus.

The total number of deaths from all causes was 20; of these, 16
died from disease, or 5.80 per thousand, as compared with 4.33 for
the preceding month, and 4.91 for the corresponding month of last
year.

The constantly noneffective rate was 10.77, compared with 11.12
for the preceding month, and 10.26 for the corresponding month of
last year.

The total admision rate 'for malaria, hospitals and quarters, was
6.89, compared with 17.71 for last month, and 46.99 for the corre-
sponding period of last year; and the total noneffective rate 0.35,
compared with 0.58.for last month, a-nd 1.11 for March, 1915. The



admission rate was less than half .of that Of last month, and
noneffective rate less than two-thirds, and ths thog 'he
for last month were the lowest ever recorded onthe Itmeu

Malaia caused only 2.87 per cent of admisslions and 3.66
cent of the noneffective rate in hospitals an,& quarter from
causes.

The five diseases causing the highest admission rates in
order of their numerical importance were: Diseases of the d*
tive system, venereal diseases, diseases of the nervous Sys

resiraorysystem, and nonvenereal diseases of the genito-urin
sytm. These five classes of diseases caused 49 per cent of
admisins to hospitals. Less than 4 per cent of the total ad

Sion ol employees to h ospitals was caused by malaria durn
past month.

The admission rate for typhoid fever was 0.36, comparedwt
0.00 for last month, and 0.00 for the corresponding month of las~t,

.year.
EFFECTS OF RACE.

The admission rate to hospital and the death rate for disease 14"r
black employees were 126.43 and 5.04 per thousand, as compared
with 311.13 and 10.63 for white employees.

The admission rate to hospitals and-quarters for malaria was 3.7'-
per thousand for blacks andl 26.5 for whites.
*The death rate for Americans was 1L.07, and the admission rate'

to hospitals for disease was 204.89. Only four Americans .were
admitted to hospitals and qirters during the mouth on account
malaria, giving an admiission rate of 11.07 per thousand ; these werIeI_
all relapses.

DEPORTATIONS.

Three deportations were accomplished during the mouth, twvo.
employees and one nonemployee, all Suffering from pulmo
tuberculosis.

CANAL ZONE.

The population of the Canal Zone is 32,336, among whom th
were a total of 29 deaths; of these, 25 deaths were from disease,
ing a rate of 9.28 per thousand, as compared with 8.24 for the
ced ing mouth and 8.23 for the corresponding month of last
Of the total deaths from disease the percentage under five yeart
age was 27, as compared with 64 for last month.

There were 59 births reported, giving a rate of 21.89. Of .
births 24 were of white and 35 of colored childrer4. There we _
deaths of children under one year of age, all colored, giving an.i'
f ant mortality of zero for white aud 114 for colored -children, t'
,general average of 68. The percentage* of stillbirths to total
was 7 per ceit.



PANAMA CITY.

-The, population of the city is 60,778, among whom there was a
t ota I of 120 deaths; of these 118 deaths were from disease, giving a
peentage of 23.29 per thousand,, the same as for the prceding
mnth, as compared with 33.39 for the corresponding pero of last
ydim". Of the total deaths from disease the percentage under five

years of age was 40 per cent, compared with 44 for last month. The
rcipal causes of death showing an increase as compai-ed with

vary were: Tuberculosis of the lungs 23, compared with 18 for
tepreceding month; broncho-pneumonia 9, compared with 5 for

.u . month; and congenital debility -6, compared with 3 for the
monh of February.

the same as for the preceding month.

HOSPITAL DIVISION.

ANcoN HOSPITAL.

During the month the average number of patients constantly ill
hospital was 760. The por capita cost of patients in hospia
proper was $1.8965 gross and $0.9511 net. The net per capita cost
patients in the insane asylum was $0.3296.

BOARD OF HEALTH LAFORATORY.

The following work in addition to routine has been accomplished
during the month:

The breeding places of a type of mosquito with peculiar habits
anand life history recently been found on the Canal Zone. This

species of mosquito, known as Mansania litillaos, differs from other
m osquitoes by passing its entire larval and pplstag.e beneath
teurface of the water, attached to the water lettuce (Pistia),



which is so abundant along the banks of the Chagres Riv er and i
the canal near Gamboa, and in Gatun Lake.

Ordinarily, msquito larvw live free in the water and sece
their air supply at the surface of the water, but Mansonia tiffian
has breathing tubes in both the larval and pupal foremo-modified
as to enable it to pierce the rootlets of Zh Pistia an obtain t
supply of oxygen directly from the plants, at Somie distance from
the surface, of the water. Their manner of living during the
immature stages has been known for some time, andit has also
been known for s-.veral years that the adult mosquitoes of this'
species were abundant in the Canal Zone, but the larval and pupal.
forms had never been found.

W-Yhile they are found attached to the roots of the water lettuce
and other water plants, thousands of these plants may be examn-
ined without revealing any larvee, as certain other conditions are
also necessary for a f avorable breeding place, such as shade, shallow
stagnant water, protection from winds and currents. They have
also been found attached to nine other varieties of water plants'

Thebredin paces so far discovered by L. H. Dunn, of the.
board of health laboratory, are near Gambo and in the Manding0
River, and along the shores of Gatun Lake in that vicinity.

