Statement on the Death of Dean Rusk

December 21, 1994

Today we mourn the passing of Dean Rusk,
who served our Nation with dignity and with
strength as Secretary of State under Presidents
Kennedy and Johnson. Dean Rusk belonged to
that great generation of Americans who helped
guide our Nation and its allies through the dan-
gerous years of the cold war. The world has
changed immeasurably since he served at the
side of Presidents, but the principles he helped
forge—steadfast American promotion of free-
dom and opposition to tyranny—are as vital as
ever.

Dean Rusk’s decency, and his loyalty to the
Presidents whom he served and to those who

Now, that’'s what this administration is all
about.

Statement on the Pacific Northwest Forest Plan

December 21, 1994

Today a U.S. District Court upheld the
Northwest Forest Plan. This decision allows us
to continue to move forward in pursuit of my
commitment to the people and the environment
of the Pacific Northwest and northern Cali-
fornia.

For years, gridlock over the management of
public forest lands created an uncertain future
for the people of the region. It was a problem
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my administration inherited, and one that we
made a priority to solve.

Just 7 months after the announcement of the
forest plan, much has already been done. Unem-
ployment for the entire region is at its lowest
level in years, millions of dollars have been dis-
tributed to more than 100 communities for eco-
nomic revitalization, and work is underway to
analyze and restore damaged watersheds and
protect millions of acres of old-growth habitat.
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
