9) The Secretaries of State and Education,
in cooperation with other agencies, the academic
community, and the private sector, shall pro-
mote wise use of technology internationally, ex-
amining the implications of borderless edu-
cation. The heads of agencies shall take steps
to ensure that the opportunities for using tech-
nology to expand international education do not
result in a widening of the digital divide.

10) The Secretaries of State and Education,
in conjunction with other agencies, shall ensure
that actions taken in response to this memo-
randum are fully integrated into the Govern-
ment Performance and Results Act (GPRA)
framework by means of specific goals, mile-
stones, and measurable results, which shall be

included in all GPRA reporting activities, includ-
ing strategic plans, performance plans, and pro-
gram performance reports.

Items 1-10 of this memorandum shall be con-
ducted subject to the availability of appropria-
tions, consistent with the agencies’ priorities and
my budget, and to the extent permitted by law.

The Vice President shall coordinate the U.S.
Government’s international education strategy.
Further, I direct that the heads of agencies re-
port to the Vice President and to me on their
progress in carrying out the terms of this memo-
randum.

This memorandum is a statement of general
policy and does not confer a private right of
action on any individual or group.
