by section 902 of the Foreign Relations 
Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1990 and

in the national interest of the United States 
to terminate the suspensions under section 
902 of the Act insofar as such suspensions 
pertain to the export of bomb containment 

and disposal units for use in the prevention 
of terrorist bombings.

Letter to Congressional Leaders on Continuation of the National 
Emergency With Respect to Sierra Leone and Liberia 
January 15, 2002 

Dear Mr. Speaker: (Dear Mr. President:) 
Section 202(d) of the National Emer-

gencies Act (50 U.S.C. 1622(d)) provides 
for the automatic termination of a national 
emergency unless, prior to the anniversary 
date of its declaration, the President pub-
lishes in the Federal Register and transmits 
to the Congress a notice stating that the 
emergency is to continue in effect beyond 
the anniversary date. In accordance with 
this provision, I have sent the enclosed no-
tice, stating that the Sierra Leone and Li-
beria emergency is to continue in effect 

beyond January 18, 2002, to the Federal 
Register for publication. This is the first 
renewal of the Sierra Leone and Liberia 
emergency. 

The national emergency declared with 
respect to Sierra Leone on January 18, 
2001, as expanded on May 22, 2001, with 
respect to Liberia, has not been resolved. 
The national emergency, as expanded, was 
declared to deal with the threat posed to 
United States foreign policy by (1) the in-
surgent Revolutionary United Front’s 
(RUF) illicit trade in diamonds to fund its
