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our power. We will hunt them down, one
by one, and bring them to justice.

And we must never hate—hesitate to
speak for what we believe. We believe we
fight an enemy that is barbaric and that
is evil. We believe targeting innocent civil-
ians for murder is always and everywhere
wrong; and political, social, and economic
freedoms are always and everywhere right.

The war on terror will be long and it
will be dangerous. It will require us to be
patient and steadfast and clear about what
were fighting for. We fight for the non-
negotiable demands of human dignity: The
