Remarks Following a Meeting With Congressional Leaders and an 
Exchange With Reporters 
June 11, 2002 

Department of Homeland Security 

The President. It’s my honor to welcome 
the leadership of the Congress here to 
the—to the Cabinet Room to discuss the 
creation of the Department of Homeland 
Security. We’ve had a really good discus-
sion about the need to move forward with 
this idea. 

I’ll let the leaders speak for themselves 
later on, but I—what I’ve heard is, there’s 
a commitment to get this done in a way 
that takes any partisanship out of the issue 
and at the same time strives for a date 
certain—Congressman Gephardt suggested 
that we can get this done, or should try 
to get this done, by September the 11th. 
The Speaker spoke out about the need to 
work toward getting it done as soon as pos-
sible, as did Senator Daschle and Senator 
Lott. 

And my message here is, we want to 
work as closely as we can with the Congress 
to achieve this significant change and to 
leave behind a legacy for future Presidents 
and future Congresses, the legacy of a de-
partment that will work in close coordina-
tion to secure the homeland. 

We’re in for a long struggle in this war 
on terror, and there are people that still 
want to harm America. And we have an 
obligation to our citizens to work together 
to do everything we can to protect the peo-
ple. That commitment is shared by Repub-
lican and Democrat alike. And I’m thankful 
for the leadership that the Members here 
have shown, and I’m thankful for the good 
ideas that have been shared with our ad-
ministration as we developed our vision of 
the Department of Homeland Security.
