He has been one of the most 
effective and admired diplomats in Amer-
ica’s history. Secretary Powell has helped 
to rally the world in a global war. He’s 
helped to resolve dangerous regional con-
flicts. He’s helped to confront the desperate 
challenges of hunger, poverty, and disease. 
He has been tireless and selfless and prin-

cipled, and our entire Nation is grateful 
for his lifetime of service.
