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could affect the health and safety of the Ameri-
can people as well as the environment and be-
cause a number of concerns have been raised
through a public process, we should take the
time to ensure that all questions are properly
addressed and all the potential impacts are
properly understood. The final decision should
be guided by an open, transparent process that
is informed by the best available science and

the voices of the American people. At the same
time, my administration will build on the un-
precedented progress we’ve made towards
strengthening our Nation’s energy security,
from responsibly expanding domestic oil and
gas production to nearly doubling the fuel effi-
ciency of our cars and trucks, to continued
progress in the development of a clean energy
economy.

Statement on Senate Passage of Legislation Providing Tax Credits To Aid
Businesses Hiring Veterans
November 10, 2011

Today Republicans and Democrats in the
Senate did the right thing and passed tax cred-
its that will encourage businesses to hire Amer-
ica’s veterans. Tomorrow our Nation will com-
memorate Veterans Day and honor the service
and the sacrifice of all who have worn the uni-
form of the United States of America. No vet-
eran who fought for our Nation should have to

fight for a job when they come home, and I
urge the House to pass these tax credits as well
so I can sign them into law. I also urge Con-
gress to pass additional jobs proposals in the
weeks ahead to help the millions of other
Americans who are still looking for work.

ber, guardsman, reservist, and veteran of the
United States Armed Forces.

There are many honors and responsibilities
that come with this job, but none are more
humbling than serving as your Commander in
Chief. And I’m proud to be with so many of
you here today.

Here, where our heroes come to rest, we
come to show our gratitude. A few moments
ago, I laid a wreath to pay tribute to all who
have given their lives to our country. For even
though this is a day we rightly honor America’s
veterans, we gather today in solemn respect,

mindful that we are guests here, mindful that
we share this hallowed space with a family’s
moment of quiet grief, mindful that many vet-
erans not far from here are tracing their fingers
over black granite for friends who never came
home and expect us to do all we can to bring
every missing American servicemember home
to their families.

To all our Nation’s veterans: Whether you
fought in Salerno or Samarra, Khe Sanh or the
Korengal, you are part of an unbroken chain of
men and women who have served this country
with honor and distinction. On behalf of a
proud and grateful nation, we thank you.

When I spoke here on this day 2 years ago, I
said there would be a day before long when
this generation of service men and women
would begin to step out of uniform. And I
made them a promise. I said that when your
tour ends, when you see our flag, when you
touch our soil, you will be home in an America
