Sir: In obedience to the act of the 10th of February, 1S20, entitled 
An act to provide for obtaining accurate statements of the foreign com¬ 

merce of the United States,” I have the honor to transmit a report from 
the Register of the Treasury, containing the ^several statements required 
respecting the commerce and navigation between the United States and fo¬ 
reign countries in the year ending on the 30th of September, 1830. 

To these are added, as heretofore, certain statements respecting the ton¬ 
nage of the United States, for the year ending on the Slst of December, 
1829. 

Various other statements, prepared and transmitted in compliance with a 
resolution of the House of Representatives of the 26th of May, 1830, are 
also added. 

This report is sent to you agreeably to my letter to the President of 
the Senate of the 1st of March last.

Sir: In conformity to the provisions of the act of Congress of the 10th 
of February, 1820, entitled “ An act to provide for obtaining accurate state¬ 
ments of the foreign commerce of the United States/’ I have the honor to 
transmit herewith the following statements of the commerce and naviga¬ 
tion of the United States during the year ending on the 30th day of Sep¬ 
tember, 1830, viz: 

No. 1. A general statement of the quantity and value of merchandise im¬ 
ported into the United States from the 1st of October, 1829, 
to the 30th September, 1830; 

No. 2. A summary statement of the same; 
No. 3. A general statement of the quantity and value of foreign merchan¬ 

dise exported; 
No. 4. A summary statement of the same; 
No. 5. A general statement of the quantity and value of domestic produce 

and manufacture exported; 
No. 6. A summary statement of the'same; 
No. 7. A general statement of American and foreign tonnage entered into 

the United States; 
No. 8. A general statement of American and foreign tonnage departed 

from the United States; 
No. 9. A statistical view of the commerce and navigation of the United 

States; 
No. 10. A statement of the commerce and navigation of each State and 

Territory; and 
No. 11. A statement of the American and foreign tonnage entered into, 

and departing from, the several districts of the United States. 
The imports during the year ending on the 30th September, 1830, have 

amounted tp $70,S76,920; of which amount, $66,035,739 were imported 
in American vessels, and $4,841,181 in foreign vessels. 

The exports during the year ending on the 30th of September, 1S30, 
have amounted to $73,849,508; of which, $59,462,029 were of domestic, 
and $14,387,479 of foreign articles: of the domestic articles, $51,106,189 
were exported in American vessels, and $8,355,840 in foreign vessels; of 
the foreign articles, $12,776,529 were exported in American vessels, and 
$1,610,950 in foreign vessels: 967,227 tons of American shipping entered, 
and 971,760 cleared from the ports of the United States; 131,900 tons of 
foreign shipping entered, and 133,436 tons cleared, during the same period. 

I have also the honor to transmit the annual statements of the district 
tonnage of the United States, for the year ending on the 31st December, 
1829, (No. 12 and 13. )

Permit me to refer you to the accompanying statements, (marked A to I,) 
prepared in obedience to the resolution of the House of Representatives of 
the 26th May, 1830, viz: 

A. Statement of the number of vessels, and the amount of tonnage, which 
were built, registered, enrolled, and licensed, in each State and Terri¬ 
tory, in the year ending the 31st December, 1829. 

B. Statement of the number of vessels, and the seamen usually employed 
in navigating the same, which belonged to each State and Territory on 
the 31st December, 1829. 

€. Statement of the number of vessels, and the amount of tonnage, and the 
number of seamen employed in navigating the same, (including their 
repeated voyages,) which have entered into and departed from each 
State and Territory, in the year ending on the 30th September, 1830. 

D. Statement of the moneys received under the “ Act for the relief of 
sick and disabled seamen,” in each State and Territory, during the same 
period. 

E. Statement of the vessels belonging to each State and Territory lost at 
sea in the year ending on the 31st December, 1829.

U. Statement of vessels destroyed or condemned as not seaworthy, during

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H. Statement of the number and tonnage of registered vessels that surren¬ 

dered their registers, and took out licenses for the coasting trade; of the 
number and tonnage of licensed vessels that surrended their license# 
and enrolments, and took out registers for the foreign trade; and, also, 
of the registers, enrolments, and licenses, issued either in consequence 
of alteration in the form and construction of vessels, or from a change 
in the owner or owners, belonging to each State and Territory, in the 
year ending on the 30t.h September, 1830. 

I. An account of the number of seamen registered in each State and Territory 
in the year ending on the 31st December, 1830, under the “Act for 
the relief and protection of American seamen,7’ approved May 28th, 
1796. 

It was found impracticable to form the statement required by the 9th 
clause of the resolution above referred to, as the collectors, not being re¬ 
quired by law, keep no accounts (some of the minor ports excepted) of 
vessels employed in the coasting trade, other than those which cleared hav¬ 
ing foreign goods on board, as prescribed by the 14th section of the act of 
the 18th February, 1793, and by the act supplementary thereto, of the 2d 
March, 1819.
