Sir: I Have the Honor to transmit Herewith for your information a 
translation of a letter, dated the 22d of July last, from Mr. Leon Gam¬ 
betta, President of the Chamber of Deputies in France, to the American 
minister at Paris, in relation to the establishment of an exchange of 
documents between the Chamber of Deputies of the French Republic 
and the corresponding legislative body in this country. In accordance 
with Mr. Gambetta’s request, I inclose a letter addressed to the Presi¬ 
dent of the House of Representatives of the American Republic, and I 
likewise forward a package of documents wdiich accompanied the letter 
just named.
