(z) The expression “plate,” when applied to metals, means a plate
or sheet more than three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness. ‘

(7) The initials “p. ¢.” in any one of the tariff columns in schedule A
to these resolutions represent and have the meaning of the words “per
centum ad valorem.”

(k) The word ‘“free” in any one of the tariff columns in said sched-
ule A means that the goods opposite which the word appears, and to
which the tariff in said column applies, may be imported and taken
out of warehouse for consumption in Canada, without duty.

Bookbinders’ cloth.—To be admitted under item 531 is required to
be used exclusively in binding books, which does not include writing
tablets, movable pockethook covers,-ete.

Bicycle chain of steel.—Chain is not free of duty under, item 411,
ulrllless being malleable, sprocket chain, or detached link belting
chain.

Cigars.—When wrapped individually, first with tissue paper, then
tin foil, and on this the cigar band placed, the weight of the band
is only to be included in the weight of the cigars.

Cigarettes, fitted with paper mouthpiece, weight of mouthpiece is
included with weight of cigarettes for duty purposes.

Coal.—Bituminous slack is not admitted under item 587 when
containing more than 100 pounds to the ton of coals too large to
pass through the meshes of the #-inch screen.

Fashion magazines.—KFashion magazines, such as Weldon’s Journal,
containing paper patterns of small value, furnished with the magazine
at one subsecription price, may be delivered free of duty. (Mem.
1528 B.)

Finishes, definitions.—Under tariff item 362, the word ‘‘gilt”
applies only to coating with gold, ‘‘electroplated” applies only in
respect to plating with silver. Finishes, such as oxidized brass or
copper, are not to be rated as electroplated.

Firearms.—Permission from the department of customs is required
for the importation of military rifles (repeating), except from the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland. (Mem. 1519 B.)

Fire brick (9 by 4% by 2% inches, valued at over $13 per 1,000 at
place of export, are to be admitted free under tariff item 281 until
otherwise ordered, but fire brick valued at $13 per 1,000 and less at
place of export are held to be made in Canada and subject to duty
under tariff item 282, in effect from May 1 proximo. Bull. No. 266,
April 18, 1908.)

Florist's stock.—Dormant roots, n. o. p., as appearing in item 69,
applies to dormant roots of herbaceous perennials and such like
w%ere growth takes place each spring from the root.

Flowers.—Gladiolus, cannas, dahlias, peonies are to be rated for
duty under item 78, whether imported in the condition of growing
plants or as dormant roots. (Department ruling No. 68906.)

Gun barrels.—In single tubes, forged, rough bored, admitted free
under O. C., November 1, 1909. Does not apply to any article to be
manufactured into a rifle.
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Locomotive fire brick (arch blocks, fire-box blocks, boiler tile) and
fire-brick stove linings are made in Canada, and importations thereof
are rated for duty under tariffitem 282.- (Bull. No.266, Apr. 18, 1908.)

N. B.—Importations of above described fire brick as rated for duty
under tariff item 282 are rendered subject to special or dumping duty
in cases where the true selling price (f. o. b. place of shipment) to the
purchaser in Canada is more than 74 per cent lower than the value of
the same for duty purposes; and fire-clay gas retorts, hollow shapes
and hollow blocks, although made of fire clay, are rated for duty
under tariff item 282. (Bull. No. 266, Apr. 18, 1908.)

Naphtha.—Packages of naphtha are to be painted red and the
word ‘“ Naphtha’ legibly marked or branded thereon in some other
color, when imported in drums, barrels, or smaller packages. (Mem.
1483 B, June 15, 1908.)

Naphtha.—The expression ‘‘Naphtha’ includes gasoline and all
the refined products by distillation of rock or mineral oil, coal, coal
tar, or of any other mineral substance, and having a specific gravity
of Ies)s than 7.75 of a pound per gallon. (Mem. 1483 B, June 15,
1908. :

Oil.—Invoices of fuel oil and gas oil, not crude, shipped for free
entry into Canada, shall bear the following certificate signed by the
exporter on face of invoice: ‘“The oil on this invoice is a fuel oil or
gas oil, and none of it is fit for use as a lubricating oil. The flagh test
thereof is under 200° F.” Uneclarified petroleum (not crude), .8235
specific gravity, or heavier, may be admitted free under tariff item
267, upon invoice bearing certificate as above, when the oil will flash
below 200° F. (Mem. 1609 B.)

Prison labor goods.—Forks, hoes, rakes (except coke forks), from
the American Fork & Hoe Co., Cleveland, Ohio, or any of its sub-
sidiaries, are prohibited under tariff item 1206, and are to be seized
on importation into Canada. It is said that the following factories
comprise the American Fork & Hoe Co.: The Withington & Cooley
Manufacturing Co., Jackson, Mich.; the Iowa Farming Tool Co., Fort

Ruwart Saddlery Co.; brooms from the Central Broom Co.; boots and
shoes from the Vaughan-Monnig Shoe Co.; the Sely-Schwab Shoe Co.;

Sanctuary lamp.—Only lamp admitted free as part of communion .
set is the lamp used in Roman Catholic churches before the altar to
denote the presence at.the Blessed Sacrament.

Spirits.—Whisky, gin, ete. (O. C., Nov. 20, 1882; Jan. 14, 1883;
Oct. 4, 1883):

(a) Brandy, gin, whisky, or other distilled spirits shall not be
imported to any part of Canada in any undecked vessel or in any
vessel under the burden of 20 tons registered tonnage, or in any
vehicle by land other than a railway car, or in any package (except
bottled spirits) containing less than 100 gallons, wine measure,
except that spirits may be imported in casks of not less than 35
imperial gallons capacity, when for the purpose of being manufac-
tured with other articles under the regulations and surveilance of the
department of inland revenue: Provided, however, That such spirits
may be imported direct from Great Britain and other FEuropean
countries, and from any British colony, and from the West India
Islands, in packages of not less capacity than half octaves or in glass.

() Wine and malt liquor shall not be imported in any other con-
veyance than those above described, but may thus be imported in
any of the packages usual according to the ordinary custom of trade.

(¢) Any spirits imported contrary to or in violation of this regu-
lation or any part thereof shall be seized and forfeited.
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Spirituous liguors and wines.—Fractions of a degree in test may be
disregarded for duty purposes.

Steel bars—Cold twisted, for use in concrete reenforcements to be
entered under item 378, must be hot rolled only.

Sugar—Raw sugar, imported under items 1350 and 135¢ must be
entered for duty at ports to be designated by the minister of customs.
(Mem. 1545 B.)

Surgical bandages or dressings in the form of fabric, except gauzes,
are not entitled to entry under item 236. (Bull. 350.)

Trees, n. o. p., applies to trees grown in a forest. Trees grown
abroad in nurseries are rated as nursery stock.

Wire work, iron or steel, strengthened for tensile strain beyond the
ordinary requirements for fencing and adapted for concrete reen-
forcement, is not entitled to entry under item 405. (Bull. 350.)
