- WAGES AND HOURS OF LABOR IN THE BOOT AND SHOE
INDUSTRY: 1907 TO 1918.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY.

Rates of wages (or earnings) per hour, hours of labor per week,
and full-time and actual weekly earnings in the year 1918 in the
boot and shoe industry of the United States are presented in this
report. Comparable figures for 1916, and summaries for each year
from 1907 to 1918, except 1915 and 1917, are also shown. Data
were not collected for 1915 and 19171

In 1918 the average full-time weekly earnings of male employees
in the selected occupations shown varied from $19.36 for treers or
ironers, machine, to $32.29 for Goodyear welters.

The full-time weekly earnings of female employees varied from
$12.06 for button fasteners to $16.11 for vampers.

A summary of the rates of wages (or earnings) and hours of labor,
in 1913, 1914, 1916, and 1918, in the principal occupations of the
industry, and of other employees, is presented in Table 1 which follows:

Table 1 and General Tables A and B have been made, showing
figures for identical establishments from year to year. Where
changes were made.in the number or identity of establishments it
was necessary to show two sets of figures for each year.

To aid in making comparisons from year to year, relative or index
numbers have been computed for full-time hours, earnings per hour,
and full-time weekly earnings for each occupation for the years 1910
to 1918, inclusive. These relatives are based on the averages shown
in General Table A. In computing the relatives the averages for the
larger number of establishments for each year-were used. The rela-
tives are simply percentages in which the figures for 1913 are taken
as the basis or 100 per cent.

Thus the facts for the earlier and later years are brought into direct
comparison with the facts for the year immediately preceding the
war, namely, 1913, and are shown in Table 2.

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The reasons for using the data for 1913, the year immediately
preceding the war, as the base for relative numbers are: Iirst, the
conditions prevailing in war time are abnormal and should be meas-
ured by a period in which normal conditions prevailed; and second,
1t is believed that the year 1913 ended a distinct economic period.

Table 3 is a summary, showing by States the numher and per cent
of employees working certain classified percentages of full time in
the representative pay period for which wage data were obtained. .
The length of the pay period was one week in all establishments
except seven having biweekly pay rolls, which establishments are
omitted from this table. :

According to this table, 52 per cent of the employees in the pay-
roll week covered worked full time or over and 48 per cent did not
work full time. Eleven per cent worked under 75 per cent of full
time. By deduction it is seen that 37 per cent of the emplovees
worked 75 per cent of full time but less than full time.

In addition to the foregoing table stating the extent to which
employees actually worked the full time of the establishments,
Table 4 is presented, summarizing General Table D, pp. 116-135,
showing for each occupation the average full-time hours per week of
the establishments in comparison with the average hours actually
worked in the pay-roll week reported, and comparing the average
full-time weekly earnings with the average amount actually earned
in the week with more or less time lost by some employees.

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EXPLANATION OF SCOPE AND METHOD.

This report includes establishments whose prineipal or only prod-
ucts are shoes made by the McKay, welt, or turn process, or loose
nailed or screwed shoes. Men’s, women’s, and children’s shoes are
included. Data are not included from: establishments whose main
or sole products are pegged shoes, or specialties such as slippers,
leggings, felt boots, ete., nor from establishments doing only fitting
or making sole stock. All data were obtained from pay rolls of the
various establishments by the agents of the Bureau. The number
of establishments included or summarized in the report has varied
considerably since 1907, as follows:

In addition to the 130 establishments from which data were
obtained for 1916 and 1918, data were obtained from: 13 establish-
ments for 1918 only, making a total of 143 establishments from
which data for 1918 are presented.

In seleeting establishments from which to obtain data, the Bureau
undertook to represent all States in which boot and shee manufac-
turing is of material importance, the measure of importance being
the number of employees as reported by the United States Census of
Manufactures. Table 5 which follows, shows, by States, the number
of employees in this industry as reported by the United States
Census, 1910; the number of establishments from which the Bureau
obtained data for 1918; and the number of employees in such
establishments:

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According to the census of 1910, more than 97 per cent of the total
number of employees in the industry are found in the States in which
the establishments furnishing information to the Bureau of Labor
Statistics are located. The numberof employees for which the Bureau
obtained 1918 data and for which detailed information for 1918 is
presented in this report is nearly 32 per cent of the total number of
persons in the industry in 1910.

I'ull-time hours per week are the regular hours during which, under
normal conditions, employees in an occupation are on duty. Full-
time hours do not in any way indicate the extent of employment or
of unemployment. Employees may work overtime, or broken time,
or be laid off, or a temporary reduction may be made in working
hours without affecting the full-time hours as here presented.

The rates of wages per hour appearing in the tables include the
wages of time workers and the earnings of piece workers, and are
computed by dividing the earnings by the hours worked. Where
there was no record regularly kept of the actual time worked by
employees, the establishments, at the request of the Bureau, kept a
record for the pay-roll period selected.

The full-time weekly earnings are the earnings of employees work-
ing full time, or the earnings on broken time reduced to equivalent
earnings for a full week. In addition to the full-time weekly earnings
in several tables, the actual earnings of employees during one week
are shown in General Table D.

The averages of full-time hours per week, rates of wages per hour,
full-time weekly earnings, and actual earnings are computed by
adding the data for each employee and dividing the totals by the
number of employecs.

Figures relating to wages and hours are shown in the tables for 38
of the more important occupations. Hand and machine work on
the same process are presented as separate occupations. The sex
of employees is shown for each occupation. Of the 38 occupations
tabulated data are shown for males alone in 27 occupations, for
females alone in 8 occupations, and for both males and females in 3
occupations. The occupations, which are arranged in order of manu-
facture, are as follows:
