BULLETIN OF THE
U. S. BUREAU OF LABOR STATISTICS.
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WAGES AND HOURS OF LABOR IN THE SLAUGHTERING
AND MEAT-PACKING INDUSTRY IN 1921.

In 1917 the Bureau of Labor Statistics made a study of wages and
hours of labor in the slaughtering and meat-packing industry, the
results of which were published in Bulletin 252. That report covered
83 establishments and 86,215 employees. The data were for varying
dates in the first Half of 1917 and thus represent the period at the
entrance of the United States into the World War.

The present study was made in April, 1921, and was limited to 34
representative establishments, all of which were included in the
1917 report. The 1921 data covers 32,217 employees. The data used
in the compilation of both reports were obtamed from the pay rolls
of the establishments and through inquiries made by agents of the
bureau who visited the establishments.

Numerous changes took place in wages and hours between the
dates of the two investigations, and for the purpose of comparison
the 1917 fipures are here reproduced in part. The reproduced data
covered are for 66 of the 83 establishments in 1917. The 1917 data
excluded are for all nonproductive or miscellaneous employees except
laborers, repairers, and repairers’ helpers, for 2 plants in Colorado,
for 8 on the Pacific coast (2of which were not included in the totals
in the 1917 report), and for 7 others that were not included in the
totals in the 1917 report. Thus only properly comparable data are
brou%ht together in this report. No data are here presented for any
establishments in Colorado or in States on the Pacific coast.

This report shows the peak in the wage rate reached in 1920 and
the rate following such reductions as occurred in the winter of 1920
or spring of 1921. In two of the 34 establishments no reduction had
beenmade up to May 1. In addition toobtaining a statement of wage
rates and regular working hours, the actual time worked and earn-
ings of imdividual employees were taken from a pay roll in April,
1921, and averages based on such actual hours and earnings are here

iven. The sample pay rolls taken covered one week in 33 estab-
ishments and two weeks in one establishment.

The slaughtering and meat-packing industry is the largest engaged
in the production of food pro£10ts, and is also one of the largest and
most important industries in the United States. It has become an
actual necessity, not only to the people in the large cities and indus-
trial centers, but also to those in small cities and villages. To a very
?reat extent the people of the whole country are dependent upon the

a‘rgéla meat-packing establishments for cattle, hog, sheep, and calf
products.

The figures in Table 1 are compiled from the United States Census
reports. They show the importance of the industry and its growth
during the 20-year period ending with 1919: :

SLAUGHTERING AND MEAT-PACKING INDUSTRY. 5

In the year 1917 the employees in the 34 establishments embraced
in this investigation constituted approximately 70 per cent of all
employees in the 83 establishments covered in Bulletin 252. The 83
establishments, according to figures of the Bureau of Animal Indus-
try, United States Department of Agriculture, slaughtered approxi-
mately 50 per cent of all cattle, hogs, sheep, and calves that
were slaughtered in the United States, while the 34 establishments
slaughtered about 35 per cent of all animals. As many animals
are slaughtered in rural districts, towns, and villages by butchers
who have no employees, it is safe to assume that these 34 establish-
ments represent more than 35 per cent of the wage earners in the
industry.

The establishments covered in this report represent every large
and important meat packing center in the United States. Data
were obtained from representative establishments of Armour & Co.,
Cudahy Packing Co., Morris & Co., Swift & Co., Wilson & Co., and
10 other companies. The bureau here expresses its appreciation of
the cooperation and courtesy extended by all of these companies.

In most of the tables of this report segregation of information is
made by district. For the 1921 figures the districts are as follows:

District 1.—Chicago.

District 2—Kansas City, Omaha, St. Louis, East St. Louis, and
St. Joseph. ~

District 3.—St. Paul, Milwaukee, and Ottumwa.

District 4.—Oklahoma City and Fort Worth.

District 5.—Buffalo, Cleveland, Cincinnati, and Indianapolis.

District 6.—Boston, New York, and Philadelphia.

The above classifications applied in 1917 but included some other
localities.

Inspection of animals, carcasses, meats, etc., is made by employees
of the Bureau of Animal Industry of the Department of Agriculture
in all establishments for which data are shown in this report. This
inspection is made to protect the public from diseased, unclean, or
unwholesome meat and meat food products. A full description of
such inspection appears in Bulletin 252 (page 64). :

The work in this industry begins with live cattle, hogs, sheep, and
lambs, calves, and goats and kids, and ends only when every process
necessary to convert the animals into the various meat products
and by-products has been completed. The work varies so that
it is necessary that hours, wages, and earnings be shown separately
for occupations in the following 13 departments: Cattle-killing, hog-
killing, sheep and calf killing, offal (other than hides and casings),
hide, casing, cutting or fresh-beef, cutting or fresh-pork, lard and
oleo oil, sausage, cured-meat, canning, and maintenance and repair.

