Str: I have the honor to submit the following report for the fiscal
year ended June 30, 1934:

COLLECTIONS

Collections of internal-revenue taxes during the fiscal year 1934
amounted to $2,300,816,308.88, compared with $1,619,839,224.30 for
the fiscal year 1933, an increase of $680,977,084.58, or 42 percent. In
addition, collections of agricultural adjustment taxes totaled $371,-
422,885.64 during the fiscal year 1934.

Income-tax collections for the fiscal year 1934 amounted to $817,-
025,339.72, compared with $746,791,404.11 for the fiscal year 1933,
an increase of $70,233,935.61, or 9 percent. Collections of miscella-
neous internal-revenue taxes during the fiscal year 1934 amounted to
$1,483,790,969.16, as compared with $873,047,820.19 for the fiscal year
1933, an increase of $610,743,148.97, or 70 percent. This increase
is accounted for in round numbers by $175,000,000 from the new
taxes imposed by the National Industrial Recovery Act on capital
stock, dividends, excess profits, and additional tax on gasoline;
$215,000,000 from liquor taxes as a result of prohibition repeal, the
Liquor Taxing Act of 1934, and a full year of returns from beer taxes;
$79,000,000 from estate and gift taxes under the provisions of the
Revenue Act of 1932; $110,000,000 from manufacturers’ excise taxes,
and taxes on communications, pipe-line transportation, and checks,
the increase being attributed to better business conditions and a full
year of returns; $22,000,000 from tobacco and $9,000,000 from stamp
taxes, attributed to better business conditions. The detail of the
administration of these taxes appears in the text following and the
detail of receipts appears in the statistical tables appended to this
report.

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Agricultural adjustment tax collections (not included in above
figures) were $39,676,530.50 for the quarter ended September 30,
1933, $100,886, 718.11 for the quarter ended December 31, 1933,
$112,527,834.84 for the quarter ended March 31, 1934, and $118,331,—
802.19 for the quarter ended June 30, 1934, a total of $371,422,885.64
for the fiscal year 1934. The taxes declared were on wheat, effective
July 9, 1933; cotton, effective August 1, 1933; tobacco, effective Octo-
ber 1, 1933; field corn, effective November 5, 1933; hogs, effective
November 5, 1933, with increased rates effective December 1, 1933,
February 1, 1934, 'and March 1, 1934; paper and jute fabrics com-
peting with cotton effective December 1, 1933; and sugarcane and
sugar beets, effective June 8, 1934. Collections from the taxes on
each of these commodities appear in the statistical tables appended
to this report.

COST OF ADMINISTRATION

The amount expended and obligated in administering the internal
revenue laws for the fiscal year 1934 was $28,826,225.73, as com-
pared with $30,031,722.98 during the fiscal year 1933. The cost of
collecting each $100 of internal revenue was $1.25, as compared
with $1.85 for the fiscal year 1933. (The amounts expended by the
Bureau of Industrial Alcohol in administering the liquor laws prior
to consolidation with the Bureau of Internal Revenue, May 10, 1934,
are not included in these figures.) This sum does not include the
amount expended for refunding taxes illegally or erroneously collected
and for redemption of stamps, which is in no sense an administrative
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expense. The amount expended and obligated in administering the
agricultural adjustment tax laws was $2,544,178.39, or 69 cents for each
$100 of agricultural adjustment taxes collected. The total amount
expended and obligated by the Bureau of Internal Revenue in adminis-
tering tax laws during the fiscal year 1934 was $31,370,404.12. The
total revenue collected was $2,672,239,194.52, of which $2,300,816,-
308.88 represented internal revenue and $371,422,885.64 agricultural
adjustment taxes. Therefore, the cost of collecting each $100 of the
total revenue was $1.17.

INCOME TAX UNIT

Important changes were made in the law relating to income taxes
under the Revenue Act of 1934. The most significant of these
changes are discussed under appropriate headings below.

Returns closed

The number of returns examined and closed during the fiscal year
1934 was 1,968,170, of which 1,509,030 were filed by individuals
and partnerships and 459,140 by corporations. The table following
shows the method of closing returns by tax years:

Back tazes

The total additional revenue made available for collection was
$194,030,746.36, as compared with $169,629,609.96 in the previous
fiscal year, an increase of $24,401,136.40. The field forces of the
Income Tax Unit secured agreements to the immediate assessment
and collection of $18,897,448.21, while $175,133,298.15 was assessed
after consideration in Washington.

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Nore.—The amount involved in claims filed during the year was $176,132,-
959.94, as compared with $229,134,005.48 the preceding year. Of the claims
adjusted during the year, the amounts rejected totaled $113,340,642.51, as com-
pared with $170,934,417.94 the preceding year.

There were also allowed 10,114 collectors’ claims, of which 8,898
recommended abatements or credits and 1,216 recommended refunds.
These claims were largely multiple item claims or claims for refund
to numbers of taxpayers, and involved 13,590 items for abatement or
credit and 42,128 items for refund. These adjustments result usually
in consequence of mathematical errors made in the preparation of
returns by taxpayers and as a rule no claims are filed by taxpayers.

Final notices of deficiency (60- or 90-day letters)

During the year 13,003 final notices of deficiency were mailed by
the Income Tax Unit. This figure compares with 17,772 released
during the previous fiscal period.

The ratio of petitions filed with the Board of Tax Appeals to the
number of 60- or 90-day letters issued during the year was 41 percent,
as compared with 37 percent during the fiscal year 1933. The num-
ber of tax years involved in cases appealed, however, decreased from
6,597 in the fiscal year 1933 to 5,347 in 1934. The following table
shows the number of tax years involved in petitions filed during the
fiscal years 1933 and 1934:

Returns reopened

During the fiscal year 1934, 87,252 returns were reaudited, as com-
pared with 112,972 for the fiscal year 1933, a decrease of 25,720, or
23 percent.

During the fiscal year 1934, 1,379 requests by taxpayers for the
reopening of claims for refund which had previously been acted upon
were also considered; of these, 950 were denied and 429 allowed.
The number of requests allowed was approximately 31 percent of the
total considered.

Returns for the tax years 1917 to 1931, inclusive, as to which
generally the statute of limitations has run, are regarded by the
Income Tax Unit as prior year returns. The work on returns for
1932 is regarded as part of the current work of the Unit, since the
period of limitation on assessment for this year will not run as a
rule until on or before March 15, 1935.

On June 30, 1934, 27,333 returns for 1932 and prior years were in
Washington, and 290,916 were with revenue agents in the field for
investigation. The Bureau’s field force must complete investigation
of the returns for 1932 and prior years in sufficient time to forward
them to Washington well in advance of the date upon which the
statute will run.

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Returns pending in the field

On June 30, 1934, there were 310,566 returns for all years pending
for verification in the offices of the 38 field divisions of the Income
Tax Unit, compared with 230,119 on hand on June 30, 1933. Of
the total number of returns pending on June 30, 1934, 19,650 were
for the years 1933 and 1934, while on June 30, 1933, 31,638 returns
for 1932 and 1933 were on hand in the several field divisions.

During the year 607,964 returns were received, which, in addition
to the 230 119 returns on hand at the beginning of the year, made &
total of 838 083 to be accounted for. Of this number, 527, 517 were
disposed of, leaving a balance of 310,566 returns pendmﬂ June 30,
1934.

Of the total of 527,517 returns disposed of, 299,984, or 57 per-
cent, were audited and 227,533 were returned without examination
because of insufficient time for the present force to undertake their
audit within the statutory period of limitations. More than 57
percent of the income-tax returns originally selected for field exami-
nation should be audited. The record for the fiscal year under con-
sideration indicates clearly that 200 additional agents can audit
10 percent of the returns not examined by the present force and
produce additional revenue of at least $15,000,000 each year.

Changes in tax liability were recommended by the field forces in
137,682, or 46 percent of the returns audited. With respect to
110, ,590, or 80 percent of the changed returns, taxpayers agreed
with the revenue agents’ conclusions. The net deficiencies recom-
mended by the field forces for the year amount to $190,549,334.49,
an average of $81,085 for each of the 2,350 agents and auditors as-
signed to the examination of the 299 ,984 returns audited. In addi-
tion thereto the field forces 1nvest1gated and considered claims for
refund totaling $29,621,156.03, of which $23,194,623.39 were recom-
mended for disallowance, and additional assessments were recom-
mended in the amount of $6,333,774.63.

