Sir: Pursuant to the provisions of section 15 of the Reconstruction
Finance Corporation Act, as amended, the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation has the honor to submit the following report covering its
operations for the fourth quarter of 1938, and for the period from the
organization of the Corporation on Februa.ry 2, 1932, to December 31,
1938, inclusive.

OPERATIONS—FOURTH QUARTER OF 1938

During the fourth quarter of 1938, the operations of the Corpora-
tion were as follows:

Under section 5 of the Reconstruction Finance Corporatlon Act,
as amended, 38 loans were authorized, which, together with an increase
in a loan prevmusly approved, aggregated $67 900,284.28, as follows:
$3,874,487.97 to aid in the reorganization or hqmdatmn of closed
banks $4,745,000 to building and loan associations; $400,000 to an
insurance company; $35,552,500 to mortgage loan compa,mes $353,-
374.36 to joint-stock land ba,nks and $22,974,921.95 to railroads
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(including $9,902,921.95 to trustees of a railroad and purchases of
$6,500,000 of securities of railroads).

Under section 5d of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, the Corporation made 830 authorizations to business
enterprises. These authorizations, together with increases in author-
izations previously made, aggregated $34,101,132.69, as follows:
Loans, $21,417,615.75; purchases of participations and agreements to
purchase participations, $12,683,516.94.

Under section 5d of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, 24 loans to public agencies to aid in financing projects.
authorized under Federal, State, or municipal law were authorized,
which, together with increases in loans previously approved, aggre-
gated $54,737,636.

Under section 5e of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, 3 loans on the assets of closed banks and trust companies
were authorized, which, together with an increase in a loan previously
approved, aggregated $75,727.

Under section 201 (d), title IT, of the Emergency Relief and Con-
struction Act of 1932, one loan to finance the carrying and orderly
marketing of agricultural commodities, in the amount of $60,000, was
authorized.

Under section 304, title III, of the act approved March 9, 1933, as
amended, the Corporation authorized 11 subsecriptions for preferred
stock of banks and trust companies, aggregating $22,715,300.

Under section 36, title II, of the Emergency Farm Mortgage
Act of 1933, as amended, 32 loans to or for the benefit of drainage,
levee, irrigation, and similar districts, etc., were authorized, which,
together with an increase in a loan previously approved, aggregated
$1,451,724.45.

Under the act approved June 10, 1933, as amended, one loan on the
preferred stock of an insurance company, in the amount of $100,000,
was authorized.

Under section 14 of the act approved June 19, 1934, as amended,
which empowers the Corporation to make mining loans, etc., two loans
aggregating $280,000, were authorized.

Under section 3 (a) of the Rural Electrification Act of 1936, as
amended, an increase in the amount of $30,000,000, in a loan previously
approved, was authorized.

Summarizing the foregoing, 942 authorizations were made during
the fourth quarter of 1938. These, together with increases in author-
izations previously made, aggregated $211,421,802.42. Cancelations
or withdrawals of authorizations made during the fourth quarter and
previously, aggregated $15,850,895.85.

Disbursements during the fourth quarter of 1938 were $176,460,-
277.82; and repayments, $69,222,752.28. The increase in the amount
outstanding on December 31, 1938, as compared with September 30,
1938, was $107,237,525.54.

