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(B) Submission to Congress 

On completion of the general management 
plan under subparagraph (A), the Secretary 
shall submit to the Committee on Natural 
Resources of the House of Representatives 
and the Committee on Energy and Natural 
Resources of the Senate the general manage-
ment plan. 

(3) Related sites 

The Secretary may provide interpretative 
tours and educational programs at related his-
toric and cultural sites within the Historic 
District associated with the purposes for 
which the Historical Park is established. 

(g) Cooperative agreements 

(1) In general 

The Secretary may provide technical assist-
ance and enter into cooperative agreements 
with the owner of a nationally significant 
property within the Historical Park or the 
Historic District, to identify, mark, interpret, 
improve, and restore the property. 

(2) Right of access 

A cooperative agreement entered into under 
paragraph (1) shall provide that the Secretary, 
acting through the Director of the National 
Park Service, shall have the right of access at 
all reasonable times to all public portions of 
the property covered by the agreement for the 
purposes of— 

(A) conducting visitors through the prop-
erty; and 

(B) interpreting the property for the pub-
lic. 

(3) Cost-sharing requirement 

(A) Federal share 

The Federal share of the total cost of any 
activity carried out under a cooperative 
agreement entered into under this sub-
section shall be not more than 50 percent. 

(B) Form of non-Federal share 

The non-Federal share of an activity car-
ried out under a cooperative agreement en-
tered into under this subsection may be in 
the form of donated property, goods, or serv-
ices fairly valued. 

(4) Changes or alterations 

No changes or alterations shall be made to 
any property or project covered by a coopera-
tive agreement entered into under paragraph 
(1) unless the Secretary and the other party to 
the agreement agree to the changes or alter-
ations. 

(5) Conversion, use, or disposal 

Any payment by the Secretary under this 
subsection shall be subject to an agreement 
that the conversion, use, or disposal of a prop-
erty or project for purposes contrary to the 
purposes of this section, as determined by the 
Secretary, shall entitle the United States to 
reimbursement in any amount equal to the 
greater of— 

(A) the amounts made available to the 
property or project by the United States; or 

(B) the portion of the increased value of 
the property or project attributable to the 

amounts made available under this sub-
section, as determined at the time of the 
conversion, use, or disposal. 

(h) Limited role of the Secretary 

Nothing in this section authorizes the Sec-
retary to assume overall financial responsibility 
for the operation, maintenance, or management 
of the Historic District.

(b) Copies to Congress; establishment; bound-
aries 

When the comprehensive plan is completed 
and the Secretary is satisfied that State legisla-
tion exists for the preservation of the nationally

significant features of the reserve, open to the 
people of the entire Nation, he shall transmit 
copies thereof to the President of the Senate 
and the Speaker of the House of Representatives 
and may, ninety days thereafter and after con-
sulting with the Governor of the State of Wis-
consin, publish notice in the Federal Register of 
the establishment of the Ice Age National Sci-
entific Reserve and of the boundaries thereof, 
which boundaries shall comprise lands owned or 
to be acquired by the State and local govern-
ments of Wisconsin in the following areas: 

(1) Eastern area (portions of the northern unit 
of the Kettle Moraine State Forest and 
Campbellsport drumlin area); 

(2) Central area (portions of Devil’s Lake 
State Park); 

(3) Northwestern area (portions of Chippewa 
County); 

(4) Related areas (other areas in the State of 
Wisconsin which the Secretary and the Gov-
ernor of Wisconsin agree upon as significant ex-
amples of continental glaciation). 

(c) Inclusion and exclusion of other areas 

Any area outside of the national forests that 
the Secretary and the Governor of Wisconsin 
agree has significant examples of continental 
glaciation but is not described in the original 
notice may be included in the reserve by the 
Secretary after notice to the President of the 
Senate and the Speaker of the House of Rep-
resentatives and publication in the Federal Reg-
ister, as hereinbefore provided, and any area 
that they consider to be no longer desirable as a 
part of the reserve may be excluded from it by 
the Secretary in the same manner.

The Secretary is authorized to provide tech-
nical assistance to the State of Wisconsin for 
planning and development of the reserve in ac-
cordance with the comprehensive plan. 

(b) Additional grants 

In addition to grants made pursuant to the 
Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965,1 
the Secretary is authorized to make grants of 
not to exceed 25 per centum of the actual cost of 
each development project within the reserve in 
accordance with the comprehensive plan: Pro-

vided, That the maximum amount of such grants 
for all projects shall not exceed $2,500,000. 

(c) Costs of maintenance 

The Secretary, pursuant to an agreement with 
the State of Wisconsin, may pay up to 50 per 
centum of the annual cost of management, pro-
tection, maintenance, and rehabilitation of the 
reserve. 

(d) Termination of Federal contributions 

Whenever the Secretary determines that ap-
propriate management and protection set down 
in the comprehensive plan are not being afforded 
the nationally significant values within the re-
serve or that funds are not being provided on the 
prescribed matching basis by the State of Wis-
consin or other non-Federal sources, he may ter-
minate contributions under sections 469d to 469i 
of this title.

§ 470aa. Congressional findings and declaration 
of purpose 

(a) The Congress finds that— 
(1) archaeological resources on public lands 

and Indian lands are an accessible and irre-
placeable part of the Nation’s heritage; 

(2) these resources are increasingly endan-
gered because of their commercial attractive-
ness; 

(3) existing Federal laws do not provide ade-
quate protection to prevent the loss and de-
struction of these archaeological resources 
and sites resulting from uncontrolled exca-
vations and pillage; and 

(4) there is a wealth of archaeological infor-
mation which has been legally obtained by pri-
vate individuals for noncommercial purposes 
and which could voluntarily be made available 
to professional archaeologists and institu-
tions. 

(b) The purpose of this chapter is to secure, for 
the present and future benefit of the American 
people, the protection of archaeological re-
sources and sites which are on public lands and 
Indian lands, and to foster increased cooperation 
and exchange of information between govern-
mental authorities, the professional archae-
ological community, and private individuals 
having collections of archaeological resources 
and data which were obtained before October 31, 
1979.

As used in this chapter—

nation shall include, but not be limited to: 
pottery, basketry, bottles, weapons, weapon 
projectiles, tools, structures or portions of 
structures, pit houses, rock paintings, rock 
carvings, intaglios, graves, human skeletal 
materials, or any portion or piece of any of 
the foregoing items. Nonfossilized and fos-
silized paleontological specimens, or any por-
tion or piece thereof, shall not be considered 
archaeological resources, under the regula-
tions under this paragraph, unless found in ar-
chaeological context. No item shall be treated 
as an archaeological resource under regula-
tions under this paragraph unless such item is 
at least 100 years of age.
