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dence presented, or the conduct of any party, 
and any other objection to the proceedings, 
shall be noted by the officer upon the deposi-
tion. Evidence objected to shall be taken subject 
to the objections. In lieu of participating in the 
oral examination, a party served with a notice 
of deposition may transmit written interrog-
atories to the officer, who shall propound them 
to the witness and record the answers verbatim. 

(h) Examination of deposition by witness; signa-
ture of witness or officer; use of deposition 

When the testimony is fully transcribed, the 
deposition shall be submitted to the witness for 
examination and shall be read to or by him, un-
less such examination and reading are waived by 
the witness and the parties. Any changes in the 
form or substance which the witness desires to 
make shall be entered upon the deposition by 
the officer with a statement of the reasons given 
by the witness for making them. The deposition 
shall be signed by the witness, unless the parties 
by stipulation waive the signing or the witness 
is ill or cannot be found or refuses to sign. If the 
deposition is not signed by the witness, the offi-
cer shall sign it and note on the deposition the 
fact of the waiver or of the illness or the absence 
of the witness or the fact of refusal to sign to-
gether with the reason, if any, given therefor; 
and the deposition may then be used as fully as 
though signed, unless on a motion to suppress, 
the committee rules that the reasons given for 
the refusal to sign require rejection of the depo-
sition in whole or in part.

§ 387. Notice of depositions 

(a) Time for service; form 

A party desiring to take the deposition of any 
person upon oral examination shall serve writ-
ten notice on the opposing party not later than 
two days before the date of the examination. 
The notice shall state the time and place for 
taking the deposition and the name and address 
of each person to be examined. A copy of such 
notice, together with proof of such service 
thereof, shall be attached to the deposition 
when it is filed with the Clerk. 

(b) Testimony by stipulation 

By written stipulation of the parties, the depo-
sition of a witness may be taken without notice. 
A copy of such stipulation shall be attached to 
the deposition when it is filed with the Clerk. 

(c) Testimony by affidavit; time for filing 

By written stipulation of the parties, the tes-
timony of any witness of either party may be 
filed in the form of an affidavit by such witness 
or the parties may agree what a particular wit-
ness would testify to if his deposition were 
taken. Such testimonial affidavits or stipula-

tions shall be filed within the time limits pre-
scribed for the taking of testimony in section 
386 of this title.

§ 388. Subpena for attendance at deposition 

(a) Issuance 

Upon application of any party, a subpena for 
attendance at a deposition shall be issued by: 

(1) a judge or clerk of the United States dis-
trict court for the district in which the place 
of examination is located; 

(2) a judge or clerk of any court of record of 
the State in which the place of examination is 
located; or 

(3) a judge or clerk of any court of record of 
the county in which the place of examination 
is located. 

(b) Time, method, and proof of service 

Service of the subpena shall be made upon the 
witness no later than three days before the day 
on which his attendance is directed. A subpena 
may be served by any person who is not a party 
to the contested election case and is not less 
than eighteen years of age. Service of a subpena 
upon a person named therein shall be made by 
delivering a copy thereof to such person and by 
tendering to him the fee for one day’s attend-
ance and the mileage allowed by section 389 of 
this title. Written proof of service shall be made 
under oath by the person making same and shall 
be filed with the Clerk. 

(c) Place of examination 

A witness may be required to attend an exam-
ination only in the county wherein he resides or 
is employed, or transacts his business in person, 
or is served with a subpena, or within forty 
miles of the place of service. 

(d) Form 

Every subpena shall state the name and title 
of the officer issuing same and the title of the 
contested election case, and shall command each 
person to whom it is directed to attend and give 
testimony at a time and place and before an offi-
cer specified therein. 

(e) Production of documents 

A subpena may also command the person to 
whom it is directed to produce the books, pa-
pers, documents, or other tangible things des-
ignated therein, but the committee, upon mo-
tion promptly made and in any event at or be-
fore the time specified in the subpena for com-
pliance therewith, may (1) quash or modify the 
subpena if it is unreasonable or oppressive, or (2) 
condition denial of the motion upon the ad-
vancement by the party in whose behalf the sub-
pena is issued of the reasonable cost of pro-
ducing the books, papers, documents, or tan-
gible things. In the case of public records or doc-
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
