If the gift is not so approved within the 12-
month period after the Librarian so takes pos-
session, the principal of the gift shall be re-
turned to the donor and any income earned dur-
ing that period shall be available for use with 
respect to the Library of Congress as provided 
by law.

§ 159. Perpetual succession and suits by or 
against Library of Congress Trust Fund 
Board 

The board shall have perpetual succession, 
with all the usual powers and obligations of a 
trustee, including the power to sell, except as 
herein limited, in respect of all property, mon-
eys, or securities which shall be conveyed, 
transferred, assigned, bequeathed, delivered, or 
paid over to it for the purposes above specified. 
The board may be sued in the United States Dis-
trict Court for the District of Columbia, which 
is given jurisdiction of such suits, for the pur-
pose of enforcing the provisions of any trust ac-
cepted by it.

CHANGE OF NAME

§ 160. Disbursement of gifts, etc., to Library 

Nothing in sections 154 to 162 and 163 1 of this 
title shall be construed as prohibiting or re-
stricting the Librarian of Congress from accept-
ing in the name of the United States gifts or be-
quests in the interest of the Library, its collec-
tions, or its service, of the following: (1) nonper-
sonal services; (2) voluntary and uncompensated 
personal services not to exceed $10,000 per per-
son, per year in value; (3) gifts or bequests of 
money for immediate disbursement; and (4) gifts 

or bequests of securities or other personal prop-
erty. Such gifts or bequests of money, after ac-
ceptance by the librarian, shall be paid by the 
donor or his representative to the Treasurer of 
the United States, whose receipts shall be their 
acquittance. In the case of a gift of securities, 
the Librarian shall sell the gift and provide the 
donor with such acknowledgment as needed for 
the donor to substantiate the gift. The Treas-
urer of the United States shall enter the gift, be-
quest, or proceeds in a special account to the 
credit of the Library of Congress and subject to 
disbursement by the librarian for the purposes 
in each case specified. The Librarian shall make 
an annual public report regarding gifts accepted 
under this section. 

Upon agreement by the Librarian of Congress 
and the Board, a gift or bequest accepted by the 
Librarian under the first paragraph of this sec-
tion may be invested or reinvested in the same 
manner as provided for trust funds under section 
157 of this title.

§ 161. Tax exemption of gifts, etc., to Library of 
Congress 

Gifts or bequests or devises to or for the ben-
efit of the Library of Congress, including those 
to the board, and the income therefrom, shall be 
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
