§4335. Employment of civilian employees of exec-
utive branch of Government by Senate Com-
mittee on Appropriations; restoration to
former position

Whenever any person has left or leaves any ci-
vilian position in any department or agency in
the executive branch of the Government in order
to accept employment by the Senate Committee
on Appropriations, he shall be carried on the
rolls of such committee and shall be solely em-
ployed by such committee, and responsible only
to it; but he shall be entitled upon making ap-
plication to the Director of the Office of Per-
sonnel Management within thirty days after the
termination of his employment by such com-
mittee (unless such employment is terminated
for cause) to be restored to a position in the
same or any other department or agency where
an opening exists, comparable to the position
which, according to the records of the depart-
ment or agency which he left to accept employ-
ment by the Senate Committee on Appropria-
tions or in the judgment of the Director of the
Office of Personnel Management, such person
would be occupying if he had remained in the
employ of such department or agency during the
time he was employed by such committee; and
such person shall be restored to such position
with the same seniority, status, and pay as if he
had remained in the employ of the department
or agency which he left, during such time. This
section shall not be construed to require any
person to be restored to a position in any de-
partment or agency after the expiration of the
time for which he was appointed to the position
which he left to accept employment by such
committee.

§4336. Discretionary authority of Senate Com-
mittee on Appropriations

(a) In general

The Committee on Appropriations is author-
ized in its discretion—

(1) to hold hearings, report such hearings,
and make investigations as authorized by
paragraph 1 of rule XXVI of the Standing
Rules of the Senate;

(2) to make expenditures from the contin-
gent fund of the Senate;

(3) to employ personnel;

(4) with the prior consent of the Government
department or agency concerned and the Com-
mittee on Rules and Administration to use, on
a reimbursable or nonreimbursable basis, the
services of personnel of any such department
or agency;

(5) to procure the services of individual con-
sultants, or organizations thereof (as author-
ized by section 4301(i) of this title and Senate
Resolution 140, agreed to May 14, 1975, except
that any approval (and related reporting re-
quirement) shall not apply); and

(6) to provide for the training of the profes-
sional staff of such committee (under proce-
dures specified by section 4301(j) of this title).

This section shall be effective on and after Oc-
tober 1, 1998, or the date of enactment of this
Act [October 21, 1998], whichever is later.
