ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO DISMISS INDICTMENT 

 
 

Before the Court is the Government’s Motion to Dismiss [Doc. 376] the 

Indictment [Doc. 1] as to Defendant Sarah Sims (a.k.a. Ashley Loudermilk) pursuant to 

Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 48(a). [Doc. 376, p. 1]. The Government has 

indicated that “[t]here is insufficient evidence to prove [the] charges against Defendant 

[Sims] in light of pleas and statements by other parties in this case.” [Id.].  

The Court, having reviewed the motion, finds good cause exists to grant the 

Government’s Motion to Dismiss [Doc. 376]. Accordingly, pursuant to Rule 48(a), the 

charge against Defendant Sarah Sims is DISMISSED without prejudice.
