Having considered Defendant Allstate Fire and Casualty Insurance
Company’s (“Allstate””) Motion to Exclude Experts (Doc. 23); Motion for
Summary Judgment (Doc. 25); and Motion to Stay Discovery (Doc. 32); and
Plaintiff Grace Krug’s (“Krug”) Rule 56(d)(1) Motion to Defer Consideration of
Summary Judgment (Doc. 39), the related briefing (Docs. 24, 29, 34; 26, 35, 42;
33, 38, 43; 40, 45 and 49), and oral arguments on February 26, 2025, the Court, for
the reasons stated on the record on February 26, 2025, ORDERS as follows:

1. Allstate’s Motion to Exclude Experts (Doc. 23) is DENIED in part and
GRANTED in part. Krug’s retained expert, Dr. Michelle Donaldson, shall
be allowed to testify to the contents of her written report. Krug’s treatment
providers, non-retained experts, are excluded from testifying. However, their

treatment records and letters that were provided to Allstate in the underlying
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action will be admissible.

2. Allstate’s Motion for Summary Judgment (Doc. 25) is DENIED.
3. Allstate’s Motion to Stay Discovery is DENIED as moot.

4. Krug’s Rule 56(d)(1) Motion to Defer Consideration of Summary
Judgment is DENIED as moot.
