1. That subdivisions (a) and (c) of Rule 30 and 

subdivision (a) of Rule 31 of the Federal Rules of 
Appellate Procedure be, and they hereby are, amended 
as follows:

2. That the foregoing amendments to the Federal 

Rules of Appellate Procedure shall take effect on July 1, 
1970, and shall govern all proceedings in actions brought 
thereafter and also in all further proceedings in actions 
then pending, except to the extent that in the opinion 
of the court their application in a particular action then 
pending would not be feasible or would work injustice, 
in which event the former procedure applies.

3. That the Chief Justice be, and he hereby is, author-
ized to transmit to the Congress the foregoing amend-
ments to existing rules, in accordance with the provisions 
of Title 18, U. S. C., § 3772, and Title 28, U. S. C., 
§§ 2072 and 2075.
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
