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(c) Nothing in this memorandum shall be
construed to impair or otherwise affect the
functions of the Director of the Office of
Management and Budget relating to budget,
administrative, or legislative proposals.

(d) This memorandum is intended only to
improve the internal management of the
Federal Government and is not intended to,
and does not, create any right or benefit, sub-
stantive or procedural, enforceable at law or
equity by a party against the United States,
its departments, agencies, instrumentalities
or entities, its officers or employees, or any
other person.
