Statement on the National Do Not 
Call Registry

Unwanted telemarketing calls are intru-
sive, annoying, and all too common. When 
Americans are sitting down to dinner or par-
ents are reading to their children, the last 
thing they want is a call from a stranger with 
a sales pitch. 

For that reason, I have strongly supported 
the actions of the Federal Trade Commission 
and the Federal Communications Commis-
sion to establish a National Do Not Call Reg-
istry and protect consumers. 

The millions of people who have signed 
up for the list have the right to reduce un-
wanted telephone solicitations. I commend 
Congress for its rapid action to support the 
Registry, and I look forward to signing this 
legislation.

Almost half of the land in the United 
States is used for agricultural production, and 
our Nation depends on our hard-working 
farm and ranch families for food, fiber, and 
the good stewardship of our environment. As 
we celebrate National Farm Safety and 
Health Week, we give thanks for their dedi-
cation, sacrifice, and contributions to our 
country, and we renew our commitment to 
the health and livelihoods of American farm 
and ranch families. 

America must continue to promote the 
safety of our farmers and ranchers. Farming 
and ranching can be dangerous work; in 
2002, the agriculture industry had the sec-
ond-highest rate of deaths due to accidents. 
Proper education and training are critical to 
protecting the safety of farmers and ranchers. 
By working together to encourage careful use 
of equipment and facilities, America helps 
our farm and ranch families remain healthy 
and more productive than any other farmers 
in the world. 

This year’s theme for National Farm Safe-
ty and Health Week, ‘‘Secure Your Farming 
through Safety and Health,’’ also encourages 
farmers and ranchers to focus on farm secu-
rity issues. Farm and ranching communities 
play a vital role in protecting Americas food 
supplies, water resources, and farm chemi-
cals. Their efforts are important to the safety 
and security of our citizens. 

Now, Therefore, I, George W. Bush, 
President of the United States of America, 
by virtue of the authority vested in me by 
the Constitution and laws of the United 
States, do hereby proclaim September 21 
through September 27, 2003, as National 
Farm Safety and Health Week.
