“(6) FamiLy MEMBER.—The term ‘family
member’ means, with respect to an individual—

“(A) the spouse of the individual;

“(B) a dependent child of the individual,
including a child who is born to or placed for
adoption with the individual; and

“(C) all other individuals related by blood
to the individual or the spouse or child de-
seribed in subparagraph (A) or (B).

“(7) GENETIC INFORMATION.—The term ‘ge-
netic information” means information about genes,
ogene products, or inherited characteristics that may
derive from an individual or a family member (in-
cluding information about a request for or receipt of
oenetic services).

“(8) GENETIC SERVICES.—The term ‘genetic

services’ means health services provided to obtain,
assess, or interpret genetic information for diag-
nostic and therapeutic purposes, and for genetic
education and counseling.
“(9) PREDICTIVE GENETIC INFORMATION.—
“(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘predictive
genetic information’ means, in the absence of
symptoms, clinical signs, or a diagnosis of the

condition related to such information—
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“(1) information about an individual’s
genetic tests;

“(i1) information about genetic tests
of family members of the individual; or

“(m) information about the occur-
rence of a disease or disorder in family
members.

“(B) EXCEPTIONS.

The term ‘predictive
genetic information’ shall not include—

“(1) information about the sex or age
of the individual;

“(i1) information derived from phys-
ical tests, such as the chemical, blood, or
urine analyses of the individual including
cholesterol tests; and

“(ii1)  information about physical
exams of the individual.

“(10) GENETIC TEST.—The term ‘genetic test’
means the analysis of human DNA, RNA, chro-
mosomes, proteins, and certain metabolites, includ-
ing analysis of genotypes, mutations, phenotypes, or
karyotypes, for the purpose of predicting risk of dis-
ease in asymptomatic or undiagnosed individuals.”.
