CONCURRENT RESOLUTION
Encouraging the people of the United States to celebrate

the 300th anniversary of William Penn’s Charter of

Privileges, the 250th anniversary of the Liberty Bell,

and the 225th anniversary of the first public reading

of the Declaration of Independence.

Whereas William Penn was a distinguished statesman and a

principled defender of human rights and religious lib-

erties;

Whereas in 1701, William Penn wrote Charter of Privileges,

which set a new standard for religious liberty that pro-

foundly impacted the Nation’s history and still provides

an example for the world today;
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Whereas religious freedom is still one of the most fragile lib-

erties, and today, millions of people around the world are

persecuted for their religious beliefs;

Whereas the year 2001 marks the 300th anniversary of the

publication of Charter of Privileges;

Whereas the Liberty Bell was designed to commemorate the

50th anniversary of Charter of Privileges and is a power-

ful reminder of the Nation’s commitment to freedom and

justice;

Whereas the Liberty Bell became a defining symbol of the ab-

olitionist movement, which sought to rid the Nation of

slavery;

Whereas the year 2001 marks the 250th anniversary of the

completion of the Liberty Bell; and

Whereas the year 2001 is also the 225th anniversary of the

first public reading of the Declaration of Independence,

which contains the immortal phrase: ‘‘We hold these

truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal,

that they are endowed by their Creator with certain

unalienable Rights’’: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate1

concurring), That the Congress—2

(1) encourages the people of the United States3

to celebrate the 300th anniversary of William Penn’s4

Charter of Privileges, the 250th anniversary of the5

Liberty Bell, and the 225th anniversary of the first6

public reading of the Declaration of Independence;7

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(2) encourages the Nation’s leaders to reaffirm1

their commitment to promoting human rights and2

religious freedom in the Nation and around the3

world.4
