‘‘(B) a subsequent year, is the amount specified14

in this paragraph for tests performed in the pre-15

ceding year adjusted by the annual percentage in-16

crease or decrease in the Consumer Price Index for17

All Urban Consumers (United States city average).’’.18

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by19

subsection (a) shall apply to fees for tests performed on20

or after January 1, 2002.21
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
