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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘International School 2

Curriculum Monitoring Act’’.3

SEC. 2. DEPARTMENT OF STATE’S COUNTRY REPORTS ON 4

(a) ECONOMIC ASSISTANCE RECIPIENTS.—Section 6
