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SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Cure and Under-
standing through Research for Alzheimer’s Act of 2004”
or the “Lia Cura Act of 2004”.

SEC. 2. NIH RESEARCH AND EDUCATION ON ALZHEIMER’S
DISEASE.

(a) DouBLING NIH FUNDING FOR ALZHEIMER'S
DISEASE RESEARCH.—For the purpose of conducting and
supporting research on Alzheimer’s disease at the Na-
tional Institutes of Health (including related activities
under subpart 5 of part C of title IV of the Public Health
Service Act (42 U.S.C. 285e¢ et seq.)), there are authorized
to be appropriated $1,400,000,000 for fiscal year 2005
and such sums as may be necessary for each subsequent
fiscal year.

(b) RESEARCH ACTIVITIES.

In conducting research
relating to Alzheimer’s disease, the Director of the Na-
tional Institutes of Health shall ensure sufficient resources

for activities relating to Alzheimer’s disease and Hispanic

communities, including by

(1) increasing efforts in epidemiological work in
Hispanic suberoups;

(2) allocating resources to the National Insti-
tute on Aging Alzheimer’s disease research centers
and other academic centers involved in Alzheimer ’s
disease research to increase participation of Iis-
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| panics in research and clinical trials in sufficient
2 numbers to draw valid conclusions; and

3 (3) conducting social, behavioral, and health
4 services research—

5 (A) to understand more fully the under-
6 lying reasons that Hispanic individuals delay di-
7 agnosis and underutilize services; and

8 (B) to identify culturally and linguistically
9 appropriate approaches for addressing such
10 delays and underutilization.

11 (¢) EDUCATION ACTIVITIES.—The Director of the
12 National Institutes of Health shall expand and intensify

8 Part B of title III of the Public Health Service Act
9 (42 U.S.C. 243 et seq.) is amended by inserting after sec-