Obse rvations of the biology of Denmatobia cyanisenlris with.
experiments to determine if half-grovin larvye could be success-
*fully transplanted from one animal to another have been continued.

Studies on the "soldier flies," Hermetia illueens, of the Strat-.
iomyiidee family, are also under way.

The study of the occurrence of fat liver hasQ been continued
from time to time as the material became available.

An investigation was begun of the action of dilute acids and
solutions of bleaching powder upon the metals most frequently
encountered in plumbing.

A study of the possible economic value of the water plant Pistia
has been started.

Of 3,861 anopheles mosquitoes sent to the laboratory from the
zone for identification, 3,.852 were albimanus, 3 pseudopuntpenni,;
3 tarsimaculata, 2 argyritarsis, I malefactor.

Of the total of 5,399 other mosquitoes sent in, 3,089 were culex'
and allied species, 2,072 mansonia, 140 wyomyia, 98 stegomyia.

INSANE DEPARTMENT.

During the month there were 20 admisions, 18 discharges, and
4 deaths. Included in these figures are 3 retransfers from Anco-n
Hospital, 6 transfers to Ancon Hospital for surgical treatment, abd
I death in Ancon Hospital of patient that had been transferred
from this hospital for surgical treatment.

The large autoclave for sterilizing milk bottles and utensils was
put into operation. Bacterial examination proves that all bottle
and utensils used in handling milk axe sterile. The avera
bacterial content of the milk for the week ending March 23 (te
last received) was only 9,226 per c. c.



Exteded ipoments have been made in the kitchen, h. n .w arenter shop has been started, and authority has been
raned orconstructing a concrete compost pit. A great amount

eis-available which can be us Cd to avnaeo h am
n Ma41 the position of assistantfarm manager was authorized,
aidthe new assistant reported for duty. This will add greatly to
teefficiency Of the wor done at the farm and dairy.

Pouring the month the entire herd of cattle was tested by means
f he tuberculin test for tuberculosis.
The general health of the patients and cripples remains good.'

CHRONIC WARD.

There were 29 chronic and incurable patients constantly cared
fr during the month. The cost per patient per day was $0.2208.

SDetailed statistics are shown in Table XIII.

. COLON HOSPITAL.

The average number of employees constantly sick was 21.65.
The average number of days' treatment per employee was 14.
The per capita cost of patients was $2.85 gross and $1.58 net.

Detailed statistics are shown in Table XIV.

PALO SEco LEPER AsyLUM.

The number of patients under treatment at the end of the month
6 was 57, There were no admissions, deaths, or discharges during

the mouth. Detailed statistics are shown in Table XV.

SANTO TOMAS HOSPITAL.

During the month a total of 1,300 patients were treated, 23 less
than the preceding month. The daily average of patients in the
hospital was 445, as compared with 471 for February, and the total
number of days' treatment was 13,803, as compared with 13,669
for the preceding month. A total of 79 deaths occurred, with
tuberculosis of the lungs, congenital debility, and pneumonia the
chief causes, in the order named.

Mosquito breedingin the swimming pool of the National Institete
Gymnasium was noted, and specimens of pupa and larva tMA
therefrom were identified as stegomyia. The pool is about 25 by 60
feet in size and 3j to 6 feet in deph Its sides and bottom are tile-.
covered, and the pool is supplied from the city mains and diw-
ch ae into the city sewers.

Th larva and pupa were noted in large numbers, and were to
be found only at the edges of the pool. The occurrence of the
breeding in such-a large 'container" is unusual, and this is the
first time that it has been noted by this office. It is accounted for
by the fact that the institute is closed for the holidays (summer
vacation), and the surface of the pool remains undisturbed for sev-.
eral days at a time, as no one uses the pool for swimming.

During the mouth 1,371 rats were caught from various parts Of
the city and were sent to Ancon Laboratory for examination. 044
this number 789 were taken at the public dump, which exceed'
the catch for the rest of the city. For some lime it bas been know-n
that our public dump was the greatest producer of flies and mos-

3uitoes, as compared to another district in the city, but there
ereof rat infestation existn there was not known. Very ex-

tensive trapping was carried on for the latter half of the montbi
with the results noted above.

QUVARANTINE SERVICE.

On the Atlantic side, 36 inspections of sailing vessels were made
for the purpose of ascertaining if breeding places for mosquitoes
existed on board; none were found, there having been a marked
improvement in this respect during the past few months. Fifty-
f our inspections of -ships alongside were made f or the purpose of
ascertaining if antiplague precautions were being carried out.
The usual quarantine and immigration regulations were enforced,
the police and customs officers aiding in a satisfactory manner.

On the Pacific, side surveys were mad( during the month for
additional sidewalks and for the grading of the unfinished portion
of -the reservation. Considerable difficulty is being, encountered
in the~ attem pt to encourage the growth of lawn grass and plants
Owing to the very poor quality of the soil.

Plague and yellow fever conditions on the west coast of South
-Amr ca show little improvement. Plague is reported as increas-
ing in the -various departments of Peru and in Guayaqtdil. Yellow
fever is still endemic in Buenaventura and the region immediatelyly
interior to the town.

No quara-ntinable diseases were received at our ports during the
month.-