The above departments, except maintenance and repair, and the
occupations therein are described and defined in Bulletin 252 (pages
1075 to 1114). Employees in the maintenance and repair department
are, as a rule, skilled, such as blacksmiths, boiler makers, carpenters,
coopers, machinists, pipe fitters, etc., and are necessary to the repair
and upkeep of the buildings and equipment of the establishments.
In Bulletin 252 they are shown under ‘“Nonproductive or miscella-
neous employees” as laborers, repairers, and repairers’ helpers.

Employees in the box factories, the brush, cooper, tin, and other
shops in which the production is entirely new, and not repair, work,
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and employees in butterine, mincemeat, produce, extract, soap, curled
hair, wool, or bone departments are not included in the data shown
in this report.

The following table shows the number of males and females in each
department in 1917 and 1921 in the establishments for which wage
data are given in this report. It should be observed that the table
includes 66 establishments in 1917 and 34 in 1921.

Table 2 shows that females are employed in all except the hide and
maintenance and repair departments. Females now do a variety of
work that was formerly done by males. One woman is shown in the
cured-meat department table as a ““trucker.” Truckers in this de-
partment load and unload hand trucks with meat or salt and shove
the trucks into and about the department. The work of truckers is
heavy and requires strength and endurance. A full description of the
work of females in the industry appears in Bulletin 252 (page 63).

In 1917, establishments were operated with full forces of employees,
while in 1921, owing to the general depression of industrial conditions,
they were operated with much smaller than the regular or normal
forces of employees. Unemployment in 1921 affected employees in
the canning department more than in any other, because of lack of
orders for canned meats.

Table 3 shows for 1917 for each department the number of estab-
lishments and employees, average rate of wages and earnings per
hour, and average hours actually worked and earnings actually
received in one week; also for 1921 the number of establishments and
employees, average rate of wages per hour before and after the
reduction, average earnings per hour after the reduction, average
number of days on which employees worked in one week, avera%e
basic or regular hours of OEeration per week, average hours actually
worked ang earnings actually received in one week, and average full-
time earnings per week before and after the reduction of wages,
based on average rate of wages per hour and average basic or regular
hours of operation per week. Details for all occupations in each de-
partment shown in this table are presented in Table 9 (pages 33 to 93).
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Awerage rate of wages per hour—This was computed by dividing
the sum of the rates of wages per hour of all.employees in the occu-
pation by the number of employees. Rates of wages per hour for
pieceworkers were computed for each employee by dividing the
earnings at the occupation by the hours actually worked at the occu-
pation. Rates of wages per hour for employees who were paid
weekly rates were computed for each employee by dividing the
weekly rate by the basic or regular hours per week.

Average earnings per hour.—These were computed by dividing the
sum of the earnings of all employees in the occupation by the total of
the hours actually worked during one week. The ‘earnings in-
cluded pay for overtime and for work other than at the occupation,
and the hours included overtime and time worked other than at the
regular occupation.

Average earnings per hour for an éccupation may be more or less
't}ﬁan the average rate of wages per hour. This is due to the fact
that—

(a) Some employees in the occupation worked overtime, for which
they were paid one and one-half times the base or regular rate.

(b)) Some employees in the occupation worked less than the ‘‘guar-
anteed hours of pay’’ per week, but were paid the guaranty.

(¢) Some employees in the occupation worked part of their time at
another occupation, the rate of pay for that work being more or less
than the rate of pay per hour for work at their regular occupation.

(d) Some employees are paid weekly rates, being paid their full
weekly rates even though they work more or less hours than basic or
regular hours per week.

{¢) Some employees, in addition to their own work, did the
work of some absent employees, and were paid for their regular
work and, in addition, for the work of the absent employees, the
pay of the absent employees being divided equally among the employ-
ees who did the work. :

Average hours actually worked in one week.—These were computed by
dividing the sum of the hours of all employees in the occupation,
including overtime and work other than at the occupation, by the
number of employees. The one establishment paymng every two
weeks is omitted from this average to avoid depressing the average
by the inclusion of the greater turnover and absenteeism of a two-
week period.

Average earnings received in one week.—These were computed by
dividing the sum of the earnings of all employees in the occupation
in establishments in which employees are paid weekly, including pay
for overtime and for work other than at the occupation, by the num-
ber of employees.

Average rate of wages before and after reduction.—This was com-
puted as explained above under ‘“Average rate of wages per hour.”
The average after reduction is approximately 8 cents less than the
average before the reduction, due to 27 of the 34 establishments
reducing the hourly rates 8 cents. Table 4 shows that approximately
85 per cent of all employees in the industry are paid ILourly rates,
10 per cent piece rates, and 5 per cent weekly rates. Piece rates
were reduced 124 per cent by the 27 establishments. There was no
reduction in the weekly rates of employees in the 27 establishments.
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Average number of days on which employees worked in one week.—
This was computed by dividing the sum of the days of all employ-
eesin the occupation by thenumber of employees. ‘“Days’ as shown
here means the number of calendar days on which an employee
worked during one week. An employee is counted as having worked
a day if he reported for duty and worked any part of the basic or
regular hours of the day. The plant with the two-week pay roll is
omitted for the reason above stated.