During the 12-month period from April 1, 1933, to March 31,
1934, a study was conducted of a representative group of deficiency
assessments to determine the extent to which additional taxes recom-
mended by the field forces were sustained. Data were assembled
from 100,204 cases, involving additional taxes recommended by
the field forces in the total amount of $116,539,521.90.

The compilation disclosed that of the ‘total sum of $116,539,-
521.90 recommended, $81,715,446.28, or 70 percent, was ultlmately
sustained and assessed as shown in the table on the following page:

Conference of agents in charge

The internal-revenue agents in charge were called to Washington
for a general conference with the collectors and Bureau officials
January 16-18, 1934. During such part of the conference period
as was not occupied by meetings of the whole body of Bureau officers,
the agents in charge met in conference to discuss matters of especial
interest to their work. Of particular concern at the time was the
management of the work incident to handling Forms 1100 (Brokers’
returns of information), the handling of offers in compromise, and
the Bureau policy involving section 104 of the Revenue Act of 1932
and prior acts. In order to approach the subjects in an orderly
manner and to supply a basis for discussion, three committees were
appointed to consider the problems. The conclusions of the com-
mittees were presented in report form and submitted for consideration
and discussion by the members of the conference. The conference
has proven of great benefit in the subsequent management of the
work of the unit.

Significant comparisons between fiscal years 1933 and 1934

During 1934, back taxes were made available for immediate collection
in the amount of $194,030,746.36, as compared to $169,629,609.96
for 1933, an increase of $24,401,136.40.

During 1934, agreements were submitted by taxpayers after release
of letters of final determination with respect of $38,503,162.99, as
compared to $10,653,592.10 during 1933, an increase of $27,849,570.89.

During 1934, $53,296,583.68 was assessed under the jeopardy pro-
visions of the internal-revenue acts, as compared to $109,895,996.57
assessed during 1933, a decrease of $56,599,412.89.

The balance of claims on hand as of June 30, 1934, was 20,732,
as compared to 22,434 on June 30, 1933, a decrease of 1,702.

During 1934 final notices of deficiency were released in but 13,003
tax-year cases, as compared to 17,772 during 1933, a decrease of
4,769.

Petitions to the United States Board of Tax Appeals were filed
during 1934 in but 5,347 tax-year cases, as compared to 6,597 during
1933, a decrease of 1,250.

During the fiscal year 1934, 87,252 returns were reopened and
reaudited, as compared to 112,972 during the previous fiscal year, a
decrease of 25,720.

As of June 30, 1934, there were pending in Washington 27,333
returns for 1932 and prior years, as compared to a total of 35,042
returns for 1931 and prior years on June 30, 1933, a decrease of 7,709.

As of June 30, 1934, 290,916 returns for the years 1932 and prior
years were on hand in field offices, as compared to a balance of
198,481 for the year ended June 30, 1933, an increase of 92,435.

On June 30, 1934, there was pending in the Income Tax Unit for
original consideration only 1 case involving years prior to 1921, whereas
on June 30, 1933, there were 14 such cases pending, a decrease of 13.

As of June 30, 1934, the balance of original audits involving 1922 to
1928 was 307, as compared to 567 on June 30, 1933, a decrease of 260.

On June 30, 1934, the pending balance in the field was 310,566
returns for all years, as compared to a balance of 230,119 as of June
30, 1933, an increase of 80,447.

During the year ended June 30, 1934, a total of 607,964 returns
was sent to the field, as compared to a total of 493,626 forwarded
during the fiscal year ended June 30, 1933, an increase of 114,338.

The field forces disposed of a total of 527,517 returns during the
fiscal year ended June 30, 1934, as compared to a total of 464,938
returns disposed of in the fiscal year ended June 30, 1933, an increase
of 62,579.

Improvemenis in policy and procedure, new procedure, and changes in
organization

Depreciation.—In a report dated September 3, 1933, the Sub-
committee of the House of Representatives Ways and Means Com-
mittee stated that deductions for depreciation claimed in income-tax
returns were in many instances excessive. The subcommittee recom-
mended an arbitrary reduction of 25 percent in the depreciation
deductions allowable under the Revenue Act of 1932 and to be
claimed by taxpayers for the years 1934, 1935, and 1936. Upon
information by the Treasury that the problem of depreciation could
be handled more equitably by administrative action, the recom-
mendation was withdrawn.

On February 28, 1934, Treasury Decision 4422 was promulgated,
amending article 205 of Regulations 77 and 74 and article 165 of
Regulations 69, 65, and 62. The amended articles require that
“The deduction for depreciation in respect of any depreciable property
for any taxable year shall be limited to such ratable amount as may
reasonably be considered necessary to recover during the remaining
useful life of the property the unrecovered cost or other basis. The
burden of proof will rest upon the taxpayer to sustain the deduction
claimed.” Subsequent to promulgation of this decision the Bureau
issued to its employees in Washington and the field mimeographed
instructions.

Insufficient time has elapsed to measure the effect of administering
provisions of Treasury Decision 4422. From March 15 to July 15,
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1934, a total of $248,831,643.59 of claimed depreciation had been
disallowed, resulting in increased taxable income of $242,424 222.77,
and recommended deficiency assessments of $29,689,304.47. Agree-
ments to the recommended taxes so developed have been and are
being secured in many cases, but final settlement of the depreciation
issue in other cases may depend upon litigation.

Fictitious losses.—In the report for the year ended June 30, 1933,
attention was called to a campaign that was begun to identify items
of deduction based upon alleged sales between members of a family
or close business associates where the real and only purpose of the
transaction was to obtain a reduction in tax liability. The problem
was first approached by examination of brokers’ records, and the
results obtained were of such importance as to justify the release
during the year of mimeographed instructions upon the subject, which
among other things required that returns of information in respect of
trading accounts be submitted by brokers for the years 1929, 1930,
1931, and 1932. As a result of this work, there were pending before
the Income Tax Unit on June 30, 1934, 989 cases involving proposed
assessments of $11,720,189.69; and approximately $12,000,000 had on
that date already been assessed and collected.

Final closing agreements.—On February 9, 1934, Commissioner’s
Mimeograph Coll. No. 4149, R. A. No. 703, upon the subject of closing
agreements relating to tax liability, was released. The effect of this
mimeograph was to require the preparation of detailed memoranda
in all cases proposed to be finally settled by agreement with taxpayers
within the limitation period, it having been concluded that since under
the provisions of section 606 (b) such an agreement was required to be
approved by the Secretary or the Under Secretary of the Treasury
and that, since there was a necessity for the exercise of independent
judgment by those officials, it was essential that a complete analysis
and justification be prepared for the information and consideration of
the representatives of the Secretary.

As an incident to this statement of policy, it was concluded that
no such agreements were to be negotiated, unless upon a showing
it was essential to make certain a settlement arrangement, or to
accomplish an exact financial status to taxpayers or their repre-
sentatives in instances where the subsequent activities of the interested
parties depended upon the determination of their tax status. In such
latter circumstances it was considered essential that a showing be
made that no disadvantage would result to the Government.

Rotating field examinations.—On February 16, 1934, the agents in
charge were directed to so assign cases for examination as to avoid
continued reference of particular cases to the same officer for succes-
sive years. The instructions were so qualified as to permit a measure
of discretion in the agents in charge where circumstances would not
allow exact compliance with the instructions, although it was also
directed that, upon deviation from the policy, the Bureau be advised
as to the reason therefor.

Excess-profits tax.—Section 702 of the Revenue Act of 1934 provides
for new excess-profits taxes for income-tax taxable years ending after
June 30, 1934. The provisions of section 702 of the Revenue Act of
1934 are similar to the provisions contained in section 216 of the
National Industrial Recovery Act, and provide for an excess-profits
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tax equivalent to 5 percent of the portion of the net income of the
corporation in excess of 12% percent of the adjusted declared value of
the capital stock.

Under date of February 27, 1934, a committee was designated to
develop a procedure for coordinating the work of the Income Tax
Unit and the Miscellaneous Tax Unit in the examination of excess-
profits tax returns and capital-stock tax returns to insure a proper
administration of section 216 of the National Industrial Recovery Act.
The efforts of this committee resulted in the issuance of IT:MT:Mim.
Coll. No. 4172, dated April 21, 1934, under the provisions of which
the verification of excess-profits tax is made in conjunction with the
corporation income tax.