OPERATIONS—FEBRUARY 2, 1932, TO DECEMBER 31, 1938, INCLUSIVE

During the entire period from the organization of the Corporation
on February 2, 1932, to December 31, 1938, inclusive, the following
were authorized:
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Under section 5 of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act, as
amended, 19,661 loans to 9,136 institutions, aggregating $4,756,539,-
061.05, were authorlzed as follows: $2,457, 169 016.80, to 7, 345 banks
and trust companies (mcludmg $1,122 405 863, 15, to 'aid in the reor-
ganization or liquidation of closed banks) $153, 685 199.40, to 1,022
building and loan associations (including $25,141,957.84, to receivers
of closed building and loan associations); $104,439,750.19, to 133 insur-
ance companies; $643,412,397.68, to 422 mortgage loan companies;
$642,967.80, to 7 credit unions; $399,636,000, to 12 Federal land banks
(including $193,618,000 representing refinancing of loans previously
made by the Corporation to Federal land banks for different individual
amounts, but in the same aggregate amount); $29,035,359.13, to 27
joint- -stock land banks; $9,250,000, to 8 Federal intermediate credit
banks; $6,120,867.59, to 20 agrlcultural credit corporations; $178,840,-
452.48 (redlscounts) t0 12 regional agricultural credit corporations and
their branches; $14 511,327.88, to 19 livestock credit corporations;
$745,872,216. 95 to 79 railroads (including $18,946,708, to railroad
receivers; $21, 022 173.95, to trustees of railroads; and $5 000,000 rep-
resenting guaranty of notes of a railroad); $26,089.27, to 7 processors
or distributors to pay processing taxes; $13,087,715.88, to a State fund
created for the purpose of insuring repayment of deposits of public
moneys; and $809,700, to 22 borrowers engaged in the fishing industry.

Under section 5¢ of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, five subscriptions for capital stock of three mortgage loan
companies aggregating $37,250,000, were authorized.

Under section 5d of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, 6,910 authorizations to 6,025 business enterprises, aggre-
gating $291,006,942.49, were made as follows: Loans in the amount
of $225,445,750.19 (including $4,879,764.66 of participations sold, or
to be sold) to 4,793 businesses; purchases of participations and agree-
ments to purchase participations in the amount of $65,561,192.30 in
loans to 1,232 businesses.

Under section 5d of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act,
as amended, 75 loans aggregating $90,755,127.81 to 62 public agencies
to aid in financing projects authorized under Federal, State, or munic-
ipal law, were authorized.

Under section 5e of the Reconstruction Finance Corporation Act, as
amended, 197 loans aggregating $89,045,555.98 on the assets of 188
closed banks and trust companies, were authorized.

Under the Emergency Relief and Construction Act of 1932, as
amended, 841 authorizations to 336 applicants, aggregating $2, 484 -
687,852. 85 were made as follows: Under section 1, title I, $300, 000 OOO
was made available to 42 States and 2 Territories for purposes 'of relief
and work relief; under section 201 (a), title II, as amended, loans or
contracts aggregating $400,092,487.36 were authorized to 176 appli-
cants for self-liquidating prOJects and loans aggregating $10,450,-
232.20 were authorized to six applicants for financing the repair or
reconstruction of buildings damaged by earthquake, fire, tornado, or
cyclone in 1933; under section 201 (c), title II, loans, aggregating
$83,370,955.22 were authorized to four applicants for the purpose of
financing sales in foreign markets of agricultural surpluses; and under
section 201 (d), title II, loans aggregating $1,690,774,178.07 were
authorized to 106 apphcants to aid in ﬁnancmg the carrying and
orderly marketing of agricultural commodities and livestock, produced
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in the United States (including authorizations of $1,604,712,664.99 to
the Commodity Credit Corporation).

Under section 304, title III, of the act approved March 9, 1933,
as amended, 8,621 loans on and subscriptions for preferred stock, and
purchases of capital notes or debentures, of 6,846 banks and trust
companies, aggregating $1,320,780,214, were authorized, as follows:
1,120 loans secured by preferred stock of banks and trust companies,
$23,274,755; 4,369 subscriptions for preferred stock of banks and
trust companies, $863,968,484; and 3,132 purchases of capital notes
or debentures of banks and trust companies, $433,536,975.

Under section 5, title I, of the Agricultural Adjustment Act of 1933,
as amended, two loans to the Secretary of Agriculture to acquire
cotton, aggregating $23,500,000, were authorized. Of this amount
$20,200,000 was canceled.