Awverage basic or regular hours of operation per week.—These were
computed by dividing the sum of the basic or regular hours per
week of all employees in the occupation by the number of employees
in the occupation. For definition of ‘““basic or regular hours’ see
explanation of Table 4 (page 15).

Average full-time earnings per week before and after reduction of
wages.—These were computed by multiplying the average rate of
wages per hour by the average basic or regular hours of operation
per week. :

Table 4 shows for each establishment for 1921 the basic or regular
hours of operation per day and per week, the guaranteed hours of
pay per week, the proportional increase in wages per hour for over-
time, the increase for work on Sundays or holidays, and the date
and amount of the reduction of wages.

Basic or regular hours.—Each -establishment has stated or fixed
hours of operation; that is, a time for employees to begin work in the
morning and stop work in the afternoon, with a fixed period of time
off duty at noon gor lunch or dinner. The time from beginning in the
morning to stopping in the afternoon, exclusive of the time off at
noon, is considered the basic or regular hours.

Guaranteed hours: of pay per week.—All establishments except seven
romise or assure certain, or all, of their employees that payment will
e made for-a specified or stated number of hours per week. This is

called guaranteed hours of pay,.and payment therefor is made at base
or regular rate whenever the hours of operation in any week are less
than the guaranteed hours. In order to be entitled to pay for the guar-
anty it is necessary for employees to be on :duty each dayof the week
so much, of the basic or regular hours-as the establishment:may be in
operation.

Overtime.—Any time worked in excess .of ‘basic or regular hours on
week days is overtime, and is paid for at one and one-half itimes base
or regular rate by all the establishments except seven. Thus an
employee whose base or regular rate is 50:cents per hour is paid
75 cents per hour for overtime.

Work -on Sundays or holiduays.—Work :on Sundays is limited to a
very ssmall percentage of the employees of an establishment, and
usually only to a few in the maintenance and repair department.
Work on holidays is not frequent. This work is paid for at :double
the base or regular rate by :all establishments except seven.

Date of reduction of wages.—The:peak of wages was reached in 1920.
A reduction‘was made by 1 establishment in the latter part of 1920, -
by 25inMarch, and by 5 mn April, 1921. No reduetion had been' made
by 2 establishments up to May 1. One establishment, instead of
reducing rates, increased basic or regular hours and reduced pay for
overtime and for work on Sundays or holidays. e

Amount of reduction.—All except 7 establishments reduced hourly
rates '8 cents and piece rates 124 per cent, but made no reduction
in weekly rates. Not to exceed 10 per cent of all employees are
paid piece rates, and not to exceed 5 percent are paid weekly rates.

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Table 7 shows cumulative percentages of employees receiving each
classified rate of wages per hour in 1917 and 1921, beginning at
“Under 15 cents,”” and making advances of 5 cents therefrom to
“Under 70 cents,” and then of 10 cents to “Under 80 cents.”

In 1917 no females, and less than one-half of 1 per cent of the males
were paid 80 cents per hour and over. In 1921 less than one-half of 1
per cent of females and 3 per cent of males were paid 80 cents per hour
and over. :

The same percentage sometimes appears under more than one clas-
sification. 'This is due to the fact that the difference in the percentage
between a classification and the next above or below is less than one-
halt of 1 per cent. For example, in 1917 the percentage of males
receiving under 60 cents per hour is 99. The number receiving be-
tween 60 and 65 cents is not sufficient to raise the percentage to
994. The percentage for those receiving under 65 cents per hour is
therefore shown as 99.

Table 9 shows for 1917 for each occupation in each department the
number of establishments and employees, average rate of wages and
earnings per hour, and average hours actually worked and earnings
actually received in one week; also for 1921 the number of establish-
ments and employees, average rate of wages per hour before and after
the reduction, average earnings per hour after the reduction, average
number of days on which employees worked in one week, average
basic or regular hours of operation per week, average hours actually
worked and earnings actually received in one week, and average full-
time earnings per week before and after the reduction of wages
(based on average rate of wages per hour and average basic or regular
hours of operation per week).

The 1917 average rate of wages per hour of males by occupation,
excluding the mechanical force, ranged from $0.702 for sheep or
calf butchers in the sheep and calf kﬁling department to $0.135 for
labelers in the lard and oleo oil department. The average rate for
females ranged from $0.232 for painters (cans, by hand) in the can-
ning department to $0.140 for tripe scalders and cookers in the offal
department and for packers in the canning department.

The 1921 average rate of wages per hour for males before the
reduction ranged from $1.412 for sheep or calf butchers in the sheep
and calf killing department to $0.410 for cap setters in the canning
department. The average rate for females ranged from $0.530 for
truckers in the casing department to $0.250 for truckers in the cured-
meat department. The 1921 average rate for males after the reduc-
tion ranged from $1.396 for sheep or calf butchers in the sheep and
calf killing department to $0.330 for cap setters in the canning de-
partment. The average rate for females ranged from $0.450_for
truckers in the casing department to $0.250 for truckers in“$he
cured-meat department.