Conference section.—On September 1, 1933, the conference unit of
the Audit Review Division was established as an independent section
operating under immediate supervision from the office of the deputy
commissioner. The conference section is now designed to act as the
settlement body for the Unit, and its responsibility and authority is
similar to that of the Technical Staff.

The transfer of the conference work of the Unit to the new con-
ference section had as one of its basic objectives a steadily increasing
reduction in the number of statutory (60- or 90-day) letters to be
released in the Unit and to aid in minimizing the necessity for litiga-
tion before the Board of Tax Appeals and in the courts.

Excise tax on dividends.—The National Industrial Recovery Act,
which became a law June 16, 1933, among its other provisions, levied
a 5-percent tax on dividends required to be included in the gross
income of the recipient under the provisions of the Revenue Act of
1932. This tax applied to all dividends which were declared on or
after the date of the passage of the act, and which were payable to
any person other than a domestic corporation.

On June 23, 1933, orders were issued directing the Income Tax
Unit to administer the provisions of section 213 of the National
Industrial Recovery Act. This work was assigned to the sorting
section of the Records Division. Orders and regulations establishing
procedure were soon published and the necessary forms of returns
prepared. On July 14, 1933, an initial distribution of such forms was
made to all collectors. The first returns were received from collectors
of internal revenue with assessment list for the month of July, 1933.

Dividends paid, as shown by accepted returns filed by the payor
corporation, amount to $2,199,493,249, of which amount $1,375,722,-
276 is tax exempt under the provisions of section 213, National In-
dustrial Recovery Act, leaving $823,777,973 subject to tax.

When the provisions of this act were under consideration by the
Congress, it was estimated that the tax to be collected would amount
to approximately $70,000,000 annually. Section 213 of the act was
terminated on December 31, 1933, by proclamation of the President,
and was in effect, therefore, for slightly over 6 months. Based upon
the estimate of Congress, the amount of tax collected would have been
approximately $35,000,000 for the period. To date more than
$50,000,000 has been collected, and additional revenue from this
source is anticipated.

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Publication of income statistics.—The statistical section of the
Income Tax Unit compiled during the year informative data relating
to sources of income and deductions and forms of assets and liabilities
reported in individual and corporation income-tax returns, designed
to provide basic data in connection with problems of taxation and
studies of economic conditions and the financial structure of industry.
Data also were presented showing the principal forms of property left
by decedents and reported for taxation in the Federal estate tax
returns.

The reports in which these data were made available are ‘‘Statistics
of Income for 1931,” compiled from the returns filed in 1932, and the
“Preliminary Report, Statistics of Income for 1932,” compiled from
returns filed to August 31, 1933.

Numerous tabulations of factual data were furnished the Depart-
ment of Commerce for various basic industrial divisions, for use in
connection with its report to the Congress on the national income, 1929
to 1932, which it submitted in compliance with Senate Resolution 220.

Compilations of income data were prepared for the Joint Committee
on Internal Revenue Taxation for use in studies on revenue legisla-
tion; also special compilations were prepared during the year for
several of the recently created instrumentalities of the Government.

A new subsection relating to publicity of returns provides that any
person required to file an income return shall file with his return,
upon a form prescribed by the Commissioner, a correct statement of
the following items shown upon the return: (1) The name and
address; (2) total gross income; (3) total deductions; (4) net income;
(5) total credits against net income for purposes of normal tax; and
(6) tax payable. The new subsection provides for a penalty of $5
for failure to file this statement with the return. Provision is also
made for the inspection of these statements in such manner as the
Commissioner, with the approval of the Secretary, may determine.

MISCELLANEOUS TAX UNIT

Legislation affecting miscellaneous taxes

During the fiscal year 1934 important changes were made in the
internal revenue laws affecting the miscellaneous taxes, for the purpose
of designating new objects of taxation, increasing the rates of certain
existing taxes, eliminating the tax on certain objects, and providing
additional administrative measures for the protection of the revenue.

ESTATE AND GIFT TAXES

The Revenue Act of 1934 increases the rates applicable to the addi-
tional estate tax imposed by the Revenue Act of 1932; and also
provides for a corresponding increase in the rates applicable to the gift
taxes imposed by that act, making the rates for gift tax equal to three-
fourths of the new rates applicable to the estate tax. The increased
rates for the additional estate tax apply to estates of decedents dying
after the date of the enactment of the Revenue Act of 1934. The
increased rates for the gift tax apply in computing the tax for the
calendar year 1935 and for each calendar year thereafter.
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EXCISE TAXES

The Revenue Act of 1934 provides additional taxes as follows:

(@) A tax of 3 cents a pound on the importation of certain fish and
marin)e animal oils. (This tax is administered by the Bureau of Cus-
toms.

(b) A tax of 3 cents per pound on the first domestic processing, or
first use in the United States, of certain imported vegetable oils or of
combinations or mixtures containing such oils. An additional tax of
2 cents per pound is imposed upon the processing of coconut oil or a
combination or mixture containing a substantial quantity of coconut
oil, except where such coconut oil is a product of the Philippine Islands
or of a possession of the United States. This exception is also appli-
cable to coconut oil (or materials from which produced) brought into
the United States prior to June 10, 1934, and to such coconut oil pro-
duced under contracts entered into prior to April 26, 1934. The
statute provides that all taxes collected with respect to coconut oil
wholly of Philippine production or produced from materials wholly of
Philippine growth or production are to be held as a separate fund and
paid into the treasury of the Philippine Islands.

(¢) A tax of one-tenth of 1 cent per barrel of 42 gallons on the sale
of crude petroleum, payable by the producer thereof.

(d) A tax of one-tenth of 1 cent per barrel of 42 gallons on the
refining or processing of crude petroleum and a like tax on gasoline
produced or recovered from natural gas.

(¢) An increase in the rate of tax on the sale of fancy wooden
matches and wooden matches having a stained, dyed, or colored stick
or stem, from 2 cents per thousand to 5 cents per thousand.

The Revenue Act of 1934 also provides for the registration and
bonding of all manufacturers -or producers of lubricating oil and pro-
ducers and importers of gasoline for the purpose of protecting the
revenue derived from the taxes on lubricating oil and gasoline.

The National Firearms Act, approved June 26, 1934, imposes special
taxes on manufacturers and importers of, and on dealers (including
pawnbrokers) in, and transfers of certain firearms, which are defined
to include machine guns, shotguns, and rifles with short barrels, and
mufflers and silencers for firearms. The act also regulates the impor-
tation and exportation and interstate transportation of such firearms.

THE SILVER TAX

An act approved June 19, 1934 (Public, No. 438, 73d Cong.),
imposes a tax on the transfer of interests in silver bullion equal to 50
percent of the net profit to the transferor. The tax, with certain ex-
ceptions, is payable by stamp, and the taxing provision appears as a
subdivision added to schedule A of title VIII of the Revenue Act of
1926. The general provisions of law applicable to stamp taxes
imposed under that act are also applicable to the silver tax.

TOBACCO TAXES

Section 610 of the Revenue Act of 1934 amended section 400 (a) of
the Revenue Act of 1926 so as to provide that where cigarettes meas-
ure more than 6% inches in length, each 2% inches (or fraction thereof)
of such cigarettes shall be counted as one cigarette and taxed at the
rate of $3 per thousand.
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AGRICULTURAL ADJUSTMENT TAXES

Processing tares.—The scope of the processing tax has been mate-
rially increased during the fiscal year 1934. New commodities have
been included as basic agricultural commodities, and new rates on
certain other commodities have been imposed.

Regulations relative to the processing and related taxes affecting
certain agricultural commodities named have been issued as Treasury
decisions supplemental to the general regulations promulgated as
Regulations 81, relating to the processing and compensating taxes
under the Agricultural Adjustment Act; Regulations 82, relating to the
tax on floor stocks; and Regulations 83, relating to exportation.

Tax on cotton ginning.—An act approved April 21, 1934 (Public,
No. 169, 73d Cong.), imposes a tax on the ginning of cotton effective
June 1, 1934, and provides for the payment of such tax, in part, by
exemption certificates issued to certain producers of cotton by the
Secretary of Agriculture. Regulations 84, relating to the tax upon
the ginning of cotton under this act, have been promulgated. The
payment of tax, or exemption from the payment of the tax, is evi-
denced by the use of bale tags affixed to bales of lint cotton.