Under section 36, title II, of the Emergency Farm Mortgage Act
of 1933, as amended, 1,046 loans to or for the benefit of 631 drainage,
levee, irrigation, and similar districts, etc., aggregating $141,485,-
052.48, were authorized.

Under section 1 of the act approved June 10, 1933, as amended,
1 subscription for, and 12 loans on, the preferred stock of 10 insurance
companies, aggregating $34,475,000, were authorized, as follows:
Loans secured by preferred stock of 9 insurance companies, $34,375,000;
and a subscription for preferred stock of 1 insurance company,
$100,000.

Under the act approved April 13, 1934, as amended, 705 loans to 667
borrowers to finance the repair of damage by earthquake, flood, or
other catastrophe, aggregating $5,734,288.75, were authorized.

Under section 14 of the act approved June 19, 1934, as amended,
143 loans to 125 borrowers engaged in the business of mining, milling,
or smelting of ores, etc., aggregating $12,635,500, were authorized.

Under section 16 of the act approved June 19, 1934, as amended,
one loan of $22,500,000 for the purpose of payment of teachers’
salaries was authorized. Of this amount $200,000 was canceled.

Under the act approved August 24, 1935, 28 loans to 26 tax-sup-
ported public-school districts or other similar public-school authorities
in charge of public schools, aggregating $2,006,800, were authorized.

Under section 3 (a) of the Rural Electrification Act of 1936, as
amended, one loan in the amount of $106,500,000, was authorized.

Summarizing the foregoing, authorizations aggregating $9,418,-
901,395.41 were made during the period from February 2, 1932, to
December 31, 1938, inclusive. Of this amount, $2,081,293,638.77
was later withdrawn or canceled, and $6,975,302,522.18 was disbursed.
Repayments and other reductions amounted to $5,160,938,102.48,
of which $282,825,766.70 represents cancelation of the Corporation’s
notes, pursuant to the provisions of the act approved February 24,
1938, equivalent to the balance of the amounts disbursed for relief
and work relief under title I of the Emergency Relief and Construc-
tion Act of 1932, as amended. This left $1,814,364,419.70 outstanding
on the books of the Corporation at the close of December 31, 1938.

In addition, the Corporation had outstanding on December 31,
1938, agreements to make authorizations, totaling $420,317,975,
upon the performance of specified conditions.
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PAYMENTS UNDER FEDERAL EMERGENCY RELIEF ACT OF 1933

Under section 2 (a) and section 6 of the Federal Emergency Relief
Act of 1933, the Corporation, during the fourth quarter of 1938, paid
$561.42 to the Federal Emergency Relief Administrator for expenses
necessary to carry out the provisions of that act, making a net total of
$349,010.22 so paid through December 31, 1938. Upon certification
of the Federal Emergency Relief Administrator, the Corporation,
under the provisions of the act mentioned, had made payments for
relief aggregating $499,650,000 through December 31, 1938.

SECURITIES PURCHASED FROM FEDERAL EMERGENCY ADMINISTRATION
OF PUBLIC WORKS

Under the Emergency Appropriation Act, fiscal year 1935, approved
June 19, 1934, the Corporation during the fourth quarter of 1938, ap-
proved increases aggregating $7,938,900, in the face amount of mar-
ketable securities previously authorized to be purchased from the
Federal Emergency Administration of Public Works, and canceled
$5,717,000 (face amount) of authorizations to purchase such securi-
ties, made during prior quarters.

From June 19, 1934, to December 31, 1938, inclusive, the Corpora-
tion purchased from the Federal Emergency Administration of Public
Works securities having a par value of $629,579,548.90. Of this
amount, securities having a par value of $435,023,296.22 were sold at
a premium of $12,768,774.47 (including securities having a par value
of $62,462,549.30 sold to issuers prior to maturity at a premium of
$326,540.64). Securities having a par value of $171,463,188.04 were
held at the close of business December 31, 1938. In addition, the
Corporation had agreed to purchase, to be held and collected or sold
at a later date, such part of securities having an aggregate par value of
$63,830,000 as the Federal Emergency Administration of Public
Works is in a position to deliver from time to time.