Leaf tobacco sales tax.—An act approved June 28, 1934 (Public,
No. 483, 73d Cong.), imposes a tax on the first bona fide sale of leaf
tobacco harvested subsequent to June 28, 1934, and prior to May 1,
1935; such tax, however, not being applicable to Maryland, Virginia
sun-cured, and cigar-leaf tobacco. The present rate of tax is estab-
lished by the Secretary of Agriculture, in accordance with authority
granted under the act, at 25 percent of the price for which such
tobacco is sold. Warrants issued to contracting producers by the
Secretary of Agriculture, in accordance with the provisions of the act,
may be tendered in payment of the tax. Treasury Decision 4452 was
issued in the form of temporary regulations relating to the tax.

TAXES REPEALED AND EXEMPTIONS CREATED

The Revenue Act of 1934 effected other changes in the miscellaneous
taxes, as follows:

(a¢) The tax imposed under section 615 of the Revenue Act of 1932,
on the sale of soft drinks and certain other articles, was repealed as of
midnight, May 10, 1934.

(b) The tax on the sale of candy, imposed under section 613 of the
Revenue Act of 1932, was repealed as of midnight, May 10, 1934.

(¢) The tax on the use of certain boats, imposed under section
761 of the Revenue Act of 1932, is not applicable after June 30, 1934.

(d) The tax on bank checks, imposed under section 751 of the
Revenue Act of 1932, terminates January 1, 1935.

(e) The tax on articles made of fur, imposed under section 604 of
the Revenue Act of 1932, is made applicable only in the case of
articles selling for $75 or more.

(f) The tax on articles of jewelry, imposed under section 605 of the
Revenue Act of 1932, is made applicable only to articles selling for
$25 or more.

(9) The stamp tax on sales of produce for future delivery, imposed
under the Revenue Act of 1926 (as amended by section 726 of the
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Revenue Act of 1932), was reduced from 5 cents for each $100 value,
to 3 cents for each $100 value.

(h) The capital-stock tax, imposed under section 215 of the Na-
tional Industrial Recovery Act at the rate of $1 for each $1,000 of the
adjusted declared value of the capital stock of certain corporations,
was repealed. In lieu of the capital-stock tax imposed under the
National Industrial Recovery Act, a tax substantially similar, and
at the same rate, is imposed under section 701 of the Revenue Act
of 1934.

Estate and gift taxes

The estate-tax collections amounted to $103,985,288.04, an increase
of $74,292,226.15 over the collections for the preceding year. Gift-tax
collections amounted to $9,153,076.06, an increase over the collections
for the preceding year of $4,536,414.10. The increase in the collec-
tions of estate tax is attributable in a large measure to the changes in
the Revenue Act of 1932, which lowered the exemption and increased
the rates of tax. In addition to the estate and gift taxes collected,
deficiencies of approximately $7,000,000 were asserted, the collection
of which had been delayed by reason of the filing of appeals with the
United States Board of Tax Appeals.

As a result of the audit of estate-tax returns, deficiencies in tax
were assessed in approximately 52.5 percent of the cases closed, such
deficiencies amounting to $13,185,549.91. As a result of the audit
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of gift-tax returns, deficiencies in tax amounting to $138,097.51 were
assessed.

Included in the foregoing table are 13 claims for the refund of estate
tax aggregating $161,329.19 and 1 claim for the refund of gift tax
amounting to $2,997.12, which were filed after judgments had been
rendered by the courts for the amounts involved.

There were 6 estate-tax claims for refund allowed in excess of
$75,000, which were reported to the Joint Committee on Internal
Revenue Taxation during the year.

Processing and related taxes

The collections of processing, compensating, and floor stock taxes,
imposed under the Agricultural Adjustment Act, amounted to
$371,422,885.64. The total tax due for the year is somewhat in excess
of the amount actually collected, for the reason that many taxpayers
availed themselves of the privilege provided by the act of securing
extensions of time of from 30 to 90 days within which to make payment
of the tax.

Offers in compromise.—Offers in compromise submitted during the
year in settlement of liabilities incurred under the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Act totaled 684 and were in the aggregate amount of $35,945.14.
Twelve offers, totaling $120, were rejected and 1 offer, amounting to
$300, was accepted, leaving 671 offers in the aggregate amount of
$35,525.14 on hand at the end of the year.

Assessments.—Assessments of 1,351,230 items, representing a tax
liability of $332,733,693.67, were made on the processing tax lists.
Included in the amount assessed were 835 additional assessments, in
the amount of $905,912.03, resulting from office audit or field investi-
gation. Interest in the amount of $79,902.85 was assessed on the
processing tax lists, and jeopardy assessments made in 18 instances
mvolving 25 items totaling $37,265.64.

Silver tax

A division is being organized to administer the silver tax, and a
force will be functioning in sufficient time to audit returns when filed
in accordance with the regulations and to adjust claims and furnish
rulings.
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Tobacco taxes

The collections from tobacco taxes amounted to $425,168,897.04,
an increase of $22,429,837.79, or 5.57 percent over the collections for
the previous year. The tobacco taxes represent 18.48 percent of the
total internal revenue collections for 1934, as compared with 24.86
percent for the preceding year.

A detailed analysis and comparison of the tobacco taxes collected
during the fiscal years 1933 and 1934 follow:

The tax on small cigarettes amounted to $349,661,945.45, which
represents an increase of $21,243,531.87, or 6.47 percent, over the
previous year, and also represents 82.24 percent of the total tobacco
taxes collected during the year. The collection of tax on large
cigars increased in the amount of $328,300.35. The collection of tax
on large cigarettes increased $616,228.97, and in the case of snuff the
increase amounted to $383,191.44. The amount of tax collected on
manufactured tobacco decreased $151,711.65, and that applicable to
small cigars decreased $712.34.

Cigarette papers and tubes.—The total tax collected on cigarette
papers and tubes amounted to $973,054.18, an increase of $14,908.84
over thee previous year. The production of cigarette papers of domes-
tic origin amounted to 9,729,959 packages, a decrease of 89,930
packages from the previous year; and 59,141,230 packages of mgarette
papers were imported, which was an increase of 1 ,246,447 packages.
The production of cigarette tubes of domestic manufacture amounted
to 21,214,900 tubes, a decrease from the previous year of 4,681,300
tubes; and 56,048,000 cigarette tubes were imported, a decrease of
115,654,500 tubes. The tax is not applicable to packages of cigarette
papers containing not more than 25 papers each. During the year
there were removed from the place of manufacture 1,930,133,447
packages containing not more than 25 papers, and 539,625,666 such
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packages were imported. The increase over the prior year of packages
of cigarette papers containing not more than 25 papers each, so re-
moved, amounted to 471,637,018 packages, and the increase in such
packages of papers imported amounted to 82,551,183 packages.

There were removed during the year from the place of manufacture
23,251,430 cigarette tubes which were exempt from tax by reason of
their use by cigarette manufacturers.

Tax-free tobacco products for use of United States.—During the year
729 permits for the removal, tax free, of tobacco products for the use
of the United States were issued. These permits covered 10,480,000
cigarettes and 197,497 pounds of manufactured tobacco, as compared
with 532 permits issued during the previous year covering 9,944,000
cigarettes and 240,758 pounds of manufactured tobacco.

Claims.—An analysis of claims received and disposed of in con-
nection with the tobacco taxes is shown in the following table:

Claims for the redemption of stamps spoiled or rendered useless
were allowed in the amount of $601,440.51. The redemption of
stamps for which the owner alleged he had no use amounted to $44,-
221.21. Stamps in the amount of $257,316.42 affixed to products
withdrawn from market were presented for redemption or destroyed
in accordance with the law and regulations.

Tobacco sea stores—The withdrawals of tobacco products for con-
sumption beyond the jurisdiction of the internal revenue laws of the
United States amounted to 56 pounds of tobacco and snuff and
135,645,380 small cigarettes delivered direct to vessels, and 10,870
pounds of tobacco and snuff and 113,450,560 small cigarettes delivered
to bonded tobacco sea stores warehouses. Twenty-five manufacturers
effected these withdrawals. The delivery of tobacco products from
bonded sea stores warehouses to vessels amounted to 22,039 pounds of
tobacco and snuff, and 356,641,360 small cigarettes, 18 of such ware-
houses being in operation at the close of the year.