PAYMENTS TO THE FEDERAL HOUSING ADMINISTRATOR

Under section 4, title I, of the National Housing Act approved
June 27, 1934, the Corporation during the fourth quarter of 1938, paid
$1,000,000 to the Federal Housing Administrator. This made a total
of $67,021,074.55 so paid through December 31, 1938.

DISASTER LOAN CORPORATION

Under the act approved February 11, 1937, as amended, creating a
Disaster Loan Corporation with nonassessable capital stock, and em-
powering it to make such loans as it may determine to be necessary
or appropriate because of floods or other catastrophes in the years
1936, 1937, or 1938, the Corporation, during the fourth quarter of
1938, subscribed and paid for $2,000,000 of the capital stock of Dis-
aster Loan Corporation. This made a total of $12,000,000 so sub-
scribed and paid for through December 31, 1938.

NOTES OF THE RECONSTRUCTION FINANCE CORPORATION

During the fourth quarter of 1938, the Corporation:

Authorized the issuance and the offering for sale by the Secretary
of the Treasury of $300,000,000 or thereabouts, of series P %-percent
notes at par, and the purchase by him on behalf of the Corporation on
November 1, 1938, of the outstanding series K notes at par and ac-
crued interest, maturing December 15, 1938, to the extent to which
the holders thereof subscribe to the issue of series P notes.

Authorized the issuance of not to exceed $1,500,000,000 series Q
notes for the purpose of retiring notes of series O, in an amount equal
to the aggregate principal amount of series O notes outstanding at
the time of the exchange thereof, and for such additional amounts as
may be borrowed by the Corporation from time to time.

Sold $59,000,000 series O—2 notes; $297,339,000 series P notes; and
$84,000,000 series Q-2 notes. The Corporation exchanged $672,-
945,431.04 of series Q notes for a like amount of series O notes; can-
celed the authority to issue the unissued balance of the series O
notes; and redeemed and canceled $298,892,666.67 series K notes.
In addition, pursuant to the provisions of the act approved February
24, 1938, the Secretary of the Treasury canceled the Corporation’s
series O—1 note to the extent of $1,039,684.55, and its series Q-1 note
to the extent of $2,149,376.87, such amounts being equal to disburse-
ments by the Corporation during the fourth quarter of 1938, for
allocations to other governmental agencies.

Under the provisions of sec. 201 (e) of the Emergency Relief and Construction Act of 1932, and sec. 33 (b)
of the Farm Credit Act of 1937, the Corporation is required to pay all expenses incurred by the regional
agricultural credit corporations. The Corporation has allocated $17,434,690.77 for such expenses. Of this
amount $16,712,802.69 has been disbursed and $721,897.08 remains available for disbursement for expenses
incurred up to June 30, 1939.

Pursuant to sec. 84 of the Farm Credit Act of 1933, as amended, $39,500,000 is held in a revolving fund of
which $37,000,000 is held by the Corporation and the balance of $2 500, 000 by the U. S. Treasury.

Under the provisions of an aet approved Feb. 24, 1938 (Pubhc No. 432, 75th Cong.) the Secretary of
the Treasury has canceled the Corporation’s notes in the amount of $2,699, 203 945.83. This sum is equiva-
lent to the amounts disbursed by the Corporation as allocations to other governmental agencies and for relief,
by direction of Congress, administrative expense in connection therewith, and the interest paid on funds
borrowed for these purposes. All evidences of indebtedness with respect to such advances have been
delivered to the Secretary of the Treasury.

This statement of condition does not take into consideration expenditures incurred but not paid by the
Corporation at the close of business Dec. 31, 1938.