Other mascellaneous taxzes

The yield from other miscellaneous taxes reflected an increase of
approximately $240,000,000. There was a general increase in
substantially all the items of miscellaneous taxes except with respect
to the tax on admissions and the tax on dues and initiation fees.
The collections of manufacturers’ excise taxes increased $137,661,-
872.15. Other items in which there was a substantial increase are the
stamp taxes; the tax on electrical energy; the tax on checks; the tax
on the transportatlon of oil by pipe line; and the tax on telegraph
telephone, cable, and radio messages.
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A comparison of the collection of the various taxes, classified as
other miscellaneous taxes, during the fiscal years 1933 and 1934 is

shown in the table which follows:

The interest allowed in connection with claims for refund and
claims for the redemption of stamps amounted to $510,206.32, as
compared with $694,285.98 allowed in the previous year. There were
418 refund and redemption claims, involving a total of $138,949.21,
reopened during the year, as compared to 275 such claims, involving
$585,030.95, reopened during the previous year.

Credit cases.—There were on hand at the beginning of the year
9,041 sales tax credit cases, involving $1,927,597.94. During the
year 17,891 cases, involving $3,982,614.23, were received, and 18,663
cases, involving $2,770,365.88, were disposed of. At the close of the
year there remained on hand 8,269 sales tax credit cases, involving
$3,139,846.29.

Capntal stock tax.—There were received during the fiscal year returns
of capital stock by corporations as follows: 371,496 taxable domestic
returns, 115,092 nontaxable domestic returns, 272 taxable foreign
returns, and 37 nontaxable foreign returns. The total returns filed
numbered 486,897, of which approximately 150,000 have been exam-
ined and closed. The total capital stock tax collected amounted to
$80,168,344.13.

Oleomargarine, adulterated and processed buiter—Tax was collected
in connection with the production of 2,689,095 pounds of colored and
240,497,599 pounds of uncolored oleomargarine, as compared with
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2,813,198 pounds of colored oleomargarine and 216,229,634 pounds of
uncolored oleomargarine in the fiscal year 1933, a decrease of 4.41
percent and an increase of 10.09 percent, respectively. (See pp. 120
to 122 for additional statistics.) At the beginning of the year there
were 50 manufacturers of oleomargarine engaged in business. At the
close of the year 46 manufacturers of oleomargarine were engaged in
business. Returns were filed by 14,704 manufacturers and wholesale
dealers in oleomargarine.

During the fiscal year 1,594,168 pounds of oleomargarine were with-
drawn, tax free, for export, as compared with 1,570,811 pounds with-
drawn during the preceding year. Six hundred thirty-one thousand
six hundred and sixty-five pounds of colored oleomargarine were with-
drawn, tax free, during the year for the use of the United States, as
compared with 768,714 pounds so withdrawn during the previous year.

Only one registered manufacturer of adulterated butter was engaged
in business during the year. Five manufacturers of renovated or
processed butter were in business and produced a total of 1,219,166
pounds of processed or renovated butter, as compared with a produc-
tion of 1,002,131 pounds in the previous year.

Mized flour and playing cards.—Twenty-one makers, packers, or
repackers of mixed flour were engaged in business during the year and
made, packed, or repacked a total of 14,459,651 pounds of mixed flour,
as compared with 19,645,520 pounds in the fiscal year 1933.

There were 77 manufacturers, repackers, or importers of playing
cards registered during the year, and there were manufactured, re-
packed, or imported a total of 46,419,114 packs of cards, as compared
with 38,481,301 packs in the fiscal year 1933.

Narcotics.—The collection of taxes on narcotics (including special
taxes) amounted to $495,270.18, which represented an increase of
$38,202.55 over the fiscal year 1933.

Offers in compromise

The offers in compromise submitted in settlement of liabilities
incurred in connection with sales, tobacco, estate, gift, capital stock,
spirits, narcotics, and miscellaneous stamp and special taxes, and the
ageregate amounts thereof, received and disposed of are shown in the
table which follows:

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Assessments

A total of $673,460,413.37, representing 1,803,570 items, was
approved by the Commissioner on miscellaneous assessment lists,
which include original and additional assessments of all miscellaneous
internal revenue taxes except the processing and related taxes. There
were included in the lists 50,180 additional assessments resulting from
office audit and field investigations, representing a tax of $22,463,-
679.44. The interest paid and assessed on the miscellaneous tax lists
amounted to $1,898,607.61.

ACCOUNTS AND COLLECTIONS UNIT

There was filed in collectors’ offices during the fiscal year 1934 a
total of 9,144,268 tax returns, as compared with 7,288,080 tax returns
filed during the fiscal year 1933, an increase of 1,856,188. There were
4,933,376 income-tax returns filed during the fiscal year 1934, com-
pared with 5,166,091 income tax returns filed during the fiscal year
1933, a decrease of 232,715.

A total of 9,351,968,124 revenue stamps, valued at $833,901,971.05,
was issued to collectors of internal revenue and the Postmaster
General, compared with 8,415,413,120 stamps, valued at $565,354,-
578.51, 1ssued during the fiscal year 1933. Revenue stamps returned
by collectors of internal revenue and by the Postmaster General,
and credited in their accounts, amounted to $52,946,424.83. The
returned stamps were of various kinds and denominations, including
partly used books and stamps for which there was no sale. There
were eight applications allowed for restamping packages from which
the original stamps had been lost, mutilated, or destroyed.

During the year, 44,954 income-tax returns were investigated and
4,140,634 information returns were verified. At the close of business
June 30, 1934, there were outstanding in the 64 collection districts
for field investigation 11,560 income-tax returns, compared with
4,142 as of June 30, 1933. The number of information returns on
hand June 30, 1934, was 1,702,691, compared with 1,641,858 as of
June 30, 1933. On June 30, 1934, there were 52,425 warrants in the
hands of the collectors’ field forces for collection, compared with
27,434 as of June 30, 1933.

Collectors of internal revenue during the fiscal year transmitted
to the Bureau or otherwise disposed of 151,470 claims after having
taken the necessary administrative action in connection therewith.
The number of claims on hand in collectors’ offices as at the end of
the fiscal year was 6,878, compared with 2,396 as at the close of the
previous fiscal year. The number of claims transmitted to the
Bureau or otherwise disposed of by collectors of internal revenue
during the fiscal year 1933 was 110,519. There was, therefore, an
increase in the claims work during the fiscal year 1934 amounting to
40,951 claims.

During the year a total of 103,808 warrants for distraint was served
by deputy collectors of internal revenue, which resulted in the
collection of $26,956,636. An average of 1,990 deputy collectors
made a total of 532,609 revenue-producing investigations, including
the serving of warrants for distraint, compared with 277,655 revenue-
producing investigations, including the serving of warrants for dis-
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traint, made by an average of 1,553 deputy collectors for the pre-
ceding fiscal year. The total amount collected and reported for
assessment by field deputy collectors was $57,491,799, whereas the
total collections and assessments for the previous fiscal year amounted
to $34,731,510. The average number of investigations made per
deputy and the average amount of tax collected and reported for
assessment were 264 and $28,896, respectively, as compared with 180
and $22,368, respectively, for the fiscal year 1933.

During the year the supervisors of accounts and collections sub-
mitted 100 reports covering their examinations of the accounts of
collectors of internal revenue, compared with 120 reports submitted
during the fiscal year 1933. Supervisors of accounts and collections
during the fiscal year 1934 installed 59 new collectors and 6 acting
collectors. Since 25 of the new collectors were installed under recess
appointments, it later became necessary to again transfer the office
to the collector under confirmation bond. The branch stamp office
at San Juan, P. R., was transferred during the year from the juris-
diction of the second district of New York to that of the district of
Maryland.

Back tax program.—Special attention has been given to the dis-
covery of the various classes of delinquent taxes and in the collection
of taxes covering other than the current taxable periods (back taxes).
That these efforts have been successful is evidenced by the fact that
the total income-tax collections during the year, relating to other than
current taxable periods (back taxes), amounted to $140,586,953.02,
which is $30,586,953 in excess of the amount which it was originally
anticipated would be collected. After the Director of the Budget
released $2,885,799 to assist in carrying out the program for the speedy
collection of back taxes, the Treasury made another estimate increas-
ing to $130,000,000 the probable amount of back-tax collections.

At the beginning of the fiscal year 1934 there was in the Internal
Revenue Collection Service engaged on regular internal revenue work
a total authorized force, including collectors, of 4,571 employees at an
annual basic salary rate of $10,022,701. On July 15, 1933, a reduc-
tion of 242 positions was made in the total authorized collectors’
personnel. On October 2, 1933, 190 of these positions were restored
in connection with a special drive inaugurated for the collection of
back taxes. Collectors were later authorized 82 additional positions
as a further aid in the prosecution of the delinquent-tax drive, to
provide needed assistance in connection with the taxes imposed as
the result of repeal of the eighteenth amendment, and to aid collectors
in handling the increased work incident to the many other new taxes.
At the close of the fiscal year there was a total authorized force, in-
cluding collectors, of 4,601 employees at an annual basic salary rate
of $9,654,580—a net increase of 30 in the total number of positions
and a decrease of $368,121 in the annual basic salary rate. The
decrease in the annual rate is due to the large turnover in the force
during the year and the fact that all appointments have been made
at the initial salary rates in the respective grades.

At the beginning of the fiscal year collectors were just commencing
to effectuate the tax-collection provisions of the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Relief Act. During the year the sum of $1,720,133.89 (net)
was expended for salaries of permanent and temporary office and field
employees on the processing tax roll.
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Considerable preliminary work was handled during the latter part
of the fiscal year in connection with the setting up of a special section
in collectors’ offices in cotton-producing States to administer the
tax collection provisions of the Bankhead Cotton Control Act. At
the close of business June 30, 1934, collectors of such districts had
been authorized to employ a total of 235 temporary office and field
employees on the cotton-tax roll to carry out the tax provisions of
this act.

During the year there were examined and recorded 1,236 monthly
accounts of collectors of internal revenue and internal revenue agents
in charge, including internal-revenue salary payments made by the
collector of customs, San Juan, P. R., together with 54,253 supporting
vouchers, in addition to which 2,679 expense vouchers of employees
and 6,848 vouchers, covering passenger and freight transportation
and miscellaneous expenses, were audited and passed to the disbursing
clerk of the Treasury Department and General Accounting Office
for payment. The monthly pay rolls of the Bureau were examined
and recorded currently.

A total of 199 applications of field employees leaving the service,
for refunds of amounts deducted from their salaries on account of the
retirement fund, was approved and forwarded to the Director of
Insurance, Veterans’ Administration, for settlement. Data for fixing
the annuity pay of 85 persons retired from the service, as well as
a report of the totals of the amounts deducted from the salaries on
account of the retirement fund of 45 persons transferring out of the
service, and data for 51 abstracts of official records, were furnished
the personnel division of the Bureau for administrative action.
A total of 37 applications for service credit was prepared or
verified for forwarding to the Director of Insurance, Veterans’
Administration.

ALCOHOL TAX UNIT

On December 6, 1933, the effective date of the twenty-first amend-
ment to the Constitution, the functions of the Bureau of Industrial
Alcohol were transferred to the Bureau of Internal Revenue, and its
personnel placed under the Commissioner of Internal Revenue.
This change was made by Treasury Decision 4410, in accordance
with the authority contained in section 4 of the act of March 3, 1927.
The Bureau of Industrial Aleohol, however, was continued as such
for the time being under the administrative supervision of the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue.

The Executive order of March 10, 1934, issued under authority
of section 16 of the act of March 3, 1933 abolished the office of Com-
missioner of Industrial Alcohol, and transferred his functions and
duties to the Commissioner of Internal Revenue. By the same
Executive order the functions and the personnel of the Alcoholic
Beverage Unit of the Division of Investigation, Department of
Justice, except those employed in the taxes and penalties section of
that unit, were transferred to the Bureau of Internal Revenue.
Under the statute, this Executive order was required to be trans-
mitted to the Congress, and could not take effect until 60 days after
it was so transmitted, unless otherwise determined in accordance
with law. No action was taken by the Congress in respect of this
Executive order, and it accordingly took effect on May 10, 1934.
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On the same date, Treasury Decision 4432 established in the
Bureau of Internal Revenue a unit designated as the Alcohol Tax
Unit, in charge of a Deputy Commissioner of Internal Revenue.
This unit was charged with the administration of the internal revenue
laws relating to the production, warehousing, and tax payment of
distilled spirits, alecohol, wines, fermented liquors, cereal beverages,
and denatured alcohol. All functions relating to the production,
custody, and supervision of these products, together with the in-
quiries and investigations relating to returns for occupational taxes
and the detection of violations of laws pertaining to these products,
were intrusted to the new unit. The receipt and accounting for
liquor taxes was left as a function of the collectors of internal revenue,
together with the routine inspection of the places of business of retail
liquor dealers.

The 12 field districts of the Bureau of Industrial Alcohol, each
under the direction of a district supervisor, were continued for the
time being under the Alcohol Tax Unit, as well as the 23 local offices
of the Alcoholic Beverage Unit of the Department of Justice. The
field organization has now been rearranged into 15 districts with 62
branch offices, including 23 local offices transferred from the Alco-
holic Beverage Unit. Each branch office is under the direction of
an investigator in charge, and functions as the enforcement agency
for the detection and suppression of illicit traffic in alcoholic beverages.

As now organized, the work of the Alcohol Tax Unit falls into two
main divisions—the supervision of the legitimate production and
distribution of alcohol and alcoholic beverages by distilleries, breweries,
wineries, denaturing plants, rectifying plants, warehouses, and whole-
sale dealers, to insure the payment of the taxes due under the revenue
laws; and the detection and suppresion of illicit traffic.

On June 30, 1934, the following legitimate producers or distributors
of aleohol and alcoholic beverages, or users of tax-free alcohol, were
under the supervision of the Alcohol Tax Unit:

The repeal of the prohibition amendment has restored to the
Bureau of Internal Revenue the problem of supervising the operations
of the classes listed and has added substantially to the personnel
requirements of the Bureau. On June 30, 1934, there were employed
in the field organization of the Alcohol Tax Unit 655 storekeeper-
gagers, 281 inspectors, and 558 supervisory and clerical employees,
all engaged in this type of work. It will be necessary to increase
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thesednumbers substantially if adequate supervision is to be main-
taine

Six hundred and eighteen investigators were transferred to the
Bureau of Internal Revenue from the Alcoholic Beverage Unit_of
the Department of Justice under the provisions of the Executive
order of March 10, 1934, referred to above; 699 investigators were
employed directly by the Bureau of Internal Revenue in the period
from March 1 to May 10, 1934, the effective date of this Executive
order, and on June 30, 1934, the total force of investigators assigned
to the duty of combatmg the illicit traffic in alcohol and intoxicating
beverages, allowing for normal separations from the  service, was 1,316.
This force likewise is inadequate to the task of coping with the ﬂlegal
traffic in liquor and must be increased if the enforcement work is to
be placed upon a reasonably effective basis.

Since the repeal of the eighteenth amendment the Congress has
enacted the Liquor Taxing Act of 1934, and three other acts which
were approved on June 18, 1934. The Liquor Taxing Act of 1934
increased the rates of tax on liquors and provided for the stamping of
containers of spirits of less than 5 wine gallons’ capacity. The three
acts approved on June 18, 1934, relate (1) to the regulation of pro-
duction, marking, and sale of containers of less than 5 wine gallons
for packaging distilled spirits; (2) the control of materials commonly
used in the production of illicit spirits; and (3) the repeal of certain
sections of internal revenue laws which forbade the erection of a
rectifying plant within 600 feet of a distillery. Appropriate regula-
tions and instructions will be issued under these acts.

OFFICE OF THE GENERAL' COUNSEL!!

The activities of the office of the General Counsel for the Bureau
of Internal Revenue embrace the whole field of Federal taxation in
connection with the preparation and presentation to the United States
Board of Tax Appeals of defense in all appeals; the review and final
disposition of refunds, credits, and abatements, in excess of $20,000;
the deciding and advising in various administrative and internal-
revenue tax matters referred by the Secretary, Under Secretary, or
an Assistant Secretary of the Treasury, by the General Counsel for
the Department of the Treasury, by the Commissioner or the Assistant
to the Commissioner, by the heads of the administrative units of the
Bureau, by collectors of internal revenue, by other branches of the
Government, and by individual correspondence; the preparation at
the request of the Department of Justice or of United States attor-
neys, data for use in the prosecution or defense of tax cases (civil
and criminal) in suit, and otherwise complying with their request for
assistance in such cases; and the preparation, revision, and publica-
tion of regulations, Treasury decisions, mimeographs, and rulings, for
the guidance of the officers and employees of the Bureau of Internal
Revenue and others interested. The office is divided into seven
divisions, viz, administrative, appeals, civil, interpretative, penal,
review, and legislation and regulations

1 Under the provisions of section 512 of the Revenue Act of 1934, there was created the office of General
Counsel for the Department of the Treasury and the office of Assistant General Counsel for the Bureau

of Internal Revenue. The incumbents qualified and took office on June 20, 1934, at which time the office
of General Counsel for the Bureau of Internal Revenue was abolished.

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General Counsel’s committee.—On July 5, 1933, a committee was
organized in the office of the General Counsel for the Bureau of
Internal Revenue, known as ‘““the General Counsel’s committee’”’
and composed of 6 members, one of whom was the General Counsel.
The purpose of this committee was to facilitate and expedite the
rendering of final decisions in cases and at the same time to coordinate
rulings so that conflicting results in similar cases in different sections
of the office would be minimized. Under the procedure outlined at
the time of its formation, the committee receives matters from all
divisions of the General Counsel’s office which do not yield readily
to decision by the general assistants in charge of the respective divi-
sions or which involve a difference of opinion between them as to
the controlling policy or rule, or which are likely to involve broad
principles or unusual situations. During the fiscal year just closed
the General Counsel’s committee received 286 cases and closed 274,
leaving 12 cases pending on June 30, 1934.

Appeals division—The Appeals division is in immediate charge
for the Commissioner of all cases filed with the United States Board
of Tax Appeals, including those taken to appellate courts from deci-
sions of said Board. The progress of the work is shown by the tables
which follow.

Interpretative division.—The function of this division is to construe
for administrative purposes the various statutes relating to the inter-
nal revenue and to pass upon questions of law arising thereunder. Its
holdings, when approved by the head of the office, become precedents
governing the practice of the Bureau. The division passes upon
questions of law arising under the several internal revenue statutes
imposing income, estate, legacy, gift, capital stock, excess profits,
dividend, admissions and dues, exmse, processing, oleomargarme,
tobacco, specml stamp, telephone and telegraph, and transportation
taxes. It also had charge during the fiscal year of the preparation of
Treasury Decisions and of the editing of matter proposed for publica~
tion in the Internal Revenue Bulletin.

During the year just ended this division was charged with preparing
or reviewing all regulations made under the internal revenue laws,
now prepared or reviewed by the Division of Legislation and Regu-
lations organized June 28, 1934. Also, until the Tevocation of I. T.
Mim. R. A. No. 613, of February 2, 1932, by I. T. Mim. R. A. No. 718,
of May 16, 1934, this division had ]unsdlctlon of cases arising under
section 104 of the Revenue Act of 1028 and the same numbered section
of the Revenue Act of 1932 (sec. 220 of prior revenue acts), but this
work, which related to the taxing of corporations formed or availed of
to prevent the imposition of a surtax on shareholders by permitting

Penal division.—The penal division of the office of the Assistant
General Counsel handles both income tax cases and miscellaneous tax
cases. This division prepares opinions construing ecriminal and
percentage-penalty statutes, and deals with particular cases involving
criminal liability and percentage penalties for fraud (and occasionally
for negligence or delinquency), including offers in compromise of
such cases. It also prepares opinions as to whether cases closed by
agreement under section 606 of the Revenue Act of 1928, and similar
provisions of other revenue acts, should be reopened because of ‘“fraud
or malfeasance, or misrepresentation of a material fact’’, and considers
claims for reward under section 3463 of the Revised Statutes. When-
ever requested by the Department of Justice, an attorney from this:
division assists in the prosecution of criminal cases.

At the beginning of the year there were pending in the penal divi--
sion 1,123 cases. New cases in the number of 1,634 were received,
making a total of 2,757 cases under consideration during the year.
The number of cases disposed of was 1,233, leaving 1,524 pending June
30, 1934, a net increase of 401 in cases pending.

Formal claims for reward for information relative to violations of
the internal revenue laws were filed and disposed of during the year
ended June 30, 1934, as follows: Pending July 1, 1933, 329; presented
during year, 195; disposed of during year, 230; pending June 30, 1934,
294. Of the 230 claims disposed of, 174 were rejected and 56 were
allowed in a total sum of $27,377.61, all of which were paid prior to
July 1, 1934. The 294 claims pending are awaiting receipt of reports
from the field officers of the Bureau who are conducting investiga-
tions thereof or the closing of the tax cases to which such claims relate.
There were also disposed of during the fiscal year ended June 30, 1934,
94 informal claims, which left 167 informal claims pending.

Cinl division.—Until October 10, 1933 (the effective date of the
President’s order of June 10, 1933, as extended), the civil division
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of the General Counsel’s office ‘at the request of the Department of
Justice and the various United States attorneys had assisted the latter
in the handling and trial of all civil internal revenue cases arising in
the Federal district courts, the United States Court of Claims, the
Supreme Court of the District of Columbia, and had assisted in the
preparation of briefs and arguments in the circuit courts of appeals.
Since that date the Department of Justice has gradually taken over
the trial of cases, arising under the internal revenue acts, in the Federal
district courts and the preparation of briefs and arguments in the
circuit courts of appeals.

The work of the civil division during the remainder of the fiscal year
consisted in preparing for the Department of Justice statements of
fact in suits brought by taxpayers to recover taxes, with a reference
to applicable sections of the revenue acts, the regulations, and the
decisions of the courts; assembling evidence and obtaining witnesses;
assisting at trials in cases in the Court of Claims; preparing recom-
mendations for or against suits by the Government and the preparation
of statements similar to those above mentioned in all actions to be
brought by the United States; holding conferences with taxpayers’
attorneys and attorneys in the Department of Justice; making recom-
mendations to the Department of Justice on all offers of settlement
and compromise in suits brought either by or against the Government
or collectors in the Federal courts; making recommendations to the
Department of Justice for or against appeals from adverse judgments
of the district courts and for or against application for writs of certiorari
in cases of adverse judgments rendered by the circuit courts of appeals
and the Court of Claims.

The civil division also handles all claims for taxes filed in bank-
ruptey and receiverships and all liens for taxes involved in mortgage
foreclosure cases pending in Federal and State courts.

In the 1,585 cases closed relating to bankruptcy and receivership,
claims were filed in the amount of $8,672,514.96, and the sum of
$1,848,214.76 was collected.

Review division.—This division reviews overassessments of income,
excess profits, war profits, estate, and gift taxes proposed for allow-
ance by other agencies of the Bureau where the amount of the over-
assessment in any case exceeds $20,000, and refunds of any tax in
excess of $20,000. It prepares reports to the Joint Committee on
Internal Revenue Taxation required by section 710 of the Revenue
Act of 1928, where the overpayments of income, excess profits, war
profits, estate, or gift taxes exceed $75,000, and prepares public deci-
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sions where the overassessment exceeds $20,000. It also examines
and reviews special cases referred to it by the Assistant General
Counsel for the Bureau.

During the year 68 formal conferences and numerous informal con-
ferences were held in this division. The division disposed of 779
cases during the fiscal year 1934, as shown by the following summary:

The excess of the total of the amounts of the public decisions pro-
mulgated over the total of amounts approved by the review division
represents public decisions approved by the review division prior to
the beginning of the fiscal year on which decisions were promulgated
during the fiscal year.

Administrative division.—The activities of the administrative divi-
sion include the review of offers in compromize and the holding of con-
ferences on complicated or protested cases. The division is charged
with the supervision of the personnel, library, manuscripts, mail, and
records; it devises and inaugurates methods of procedure, assembles
and reviews efficiency ratings, and interviews applicants.
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Compromise section.—The compromise section is directly charged
with the responsibility of handling all offers submitted to compromise
income and miscellaneous taxes, except as hereinafter stated. It isalso
charged with the handling of legal problems arising in the collection
of taxes from taxpayers who have made assignments of assets for the
benefit of creditors, from banks in liquidation, and from estates of
deceased taxpayers. Penalty and interest compromise cases prepared
in the Income and Miscellaneous Tax Units with recommendations
of acceptance are reviewed by the compromise section and recommen-
dations thereon are made to the Commissioner’s office.

During the month of December 1933 a card system of records was
installed in this section, from which monthly punch-card reports have
since been prepared by the statistical section of the Income Tax Unit.
The new system changed the classification of cases handled. The
work of the section for the period July—November 1933 is shown in
table A, except interest and delinquency penalty cases and specific
penalty cases, which, for the entire fiscal year, are shown in table C.

Effective June 4, 1934, all offers in compromise involving income-
tax liability, except cases in which insolvent banks, or assignment for
the benefit of creditors, or liquidation proceedings, or liability of dece-
dents or their estates are involved, were, by order of the Commissioner,
transferred to the Technical Staff. Prior to this date, the section
had handled all offers submitted in compromise of income and miscel-
laneous taxes, interest, ad valorem penalties, and specific penalties,
except those offers that involved fraud penalties, criminal prosecu-
tion, section 104 of the Revenue Acts of 1928 and 1932 or section 220
of prior revenue acts. A summarization of the work of the section
for the period December 1933—June 1934 is shown in table B.

TECHNICAL STAFF

The settlement of tax cases, conducted for many years by an inde-
pendent agency attached to the Commissioner’s office, was placed
on a new basis within the past fiscal year. From July 1, 1933, to
November 15, 1933, this important work was carried on by the Special
Advisory Committee. By an order dated November 7, 1933, the
Technical Staff was created and began functioning as of November
16, 1933 (Mim. 4100, C. B. XI1-2, 496).

The primary object of reorganization was to afford to the public a
more direct and expeditious procedure for the settlement of its tax
disputes. This was in accord with the administration’s program for
remedying defects in the procedure for assessing additional taxes.
Under the procedure of the staff, the senior technical advisor, under
whose supervision a basis of settlement is reached in a particular
case, is responsible and reports directly to the Commissioner of
Internal Revenue.

The Technical Staff has had assigned to it for complete review for
the Commissioner all final closing agreements under section 606,
Revenue Act of 1928, requiring the signatures of the taxpayer and
the Commissioner and the approval of the Secretary or the Under
Secretary of the Treasury. In the performance of this function the
case 1is reviewed by the staff from the filing of the return on through
to the tax determination, and is an independent review in behalf of
the Commissioner. Also, there has been assigned to the Technical
Staff the task of investigating, considering, and making recommenda-
tions in respect of all offers in compromise of income taxes, excepting
those cases involving fraud, those in litigation (not including appealed
cases before the United States Board of Tax Appeals), and those
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coming under the jurisdiction and supervision of Federal or State
courts.

Further, there has been assigned to the Technical Staff the complete
review in behalf of the Commissioner of all requests for extensions of
time within which to pay (1) original income, profits, estate, and gift
taxes, the granting of which requires the act of the Commissioner
alone; and (2) deficiencies in such taxes, the granting of which requires
the act of the Commissioner and the approval of the Secretary of the
Treasury.

The basis upon which the statistical data of the Special Advisory
Committee and of the Technical Staff are kept is substantially the
same, but with important variations. Each organization used the
deficiency as asserted in the statutory notice as the basis of comparison.
The committee included in the asserted deficiency the amount imputed
in each transferee letter regardless of duplications; the staff eliminates
these transferee duplications. The committee also reduced its agreed
settlement figures in estate-tax cases by the enforced statutory credit
recognized by the committee; the staff does not, but shows as a footnote
the amounts of such credits.

On July 1, 1933, the Special Advisory Committee had on hand
7,652 dockets pending before the Board, involving 9,219 tax years;
from July 1 to November 15, 1933, it received 1,929 Board dockets
and settled by agreement 1410 dockets recommended for defense
919 dockets; and returned 1 27 7 dockets to the General Counsel with
no action taken. On November 15, 1933, the committee had on
hand 5,970 Board dockets, mvolvmg 7,141 'tax years, together Wlth
some miscellaneous work and cases in the so-called “60- day status.’
These cases were all taken over by the Technical Staff on November
16, 1933, and constitute its opening inventory. From November 16,
1933, to June 30, 1934, the staff received 2,777 Board dockets and
settled, by agreement, 2,135 dockets; recommended for defense 1,274
and returned 1,406 dockets to the Assistant General Counsel with
no action taken. On June 30, 1934, the Technical Staff had on hand
3,770 Board dockets, involving 4,720 tax years, with a small volume
of miscellaneous and 60-day status cases.

The Special Advisory Committee closed by agreement 1,410 dockets,
involving asserted deficiencies of $37,352,377.57; the agreed settle-
ment deficiencies aggregated $7,680 868 25 or a percentage of 21.
The enforced statutory estate tax credlt allowed by the committee,
was used to reduce the agreed settlement deficiencies. The Technical
Staff closed by agreement 2,135 dockets, involving asserted deficiencies
of $36,755,176.44; the agreed settlement deficiencies aggregated
$20,454,996.51, or a percentage of 56. In the staff’s statistics, the
enforced statutory estate tax credits aie not eliminated from the
agreed settlement deficiencies; there were a total of $1,355,726.58
estate tax credits allowed by the staff in the foregoing figures.

Owing to the difficulty of presenting in statistical form the true
situation in estate-tax cases (because of the varying effect of the
statutory credit provisions), a compilation of settlement work by the
staff was made in Board dockets involving income tax only. Krom
November 16, 1933, to June 30, 1934, the staff considered 3,289
income tax Board dockets, and settled, by agreement, 2,042, or 62.09
percent. In the 2,042 income-tax dockets settled the deficiencies
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asserted in the statutory notice totaled $30,404,134.59, and the
agreed settlement deficiencies totaled $15,380,724.36, or 50.59 percent.
The foregoing statistics relating to the Special Advisory Committee
and the Technical Staff do not include the results of the circuit settle-
ment groups composed of attorneys of the office of the former General
Counsel and the Assistant General Counsel for the Bureau of Internal
Revenue and of members and field representatives of the Technical
Staff and the committee. During the 5 months, February to June
1934, the staff averaged 19 men per month devoting full time to joint
settlement work in connection with all Board circuit calendars.

INTELLIGENCE UNIT

The Intelligence Unit was formed on July 1, 1919. Its duties were
defined as, primarily, the investigation of willful attempts to defraud
the Government of taxes due under the various Revenue Acts and the
investigation of charges against employees in the Internal Revenue
Service. There have been added to the duties of the Unit since that
time the investigation of charges against attorneys and agents practic-
ing before the Treasury Department; the investigation of certain offers
in compromise of tax liability, and such special investigations as may
be desired by the Commissioner with respect to the general work of
the Bureau of Internal Revenue and by the Secretary of the Treasury
with respect to general departmental matters.

The principal work of the Unit consists in the investigation of tax
fraud cases. This work is performed in cooperation with internal
revenue agents and deputy collectors and has increased steadily during
the last few years. For the period from July 1, 1919, to June 30,
1934, there were investigated 7,744 tax fraud cases (approximately
31,000 tax years). There have been 1,236 indictments for these
offenses and to date 688 of these cases have been disposed of in the
courts, resulting in 615 convictions or pleas of guilty and 73 acquittais.

During the period from July 1, 1919, to June 30, 1934, the total
amount of taxes and penalties recommended for assessment as a result
of investigations of this character was $354,659,992. The yearly
average of such recommendations for the 15 years ended June 30,
1934, was $22,310,666; the annual average for the last 6 fiscal years
has been $30,306,000.

In addition to the collections by the Bureau of Internal Revenue
in taxes, penalties, and interest, amounts are covered into the Treasury
by way of fines imposed in criminal cases; in fact, in some jurisdictions
‘the courts have imposed an additional penalty by requiring the de-
fendants to pay the costs of the investigations, that is, the salaries and
expenses of the agents incurred during investigations.

Since the organization of the Unit charges of a serious nature involv-
ing employees of the service have been investigated by special agents,
and in all cases where the interests of the service demanded, employees
have been promptly separated from their positions. In those instances
in which violations of the criminal statutes were indicated, prosecu-
tions have been instituted.

The investigation of charges against attorneys and agents admitted
to practice before the Treasury Department was assigned to this
Unit effective April 1, 1924. From that date to June 30, 1934, 957
such cases were investigated, as a result of which 157 agents and
attorneys were disbarred from practicing and 308 otherwise punished.
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The work of the Intelligence Unit has been performed by a yearly
average of 79 special agents, including special agents in charge of
divisions, with a present enrollment of 115. The present annual cost
of this Unit is $522,650, and the average annual cost has been approxi-

mately $358,000.

CONCLUSION

I consider it appropriate to mention that I have received coopera-
tion to the fullest extent from every branch of the Internal Revenue
Service in performing the numerous additional duties.
