Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Leave No Child Behind 4

Act of 2003’’. 5
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TITLE I—HEALTHY START—1

CHILDREN’S HEALTH INSUR-2

ANCE 3

Subtitle A—Children’s Health 4

Insurance 5

SEC. 1001. MEDIKIDS HEALTH INSURANCE. 6

(a) SHORT TITLE OF SUBTITLE.—This subtitle may 7

be cited as the ‘‘MediKids Health Insurance Act of 2003’’.8

(b) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 9
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(1) More than 11 million American children are 1

uninsured. 2

(2) Children who are uninsured receive less 3

medical care and less preventive care and have a 4

poorer level of health, which result in lifetime costs 5

to themselves and to the entire American economy. 6

(3) Although SCHIP and Medicaid are success-7

fully extending a health coverage safety net to a 8

growing portion of the vulnerable low-income popu-9

lation of uninsured children, we now see that they 10

alone cannot achieve 100 percent health insurance 11

coverage for our nation’s children due to inevitable 12

gaps during outreach and enrollment, fluctuations in 13

eligibility, and variations in access to private insur-14

ance at all income levels. 15

(4) As all segments of our society continue to 16

become more and more transient, with many 17

changes in employment over the working lifetime of 18

parents, the need for a reliable safety net of health 19

insurance which follows children across State lines, 20

already a major problem for the children of migrant 21

and seasonal farmworkers, will become a major con-22

cern for all families in the United States. 23

(5) The Medicare program has successfully 24

evolved over the years to provide a stable, universal 25
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source of health insurance for the nation’s disabled 1

and those over age 65, and therefore provides a test-2

ed model for designing a program to reach out to 3

America’s children. 4

(6) The problem of insuring 100 percent of all 5

American children could be gradually solved by auto-6

matically enrolling all children born after December 7

31, 2004, in a program modeled after Medicare (and 8

to be known as ‘‘MediKids’’), and allowing those 9

children to be transferred into other equivalent or 10

better insurance programs, including either private 11

insurance, SCHIP, or Medicaid, if they are eligible 12

to do so, but maintaining the child’s default enroll-13

ment in MediKids for any times when the child’s ac-14

cess to other sources of insurance is lost. 15

(7) A family’s freedom of choice to use other in-16

surers to cover children would not be interfered with 17

in any way, and children eligible for SCHIP and 18

Medicaid would continue to be enrolled in those pro-19

grams, but the underlying safety net of MediKids 20

would always be available to cover any gaps in insur-21

ance due to changes in medical condition, employ-22

ment, income, or marital status, or other changes af-23

fecting a child’s access to alternate forms of insur-24

ance. 25
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(8) The MediKids program can be administered 1

without impacting the finances or status of the exist-2

ing Medicare program. 3

(9) The MediKids benefit package can be tai-4

lored to the special needs of children and updated 5

over time. 6

(10) The financing of the program can be ad-7

ministered without difficulty by a yearly payment of 8

affordable premiums through a family’s tax filing (or 9

adjustment of a family’s earned income tax credit). 10

(11) The cost of the program will gradually rise 11

as the number of children using MediKids as the in-12

surer of last resort increases, and a future Congress 13

always can accelerate or slow down the enrollment 14

process as desired, while the societal costs for emer-15

gency room usage, lost productivity and work days, 16

and poor health status for the next generation of 17

Americans will decline. 18

(12) Over time 100 percent of American chil-19

dren will always have basic health insurance, and we 20

can therefore expect a healthier, more equitable, and 21

more productive society.22
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SEC. 1002. BENEFITS FOR ALL CHILDREN BORN AFTER 1

2002. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Social Security Act is amend-3

ed by adding at the end the following new title: 4

‘‘TITLE XXII—MEDIKIDS PROGRAM 5

‘‘SEC. 2201. ELIGIBILITY. 6

‘‘(a) ELIGIBILITY OF INDIVIDUALS BORN AFTER DE-7

CEMBER 31, 2004; ALL CHILDREN UNDER 23 YEARS OF 8

AGE IN SIXTH YEAR.—An individual who meets the fol-9

lowing requirements with respect to a month is eligible to 10

enroll under this title with respect to such month: 11

‘‘(1) AGE.—12

‘‘(A) FIRST YEAR.—During the first year 13

in which this title is effective, the individual has 14

not attained 6 years of age.15

‘‘(B) SECOND YEAR.—During the second 16

year in which this title is effective, the indi-17

vidual has not attained 11 years of age. 18

‘‘(C) THIRD YEAR.—During the third year 19

in which this title is effective, the individual has 20

not attained 16 years of age. 21

‘‘(D) FOURTH YEAR.—During the fourth 22

year in which this title is effective, the indi-23

vidual has not attained 21 years of age. 24

‘‘(E) FIFTH AND SUBSEQUENT YEARS.—25

During the fifth year in which this title is effec-26
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tive and each subsequent year, the individual 1

has not attained 23 years of age. 2

‘‘(2) CITIZENSHIP.—The individual is a citizen 3

or national of the United States or is lawfully resid-4

ing in the United States. 5

‘‘(b) ENROLLMENT PROCESS.—An individual may 6

enroll in the program established under this title only in 7

such manner and form as may be prescribed by regula-8

tions, and only during an enrollment period prescribed by 9

the Secretary consistent with the provisions of this section. 10

Such regulations shall provide a process under which—11

‘‘(1) individuals who are born in the United 12

States after December 31, 2002, are deemed to be 13

enrolled at the time of birth and a parent or guard-14

ian of such an individual is permitted to pre-enroll 15

in the month prior to the expected month of birth; 16

‘‘(2) individuals who are born outside the 17

United States after such date and who become eligi-18

ble to enroll by virtue of immigration into (or an ad-19

justment of immigration status in) the United 20

States are deemed enrolled at the time of entry or 21

adjustment of status; 22

‘‘(3) eligible individuals may otherwise be en-23

rolled at such other times and manner as the Sec-24

retary shall specify, including the use of outstationed 25
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eligibility sites as described in section 1

1902(a)(55)(A) and the use of presumptive eligi-2

bility provisions like those described in section 3

1920A; and 4

‘‘(4) at the time of automatic enrollment of a 5

child, the Secretary provides for issuance to a parent 6

or custodian of the individual a card evidencing cov-7

erage under this title and for a description of such 8

coverage. 9

The provisions of section 1837(h) apply with respect to 10

enrollment under this title in the same manner as they 11

apply to enrollment under part B of title XVIII. 12

‘‘(c) DATE COVERAGE BEGINS.—13

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The period during which 14

an individual is entitled to benefits under this title 15

shall begin as follows, but in no case earlier than 16

January 1, 2005: 17

‘‘(A) In the case of an individual who is 18

enrolled under paragraph (1) or (2) of sub-19

section (b), the date of birth or date of obtain-20

ing appropriate citizenship or immigration sta-21

tus, as the case may be. 22

‘‘(B) In the case of an another individual 23

who enrolls (including pre-enrolls) before the 24

month in which the individual satisfies eligi-25

bility for enrollment under subsection (a), the 1

first day of such month of eligibility. 2

‘‘(C) In the case of an another individual 3

who enrolls during or after the month in which 4

the individual first satisfies eligibility for enroll-5

ment under such subsection, the first day of the 6

following month. 7

‘‘(2) AUTHORITY TO PROVIDE FOR PARTIAL 8

MONTHS OF COVERAGE.—Under regulations, the 9

Secretary may, in the Secretary’s discretion, provide 10

for coverage periods that include portions of a 11

month in order to avoid lapses of coverage. 12

‘‘(3) LIMITATION ON PAYMENTS.—No payments 13

may be made under this title with respect to the ex-14

penses of an individual enrolled under this title un-15

less such expenses were incurred by such individual 16

during a period which, with respect to the individual, 17

is a coverage period under this section. 18

‘‘(d) EXPIRATION OF ELIGIBILITY.—An individual’s 19

coverage period under this part shall continue until the 20

individual’s enrollment has been terminated because the 21

individual no longer meets the requirements of subsection 22

(a) (whether because of age or change in immigration sta-23

tus). 24
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‘‘(e) ENTITLEMENT TO MEDIKIDS BENEFITS FOR 1

ENROLLED INDIVIDUALS.—An individual enrolled under 2

this section is entitled to the benefits described in section 3

2202. 4

‘‘(f) LOW-INCOME INFORMATION.—At the time of en-5

rollment of a child under this title, the Secretary shall 6

make an inquiry as to whether or not the family income 7

of the family that includes the child is less than 150 per-8

cent of the poverty line for a family of the size involved. 9

If the family income is below such level, the Secretary shall 10

encode in the identification card issued in connection with 11

eligibility under this title a code indicating such fact. The 12

Secretary also shall provide for a toll-free telephone line 13

at which providers can verify whether or not such a child 14

is in a family the income of which is below such level. 15

‘‘(g) CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this title shall be 16

construed as requiring (or preventing) an individual who 17

is enrolled under this section from seeking medical assist-18

ance under a State medicaid plan under title XIX or child 19

health assistance under a State child health plan under 20

title XXI. 21

‘‘SEC. 2202. BENEFITS. 22

‘‘(a) SECRETARIAL SPECIFICATION OF BENEFIT 23

PACKAGE.—24

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall specify 1

the benefits to be made available under this title 2

consistent with the provisions of this section and in 3

a manner designed to meet the health needs of chil-4

dren. 5

‘‘(2) UPDATING.—The Secretary shall update 6

the specification of benefits over time to ensure the 7

inclusion of age-appropriate benefits as the enrollee 8

population gets older. 9

‘‘(3) ANNUAL UPDATING.—The Secretary shall 10

establish procedures for the annual review and up-11

dating of such benefits to account for changes in 12

medical practice, new information from medical re-13

search, and other relevant developments in health 14

science. 15

‘‘(4) INPUT.—The Secretary shall seek the 16

input of the pediatric community in specifying and 17

updating such benefits. 18

‘‘(5) LIMITATION ON UPDATING.—In no case 19

shall updating of benefits under this subsection re-20

sult in a failure to provide benefits required under 21

subsection (b). 22

‘‘(b) INCLUSION OF CERTAIN BENEFITS.—23

‘‘(1) MEDICARE CORE BENEFITS.—Such bene-24

fits shall include (to the extent consistent with other 25
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provisions of this section) at least the same benefits 1

(including coverage, access, availability, duration, 2

and beneficiary rights) that are available under 3

parts A and B of title XVIII. 4

‘‘(2) ALL REQUIRED MEDICAID BENEFITS.—5

Such benefits shall also include all items and serv-6

ices for which medical assistance is required to be 7

provided under section 1902(a)(10)(A) to individuals 8

described in such section, including early and peri-9

odic screening, diagnostic services, and treatment 10

services. 11

‘‘(3) INCLUSION OF PRESCRIPTION DRUGS.—12

Such benefits also shall include (as specified by the 13

Secretary) prescription drugs and biologicals. 14

‘‘(4) COST-SHARING.—15

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-16

graph (B), such benefits also shall include the 17

cost-sharing (in the form of deductibles, coin-18

surance, and copayments) applicable under title 19

XVIII with respect to comparable items and 20

services, except that no cost-sharing shall be 21

imposed with respect to early and periodic 22

screening and diagnostic services included 23

under paragraph (2). 24

‘‘(B) NO COST-SHARING FOR LOWEST IN-1

COME CHILDREN.—Such benefits shall not in-2

clude any cost-sharing for children in families 3

the income of which (as determined for pur-4

poses of section 1905(p)) does not exceed 150 5

percent of the official income poverty line (re-6

ferred to in such section) applicable to a family 7

of the size involved. 8

‘‘(C) REFUNDABLE CREDIT FOR COST-9

SHARING FOR OTHER LOW-INCOME CHIL-10

DREN.—For a refundable credit for cost-shar-11

ing in the case of children in certain families, 12

see section 35A of the Internal Revenue Code 13

of 1986. 14

‘‘(c) PAYMENT SCHEDULE.—The Secretary, with the 15

assistance of the Medicare Payment Advisory Commission, 16

shall develop and implement a payment schedule for bene-17

fits covered under this title. To the extent feasible, such 18

payment schedule shall be consistent with comparable pay-19

ment schedules and reimbursement methodologies applied 20

under parts A and B of title XVIII. 21

‘‘(d) INPUT.—The Secretary shall specify such bene-22

fits and payment schedules only after obtaining input from 23

appropriate child health providers and experts. 24
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‘‘(e) ENROLLMENT IN HEALTH PLANS.—The Sec-1

retary shall provide for the offering of benefits under this 2

title through enrollment in a health benefit plan that 3

meets the same (or similar) requirements as the require-4

ments that apply to Medicare+Choice plans under part 5

C of title XVIII. In the case of individuals enrolled under 6

this title in such a plan, the Medicare+Choice capitation 7

rate described in section 1853(c) shall be adjusted in an 8

appropriate manner to reflect differences between the pop-9

ulation served under this title and the population under 10

title XVIII. 11

‘‘SEC. 2203. PREMIUMS. 12

‘‘(a) AMOUNT OF MONTHLY PREMIUMS.—13

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall, during 14

September of each year (beginning with 2004), es-15

tablish a monthly MediKids premium. Subject to 16

paragraph (2), the monthly MediKids premium for 17

a year is equal to 1⁄12 of the annual premium rate 18

computed under subsection (b). 19

‘‘(2) ELIMINATION OF MONTHLY PREMIUM FOR 20

DEMONSTRATION OF EQUIVALENT COVERAGE (IN-21

CLUDING COVERAGE UNDER LOW-INCOME PRO-22

GRAMS).—The amount of the monthly premium im-23

posed under this section for an individual for a 24

month shall be zero in the case of an individual who 25
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demonstrates to the satisfaction of the Secretary 1

that the individual has basic health insurance cov-2

erage for that month the actuarial value of which, 3

as determined by the Secretary, is at least actuari-4

ally equivalent to the benefits available under this 5

title. For purposes of the previous sentence enroll-6

ment in a medicaid plan under title XIX, a State 7

child health insurance plan under title XXI, or 8

under the medicare program under title XVIII is 9

deemed to constitute basic health insurance coverage 10

described in such sentence.11

‘‘(b) ANNUAL PREMIUM.—12

‘‘(1) NATIONAL, PER CAPITA AVERAGE.—The 13

Secretary shall estimate the average, annual per 14

capita amount that would be payable under this title 15

with respect to individuals residing in the United 16

States who meet the requirement of section 17

2201(a)(1) as if all such individuals were eligible for 18

(and enrolled) under this title during the entire year 19

(and assuming that section 1862(b)(2)(A)(i) did not 20

apply). 21

‘‘(2) ANNUAL PREMIUM.—Subject to subsection 22

(d), the annual premium under this subsection for 23

months in a year is equal to 25 percent of the aver-24
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age, annual per capita amount estimated under 1

paragraph (1) for the year. 2

‘‘(c) PAYMENT OF MONTHLY PREMIUM.—3

‘‘(1) PERIOD OF PAYMENT.—In the case of an 4

individual who participates in the program estab-5

lished by this title, subject to subsection (d), the 6

monthly premium shall be payable for the period 7

commencing with the first month of the individual’s 8

coverage period and ending with the month in which 9

the individual’s coverage under this title terminates. 10

‘‘(2) COLLECTION THROUGH TAX RETURN.—11

For provisions providing for the payment of monthly 12

premiums under this subsection, see section 59B of 13

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. 14

‘‘(3) PROTECTIONS AGAINST FRAUD AND 15

ABUSE.—The Secretary shall develop, in coordina-16

tion with States and other health insurance issuers, 17

administrative systems to ensure that claims which 18

are submitted to more than one payor are coordi-19

nated and duplicate payments are not made. 20

‘‘(d) REDUCTION IN PREMIUM FOR CERTAIN LOW-21

INCOME FAMILIES.—For provisions reducing the premium 22

under this section for certain low-income families, see sec-23

tion 59B(c) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. 24
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‘‘SEC. 2204. MEDIKIDS TRUST FUND. 1

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF TRUST FUND.—2

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—There is hereby created on 3

the books of the Treasury of the United States a 4

trust fund to be known as the ‘MediKids Trust 5

Fund’ (in this section referred to as the ‘Trust 6

Fund’). The Trust Fund shall consist of such gifts 7

and bequests as may be made as provided in section 8

201(i)(1) and such amounts as may be deposited in, 9

or appropriated to, such fund as provided in this 10

title. 11

‘‘(2) PREMIUMS.—Premiums collected under 12

section 2203 shall be transferred to the Trust Fund. 13

‘‘(b) INCORPORATION OF PROVISIONS.—14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), 15

subsections (b) through (i) of section 1841 shall 16

apply with respect to the Trust Fund and this title 17

in the same manner as they apply with respect to 18

the Federal Supplementary Medical Insurance Trust 19

Fund and part B, respectively. 20

‘‘(2) MISCELLANEOUS REFERENCES.—In apply-21

ing provisions of section 1841 under paragraph 22

(1)—23

‘‘(A) any reference in such section to ‘this 24

part’ is construed to refer to title XXII; 25

‘‘(B) any reference in section 1841(h) to 1

section 1840(d) and in section 1841(i) to sec-2

tions 1840(b)(1) and 1842(g) are deemed ref-3

erences to comparable authority exercised under 4

this title; 5

‘‘(C) payments may be made under section 6

1841(g) to the Trust Funds under sections 7

1817 and 1841 as reimbursement to such funds 8

for payments they made for benefits provided 9

under this title; and 10

‘‘(D) the Board of Trustees of the 11

MediKids Trust Fund shall be the same as the 12

Board of Trustees of the Federal Supple-13

mentary Medical Insurance Trust Fund. 14

‘‘SEC. 2205. OVERSIGHT AND ACCOUNTABILITY. 15

‘‘(a) THROUGH ANNUAL REPORTS OF TRUSTEES.—16

The Board of Trustees of the MediKids Trust Fund under 17

section 2204(b)(1) shall report on an annual basis to Con-18

gress concerning the status of the Trust Fund and the 19

need for adjustments in the program under this title to 20

maintain financial solvency of the program under this 21

title. 22

‘‘(b) PERIODIC GAO REPORTS.—The Comptroller 23

General of the United States shall periodically submit to 24

Congress reports on the adequacy of the financing of cov-25
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erage provided under this title. The Comptroller General 1

shall include in such report such recommendations for ad-2

justments in such financing and coverage as the Comp-3

troller General deems appropriate in order to maintain fi-4

nancial solvency of the program under this title. 5

‘‘SEC. 2206. INCLUSION OF CARE COORDINATION SERVICES. 6

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—7

‘‘(1) PROGRAM AUTHORITY.—The Secretary, 8

beginning in 2004, may implement a care coordina-9

tion services program in accordance with the provi-10

sions of this section under which, in appropriate cir-11

cumstances, eligible individuals may elect to have 12

health care services covered under this title managed 13

and coordinated by a designated care coordinator. 14

‘‘(2) ADMINISTRATION BY CONTRACT.—The 15

Secretary may administer the program under this 16

section through a contract with an appropriate pro-17

gram administrator. 18

‘‘(3) COVERAGE.—Care coordination services 19

furnished in accordance with this section shall be 20

treated under this title as if they were included in 21

the definition of medical and other health services 22

under section 1861(s) and benefits shall be available 23

under this title with respect to such services without 24

the application of any deductible or coinsurance. 25
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‘‘(b) ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA; IDENTIFICATION AND 1

NOTIFICATION OF ELIGIBLE INDIVIDUALS.—2

‘‘(1) INDIVIDUAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA.—The 3

Secretary shall specify criteria to be used in making 4

a determination as to whether an individual may ap-5

propriately be enrolled in the care coordination serv-6

ices program under this section, which shall include 7

at least a finding by the Secretary that for cohorts 8

of individuals with characteristics identified by the 9

Secretary, professional management and coordina-10

tion of care can reasonably be expected to improve 11

processes or outcomes of health care and to reduce 12

aggregate costs to the programs under this title.13

‘‘(2) PROCEDURES TO FACILITATE ENROLL-14

MENT.—The Secretary shall develop and implement 15

procedures designed to facilitate enrollment of eligi-16

ble individuals in the program under this section. 17

‘‘(c) ENROLLMENT OF INDIVIDUALS.—18

‘‘(1) SECRETARY’S DETERMINATION OF ELIGI-19

BILITY.—The Secretary shall determine the eligi-20

bility for services under this section of individuals 21

who are enrolled in the program under this section 22

and who make application for such services in such 23

form and manner as the Secretary may prescribe. 24

‘‘(2) ENROLLMENT PERIOD.—25

‘‘(A) EFFECTIVE DATE AND DURATION.—1

Enrollment of an individual in the program 2

under this section shall be effective as of the 3

first day of the month following the month in 4

which the Secretary approves the individual’s 5

application under paragraph (1), shall remain 6

in effect for one month (or such longer period 7

as the Secretary may specify), and shall be 8

automatically renewed for additional periods, 9

unless terminated in accordance with such pro-10

cedures as the Secretary shall establish by regu-11

lation. Such procedures shall permit an indi-12

vidual to disenroll for cause at any time and 13

without cause at re-enrollment intervals. 14

‘‘(B) LIMITATION ON REENROLLMENT.—15

The Secretary may establish limits on an indi-16

vidual’s eligibility to reenroll in the program 17

under this section if the individual has 18

disenrolled from the program more than once 19

during a specified time period. 20

‘‘(d) PROGRAM.—The care coordination services pro-21

gram under this section shall include the following ele-22

ments: 23

‘‘(1) BASIC CARE COORDINATION SERVICES.—24
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to the cost-ef-1

fectiveness criteria specified in subsection 2

(b)(1), except as otherwise provided in this sec-3

tion, enrolled individuals shall receive services 4

described in section 1905(t)(1) and may receive 5

additional items and services as described in 6

subparagraph (B). 7

‘‘(B) ADDITIONAL BENEFITS.—The Sec-8

retary may specify additional benefits for which 9

payment would not otherwise be made under 10

this title that may be available to individuals 11

enrolled in the program under this section (sub-12

ject to an assessment by the care coordinator of 13

an individual’s circumstance and need for such 14

benefits) in order to encourage enrollment in, or 15

to improve the effectiveness of, such program. 16

‘‘(2) CARE COORDINATION REQUIREMENT.—17

Notwithstanding any other provision of this title, the 18

Secretary may provide that an individual enrolled in 19

the program under this section may be entitled to 20

payment under this title for any specified health 21

care items or services only if the items or services 22

have been furnished by the care coordinator, or co-23

ordinated through the care coordination services pro-24

gram. Under such provision, the Secretary shall pre-25
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scribe exceptions for emergency medical services as 1

described in section 1852(d)(3), and other excep-2

tions determined by the Secretary for the delivery of 3

timely and needed care.

CHAPTER 1—COMMISSION 3

SEC. 1201. COMMISSION ON CHILDREN’S ACCESS TO CARE. 4

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(3) TIMING OF APPOINTMENTS.—Members of 1

the Commission shall be appointed not later than 6 2

months after the date of enactment of this Act. 3

(4) CHAIR.—4

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Commission shall 5

select a Chair from among its members. 6

(B) DUTIES.—The Chair of the Commis-7

sion shall be responsible for—8

(i) the assignment of duties and re-9

sponsibilities among staff personnel and 10

their continuing supervision; and 11

(ii) the use and expenditure of funds 12

available to the Commission. 13

(5) VACANCIES.—Any vacancy on the Commis-14

sion shall be filled in the same manner as the origi-15

nal incumbent was appointed. 16

(6) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—The members of the 17

Commission shall be allowed travel expenses, includ-18

ing per diem in lieu of subsistence, at rates author-19

ized for employees of agencies under subchapter I of 20

chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code, while 21

away from their homes or regular places of business 22

in the performance of services for the Commission. 23

(c) MEETINGS.—24
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(1) INITIAL MEETING.—Not later than 30 days 1

after the date on which all members of the Commis-2

sion have been appointed, the Commission shall hold 3

its first meeting. 4

(2) TIME.—The Commission shall meet at the 5

call of the Chair. 6

(3) QUORUM.—A majority of the members of 7

the Commission shall constitute a quorum, but a 8

lesser number of members may hold hearings. 9

(d) DUTIES.—10

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Commission shall con-11

duct annual studies of children’s access to health 12

care. 13

(2) MATTERS STUDIED.—Each year the Com-14

mission shall study—15

(A) the impact of payment rates under the 16

medicaid and the State children’s health insur-17

ance programs on access to health care and 18

provider participation in the delivery of health 19

care to children; 20

(B) the access to health care of children 21

with special health care needs, particularly 22

those in managed care delivery systems; 23

(C) the access to, and delivery of, preven-24

tive health care to children; 25
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(D) Federal and State government efforts 1

to collect data, report, evaluate, and monitor 2

children’s access to health care, including Fed-3

eral and State government deficiencies in as-4

sessing children’s access to health care; 5

(E) the needs for supplemental and ena-6

bling services to improve children’s access to 7

health care, including translation and transpor-8

tation services; and 9

(F) other factors that impact the ability of 10

families with children to gain access to health 11

care services. 12

(3) REPORTS.—13

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year 14

after the date of the initial meeting of the Com-15

mission, and annually thereafter, the Commis-16

sion shall submit to Congress and the President 17

a report. 18

(B) CONTENTS.—Each report shall contain 19

the results of the study conducted for that year 20

and the Commission’s recommendations to im-21

prove children’s—22

(i) health status; and 23

(ii) access to health care. 24

(e) POWERS OF THE COMMISSION.—25
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(1) HEARINGS.—The Commission may hold 1

hearings, sit and act at times and places, take testi-2

mony, and receive evidence as the Commission con-3

siders advisable to carry out this section. 4

(2) INFORMATION FROM FEDERAL AGENCIES.—5

The Commission may secure directly from any Fed-6

eral department or agency such information as the 7

Commission considers necessary to carry out this 8

section. Upon request of the Chair of the Commis-9

sion, the head of such department or agency shall 10

furnish such information to the Commission. 11

(3) POSTAL SERVICES.—The Commission may 12

use the United States mails in the same manner and 13

under the same conditions as other departments and 14

agencies of the Federal Government. 15

(4) GIFTS.—The Commission may accept, use, 16

and dispose of gifts or donations of services or prop-17

erty. 18

(f) STAFF AND ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT.—19

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Chair of the Commis-20

sion may, without regard to the civil service laws 21

and regulations, appoint and terminate an executive 22

director and such other additional personnel as may 23

be necessary to enable the Commission to perform 24

its duties. The employment of an executive director 1

shall be subject to confirmation by the Commission. 2

(2) COMPENSATION.—The Chair of the Com-3

mission may fix the compensation of the executive 4

director and other personnel without regard to chap-5

ter 51 and subchapter III of chapter 53 of title 5, 6

United States Code, relating to classification of posi-7

tions and General Schedule pay rates, except that 8

the rate of pay for the executive director and other 9

personnel may not exceed the rate payable for level 10

(3) DETAIL OF GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES.—13

Any Federal Government employee may be detailed 14

to the Commission without reimbursement, and such 15

detail shall be without interruption or loss of civil 16

service status or privilege.

MITTENT SERVICES.—The Chair of the Commission 19

may procure temporary and intermittent services 20

under section 3109(b) of title 5, United States Code, 21

at rates for individuals which do not exceed the daily 22

equivalent of the annual rate of basic pay prescribed 23

for level V of the Executive Schedule under section 24

5316 of title 5, United States Code.

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CHAPTER 2—CHILDREN’S HEALTH 1

INSURANCE ACCOUNTABILITY 2

SEC. 1211. SHORT TITLE. 3

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Children’s Health 4

Insurance Accountability Act of 2003’’. 5

SEC. 1212. FINDINGS. 6

Congress makes the following findings: 7

(1) Children have health and development needs 8

that are markedly different than those for the adult 9

population. 10

(2) Children experience complex and continuing 11

changes during the continuum from birth to adult-12

hood in which appropriate health care is essential 13

for optimal development. 14

(3) The vast majority of work done on develop-15

ment methods to assess the effectiveness of health 16

care services and the impact of medical care on pa-17

tient outcomes and patient satisfaction has been fo-18

cused on adults. 19

(4) Health outcome measures need to be age, 20

gender, and developmentally appropriate to be useful 21

to families and children. 22

(5) Costly disorders of adulthood often have 23

their origins in childhood, making early access to ef-24

fective health services in childhood essential. 25
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(6) More than 200 chronic conditions, disabil-1

ities and diseases affect children, including asthma, 2

diabetes, sickle cell anemia, spina bifida, epilepsy, 3

autism, cerebral palsy, congenital heart disease, 4

mental retardation, and cystic fibrosis. These chil-5

dren need the services of specialists who have in 6

depth knowledge about their particular condition. 7

(7) Children’s patterns of illness, disability and 8

injury differ dramatically from adults. 9

SEC. 1213. AMENDMENTS TO THE PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICE 10

ACT. 11

(a) PATIENT PROTECTION STANDARDS.—Title 12

XXVII of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 300gg 13

et seq.) is amended—14

(1) by redesignating part C as part D; and 15

(2) by inserting after part B the following new 16

part: 17

‘‘PART C—CHILDREN’S HEALTH PROTECTION 18

STANDARDS 19

‘‘SEC. 2770. ACCESS TO CARE. 20

‘‘(a) ACCESS TO APPROPRIATE PRIMARY CARE PRO-21

VIDERS.—22

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—If a group health plan, or 23

a health insurance issuer in connection with the pro-24

vision of health insurance coverage, requires or pro-25
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vides for an enrollee to designate a participating pri-1

mary care provider for a child of such enrollee—2

‘‘(A) the plan or issuer shall permit the en-3

rollee to designate a physician who specializes 4

in pediatrics as the child’s primary care pro-5

vider; and6

‘‘(B) if such an enrollee has not designated 7

such a provider for the child, the plan or issuer 8

shall consider appropriate pediatric expertise in 9

mandatorily assigning such an enrollee to a pri-10

mary care provider.

who is covered under a group health plan, or 20

health insurance coverage offered by a health 21

insurance issuer and who has a mental or phys-22

ical condition, disability, or disease of sufficient 23

seriousness and complexity to require diagnosis, 24

evaluation or treatment by a specialist, the plan25
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or issuer shall make or provide for a referral 1

to a specialist who has extensive experience or 2

training, and is available and accessible to pro-3

‘‘(D) TREATMENT OF NONPARTICIPATING 3

PROVIDERS.—If a plan or issuer refers a child 4

enrollee to a nonparticipating specialist, services 5

provided pursuant to the referral shall be pro-6

vided at no additional cost to the enrollee be-7

yond what the enrollee would otherwise pay for 8

services received by such a specialist that is a 9

participating provider. 10

‘‘(E) SPECIALISTS AS PRIMARY CARE PRO-11

VIDERS.—A plan or issuer shall have in place a 12

procedure under which a child who is covered 13

under health insurance coverage provided by 14

the plan or issuer who has a condition or dis-15

ease that requires specialized medical care over 16

a prolonged period of time shall receive a refer-17

ral to a pediatric specialist affiliated with the 18

plan, or if not available within the plan, to a 19

nonparticipating provider for such condition 20

and such specialist may be responsible for and 21

capable of providing and coordinating the 22

child’s primary and specialty care. 23

‘‘(2) STANDING REFERRALS.—24
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A group health plan, 1

or health insurance issuer in connection with 2

the provision of health insurance coverage of a 3

child, shall have a procedure by which a child 4

who has a condition, disability, or disease that 5

requires ongoing care from a specialist may re-6

quest and obtain a standing referral to such 7

specialist for treatment of such condition.

‘‘(2) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection:7

‘‘(A) EMERGENCY MEDICAL CONDITION 8

BASED ON PRUDENT LAYPERSON STANDARD.—9

The term ‘emergency medical condition’ means 10

a medical condition manifesting itself by acute 11

symptoms of sufficient severity (including se-12

vere pain) such that a prudent layperson, who 13

possesses an average knowledge of health and 14

medicine, could reasonably expect the absence 15

of immediate medical attention to result in a 16

condition described in clause (i), (ii), or (iii) of 17

section 1867(e)(1)(A) of the Social Security 18

‘‘(B) EMERGENCY SERVICES.—The term 20

‘emergency services’ means— 21

needs. Appropriate procedures shall be implemented to 13

provide care for children with special health care needs.

The development of such procedures shall include partici-15

pation by the families of such children.

‘‘(1) CHILD.—The term ‘child’ means an indi-18

vidual who is under 19 years of age. 19

NEEDS.—The term ‘children with special health care 21

needs’ means those children who have or are at ele-22

vated risk for chronic physical, developmental, be-23

‘‘SEC. 2771. CONTINUITY OF CARE. 3

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—If a contract between a health 4

insurance issuer, in connection with the provision of health 5

insurance coverage, and a health care provider is termi-6

nated (other than by the issuer for failure to meet applica-7

ble quality standards or for fraud) and an enrollee is un-8

dergoing a course of treatment from the provider at the 9

time of such termination, the issuer shall—10

CHAPTER 1—ASTHMA TREATMENTS 15

SEC. 1301. FINDINGS. 16

Congress finds that—17

(1)(A) asthma is 1 of the most common and 18

deadly diseases in the United States, affecting an es-19

timated 14,000,000 to 15,000,000 individuals in the 20

United States, including almost 5,000,000 children; 21

(B) asthma is the most common chronic illness 22

in children, affecting an estimated 7 percent of chil-23

dren in the United States; 24
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(C) although asthma can occur at any age, 1

about 80 percent of the children who develop asthma 2

do so before starting school; 3

(D) asthma is the single greatest cause of 4

school absenteeism, with 10,100,000 days missed 5

from school per year in the United States; and 6

(E) according to a 1995 National Institutes of 7

Health workshop report, the cost of lost productivity 8

from missed school days for parents of children with 9

asthma is estimated at $1,000,000,000 per year; 10

and 11

(2)(A) vision and hearing screening is an essen-12

tial part of child health care; 13

(B) a vision or hearing deficit may undermine 14

a child’s ability to learn; 15

(C) the Chicago public school system has deter-16

mined through vision screening that a far higher 17

number of children identified as failing academically 18

suffer from vision impairment; 19

(D) students who have failed a grade 1 or more 20

times are even more likely to have a vision problem; 21

(E) more than 30 percent of students in Chi-22

cago public schools who were retained during the 23

1998–1999 school year failed their school-based vi-24
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sion screening, a rate that is 50 percent higher than 1

children who were not failing; 2

(F) schools play a critical role in promoting a 3

clear link between visual and hearing acuity and 4

academic performance; 5

(G) providing vision and hearing screening in 6

schools helps children receive those essential health 7

care services in a timely fashion; 8

(H) many parents find it difficult to take time 9

off work in order to ensure that their children re-10

ceive preventive or other nonemergency health care 11

services; and 12

(I) allowing children to receive nonemergency 13

health care services at school would ensure that the 14

children receive services that promote healthy lives 15

and better academic achievement. 16

sessment of an ingredient, constituent, substance, or 9

compound described in paragraphs (1) and (2) 10

shall—11

‘‘(A) be based on the best scientific evi-12

dence available at the time of the submission of 13

the assessment; and14

‘‘(B) demonstrate that there is a reason-15

able certainty among experts qualified by sci-16

entific training and experience who are con-17

sulted, that the ingredient, constituent, sub-18

stance, or compound will not present any risk 19

to consumers or the public in the quantities 20

used under the intended conditions of use. 21

‘‘(c) PROHIBITION.—22

‘‘(1) REGULATIONS.—Not later than 12 months 23

after the date of enactment of this subchapter, the 24

Secretary shall promulgate regulations to prohibit 25
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the use of any ingredient, constituent, substance, or 1

compound in the tobacco product of a manufac-2

turer—3

‘‘(A) if no safety assessment has been sub-4

mitted by the manufacturer for the ingredient, 5

constituent, substance, or compound as other-6

wise required under this section; or7

‘‘(B) if the Secretary finds that the manu-8

facturer has failed to demonstrate the safety of 9

the ingredient, constituent, substance, or com-10

pound that was the subject of the assessment 11

under paragraph (2). 12

‘‘(2) REVIEW OF ASSESSMENTS.—13

‘‘(A) GENERAL REVIEW.—Not later than 14

180 days after the receipt of a safety assess-15

ment under subsection (b), the Secretary shall 16

review the findings contained in such assess-17

ment and approve or disapprove of the safety of 18

the ingredient, constituent, substance, or com-19

pound that was the subject of the assessment. 20

The Secretary may, for good cause, extend the 21

period for such review. The Secretary shall pro-22

vide notice to the manufacturer of an action 23

under this subparagraph. 24
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‘‘(B) INACTION BY SECRETARY.—If the 1

Secretary fails to act with respect to an assess-2

ment of an existing ingredient, constituent, sub-3

stance, or additive during the period referred to 4

in subparagraph (A), the manufacturer of the 5

tobacco product involved may continue to use 6

the ingredient, constituent, substance, or com-7

pound involved until such time as the Secretary 8

makes a determination with respect to the as-9

sessment. 10

‘‘(d) RIGHT TO KNOW; FULL DISCLOSURE OF IN-11

GREDIENTS TO THE PUBLIC.—12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-13

graph (3), a package of a tobacco product shall dis-14

close all ingredients, constituents, substances, or 15

compounds contained in the product in accordance 16

with regulations promulgated under section 701(a) 17

by the Secretary. 18

‘‘(2) DISCLOSURE OF PERCENTAGE OF DOMES-19

TIC AND FOREIGN TOBACCO.—The regulations re-20

ferred to in paragraph (1) shall require that the 21

package of a tobacco product disclose, with respect 22

to the tobacco contained in the product—23

‘‘(A) the percentage that is domestic to-24

bacco; and25
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‘‘(B) the percentage that is foreign to-1

bacco. 2

‘‘(3) HEALTH DISCLOSURE.—Notwithstanding 3

section 301(j), the Secretary may require the public 4

disclosure of any ingredient, constituent, substance, 5

or compound contained in a tobacco product that re-6

lates to a trade secret or other matter referred to in 7

section 1905 of title 18, United States Code, if the 8

Secretary determines that such disclosure will pro-9

mote the public health. 10

‘‘SEC. 575. REDUCED RISK PRODUCTS. 11

‘‘(a) PROHIBITION.—12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—No manufacturer, dis-13

tributor or retailer of tobacco products may make 14

any direct or implied statement in advertising or on 15

a product package that could reasonably be inter-16

preted to state or imply a reduced health risk associ-17

ated with a tobacco product unless the manufacturer 18

demonstrates to the Secretary, in such form as the 19

Secretary may require, that based on the best avail-20

able scientific evidence the product significantly re-21

duces the overall health risk to the public when com-22

pared to other tobacco products. 23

‘‘(2) SUBMISSION TO SECRETARY.—Prior to 24

making any statement described in paragraph (1), a 25
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manufacturer, distributor or retailer shall submit 1

such statement to the Secretary, who shall review 2

such statement to ensure its accuracy and, in the 3

case of advertising, to prevent such statement from 4

increasing, or preventing the contraction of, the size 5

of the overall market for tobacco products.

‘‘(b) DETERMINATION BY SECRETARY.—If the Sec-7

retary determines that a statement described in subsection 8

(a)(2) is permissible because the tobacco product does 9

present a significantly reduced overall health risk to the 10

public, the Secretary may permit such statement to be 11

made.

‘‘(c) DEVELOPMENT OR ACQUISITION OF REDUCED 13

RISK TECHNOLOGY.—14

velops or acquires any technology that the manufac-16

turer reasonably believes will reduce the risk from 17

tobacco products shall notify the Secretary of the de-18

velopment or acquisition of the technology.

‘‘(2) CONFIDENTIALITY.—With respect to any 22

section during such development. 3

‘‘SEC. 576. ACCESS TO COMPANY INFORMATION. 4

‘‘(a) COMPLIANCE PROCEDURES.—Each manufac-5

turer of tobacco products shall establish procedures to en-6

sure compliance with this Act. 7

‘‘(b) REQUIREMENT.—In addition to any other dis-8

closure obligations under this Act, the KIDS Act, or any 9

other law, each manufacturer of tobacco products shall, 10

not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment 11

of the KIDS Act and thereafter as required by the Sec-12

retary, disclose to the Secretary all nonpublic information 13

and research in its possession or control relating to the 14

addiction or dependency, or the health or safety of tobacco 15

products, including (without limitation) all research relat-16

ing to processes to make tobacco products less hazardous 17

to consumers and the research and documents described 18

in subsection (c). 19

‘‘(c) RESEARCH AND DOCUMENTS.—The documents 20

described in this section include any documents concerning 21

tobacco product research relating to—22

‘‘(1) nicotine, including—23

‘‘(A) the interaction between nicotine and 24

other components in tobacco products including 25
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ingredients in the tobacco and smoke compo-1

nents; 2

‘‘(B) the role of nicotine in product design 3

and manufacture, including product charters, 4

and parameters in product development, the to-5

bacco blend, filter technology, and paper;6

‘‘(C) the role of nicotine in tobacco leaf 7

purchasing; 8

‘‘(D) reverse engineering activities involv-9

ing nicotine (such as analyzing the products of 10

other companies); 11

‘‘(E) an analysis of nicotine delivery; and 12

‘‘(F) the biology, psychopharmacology and 13

any other health effects of nicotine; 14

‘‘(2) other ingredients, including—15

‘‘(A) the identification of ingredients in to-16

bacco products and constituents in smoke, in-17

cluding additives used in product components 18

such as paper, filter, and wrapper; 19

‘‘(B) any research on the health effects of 20

ingredients; and 21

‘‘(C) any research or other information ex-22

plaining what happens to ingredients when they 23

are heated and burned; 24
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‘‘(3) less hazardous or safer products, including 1

any research or product development information on 2

activities involving reduced risk, less hazardous, low-3

tar or reduced-tar, low-nicotine or reduced-nicotine 4

or nicotine-free products; and 5

‘‘(4) tobacco product advertising, marketing 6

and promotion, including—7

‘‘(A) documents related to the design of 8

advertising campaigns, including the desired de-9

mographics for individual products on the mar-10

ket or being tested; 11

‘‘(B) documents concerning the age of ini-12

tiation of tobacco use, general tobacco use be-13

havior, beginning smokers, pre-smokers, and 14

new smokers; 15

‘‘(C) documents concerning the effects of 16

advertising; and 17

‘‘(D) documents concerning future mar-18

keting options or plans in light of the require-19

ments and regulations to be imposed under this 20

subchapter or the KIDS Act. 21

‘‘(d) AUTHORITY OF SECRETARY.—With respect to 22

tobacco product manufacturers, the Secretary shall have 23

the same access to records and information and inspection24
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authority as is available with respect to manufacturers of 1

other medical devices. 2

‘‘SEC. 577. OVERSIGHT OF TOBACCO PRODUCT MANUFAC-3

TURING. 4

‘‘The Secretary shall by regulation prescribe good 5

manufacturing practice standards for tobacco products. 6

Such regulations shall be modeled after good manufac-7

turing practice regulations for medical devices, food, and 8

other items under section 520(f). Such standards shall be 9

directed specifically toward tobacco products, and shall in-10

clude—11

‘‘(1) a quality control system, to ensure that to-12

bacco products comply with such standards; 13

‘‘(2) a system for inspecting tobacco product 14

‘‘SEC. 578. PRESERVATION OF STATE AND LOCAL AUTHOR-14

ITY. 15

‘‘Notwithstanding section 521 and except as other-16

wise provided for in section 572(e), nothing in this sub-17

chapter shall be construed as prohibiting a State or local-18

ity from imposing requirements, prohibitions, penalties or 19

other measures to further the purposes of this subchapter 20

that are in addition to the requirements, prohibitions, or 21

penalties required under this subchapter. State and local 22

governments may impose additional tobacco product con-23

trol measures to further restrict or limit the use of such 24

products.’’.

of 1986, or under common control within the meaning of 23

the regulations promulgated under section 52(b) of such 24

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SEC. 1352. EQUAL TREATMENT OF RETAIL OUTLETS. 1

‘‘SEC. 501. FINDINGS AND POLICY. 9

‘‘(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that—10

‘‘(1) the protection of public health and safety 11

depends on individuals and government officials 12

being aware of the pollution dangers that exist in 13

their homes, schools, and communities, and whether 14

those dangers present special threats to the health 15

of children and other vulnerable subpopulations; 16

‘‘(2) children spend much of their young lives 17

in schools and day care centers, and may face sig-18

nificant exposure to pesticides and other environ-19

mental pollutants in those locations; 20

‘‘(3) the metabolism, physiology, and diet of 21

children, and exposure patterns of children to envi-22

ronmental pollutants, differ from those of adults, 23

and those differences and the inherent nature of im-24

mature and developing systems of children can make 25

children more susceptible than adults to the harmful 1

effects of environmental pollutants; 2

‘‘(4) a study conducted by the National Acad-3

emy of Sciences that particularly considered the ef-4

fects of pesticides on children concluded that current 5

approaches to assessing pesticide risks typically do 6

not consider risks to children and, as a result, cur-7

rent standards and tolerances often fail to ade-8

quately protect children; 9

‘‘(5) there are often insufficient data to enable 10

the Administrator, when establishing an environ-11

mental and public health standard for an environ-12

mental pollutant, to evaluate the special suscepti-13

bility or exposure of children to environmental pol-14

lutants; 15

‘‘(6) when data are lacking to evaluate the spe-16

cial susceptibility or exposure of children to an envi-17

ronmental pollutant, the Administrator generally—18

‘‘(A) does not presume that the environ-19

mental pollutant presents a special risk to chil-20

dren; and 21

‘‘(B) does not apply a special or additional 22

margin of safety to protect the health of chil-23

dren in establishing an environmental or public 24

health standard for that pollutant; and 25
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‘‘(7) safeguarding children from environmental 1

pollutants requires the systematic collection of data 2

concerning the special susceptibility and exposure of 3

children to those pollutants, and the adoption of an 4

additional safety factor of at least 10-fold in the es-5

tablishment of environmental and public health 6

standards where reliable data are not available. 7

‘‘(b) POLICY.—It is the policy of the United States 8

that—9

‘‘(1) the public has the right to be informed 10

about the pollution dangers to which children are 11

being exposed in their homes, schools and commu-12

nities, and how those dangers may present special 13

health threats to children and other vulnerable sub-14

populations; 15

‘‘(2) each environmental and public health 16

standard for an environmental pollutant established 17

by the Administrator must, with an adequate margin 18

of safety, protect children and other vulnerable sub-19

populations; 20

‘‘(3) where data sufficient to evaluate the spe-21

cial susceptibility and exposure of children (including 22

exposure in utero) to an environmental pollutant are 23

lacking, the Administrator should presume that the 24

environmental pollutant poses a special risk to chil-25

schools and day care centers should be eliminated; 8

‘‘(5) the Environmental Protection Agency, the 10

Department of Health and Human Services (includ-11

ing the National Institute of Environmental Health 12

Sciences and the Agency for Toxic Substances and 13

Disease Registry), the National Institutes of Health, 14

and other Federal agencies should support research 15

on the short-term and long-term health effects of cu-16

mulative and synergistic exposures of children and 17

other vulnerable subpopulations to environmental 18

pollutants. 19

‘‘SEC. 502. DEFINITIONS. 20

‘‘In this title: 21

‘‘(1) CHILD.—The term ‘child’ means an indi-22

vidual 18 years of age or younger. 23

means the Children’s Environmental Health Protec-25
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tion Advisory Committee established under section 1

506. 2

‘‘(3) DAY CARE CENTER.—The term ‘day care 3

center’ means a center-based child care provider that 4

is licensed, regulated, or registered under applicable 5

State or local law. 6

SEC. 2001. STATE AND LOCAL PARENTING SUPPORT AND 6

EDUCATION GRANT PROGRAM. 7

(a) STATE ALLOTMENTS.—8

SEC. 2101. SHORT TITLE. 10

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Family and Med-11

ical Leave Expansion Act’’. 12

SEC. 2102. FINDINGS. 13

Congress makes the following findings: 14

(1) Since the enactment of the Family and 15

Medical Leave Act of 1993 (29 U.S.C. 2601 et seq.), 16

more than 35,000,000 Americans have taken leave 17

for family or medical reasons. 18

(2) Of those taking leave under the Family and 19

Medical Leave Act of 1993, 52 percent took the 20

leave for their own serious health conditions, and 26 21

percent took the leave to care for a new child or for 22

maternity disability reasons. 23

(3) While the leave provided by the Family and 24

Medical Leave Act of 1993 has proven to be a crit-25

ical resource for millions of Americans, too many 1

people are left behind because the Act provides only 2

unpaid leave. 3

(4) According to a 2000 Department of Labor 4

survey—5

(A) 3,500,000 Americans needed family 6

and medical leave but could not afford to take 7

time off without pay; 8

(B) nearly four-fifths (78 percent) of those 9

surveyed who needed the leave but did not take 10

it said they could not afford unpaid leave; 11

(C) nine percent of those taking family and 12

medical leave and receiving less than full pay 13

during their longest period of the leave had to 14

go on public assistance to cover their lost 15

wages; and 16

(D) seventy-three percent of those taking 17

family and medical leave had incomes above 18

$30,000. 19

(5) In 1970, only 27 percent of mothers with 20

infants under age 1 were in the labor force. 21

(6) In 1999, nearly 60 percent of mothers with 22

infants under age 1 were working. 23

(7) Worldwide, 128 countries of the 172 re-24

sponding to an International Social Security Asso-25
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ciation survey in 1999 provided at least some paid 1

and job protected maternity leave, and, on average, 2

provided 16 weeks of basic paid maternity leave. In 3

some countries, paid maternity leave is mandatory 4

and in others it is voluntary. 5

(8) A European Union directive mandating 14 6

weeks of paid maternity leave was adopted as a 7

health and safety measure in 1992. 8

(9) Among the 29 Organization for Economic 9

Cooperation and Development (OECD) countries, 10

the most advanced industrialized countries, the aver-11

age period of childbirth-related leave (including ma-12

ternity, paternity, and parental leaves) is 44 weeks 13

(10 months) with additional time provided in some 14

countries for leave to care for a sick child. In those 15

countries, the average duration of paid childbirth-re-16

lated leave is 36 weeks. 17

(10) In more than half of the OECD countries 18

(16 countries), the cash benefit provided while on 19

the paid childbirth-related leave replaces between 70 20

and 100 percent of prior wages. 21

(11) Among the OECD countries, adoptive 22

mothers and adoptive parents are increasingly eligi-23

ble for the paid childbirth-related leave. 24
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CHAPTER 1—FAMILY INCOME TO 1

RESPOND TO SIGNIFICANT TRANSITIONS2

SEC. 2111. SHORT TITLE. 3

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Family Income to 4

Respond to Significant Transitions Insurance Act’’.5

SEC. 2112. PURPOSES. 6

The purposes of this chapter are—7

(1) to establish a demonstration program that 8

supports the efforts of States and political subdivi-9

sions to provide partial or full wage replacement, 10

often referred to as FIRST insurance, to new par-11

tion 101 of the Family and Medical Leave Act of 22

1993 (29 U.S.C. 2611). 23
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(2) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 1

the Secretary of Labor, acting after consultation 2

with the Secretary of Health and Human Services. 3

SEC. 2114. DEMONSTRATION PROJECTS. 4

(a) GRANTS.—5

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall make 6

grants to eligible entities to pay for the Federal 7

share of the cost of carrying out projects that assist 8

families by providing, through various mechanisms, 9

wage replacement for eligible individuals who are re-10

sponding to—11

(A) caregiving needs resulting from the 12

birth or adoption of a son or daughter; or 13

(B) other family caregiving needs. 14

(2) PERIODS.—The Secretary shall make the 15

grants for periods of 5 years.16

(b) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—To be eligible to receive a 17

grant under this section, an entity shall be a State or polit-18

ical subdivision of a State. 19

(c) USE OF FUNDS.—20

(1) IN GENERAL.—An entity that receives a 21

grant under this section may use the funds made 22

available through the grant to provide partial or full 23

wage replacement as described in subsection (a) to 24

eligible individuals—25
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(A) directly; 1

(B) through an insurance program, such 2

as a State temporary disability insurance pro-3

gram or the State unemployment compensation 4

benefit program; 5

(C) through a private disability or other 6

insurance plan, or another mechanism provided 7

by a private employer; or 8

(D) through another mechanism. 9

(2) PERIOD.—In carrying out a project under 10

this section, the entity shall provide partial or full 11

wage replacement to eligible individuals for not less 12

than 6 weeks during a period of leave, or an absence 13

from employment, described in subsection (d)(2), 14

during any 12-month period. Wage replacement 15

available to an individual under this paragraph shall 16

be in addition to any compensation from annual or 17

sick leave that the individual may elect to use during 18

a period of leave, or an absence from employment, 19

described in subsection (d)(2), during any 12-month 20

period.

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(ii) leaves employment, and has an ab-1

sence from employment, because the indi-2

vidual has elected to care for a son or 3

daughter under age 1; or 4

(C) at the option of the eligible entity, an 5

individual who has an absence from employ-6

ment and has other characteristics specified by 7

the eligible entity in an application described in 8

subsection (e). 9

(e) APPLICATION.—To be eligible to receive a grant 10

under this section, an entity shall submit an application 11

to the Secretary, at such time, in such manner, and con-12

taining such information as the Secretary may require, in-13

cluding, at a minimum—14

(1) a plan for the project to be carried out with 15

the grant; 16

(2) information demonstrating that the appli-17

cant consulted representatives of employers and em-18

ployees, including labor organizations, in developing 19

the plan; 20

(3) estimates of the costs and benefits of the 21

project; 22

(4)(A) information on the number and type of 23

families to be covered by the project, and the extent 24
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of such coverage in the area served under the grant; 1

and 2

(B) information on any criteria or characteris-3

tics that the entity will use to determine whether an 4

individual is eligible for wage replacement under 5

subsection (a), as described in paragraphs (1) and 6

(2)(C) of subsection (d); 7

(5) if the project will expand on State and pri-8

vate systems of wage replacement for eligible indi-9

viduals, information on the manner in which the 10

project will expand on the systems; 11

(6) information demonstrating the manner in 12

which the wage replacement assistance provided 13

through the project will assist families in which an 14

individual takes leave or is absent from employment 15

as described in subsection (d)(2); and 16

(7) an assurance that the applicant will partici-17

pate in efforts to evaluate the effectiveness of the 18

project. 19

(f) SELECTION CRITERIA.—In selecting entities to re-20

ceive grants for projects under this section, the Secretary 21

shall—22

(1) take into consideration—23

(A) the scope of the proposed projects; 24
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(B) the cost-effectiveness, feasibility, and 1

financial soundness of the proposed projects;2

(C) the extent to which the proposed 3

projects would expand access to wage replace-4

ment in response to family caregiving needs, 5

particularly for low-wage employees, in the area 6

served by the grant; and 7

(D) the benefits that would be offered to 8

families and children through the proposed 9

projects; and 10

(2) to the extent feasible, select entities pro-11

posing projects that utilize diverse mechanisms, in-12

cluding expansion of State unemployment compensa-13

tion benefit programs, and establishment or expan-14

sion of State temporary disability insurance pro-15

grams, to provide the wage replacement. 16

(g) FEDERAL SHARE.—17

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal share of the 18

cost described in subsection (a) shall be—19

(A) 50 percent for the first year of the 20

grant period; 21

(B) 40 percent for the second year of that 22

period; 23

(C) 30 percent for the third year of that 24

period; and 25
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(D) 20 percent for each subsequent year. 1

(2) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—The non-Federal 2

share of the cost may be in cash or in kind, fairly 3

evaluated, including plant, equipment, and services 4

and may be provided from State, local, or private 5

sources, or Federal sources other than this chapter. 6

(h) SUPPLEMENT NOT SUPPLANT.—Funds appro-7

priated pursuant to the authority of this chapter shall be 8

used to supplement and not supplant other Federal, State, 9

and local public funds and private funds expended to pro-10

vide wage replacement. 11

(i) EFFECT ON EXISTING RIGHTS.—Nothing in this 12

chapter shall be construed to supersede, preempt, or other-13

wise infringe on the provisions of any collective bargaining 14

agreement or any employment benefit program or plan 15

that provides greater rights to employees than the rights 16

established under this chapter. 17

SEC. 2115. NOTIFICATION. 18

An eligible entity that provides partial or full wage 19

replacement to an eligible individual under this chapter 20

shall notify (in a form and manner prescribed by the Sec-21

retary)—22

(1) the employer of the individual of the 23

amount of the wage replacement provided; and 24
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(2) the individual and the employer of the indi-1

vidual that the employer shall count an appropriate 2

period of leave, calculated under section 102(g) of 3

the Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (29 4

U.S.C. 2612(g)), as added by section 2118, against 5

the total amount of leave (if any) to which the em-6

ployee is entitled under section 102(a)(1) of that Act 7

(29 U.S.C. 2612(a)(1)).

6

‘‘(d) RESPONSIBLE FATHERHOOD PROGRAMS.—7

‘‘(1) SUPPORT OF PROGRAMS.—A State shall 8

use the allotments received under this section to 9

support programs described in paragraph (2) di-10

rectly or through a grant, contract, or cooperative 11

agreement with any public agency, local government, 12

or private entity (including any charitable or reli-13

gious organization) with experience in administering 14

such a program.

therhood programs include programs that—17

lationship skills, teaching on how to control ag-22

gressive behavior, and disseminating informa-23

tion on the causes of domestic violence and 24

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‘‘(B) sustain marriages through marriage 1

preparation programs, premarital counseling, 2

marital inventories, skills-based marriage edu-3

cation, financial planning seminars, programs 4

to help parents improve their economic status, 5

and divorce education and reduction programs, 6

including mediation and counseling; 7

‘‘(C) promote responsible parenting 8

through such activities as counseling, men-9

toring, disseminating information about good 10

parenting practices, skills-based parenting edu-11

cation, encouraging child support payments, 12

SEC. 3201. SHORT TITLE. 20

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Focus On Com-21

mitted and Underpaid Staff for Children’s Sake Act’’ or 22

as the ‘‘FOCUS Act’’.23
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SEC. 3202. FINDINGS AND PURPOSE. 1

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress makes the following find-2

ings: 3

(1) Research on early brain development and 4

early childhood demonstrates that the experiences 5

children have and the attachments children form 6

early in life have a decisive, long-lasting impact on 7

their later development and learning. 8

(2) High-quality, developmentally appropriate 9

child care beginning in early childhood and con-10

tinuing through the years that children are in school 11

improves the scholastic success and educational at-12

tainment of children, and the success and attain-13

ment persist into adulthood. 14

(3) According to a growing body of research, 15

the single most important determinant of child care 16

quality is the presence of consistent, sensitive, well-17

trained, and well-compensated child care providers. 18

However, child care programs nationwide experience 19

high turnover in teaching staff, fueled by poor com-20

pensation and few opportunities for advancement. 21

(4) The Department of Labor reports that, in 22

2001, the average wage for a child care provider was 23

$8.16 per hour, or $16,980 annually. For full-time, 24

full-year work, the average annual wage for a child 25

care provider was not much above the 2001 poverty 26
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line of $14,630 for a family consisting of a parent 1

and 2 children. Family child care providers earned 2

even less. The median weekly wage of a family child 3

care provider in 2001 was $264, which equals an an-4

nual wage of $13,728. 5

(5) Despite the important role child care pro-6

viders may play in early child development and 7

learning, on average, a child care provider earns less 8

in a year than a bus driver ($29,430), barber 9

($21,190), or janitor ($19,800). 10

(6) Employer-sponsored benefits are minimal 11

for most child care staff. Even for child care pro-12

viders at child care centers, the availability of health 13

care coverage for staff remains woefully inadequate. 14

(7) To offer compensation that would be suffi-15

cient to attract and retain qualified child care pro-16

viders, child care programs would have to charge 17

parents fees that many parents could not afford. For 18

programs that serve low-income children whose fami-19

lies qualify for Federal and State child care sub-20

sidies, the reimbursement rates set by the State 21

strongly influence the level of compensation that 22

staff receive. Current reimbursement rates for cen-23

ter-based child care services and family child care 24

services are insufficient to recruit and retain quali-25
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fied child care providers and to ensure high-quality 1

services for children. 2

(8) Teachers leaving the profession are being 3

replaced by staff with less education and formal 4

training in early child development. 5

(9) As a result of low wages and limited bene-6

fits, many child care providers do not work for long 7

periods in the child care field. Approximately 30 per-8

cent of all teaching staff employed at child care cen-9

ters leaves employment with a child care center each 10

year. 11

(10) Child care providers, as well as the chil-12

dren, families, and businesses that depend upon the 13

providers, suffer the consequences of inadequate 14

compensation. This is true, with few exceptions, for 15

providers in all types of programs, including sub-16

sidized and nonsubsidized programs, programs of-17

fered by for-profit and nonprofit entities, and pro-18

grams in large and small child care settings. 19

(11) Because of the severe nationwide shortage 20

of qualified staff available for employment by child 21

care programs, several States have recently initiated 22

programs to improve the quality of child care by in-23

creasing the training and compensation of child care 24

providers. Such programs encourage the training, 25
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education, and increased retention of qualified child 1

care providers by offering financial incentives, in-2

cluding scholarships and increases in compensation, 3

that range from $350 to $6,500 annually. 4

(b) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this chapter are—5

(1) to establish the Child Care Provider Devel-6

opment and Retention Grant Program and the Child 7

Care Provider Scholarship Program; and 8

(2) to help children receive the high quality 9

child care and early education the children need for 10

positive cognitive and social development, by reward-11

ing and promoting the retention of committed, quali-12

fied child care providers and by providing financial 13

assistance to improve the educational qualifications 14

of child care providers.

kind contribution’’ means payment of the costs of 22

participation of eligible child care providers in health 23

insurance programs or retirement programs.

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(5) LEAD AGENCY.—The term ‘‘lead agency’’ 1

means the agency designated under section 658D of 2

the Child Care and Development Block Grant Act of 3

(6) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 5

the Secretary of Health and Human Services. 6

(7) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means any of 7

the several States, the District of Columbia, the 8

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American 9

Samoa, or the Commonwealth of the Northern Mar-10

iana Islands.

Bureau of the Census. 4

(3) SCHOOL LUNCH FACTOR.—In this sub-5

section, the term ‘‘school lunch factor’’ means the 6

ratio of the number of children who are receiving 7

free or reduced price lunches under the school lunch 8

program established under the Richard B. Russell 9

National School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1751 et seq.) 10

in the State to the number of such children in all 11

the States, as determined annually by the Depart-12

ment of Agriculture. 13

(4) ALLOTMENT PERCENTAGE.—14

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 15

subparagraph (B), for purposes of this sub-16

section, the allotment percentage for a State 17

shall be determined by dividing the per capita 18

income of all individuals in the United States, 19

by the per capita income of all individuals in 20

the State.

reserved under subsection (a)(2), the Secretary may 24

make grants to or enter into contracts with Indian 25
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tribes and tribal organizations that submit applica-1

tions under this subsection, to plan and carry out 2

programs and activities to encourage child care pro-3

viders to improve their qualifications and to retain 4

qualified child care providers in the child care field. 5

(2) APPLICATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS.—To 6

be eligible to receive a grant or contract under this 7

subsection, an Indian tribe or tribal organization 8

shall submit an application to the Secretary at such 9

time, in such manner, and containing such informa-10

tion as the Secretary may require. The application 11

shall provide that the applicant—12

(A) will coordinate the programs and ac-13

tivities involved, to the maximum extent prac-14

ticable, with the lead agency in each State in 15

which the applicant will carry out such pro-16

grams and activities; and 17

(B) will make such reports on, and conduct 18

such audits of the funds made available through 19

the grant or contract for, programs and activi-20

ties under this chapter as the Secretary may re-21

quire. 22

(d) DATA AND INFORMATION.—The Secretary shall 23

obtain from each appropriate Federal agency, the most re-24
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cent data and information necessary to determine the al-1

lotments provided for in subsection (b). 2

(e) REALLOTMENTS.—3

(1) IN GENERAL.—Any portion of the allotment 4

under subsection (b) to a State for a fiscal year that 5

the Secretary determines will not be distributed to 6

the State for such fiscal year shall be reallotted by 7

the Secretary to other States in proportion to the 8

original allotments made under such subsection to 9

such States for such fiscal year. 10

(2) LIMITATIONS.—11

(A) REDUCTION.—The amount of any re-12

allotment to which a State is entitled under this 13

subsection shall be reduced to the extent that 14

such amount exceeds the amount that the Sec-15

retary estimates will be distributed to the State 16

to make grants under this chapter. 17

(B) REALLOTMENTS.—The amount of 18

such reduction shall be reallotted to States for 19

which no reduction in an allotment, or in a real-20

lotment, is required by this subsection, in pro-21

portion to the original allotments made under 22

subsection (b) to such States for such fiscal 23

year. 24
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(3) AMOUNTS REALLOTTED.—For purposes of 1

this chapter (other than this subsection and sub-2

section (b)), any amount reallotted to a State under 3

this subsection shall be considered to be part of the 4

allotment made under subsection (b) to the State.

to be appropriate to improve the quality of child care 25
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services, including the provision of emergency child 1

care; or 2

‘‘(H) activities to support the system described 3

in paragraph (2). 4

‘‘(2) CHILD CARE RESOURCE AND REFERRAL 5

SYSTEM.—The State shall use a portion of the funds 6

reserved under paragraph (1) to support a system of 7

local child care resource and referral organizations 8

coordinated by a statewide lead child care resource 9

and referral organization. The local child care re-10

source and referral organizations shall—11

‘‘(A) provide parents and child care pro-12

viders with information and support concerning 13

child care options in their communities; 14

‘‘(B) collect data on the supply of and de-15

mand for child care in political subdivisions 16

within the State; 17

‘‘(C) develop connections between busi-18

nesses and other organizations to develop pub-19

lic-private partnerships for child care; 20

‘‘(D) promote literacy through the provi-21

sion of technical assistance, training about de-22

velopmentally appropriate reading activities, 23

and books to child care programs and families, 24
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to make books accessible to children at an early 1

age; 2

‘‘(E) provide (or facilitate the provision of) 3

specialists in health, mental health, early lit-4

eracy, services for children with disabilities or 5

other special needs, and infant and toddler care 6

to support or supplement the services of child 7

care providers in their communities; 8

‘‘(F) hire disability specialists and provide 9

training and technical assistance to child care 10

providers, to effectively meet the needs of chil-11

dren with disabilities or other special needs; or 12

‘‘(G) increase the supply and improve the 13

quality of child care in the State and in political 14

subdivisions in the State.’’. 15

SEC. 3233. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT. 16

Section 658I of the Child Care and Development 17

Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858g) is amended—18

(1) in subsection (a)(3), by inserting ‘‘(directly, 19

or through grants, contracts, or cooperative agree-20

ments)’’ after ‘‘provide’’; and 21

(2) by adding at the end the following: 22

‘‘(c) COMPLIANCE WITH QUALITY REQUIREMENTS 23

OF STATE PLAN.—24

‘‘(1) ANNUAL REPORT.—25

TIES.—Each State that receives funds to carry 2

out this subchapter for a fiscal year shall, not 3

ner in which the State complied with sec-8

tion 658G during the year, and describes 9

how the State used funds made available 10

to carry out this subchapter to comply with 11

section 658G during the year; 12

‘‘(ii) the State demonstrates that a 13

portion of such funds was used to carry 14

out the activities described in subpara-15

graphs (A) and (B) of section 658G(a)(1) 16

during the year, and describes the specific 17

activities carried out with the funds, and 18

the amount of the funds that the State al-19

located to each activity, during the year; 20

and 21

‘‘(iii) the State describes the specific 22

activities carried out under subsections (a) 23

and (b), and the amount of funds that the 24
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State allocated to each activity, during the 1

year. 2

‘‘(B) PROGRESS IN ACHIEVING STATE 3

CHILD CARE QUALITY GOALS AND MEASURES.—4

The State shall include in the report—5

‘‘(i) a description of the goals and 6

measures described in the State plan under 7

section 658E(c)(2)(P); and 8

‘‘(ii) evidence demonstrating the ex-9

tent to which the State made progress in 10

achieving the measures for the goals dur-11

ing the fiscal year including, at a min-12

imum, evidence demonstrating measurable 13

improvement toward achieving the meas-14

ures for the goals described in section 15

658E(c)(2)(P)(iii). 16

‘‘(2) IMPROVEMENT PLAN.—If the Secretary 17

determines that a State failed to make progress as 18

described in paragraph (1)(B)(ii) for a fiscal year, 19

the Secretary shall require the State to submit an 20

improvement plan that describes the measures the 21

State will take to make that progress. The Secretary 22

shall require the State to comply with the improve-23

ment plan by a date specified by the Secretary but 24
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not later than 1 year after the date of the deter-1

mination.’’. 2

CHAPTER 3—CHILD CARE CENTERS IN 3

FEDERAL FACILITIES4

SEC. 3241. SHORT TITLE. 5

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Federal Employees 6

Child Care Act’’. 7

SEC. 3242. DEFINITIONS. 8

In this chapter (except as otherwise provided in sec-9

tion 3245):10

(1) ADMINISTRATOR.—The term ‘‘Adminis-11

trator’’ means the Administrator of General Serv-12

ices. 13

(2) CHILD CARE ACCREDITATION ENTITY.—The 14

term ‘‘child care accreditation entity’’ means a non-15

profit private organization or public agency that—16

(A) is recognized by a State agency or by 17

a national organization that serves as a peer re-18

view panel on the standards and procedures of 19

public and private child care or school accred-20

iting bodies; and 21

(B) accredits a facility to provide child 22

care on the basis of—23
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(i) an accreditation or credentialing 1

instrument based on peer-validated re-2

search; 3

(ii) compliance with applicable State 4

or local licensing requirements, as appro-5

priate, for the facility; 6

(iii) outside monitoring of the facility; 7

and 8

(iv) criteria that provide assurances 9

of—10

(I) use of developmentally appro-11

priate health and safety standards at 12

the facility; 13

(II) use of developmentally ap-14

propriate educational activities, as an 15

integral part of the child care pro-16

gram carried out at the facility; and 17

(III) use of ongoing staff devel-18

opment or training activities for the 19

staff of the facility, including related 20

skills-based testing. 21

(3) ENTITY SPONSORING A CHILD CARE FACIL-22

ITY.—The term ‘‘entity sponsoring a child care facil-23

ity’’ means a Federal agency that operates, or an 24

entity that enters into a contract or licensing agree-25
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ment with a Federal agency to operate, a child care 1

facility primarily for the use of Federal employees. 2

(4) EXECUTIVE AGENCY.—The term ‘‘Executive 3

agency’’ has the meaning given the term in section 4

105 of title 5, United States Code, except that the 5

term—6

(A) does not include the Department of 7

Defense, the Coast Guard, or the General Ac-8

counting Office; and 9

(B) includes the General Services Adminis-10

tration, with respect to the administration of a 11

facility described in paragraph (5)(B). 12

(5) EXECUTIVE FACILITY.—The term ‘‘execu-13

tive facility’’—14

(A) means a facility that is owned or 15

leased by an Executive agency; and 16

(B) includes a facility that is owned or 17

leased by the General Services Administration 18

on behalf of a judicial office.19

(6) FEDERAL AGENCY.—The term ‘‘Federal 20

agency’’ means an Executive agency, a legislative of-21

fice, or a judicial office. 22

(7) JUDICIAL FACILITY.—The term ‘‘judicial fa-23

cility’’ means a facility that is owned or leased by a 24
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judicial office (other than a facility that is also a fa-1

cility described in paragraph (5)(B)). 2

(8) JUDICIAL OFFICE.—The term ‘‘judicial of-3

fice’’ means an entity of the judicial branch of the 4

Federal Government. 5

(9) LEGISLATIVE FACILITY.—The term ‘‘legisla-6

tive facility’’ means a facility that is owned or leased 7

by a legislative office. 8

(10) LEGISLATIVE OFFICE.—The term ‘‘legisla-9

tive office’’ means an entity of the legislative branch 10

of the Federal Government. 11

(11) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ has the mean-12

ing given the term in section 658P of the Child Care 13

and Development Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 14

U.S.C. 9858n). 15

SEC. 3243. PROVIDING QUALITY CHILD CARE IN FEDERAL 16

FACILITIES. 17

(a) EXECUTIVE FACILITIES.—18

(1) STATE AND LOCAL LICENSING REQUIRE-19

MENTS.—20

(A) IN GENERAL.—Any entity sponsoring 21

a child care facility in an executive facility 22

shall— 23

(i) comply with child care standards 24

described in paragraph (2) that are no less 25
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stringent than applicable State or local li-1

censing requirements that are related to 2

the provision of child care in the State or 3

locality involved; or 4

(ii) obtain the applicable State or local 5

licenses, as appropriate, for the facility. 6

(B) COMPLIANCE.—Not later than 6 7

months after the date of enactment of this 8

Act—9

(i) the entity shall comply, or make 10

substantial progress (as determined by the 11

Administrator) toward complying, with 12

subparagraph (A); and 13

(ii) any contract or licensing agree-14

ment used by an Executive agency for the 15

provision of child care services in the child 16

care facility shall include a condition that 17

the child care be provided by an entity that 18

complies with the standards described in 19

subparagraph (A)(i) or obtains the licenses 20

described in subparagraph (A)(ii). 21

(2) HEALTH, SAFETY, AND FACILITY STAND-22

ARDS.—The Administrator shall by regulation estab-23

lish standards relating to health, safety, facilities, fa-24

cility design, and other aspects of child care that the 25
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Administrator determines to be appropriate for child 1

care in executive facilities, and require child care fa-2

cilities, and entities sponsoring child care facilities, 3

in executive facilities to comply with the standards. 4

The standards shall include requirements that child5

care facilities be inspected for, and be free of, lead 6

hazards. 7

(3) ACCREDITATION STANDARDS.—8

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator 9

shall issue regulations requiring, to the max-10

imum extent possible, any entity sponsoring an 11

eligible child care facility (as defined by the Ad-12

ministrator) in an executive facility to comply 13

with standards of a child care accreditation en-14

tity. 15

(B) COMPLIANCE.—The regulations shall 16

require that, not later than 3 years after the 17

date of enactment of this Act—18

(i) the entity shall comply, or make 19

substantial progress (as determined by the 20

Administrator) toward complying, with the 21

standards; and 22

(ii) any contract or licensing agree-23

ment used by an Executive agency for the 24

provision of child care services in the child 25
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care facility shall include a condition that 1

the child care be provided by an entity that 2

complies with the standards. 3

(4) EVALUATION AND COMPLIANCE.—4

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator 5

shall evaluate the compliance, with the require-6

ments of paragraph (1) and the regulations 7

issued pursuant to paragraphs (2) and (3), as 8

appropriate, of child care facilities, and entities 9

sponsoring child care facilities, in executive fa-10

cilities. The Administrator may conduct the 11

evaluation of such a child care facility or entity 12

directly, or through an agreement with another 13

Federal agency or private entity, other than the 14

Federal agency for which the child care facility 15

is providing services. If the Administrator de-16

termines, on the basis of such an evaluation, 17

that the child care facility or entity is not in 18

compliance with the requirements, the Adminis-19

trator shall notify the Executive agency. 20

(B) EFFECT OF NONCOMPLIANCE.—On re-21

ceipt of the notification of noncompliance issued 22

by the Administrator, the head of the Executive 23

agency shall—24
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(i) if the entity operating the child 1

care facility is the agency—2

(I) not later than 2 business days 3

after the date of receipt of the notifi-4

cation, correct any deficiencies that 5

are determined by the Administrator 6

to be life threatening or to present a 7

risk of serious bodily harm; 8

(II) not later than 4 months 9

after the date of receipt of the notifi-10

cation, develop and provide to the Ad-11

ministrator a plan to correct any 12

other deficiencies in the operation of 13

the facility and bring the facility and 14

entity into compliance with the re-15

quirements; 16

(III) provide the parents of the 17

children receiving child care services 18

at the child care facility and employ-19

ees of the facility with a notification 20

detailing the deficiencies described in 21

subclauses (I) and (II) and actions 22

that will be taken to correct the defi-23

ciencies, and post a copy of the notifi-24

cation in a conspicuous place in the 25
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facility for 5 working days or until the 1

deficiencies are corrected, whichever is 2

later; 3

(IV) bring the child care facility 4

and entity into compliance with the 5

requirements and certify to the Ad-6

ministrator that the facility and entity 7

are in compliance, based on an onsite 8

evaluation of the facility conducted by 9

an individual with expertise in child 10

care health and safety; and 11

(V) in the event that deficiencies 12

determined by the Administrator to be 13

life threatening or to present a risk of 14

serious bodily harm cannot be cor-15

rected within 2 business days after 16

the date of receipt of the notification, 17

close the child care facility, or the af-18

fected portion of the facility, until the 19

deficiencies are corrected and notify 20

the Administrator of the closure; and 21

(ii) if the entity operating the child 22

care facility is a contractor or licensee of 23

the Executive agency—24
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(I) require the contractor or li-1

censee, not later than 2 business days 2

after the date of receipt of the notifi-3

cation, to correct any deficiencies that 4

are determined by the Administrator 5

to be life threatening or to present a 6

risk of serious bodily harm; 7

(II) require the contractor or li-8

censee, not later than 4 months after 9

the date of receipt of the notification, 10

to develop and provide to the head of 11

the agency a plan to correct any other 12

deficiencies in the operation of the 13

child care facility and bring the facil-14

ity and entity into compliance with 15

the requirements; 16

(III) require the contractor or li-17

censee to provide the parents of the 18

children receiving child care services 19

at the child care facility and employ-20

ees of the facility with a notification 21

detailing the deficiencies described in 22

subclauses (I) and (II) and actions 23

that will be taken to correct the defi-24

ciencies, and to post a copy of the no-25
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tification in a conspicuous place in the 1

facility for 5 working days or until the 2

deficiencies are corrected, whichever is 3

later;4

(IV) require the contractor or li-5

censee to bring the child care facility 6

and entity into compliance with the 7

requirements and certify to the head 8

of the agency that the facility and en-9

tity are in compliance, based on an 10

onsite evaluation of the facility con-11

ducted by an independent entity with 12

expertise in child care health and 13

safety; and 14

(V) in the event that deficiencies 15

determined by the Administrator to be 16

life threatening or to present a risk of 17

serious bodily harm cannot be cor-18

rected within 2 business days after 19

the date of receipt of the notification, 20

close the child care facility, or the af-21

fected portion of the facility, until the 22

deficiencies are corrected and notify 23

the Administrator of the closure, 24

which closure may be grounds for the 25
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immediate termination or suspension 1

of the contract or license of the con-2

tractor or licensee. 3

(C) COST REIMBURSEMENT.—The Execu-4

tive agency shall reimburse the Administrator 5

for the costs of carrying out subparagraph (A) 6

for child care facilities located in an executive 7

facility other than an executive facility of the 8

General Services Administration. If an entity is 9

sponsoring a child care facility for 2 or more 10

Executive agencies, the Administrator shall allo-11

cate the reimbursement costs with respect to 12

the entity among the agencies in a fair and eq-13

uitable manner, based on the extent to which 14

each agency is eligible to place children in the 15

facility.16

(5) DISCLOSURE OF PRIOR VIOLATIONS TO PAR-17

ENTS AND FACILITY EMPLOYEES.—18

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator 19

shall issue regulations that require that each 20

entity sponsoring a child care facility in an ex-21

ecutive facility, upon receipt by the child care 22

facility or the entity (as applicable) of a request 23

by any individual who is—24
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(i) a parent of any child enrolled at 1

the facility; 2

(ii) a parent of a child for whom an 3

application has been submitted to enroll at 4

the facility; or 5

(iii) an employee of the facility; 6

shall provide to the individual the copies and 7

description described in subparagraph (B). 8

(B) COPIES AND DESCRIPTION.—The enti-9

ty shall provide—10

(i) copies of all notifications of defi-11

ciencies that have been provided in the 12

past with respect to the facility under 13

clause (i)(III) or (ii)(III), as applicable, of 14

paragraph (4)(B); and 15

(ii) a description of the actions that 16

were taken to correct the deficiencies. 17

(b) LEGISLATIVE FACILITIES.—18

(1) ACCREDITATION.—The Chief Administra-19

tive Officer of the House of Representatives, the Li-20

brarian of Congress, and the head of a designated 21

entity in the Senate shall ensure that, not later than 22

1 year after the date of enactment of this Act, the 23

corresponding child care facility obtains accredita-24
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tion by a child care accreditation entity, in accord-1

ance with the accreditation standards of the entity. 2

(2) REGULATIONS.—3

(A) IN GENERAL.—If the corresponding 4

child care facility does not maintain accredita-5

tion status with a child care accreditation enti-6

ty, the Chief Administrative Officer of the 7

House of Representatives, the Librarian of Con-8

gress, or the head of the designated entity in 9

the Senate shall issue regulations governing the 10

operation of the corresponding child care facil-11

ity, to ensure the safety and quality of care of 12

children placed in the facility. The regulations 13

shall be no less stringent in content and effect 14

than the requirements of subsection (a)(1) and 15

the regulations issued by the Administrator 16

under paragraphs (2) and (3) of subsection (a), 17

except to the extent that appropriate adminis-18

trative officers make the determination de-19

scribed in subparagraph (B). 20

(B) MODIFICATION MORE EFFECTIVE.—21

The determination referred to in subparagraph 22

(A) is a determination, for good cause shown 23

and stated together with the regulations, that a 24

modification of the regulations would be more 25
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effective for the implementation of the require-1

ments and standards described in subsection (a) 2

for the corresponding child care facilities, and3

entities sponsoring the corresponding child care 4

facilities, in legislative facilities. 5

(3) CORRESPONDING CHILD CARE FACILITY.—6

In this subsection, the term ‘‘corresponding child 7

care facility’’, used with respect to the Chief Admin-8

istrative Officer, the Librarian, or the head of a des-9

ignated entity described in paragraph (1), means a 10

child care facility operated by, or under a contract 11

or licensing agreement with, an office of the House 12

of Representatives, the Library of Congress, or an 13

office of the Senate, respectively. 14

(c) JUDICIAL BRANCH STANDARDS AND COMPLI-15

ANCE.—16

(1) STATE AND LOCAL LICENSING REQUIRE-17

MENTS HEALTH, SAFETY, AND FACILITY STAND-18

ARDS, AND ACCREDITATION STANDARDS.—The Di-19

rector of the Administrative Office of the United 20

States Courts shall issue regulations for child care 21

facilities, and entities sponsoring child care facilities, 22

in judicial facilities, which shall be no less stringent 23

in content and effect than the requirements of sub-24

section (a)(1) and the regulations issued by the Ad-25
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ministrator under paragraphs (2) and (3) of sub-1

section (a), except to the extent that the Director 2

may determine, for good cause shown and stated to-3

gether with the regulations, that a modification of 4

such regulations would be more effective for the im-5

plementation of the requirements and standards de-6

scribed in paragraphs (1), (2), and (3) of subsection 7

(a) for child care facilities, and entities sponsoring 8

child care facilities, in judicial facilities. 9

(2) EVALUATION AND COMPLIANCE.—10

(A) DIRECTOR OF THE ADMINISTRATIVE 11

OFFICE OF THE UNITED STATES COURTS.—The 12

Director of the Administrative Office of the 13

United States Courts shall have the same au-14

thorities and duties with respect to the evalua-15

tion of, compliance of, and cost reimbursement 16

for child care facilities, and entities sponsoring 17

child care facilities, in judicial facilities as the 18

Administrator has under subsection (a)(4) with 19

respect to the evaluation of, compliance of, and 20

cost reimbursement for such centers and enti-21

ties sponsoring such centers, in executive facili-22

ties. 23

(B) HEAD OF A JUDICIAL OFFICE.—The 24

head of a judicial office shall have the same au-25
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thorities and duties with respect to the compli-1

ance of and cost reimbursement for child care 2

facilities, and entities sponsoring child care fa-3

cilities, in judicial facilities as the head of an 4

Executive agency has under subsection (a)(4) 5

with respect to the compliance of and cost reim-6

bursement for such centers and entities spon-7

soring such centers, in executive facilities. 8

(d) APPLICATION.—Notwithstanding any other provi-9

sion of this section, if 8 or more child care facilities are 10

sponsored in facilities owned or leased by an Executive 11

agency, the Administrator shall delegate to the head of 12

the agency the evaluation and compliance responsibilities 13

assigned to the Administrator under subsection (a)(4)(A). 14

(e) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE, STUDIES, AND RE-15

VIEWS.—The Administrator may provide technical assist-16

ance, and conduct and provide the results of studies and 17

reviews, for Executive agencies, and entities sponsoring 18

child care facilities in executive facilities, on a reimburs-19

able basis, in order to assist the entities in complying with 20

this section. The Chief Administrative Officer of the 21

House of Representatives, the Librarian of Congress, the 22

head of the designated Senate entity described in sub-23

section (b), and the Director of the Administrative Office 24

of the United States Courts, may provide technical assist-25
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ance, and conduct and provide the results of studies and 1

reviews, or request that the Administrator provide tech-2

nical assistance, and conduct and provide the results of 3

studies and reviews, for legislative offices and judicial of-4

fices, as appropriate, and entities operating child care fa-5

cilities in legislative facilities or judicial facilities, as ap-6

propriate, on a reimbursable basis, in order to assist the 7

entities in complying with this section. 8

(f) INTERAGENCY COUNCIL.—9

(1) COMPOSITION.—The Administrator shall es-10

tablish an interagency council, comprised of—11

(A) representatives of all Executive agen-12

cies described in subsection (d) and other Exec-13

utive agencies at the election of the heads of the 14

agencies; 15

(B) a representative of the Chief Adminis-16

trative Officer of the House of Representatives, 17

at the election of the Chief Administrative Offi-18

cer; 19

(C) a representative of the head of the des-20

ignated Senate entity described in subsection 21

(b), at the election of the head of the entity; 22

(D) a representative of the Librarian of 23

Congress, at the election of the Librarian; and 24
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(E) a representative of the Director of the 1

Administrative Office of the United States 2

Courts, at the election of the Director. 3

(2) FUNCTIONS.—The council shall facilitate 4

cooperation and sharing of best practices, and de-5

velop and coordinate policy, regarding the provision 6

of child care, including the provision of areas for 7

nursing mothers and other lactation support facili-8

ties and services, in the Federal Government. 9

(g) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 10

authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section 11

$900,000 for fiscal year 2004 and such sums as may be 12

necessary for each subsequent fiscal year. 13

SEC. 3244. FEDERAL CHILD CARE EVALUATION. 14

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after the 15

date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator and the 16

Director of the Office of Personnel Management shall 17

jointly prepare and submit to Congress a report that eval-18

uates child care provided by entities sponsoring child care 19

facilities in executive facilities, legislative facilities, or judi-20

cial facilities. 21

(b) CONTENTS.—The evaluation shall contain, at a 22

minimum— 23

(1) information on the number of children re-24

ceiving child care described in subsection (a), ana-25
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lyzed by age, including information on the number 1

of those children who are age 6 through 12;2

(2) information on the number of families not 3

using child care described in subsection (a) because 4

of the cost of the child care; and 5

(3) recommendations for improving the quality 6

and cost-effectiveness of child care described in sub-7

section (a), including recommendations of options 8

for creating an optimal organizational structure and 9

using best practices for the delivery of the child 10

care. 11

SEC. 3245. CHILD CARE SERVICES FOR FEDERAL EMPLOY-12

EES. 13

(a) IN GENERAL.—In addition to services authorized 14

to be provided by an agency pursuant to section 590 of 15

title 40, United States Code, an Executive agency that 16

provides, or proposes to provide, child care services for 17

Federal employees may use agency funds to provide the 18

child care services, in a facility that is owned or leased 19

by an Executive agency, or through a contractor, for civil-20

ian employees of the agency. 21

(b) AFFORDABILITY.—Funds so used with respect to 22

any such facility or contractor shall be applied to improve 23

the affordability of child care for lower income federal em-24
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ployees using or seeking to use the child care services of-1

fered by the facility or contractor. 2

(c) REGULATIONS.—The Administrator, after con-3

sultation with the Director of the Office of Personnel Man-4

agement, shall, within 180 days after the date of enact-5

ment of this Act, issue regulations necessary to carry out 6

this section. 7

(d) DEFINITION.—For purposes of this section, the 8

term ‘‘Executive agency’’ has the meaning given the term 9

by section 105 of title 5, United States Code, but does 10

not include the General Accounting Office. 11

SEC. 3246. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS RELATING TO 12

CHILD CARE PROVIDED BY FEDERAL AGEN-13

CIES. 14

(a) GUIDANCE, ASSISTANCE, AND OVERSIGHT.—Sec-15

tion 590(a) of title 40, United States Code, is amended—16

(1) by inserting ‘‘federal’’ before ‘‘child care 17

centers’’; and 18

(2) by striking ‘‘federal workers’’ and inserting 19

‘‘federal employees’’. 20

(b) AVAILABILITY OF FEDERAL CHILD CARE CEN-21

CHAPTER 4—EARLY LEARNING 22

SEC. 3251. SHORT TITLE; FINDINGS. 23

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This chapter may be cited as the 24

‘‘Early Learning Linkages Act of 2003’’. 25
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(b) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that—1

(1) medical research demonstrates that ade-2

quate stimulation of a young child’s brain between 3

birth and age 5 is critical to the physical develop-4

ment of the young child’s brain; 5

(2) parents are the most significant and effec-6

tive teachers of their children, and they alone are re-7

sponsible for choosing the best early learning oppor-8

tunities for their child; 9

(3) parent education and parent involvement 10

are critical to the success of any early learning pro-11

gram or activity; 12

(4) the more intensively parents are involved in 13

their child’s early learning, the greater the cognitive 14

and noncognitive benefits to their children; 15

(5) many parents have difficulty finding the in-16

formation and support the parents seek to help their 17

children grow to their full potential; 18

(6) each day approximately 13,000,000 young 19

children, including 6,000,000 infants or toddlers, 20

spend some or all of their day being cared for by 21

someone other than their parents; 22

(7) quality early learning programs, including 23

those designed to promote effective parenting, can 24

increase the literacy rate, the secondary school grad-25

uation rate, the employment rate, and the college en-1

rollment rate for children who have participated in 2

voluntary early learning programs and activities; 3

(8) early childhood interventions can yield sub-4

stantial advantages to participants in terms of emo-5

tional and cognitive development, education, eco-6

nomic well-being, and health, with the latter two ad-7

vantages applying to the children’s families as well; 8

(9) participation in quality early learning pro-9

grams, including those designed to promote effective 10

parenting, can decrease the future incidence of teen-11

age pregnancy, welfare dependency, at-risk behav-12

iors, and juvenile delinquency for children; 13

(10) several cost-benefit analysis studies indi-14

cate that for each $1 invested in quality early learn-15

ing programs, the Federal Government can save over 16

$5 by reducing the number of children and families 17

who participate in Federal Government programs 18

like special education and welfare; 19

(11) for children placed in the care of others 20

during the workday, the low salaries paid to the 21

child care staff, the lack of career progression for 22

the staff, and the lack of child development special-23

ists involved in early learning and child care pro-24

grams, make it difficult to attract and retain the 25
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quality of staff necessary for a positive early learn-1

ing experience; 2

(12) Federal Government support for early 3

learning has primarily focused on out-of-home care 4

programs like those established under the Head 5

Start Act, the Child Care and Development Block 6

Grant of 1990, and part C of the Individuals with 7

Disabilities Education Act, and these programs—8

(A) serve far fewer than half of all eligible 9

children; 10

(B) are not primarily designed to provide 11

support for parents who care for their young 12

children in the home; and 13

(C) lack a means of coordinating early 14

learning opportunities in each community; and 15

(13) by helping communities increase, expand, 16

and better coordinate early learning opportunities 17

for children and their families, the productivity and 18

creativity of future generations will be improved, and 19

the Nation will be prepared for continued leadership 20

in the 21st century. 21

SEC. 3252. PURPOSES. 22

The purposes of this chapter are—23

(1) to increase the availability of voluntary pro-24

grams, services, and activities that support early 25
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childhood development, increase parent effectiveness, 1

and promote the learning and socioemotional readi-2

ness of young children so that young children enter 3

school ready to learn; 4

(2) to remove barriers to the provision of an ac-5

cessible system of early childhood learning programs 6

in communities throughout the United States; 7

(3) to increase the availability and affordability 8

of professional development activities and compensa-9

tion for caregivers and child care providers; and 10

(4) to facilitate the development of community-11

based systems of collaborative service delivery mod-12

els characterized by resource sharing, linkages be-13

tween appropriate supports, and local planning for 14

services. 15

SEC. 3253. DEFINITIONS. 16

In this chapter: 17

(1) CAREGIVER.—The term ‘‘caregiver’’ means 18

an individual (including a relative, neighbor, or fam-19

ily friend) who regularly or frequently provides care, 20

with or without compensation, for a child for whom 21

the individual is not the parent. 22

(2) CHILD CARE PROVIDER.—The term ‘‘child 23

care provider’’ means a provider of non-residential 24

child care services (including center-based, family-25
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based, or in-home child care services) for compensa-1

tion who or that is legally operating under State law, 2

and complies with applicable State and local require-3

ments for the provision of child care services. 4

(3) EARLY LEARNING.—The term ‘‘early learn-5

ing’’, used with respect to a program or activity, 6

means learning designed to facilitate the develop-7

ment of cognitive, language, motor, and 8

socioemotional skills for, and to promote learning 9

readiness in, young children. 10

(4) EARLY LEARNING PROGRAM.—The term 11

‘‘early learning program’’ means—12

(A) a program of services or activities that 13

helps parents, caregivers, and child care pro-14

viders incorporate early learning into the daily 15

lives of young children; or 16

(B) a program that directly provides early 17

learning to young children. 18

(5) INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘‘Indian tribe’’ 19

has the meaning given the term in section 4 of the 20

Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance 21

Act (25 U.S.C. 450b). 22

(6) LOCAL COUNCIL.—The term ‘‘Local Coun-23

cil’’ means a Local Council established or designated 24
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under section 3261(a) that serves one or more local-1

ities. 2

(7) LOCALITY.—The term ‘‘locality’’ means a 3

city, county, borough, township, or area served by 4

another general purpose unit of local government, an 5

Indian tribe, a Regional Corporation, or a Native 6

Hawaiian entity. 7

(8) MIGRATORY CHILDREN.—The term ‘‘migra-8

tory children’’ has the meaning given such term in 9

section 1309 of the Elementary and Secondary Edu-10

cation Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6399). 11

(9) PARENT.—The term ‘‘parent’’ means a bio-12

logical parent, an adoptive parent, a stepparent, a 13

foster parent, or a legal guardian of, or a person 14

standing in loco parentis to, a child. 15

(10) POVERTY LINE.—The term ‘‘poverty line’’ 16

means the poverty line (as defined by the Office of 17

Management and Budget, and revised annually in 18

accordance with section 673(2) of the Community 19

Services Block Grant Act (42 U.S.C. 9902(2))) ap-20

plicable to a family of the size involved. 21

(11) PREKINDERGARTEN EDUCATION PRO-22

GRAM.—The term ‘‘prekindergarten education pro-23

gram’’ means a program that—24
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(A) serves children ages 3, 4, and 5 years 1

old and that supports children’s cognitive, so-2

cial, emotional, and physical development and 3

helps prepare children for the transition to kin-4

dergarten; and 5

(B) complies with the Head Start perform-6

ance standards as in effect under section 7

641A(a) of the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C. 8

9836a(a)). 9

(12) REGIONAL CORPORATION.—The term ‘‘Re-10

gional Corporation’’ means an entity listed in section 11

419(4)(B) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 12

619(4)(B)). 13

(13) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ 14

means the Secretary of Health and Human Services. 15

(14) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means any of 16

the several States, the District of Columbia, the 17

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American 18

Samoa, or the Commonwealth of the Northern Mar-19

iana Islands. 20

(15) TRAINING.—The term ‘‘training’’ means 21

instruction in early learning that— 22

(A) is required for certification under 23

State and local laws, regulations, and policies; 24
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(B) is required to receive a nationally or 1

State recognized credential or its equivalent; 2

(C) is received in a postsecondary edu-3

cation program focused on early learning or 4

early childhood development in which the indi-5

vidual is enrolled; or 6

(D) is provided, certified, or sponsored by 7

an organization that is recognized for its exper-8

tise in promoting early learning or early child-9

hood development. 10

(16) YOUNG CHILD.—The term ‘‘young child’’ 11

means any child from birth to the age of mandatory 12

school attendance in the State where the child re-13

sides. 14

SEC. 3254. PROHIBITIONS. 15

(a) PARTICIPATION NOT REQUIRED.—No person, in-16

cluding a parent, shall be required to participate in any 17

program of early childhood education, early learning, par-18

ent education, or developmental screening pursuant to the 19

provisions of this chapter. 20

(b) RIGHTS OF PARENTS.—Nothing in this chapter 21

shall be construed to affect the rights of parents otherwise 22

established in Federal, State, or local law. 23

(c) NONDUPLICATION.—No funds provided under 24

this chapter shall be used to carry out an activity funded 25
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under another provision of law providing for Federal child 1

care or early learning programs, unless an expansion of 2

such activity is identified in the local needs assessment 3

and performance goals under this chapter. 4

SEC. 3255. AUTHORIZATION AND APPROPRIATION OF 5

FUNDS. 6

There are authorized to be appropriated to the De-7

partment of Health and Human Services to carry out this 8

chapter—9

(1) $1,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2004; 10

(2) $1,500,000,000 for fiscal year 2005; and 11

(3) such sums as may be necessary for fiscal 12

years 2006 and 2007. 13

SEC. 3256. ALLOTMENTS TO STATES. 14

(a) AMOUNTS RESERVED.—15

(1) TERRITORIES AND POSSESSIONS.—The Sec-16

retary shall reserve not more than 1⁄2 of 1 percent 17

of the funds appropriated to carry out this chapter 18

for any fiscal year for distribution to Guam, Amer-19

ican Samoa, and the Commonwealth of the Northern 20

Mariana Islands, to be allotted in accordance with 21

their respective needs. 22

(2) INDIAN TRIBES AND TRIBAL ORGANIZA-23

TIONS.—The Secretary shall reserve not more than 24

3 percent of the funds appropriated to carry out this 25
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chapter for any fiscal year for distribution to Indian 1

tribes and tribal organizations with applications ap-2

proved under subsection (c). 3

(b) ALLOTMENTS TO REMAINING STATES.—4

(1) GENERAL AUTHORITY.—From the funds 5

appropriated to carry out this chapter for any fiscal 6

year remaining after reserving funds under sub-7

section (a), the Secretary shall allot to each State 8

(excluding Guam, American Samoa, and the Com-9

monwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands) an 10

amount equal to the sum of—11

(A) an amount that bears the same ratio 12

to 50 percent of such remainder as the product 13

of the young child factor of the State and the 14

allotment percentage of the State bears to the 15

sum of the corresponding products for all 16

States; and 17

(B) an amount that bears the same ratio 18

to 50 percent of such remainder as the product 19

of the school lunch factor of the State and the 20

allotment percentage of the State bears to the 21

sum of the corresponding products for all 22

States. 23

(2) YOUNG CHILD FACTOR.—The term ‘‘young 24

child factor’’ means the ratio of the number of chil-25
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dren in the State under 5 years of age to the num-1

ber of such children in all States as provided by the 2

most recent annual estimates of population in the 3

States by the Bureau of the Census. 4

(3) SCHOOL LUNCH FACTOR.—The term 5

‘‘school lunch factor’’ means the ratio of the number 6

of children in the State who are receiving free or re-7

duced price lunches under the school lunch program 8

established under the National School Lunch Act 9

(42 U.S.C. 1751 et seq.) to the number of such chil-10

dren in all the States as determined annually by the 11

Department of Agriculture. 12

(4) ALLOTMENT PERCENTAGE.—13

(A) IN GENERAL.—The allotment percent-14

age for a State is determined by dividing the 15

per capita income of all individuals in the 16

United States, by the per capita income of all 17

individuals in the State. 18

(B) LIMITATIONS.—If an allotment per-19

centage determined under subparagraph (A)—20

(i) is more than 1.2 percent, then the 21

allotment percentage of that State shall be 22

considered to be 1.2 percent; and 23
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(ii) is less than 0.8 percent, then the 1

allotment percentage of the State shall be 2

considered to be 0.8 percent. 3

(C) PER CAPITA INCOME.—For purposes 4

of subparagraph (A), per capita income shall 5

be—6

(i) determined at 2-year intervals; 7

(ii) applied for the 2-year period be-8

ginning on October 1 of the first fiscal 9

year beginning on or after the date such 10

determination is made; and 11

(iii) equal to the average of the an-12

nual per capita incomes for the most re-13

cent period of 3 consecutive years for 14

which satisfactory data are available from 15

the Department of Commerce at the time 16

such determination is made. 17

(c) ALLOTMENTS TO INDIAN TRIBES AND TRIBAL 18

ORGANIZATIONS.—19

(1) RESERVATION OF FUNDS.—From amounts 20

reserved under subsection (a)(2), the Secretary may 21

make allotments to Indian tribes and tribal organi-22

zations that submit applications under this sub-23

section, to plan and carry out programs and activi-24

ties to encourage child care providers to improve 25
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their qualifications and to retain qualified child care 1

providers in the child care field. 2

(2) APPLICATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS.—An 3

application for an allotment to an Indian tribe or 4

tribal organization under this section shall provide 5

that—6

(A) the applicant will coordinate, to the 7

maximum extent practicable, with the lead 8

agency in each State in which the applicant will 9

carry out such programs and activities; and 10

(B) the applicant will make such reports 11

on, and conduct such audits of, programs and 12

activities under this chapter as the Secretary 13

may require. 14

(d) DATA AND INFORMATION.—The Secretary shall 15

obtain from each appropriate Federal agency, the most re-16

cent data and information necessary to determine the al-17

lotments provided for in subsection (b). 18

(e) REALLOTMENTS.—19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Any portion of the allotment 20

under subsection (b) to a State for a fiscal year that 21

the Secretary determines will not be distributed to 22

the State for such fiscal year shall be reallotted by 23

the Secretary to other States proportionately based 24
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on allotments made under such subsection to such 1

States for such fiscal year. 2

(2) LIMITATIONS.—3

(A) REDUCTION.—The amount of any re-4

allotment to which a State is entitled to under 5

paragraph (1) shall be reduced to the extent 6

that such amount exceeds the amount that the 7

Secretary estimates will be distributed to the 8

State to make grants under this chapter. 9

(B) REALLOTMENTS.—The amount of 10

such reduction shall be reallotted proportion-11

ately based on allotments made under sub-12

section (b) to States with respect to which no 13

reduction in an allotment, or in a reallotment, 14

is required by this subsection. 15

(3) AMOUNTS REALLOTTED.—For purposes of 16

this chapter (other than this subsection and sub-17

section (b)), any amount reallotted to a State under 18

this subsection shall be considered to be part of the 19

allotment made under subsection (b) to the State. 20

(f) FEDERAL SHARE.—21

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal share of the 22

cost of making grants under this chapter shall be 85 23

percent for the first and second years of the grant, 24

80 percent for the third and fourth years of the 25
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grant, and 75 percent for the subsequent years of 1

the grant. 2

(2) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—The non-Federal 3

share of the cost of making grants under this chap-4

ter may be contributed in cash or in kind, fairly 5

evaluated, including facilities, equipment, or services, 6

which may be provided from State or local public 7

sources, or through donations from private entities. 8

For the purposes of this paragraph the term ‘‘facili-9

ties’’ includes the use of facilities, but the term 10

‘‘equipment’’ means donated equipment and not the 11

use of equipment. 12

(g) MAINTENANCE OF EFFORT.—The Secretary shall 13

not make a grant under this chapter to any State unless 14

the Secretary first determines that the total expenditures 15

by the State and its political subdivisions to support early 16

learning programs (other than funds used to pay the non-17

Federal share under subsection (f)(2)) for the fiscal year 18

for which the determination is made is equal to or greater 19

than such expenditures for the preceding fiscal year. 20

(h) SUPPLEMENT NOT SUPPLANT.—Amounts re-21

ceived under this chapter shall be used to supplement and 22

not supplant other Federal, State, and local public funds 23

expended to promote early learning. 24
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(i) SPECIAL RULE.—If funds appropriated to carry 1

out this chapter are less than $150,000,000 for any fiscal 2

year, the Secretary shall make grants for the fiscal year 3

directly to Local Councils, on a competitive basis, to pay 4

the Federal share of the cost of carrying out early learning 5

programs in the locality served by the Local Council. In 6

carrying out the preceding sentence—7

(1) subsection (g) of this section, section 8

3257(b), and section 3259(b)(4) shall not apply; 9

available through the grant for training, technical 19

assistance, and wage incentives provided by the 20

State to Local Councils. 21

SEC. 3258. STATE REQUIREMENTS. 22

to eligible States that comply with section 3259, to expand 24

ter comply with the requirements of this chap-8

ter. 9

SEC. 3259. STATE ADMINISTRATION. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—For a State to be eligible to re-11

ceive a grant under this chapter, the State shall appoint 12

a Lead State Agency to carry out the functions described 13

in subsection (b). 14

(b) LEAD STATE AGENCY.—15

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Lead State Agency as 16

described in subsection (a) shall allocate funds in ac-17

cordance with section 3258 to localities.

sive Early Head Start services, as provided 25
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under the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C. 9831 1

et seq.); 2

(iii) the number of children attending, 3

and types of programs providing, pre-4

kindergarten, including those with special 5

needs; 6

(iv) the linkages between early learn-7

ing programs and health care services for 8

young children; 9

(v) the linkages among early learning 10

programs; 11

(vi) access to early learning activities 12

for young children with special needs; 13

(vii) expansion of the days or times 14

that children are served in existing early 15

learning programs; 16

(viii) removal of ancillary barriers to 17

early learning, including transportation dif-18

ficulties, absence of programs during non-19

traditional work times, and family afford-20

ability; and 21

(ix) professional development, and re-22

cruitment and retention incentives, for 23

caregivers. 24
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(4) STATE PREFERENCE.—In making grants to 1

Local Councils under this chapter, the State shall 2

give preference to supporting Local Councils that 3

meet criteria that are specified by the State and ap-4

proved by the Secretary, for qualifying as serving 5

areas of greatest need for expanding access to and 6

quality of early learning programs. 7

(c) STATE COUNCIL.—8

(1) IN GENERAL.—The State Council referred 9

to in subsection (b)(3) shall be composed of a group 10

of representatives of agencies, institutions, and other 11

entities, as described in paragraphs (2) and (3), that 12

provide child care or early learning services in the 13

State. 14

(2) MEMBERSHIP.—Except as provided in para-15

graph (6), the chief executive officer of the State 16

shall appoint to the State Council at least 1 rep-17

resentative from—18

(A) the office of the chief executive officer 19

of the State; 20

(B) the State educational agency; 21

(C) the State labor or employment agency; 14

(D) organizations representing teachers; 15

(E) organizations representing business; 16

(F) organizations representing labor. 18

(4) REPRESENTATION.—To the extent prac-19

ticable, the chief executive officer of the State shall 20

appoint representatives under paragraphs (2) and 21

(B) based on the assessment described in 23

(6) DESIGNATING AN EXISTING ENTITY AS 3

STATE COUNCIL.—To the extent that a State has a 4

State Council or an entity that functions as such be-5

fore the date of enactment of this chapter that is 6

comparable to the State Council described in this 7

subsection, the State shall be considered to be in 8

compliance with this subsection. 9

SEC. 3260. LOCAL APPLICATION. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a grant 11

under this chapter, a Local Council shall submit an appli-12

cation to the Lead State Agency at such time, in such 13

manner, and containing such information as the Lead 14

Agency may require. 15

(b) CONTENTS.—An application submitted under 16

subsection (a) shall include a statement containing an as-17

surance that the local government entity, Indian tribe, Re-18

gional Corporation, or Native Hawaiian entity has estab-19

lished or designated a Local Council under section 20

3261(a), and the Local Council has developed a local plan 21

for carrying out early learning programs under this chap-22

ter that includes—23

(1) a needs and resources assessment con-24

cerning early learning services and access to such 25
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services by families, and a statement describing how 1

(2) a statement of how the Local Council will 4

ensure that funded programs will meet the perform-5

ance goals referred to in section 3258(b)(2)(D) es-6

tablished by the State; and 7

(3) a description of how the Local Council will 8

form collaboratives among local child care, social, 9

and health services and educational providers to 10

maximize resources and concentrate efforts on areas 11

of greatest need. 12

SEC. 3261. LOCAL ADMINISTRATION. 13

(a) LOCAL COUNCIL.—14

(1) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a 15

grant under this chapter, a local government entity, 16

Indian tribe, Regional Corporation, or Native Ha-17

waiian entity, as appropriate, shall establish or des-18

ignate a Local Council, which shall be composed 19

of—20

(A) representatives of local agencies and 21

organizations directly affected by early learning 22

programs assisted under this chapter; 23

(B) parents or representatives of families 24

(3) FUNCTIONS.—The Local Council shall be 18

responsible for preparing and submitting the appli-19

cation described in section 3260.

percent of the funds received by a Local Council 23

(2) FISCAL AGENT.—A Local Council may des-3

ignate any entity with a demonstrated capacity for 4

administering grants, that is affected by, or con-5

cerned with, early learning issues, including the 6

State, to serve as fiscal agent for the administration 7

of grant funds received by the Local Council under 8

this chapter. 9

SEC. 3262. USE OF FUNDS. 10

Grants received under this chapter by Local Councils 11

shall be used in accordance with this chapter to provide 12

funds to service providers to—13

(1) increase the number of children served in 14

State prekindergarten education programs; 15

(2) increase the number of Head Start pro-16

grams providing full working day, full calendar year 17

Head Start services; 18

(3) increase the number of children served in 19

Early Head Start programs carried out under sec-20

tion 645A of the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C 9840a); 21

(4) enhance the quality of and access to edu-22

cation and comprehensive services and support serv-23

ices provided through the Child Care and Develop-24

ment Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858 et 25
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seq.) to child care programs and providers, including 1

health screening and diagnosis of children, parent 2

involvement and parent education, nutrition services 3

and education, staff and personnel training in early 4

childhood development, and salary upgrading for 5

early childhood development staff, and the develop-6

ment of salary schedules for staff with varying levels 7

of experience, expertise, and education; 8

(5) develop linkages among early learning pro-9

grams within a community and between early learn-10

ing programs and health care services for young 11

children in ways that facilitate greater access to 12

early learning programs; 13

(6) increase access to and quality of early learn-14

ing opportunities for young children with special 15

needs, including migratory children, children with 16

limited English proficiency, and children with devel-17

opmental delays, by facilitating coordination with 18

other programs serving such young children; 19

(7) improve the quality of early learning pro-20

grams through professional development and train-21

ing activities, increased compensation, and recruit-22

ment and retention incentives for early learning pro-23

viders; 24
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(8) remove ancillary barriers to early learning, 1

including transportation difficulties and family af-2

fordability of early learning programs; 3

(9) increase access to home visitation programs 4

that are designed to improve early learning if serv-5

ices are provided by staff who are given sufficient 6

training, and clinical and administrative supervision, 7

by a registered nurse or a qualified early childhood 8

professional; 9

(10) improve coordination between localities 10

carrying out early learning programs and persons 11

providing early intervention services under part C of 12

the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (20 13

U.S.C. 1431 et seq.); or 14

(11) increase the number of child care providers 15

serving families during nontraditional work time if 16

such providers are licensed by the State. 17

SEC. 3263. REPEAL. 18

The Early Learning Opportunities Act (title VIII of 19

the Departments of Labor, Health and Human Services, 20

and Education, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 21

2001) (as enacted into law by section 1(a)(1) of Public 22

Law 106–554) is repealed. 23
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SEC. 3264. EFFECTIVE DATE. 1

This chapter shall take effect on the first day of the 2

SEC. 3271. SHORT TITLE. 7

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Child Care Facili-8

SEC. 3272. TECHNICAL AND FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 10

GRANTS. 11

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 12

(1) CHILD CARE FACILITY.—The term ‘‘child 13

care facility’’ means a center-based or home-based 14

child care facility. 15

(2) ELIGIBLE INTERMEDIARY.—The term ‘‘eli-16

gible intermediary’’ means a private, nonprofit inter-17

mediary organization that has demonstrated experi-18

ence in— 19

(A) providing technical or financial assist-20

ance for the construction and renovation of 21

physical facilities; 22

(B) providing technical or financial assist-23

ance to child care providers; and 24
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(C) securing private sources for capital fi-1

nancing of child care or other low-income com-2

munity development. 3

(3) ELIGIBLE RECIPIENT.—The term ‘‘eligible 4

recipient’’ means— 5

(A) any existing or new center-based or 6

home-based child care provider that provides 7

services to eligible children under a program 8

carried out under the Child Care and Develop-9

ment Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858 10

et seq.), or another program serving low-income 11

children as determined by the Secretary; and 12

(B) any organization in the process of es-13

tablishing a center-based or home-based child 14

care program or otherwise seeking to provide 15

child care services to children described in sub-16

paragraph (A). 17

(4) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 18

the Secretary of Health and Human Services. 19

(b) GRANT AUTHORITY.—The Secretary may award 20

grants on a competitive basis in accordance with this sec-21

tion to eligible intermediaries to assist the intermediaries 22

in carrying out the activities described in subsection (e). 23

(c) APPLICATIONS.—To be eligible to receive a grant 24

under this section an eligible intermediary shall submit to 25
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the Secretary an application, in such form and containing 1

such information as the Secretary may require. 2

(d) PRIORITY.—In awarding grants under this sec-3

tion the Secretary shall give a priority to applicants under 4

subsection (c) that serve low-income areas or individuals. 5

(e) USE OF FUNDS.—6

(1) REVOLVING FUND.—Each eligible inter-7

mediary that receives a grant under this section 8

shall deposit the grant amount into a child care re-9

volving fund established by the eligible intermediary. 10

(2) PAYMENTS FROM FUND.—Subject to sub-11

section (f), from amounts deposited into the revolv-12

ing fund under paragraph (1), each eligible inter-13

mediary shall provide technical and financial assist-14

ance (in the form of loans, grants, investments, 15

guarantees, interest subsidies, and other appropriate 16

forms of assistance) to eligible recipients to pay for 17

the Federal share of the cost of the acquisition, con-18

struction, or improvement of child care facilities or 19

equipment, or for the improvement of related man-20

agement and business practices, for each such recipi-21

ent. The amounts may be used solely for the purpose 22

of providing technical or financial assistance. 23

(3) LOAN REPAYMENTS AND INVESTMENT PRO-24

CEEDS.—Any amount received by an eligible inter-25
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mediary from an eligible recipient in the form of a 1

loan repayment or investment proceeds shall be de-2

posited into the child care revolving fund of the eligi-3

ble intermediary for redistribution to other eligible 4

recipients in accordance with this section. 5

(f) FEDERAL SHARE.—6

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal share of the 7

cost described in subsection (e)(2) shall be not more 8

than 50 percent. 9

(2) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—The non-Federal 10

share of the cost may be provided in cash or in kind, 11

fairly evaluated, including plant, equipment, or serv-12

ices. 13

(g) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 14

authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section 15

$500,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2004 through 2008. 16

Subtitle D—Head Start Access and 17

Improvement 18

SEC. 3301. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 19

Section 639(a) of the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C. 20

CHAPTER 1—INCREASING ACCESS TO 11

QUALITY PREKINDERGARTEN PROGRAMS 12

SEC. 3401. PREKINDERGARTEN PROGRAMS. 13

Title V of the Elementary and Secondary Education 14

Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7201 et seq.) is amended by add-15

ing at the end the following: 16

‘‘PART E—PREKINDERGARTEN PROGRAMS 17

‘‘SEC. 5701. FINDINGS. 18

‘‘Congress finds the following: 19

‘‘(1) Countless studies have shown what every 20

parent already knows: High-quality preschool edu-21

cation programs work. Such programs prepare chil-22

dren to learn when they go to school, and increase 23

the success of students throughout their lives. 24
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‘‘(2) Children who get a high-quality prekinder-1

garten education are less likely to repeat a grade 2

level and have less need for special education in-3

struction than those with no prekindergarten experi-4

ence. 5

‘‘(3) Prekindergarten programs make a signifi-6

cant difference in the lives of children from low-in-7

come families. A recent study found that children in 8

high-quality child care programs had better thinking 9

and attention skills, better mathematics and pre-10

reading skills, and fewer behavioral problems. 11

‘‘(4) In a study following children to age 21 12

who received high-quality early childhood education, 13

such children were found more likely to have en-14

rolled in college, been employed, and delayed parent-15

hood. 16

‘‘SEC. 5702. DEFINITIONS. 17

‘‘In this part: 18

‘‘(1) ELIGIBLE PREKINDERGARTEN PRO-19

VIDER.—The term ‘eligible prekindergarten provider’ 20

means— 21

‘‘(A) a child care program or Head Start 22

agency under the Head Start Act (42 U.S.C. 23

9831 et seq.) that—24
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‘‘(i) has met applicable State licensing 1

requirements and has obtained accredita-2

tion by a national accrediting body with 3

demonstrated experience in accrediting 4

child care programs, prekindergarten pro-5

grams, or schools; or 6

‘‘(ii) agrees to obtain such accredita-7

tion not later than 3 years after receipt of 8

a subgrant under this part; or 9

‘‘(B) a local educational agency in partner-10

ship with an early childhood program, organiza-11

tion, or agency that serves prekindergarten 12

school children, that—13

‘‘(i) has met applicable State licensing 14

requirements and has obtained accredita-15

tion by a national accrediting body with 16

demonstrated experience in accrediting 17

child care programs, prekindergarten pro-18

grams, or schools; or 19

‘‘(ii) agrees to obtain such accredita-20

tion not later than 3 years after receipt of 21

a subgrant under this part; and. 22

‘‘(2) PREKINDERGARTEN TEACHER.—The term 23

‘prekindergarten teacher’ means an individual who 24
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has, or is working toward, a bachelor of arts degree 1

in early childhood development. 2

‘‘(3) PREKINDERGARTEN PROGRAM.—The term 3

‘prekindergarten program’ means a program serving 4

children who are 3, 4, or 5 years old that supports 5

the children’s cognitive, social, emotional, and phys-6

ical development and helps prepare the children for 7

the transition to kindergarten. 8

‘‘SEC. 5703. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 9

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—From amounts made available 10

under section 5707, the Secretary may provide grants to 11

States with approved applications under subsection (b)(2) 12

for the purpose of enabling the States to award subgrants 13

to eligible prekindergarten providers to establish, enhance, 14

or expand prekindergarten programs. 15

‘‘(b) STATE AGENCY.—16

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A State desiring a grant 17

under this part shall designate a State agency to ad-18

minister the grant. 19

‘‘(2) APPLICATION.— 20

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—With respect to a 21

State desiring a grant under this part, the 22

State agency designated under paragraph (1) 23

shall submit an application to the Secretary at 24
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such time, in such manner, and containing such 1

information as the Secretary may require. 2

‘‘(B) CONTENTS.—The application sub-3

mitted under subparagraph (A) shall include—4

to expand or enhance existing efforts 13

across the State in providing access to 14

high-quality prekindergarten pro-15

grams; 16

‘‘(II) how the State will collabo-17

rate with local child care agencies and 18

councils, including local child care re-19

source and referral agencies; 20

‘‘(III) how grant funds will be 21

used to supplement and not supplant 22

existing Federal, State, local and pri-23

vate funds used for prekindergarten 24

programs; 25
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‘‘(IV) how the State will ensure 1

that grant funds are provided to a 2

range of types of eligible prekinder-3

garten providers; 4

‘‘(V) how the State will help eli-5

gible prekindergarten providers at-6

tract and retain qualified prekinder-7

garten teachers; 8

‘‘(VI) how the State will identify 9

eligible prekindergarten providers and 10

identify children to receive prekinder-11

garten education; and 12

‘‘(VII) how the State will give 13

priority in awarding subgrants under 14

paragraph (3)(B) to full-time pre-15

kindergarten programs, including the 16

expansion of existing part-time pro-17

grams into full-time programs. 18

‘‘(3) DUTIES.—The State agency designated 19

under paragraph (1) shall—20

‘‘(A) receive and administer grant funds 21

received under this part; 22

‘‘(B) award subgrants, from such grant 23

funds received, to eligible prekindergarten pro-24

viders to carry out section 5705; and 25
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‘‘(C) conduct evaluations of prekinder-1

garten programs carried out by eligible pre-2

kindergarten providers that receive subgrants 3

under subparagraph (B). 4

‘‘SEC. 5704. LOCAL APPLICATIONS. 5

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—An eligible prekindergarten pro-6

vider that desires to receive a subgrant under this part 7

shall submit an application to the appropriate State agen-8

cy designated under section 5703(b)(1) at such time, in 9

such manner, and containing such information as such 10

State agency may reasonably require. 11

‘‘(b) CONTENT.—An application submitted under 12

subsection (a), at a minimum, shall—13

‘‘(1) demonstrate a need for the establishment, 14

enhancement, or expansion of a prekindergarten pro-15

gram; 16

‘‘(2) describe how the eligible prekindergarten 17

provider will collaborate with local early childhood 18

councils and agencies; 19

‘‘(3) provide an assurance that each individual 20

hired as a teacher by the eligible prekindergarten 21

provider for the prekindergarten program is quali-22

fied as a prekindergarten teacher; 23

‘‘(4) provide an assurance that the ratio of 24

teacher or child development specialist to children at 25
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each prekindergarten program assisted under this 1

part and administered by the provider will not ex-2

ceed 1–10; 3

‘‘(5) provide a description of how funds will be 4

used to coordinate with and enhance, but not dupli-5

cate or supplant, Federal, State, and local funding 6

for early childhood programs serving 3-, 4-, or 5-7

year old children in the community; 8

‘‘(6) describe how the eligible prekindergarten 9

provider will use a collaborative process with organi-10

zations and members of the community that have an 11

interest and experience in early childhood develop-12

ment and education to establish, enhance, or expand 13

prekindergarten programs; 14

‘‘(7) describe how the prekindergarten program 15

to be funded under the subgrant will meet the di-16

verse needs of children, ages 3 through 5, in the 17

community who are not enrolled in kindergarten, in-18

cluding children with disabilities or whose native lan-19

guage is other than English;20

‘‘(8) describe how the eligible prekindergarten 21

provider will collaborate with local schools to ensure 22

a smooth transition for participating students from 23

prekindergarten to kindergarten and early elemen-24

tary education; 25
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‘‘(9) describe the results the prekindergarten 1

program is intended to achieve, and what tools will 2

be used to measure the progress in attaining those 3

results; and 4

‘‘(10) provide an assurance that none of the 5

funds received under this part will be used for the 6

construction or renovation of existing or new facili-7

ties (except for minor remodeling needed to accom-8

plish the purposes of this part). 9

‘‘SEC. 5705. LOCAL USES OF FUNDS. 10

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—An eligible prekindergarten pro-11

vider that receives a subgrant under this part shall use 12

funds received under such subgrant to establish, enhance, 13

or expand prekindergarten programs for children who are 14

not enrolled in kindergarten, including—15

‘‘(1) providing a program that focuses on the 16

developmental needs of participating children, in-17

cluding their social, cognitive, physical, and lan-18

guage-development needs, and uses research-based 19

approaches that build on competencies that lead to 20

school success, particularly in language and literacy 21

development and in reading; 22

‘‘(2) paying the costs of purchasing educational 23

equipment, including educational materials, nec-24

essary to provide a high-quality program; 25
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‘‘(3) pursuing accreditation by a national ac-1

creditation body with demonstrated experience in ac-2

creditation of prekindergarten programs, to be ob-3

tained not later than 3 years after the date on which 4

funds are first received under this part; 5

‘‘(4) helping prekindergarten teachers pursue 6

and attain the credential and degree requirements 7

established by the State, and providing a stipend for 8

attaining educational or professional development; 9

and 10

‘‘(5) meeting the needs of working parents. 11

‘‘(b) PERMISSIBLE USES OF FUNDS.—An eligible 12

prekindergarten provider that receives a subgrant under 13

this part may use funds received under such subgrant to 14

pay for transporting students to and from a prekinder-15

garten program. 16

‘‘SEC. 5706. REPORTING. 17

‘‘(a) LOCAL REPORTS.—Each eligible prekinder-18

garten provider that receives a subgrant under this part 19

shall submit to the State agency designated under section 20

5703(b)(1), not later than 18 months after the date on 21

which the provider first receives such subgrant, a report 22

relating to the period for which subgrant funds were re-23

ceived, containing information on—24
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‘‘(1) the number and ages of children served by 1

the eligible prekindergarten provider, including in-2

formation disaggregated by family income, race, dis-3

ability, and native language; 4

‘‘(2) the number of hours of service per day and 5

number of months of service provided under the pre-6

kindergarten program; 7

‘‘(3) the total number of prekindergarten teach-8

ers employed under the prekindergarten program; 9

and 10

‘‘(4) other sources of Federal, State, local, and 11

private funds used to operate the prekindergarten 12

program for which subgrant funds were received 13

under this part. 14

‘‘(b) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—The Secretary shall 15

submit an annual report to Congress that evaluates the 16

prekindergarten programs established, enhanced, or ex-17

panded under this part. 18

‘‘SEC. 5707. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 19

‘‘There are authorized to be appropriated to carry out 20

this part $2,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2004, 21

$4,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2005, $5,000,000,000 for 22

fiscal year 2006, $8,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2007, and 23

$10,000,000,000 for fiscal year 2008.’’. 24
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CHAPTER 2—IMPROVING THE 1

AVAILABILITY OF BOOKS 2

SEC. 3411. SHORT TITLE. 3

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Book Stamp Act’’. 4

SEC. 3412. FINDINGS. 5

Congress finds the following: 6

(1) Literacy is fundamental to all learning. 7

(2) Between 40 and 60 percent of the Nation’s 8

children do not read at grade level, particularly chil-9

dren in families and school districts that are chal-10

lenged by significant financial or social instability. 11

(3) Increased investments in child literacy are 12

needed to improve opportunities for children and the 13

efficacy of the Nation’s education investments. 14

(4) Increasing access to books in the home is 15

an important means of improving child literacy, 16

which can be accomplished nationally at modest cost. 17

(5) Effective channels for book distribution al-18

ready exist through child care providers. 19

SEC. 3413. DEFINITIONS. 20

In this chapter: 21

(1) EARLY LEARNING PROGRAM.—The term 22

‘‘early learning’’, used with respect to a program, 23

means a program of activities designed to facilitate 24

development of cognitive, language, motor, and so-25
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cial-emotional skills in children under age 6 as a 1

means of enabling the children to enter school ready 2

to learn, such as a Head Start or Early Head Start 3

program carried out under the Head Start Act (42 4

U.S.C. 9831 et seq.), or a State prekindergarten 5

program. 6

(2) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 7

the Secretary of Health and Human Services. 8

(3) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means the 50 9

States, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth 10

of Puerto Rico, Guam, the United States Virgin Is-11

lands, American Samoa, and the Commonwealth of 12

the Northern Mariana Islands. 13

(4) STATE AGENCY.—The term ‘‘State agency’’ 14

means an agency designated under section 658D of 15

the Child Care and Development Block Grant Act of 16

1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858b). 17

SEC. 3414. GRANTS TO STATE AGENCIES. 18

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF PROGRAM.—The Secretary 19

shall establish and carry out a program to promote child 20

literacy and improve children’s access to books at home 21

and in early learning and other child care programs, by 22

making books available through early learning and other 23

child care programs. 24

(b) GRANTS.—25
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(1) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out the program, 1

the Secretary shall make grants to State agencies 2

from allotments determined under paragraph (2).3

(2) ALLOTMENTS.—For each fiscal year, the 4

Secretary shall allot to each State an amount that 5

bears the same ratio to the total of the available 6

funds for the fiscal year as the amount the State re-7

ceives under section 658O(b) of the Child Care and 8

Development Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9

9858m(b)) for the fiscal year bears to the total 10

amount received by all States under that section for 11

the fiscal year. 12

(c) APPLICATIONS.—To be eligible to receive an allot-13

ment under this section, a State shall submit an applica-14

tion to the Secretary at such time, in such manner, and 15

containing such information as the Secretary may require. 16

(d) ACCOUNTABILITY.—The provisions of sections 17

658I(b) and 658K(b) of the Child Care and Development 18

Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 9858g(b), 9858i(b)) 19

shall apply to States receiving grants under this chapter, 20

except that references in those sections—21

(1) to a chapter shall be considered to be ref-22

erences to this chapter; and 23
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(2) to a plan or application shall be considered 1

to be references to an application submitted under 2

subsection (c). 3

(e) DEFINITION.—In this section, the term ‘‘available 4

funds’’, used with respect to a fiscal year, means the total 5

of—6

(1) the funds made available under section 7

417(c)(1) of title 39, United States Code for the fis-8

cal year; and 9

(2) the amounts appropriated under section 10

3419 for the fiscal year. 11

SEC. 3415. CONTRACTS TO CHILD CARE RESOURCE AND12

REFERRAL AGENCIES. 13

A State agency that receives a grant under section 14

3414 shall use funds made available through the grant 15

to enter into contracts with local child care resource and 16

referral agencies to carry out the activities described in 17

section 3416. The State agency may reserve not more than 18

3 percent of the funds made available through the grant 19

to support a public awareness campaign relating to the 20

activities. 21

SEC. 3416. USE OF FUNDS. 22

(a) ACTIVITIES.—23

(1) BOOK PAYMENTS FOR ELIGIBLE PRO-24

VIDERS.—A child care resource and referral agency 25
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that receives a contract under section 3415 shall use 1

the funds made available through the grant to pro-2

vide payments for eligible early learning program 3

and other child care providers, on the basis of local 4

needs, to enable the providers to make books avail-5

able, to promote child literacy and improve chil-6

dren’s access to books at home and in early learning 7

and other child care programs.8

(2) ELIGIBLE PROVIDERS.—To be eligible to re-9

ceive a payment under paragraph (1), a provider 10

shall—11

(A)(i) be a center-based child care pro-12

vider, a group home child care provider, or a 13

family child care provider, described in section 14

658P(5)(A) of the Child Care and Development 15

Block Grant Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 16

9858n(5)(A)); or 17

(ii) be a Head Start agency designated 18

under section 641 of the Head Start Act (42 19

U.S.C. 9836), an entity that receives assistance 20

under section 645A of such Act (42 U.S.C. 21

9840a) to carry out an Early Head Start pro-22

gram or another provider of an early learning 23

program; and 24
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(B) provide services in an area where chil-1

dren face high risks of literacy difficulties, as 2

defined by the Secretary. 3

(b) RESPONSIBILITIES.—A child care resource and 4

referral agency that receives a contract under section 3415 5

to provide payments to eligible providers shall— 6

(1) consult with local individuals and organiza-7

tions concerned with early literacy (including parents 8

and organizations carrying out the Reach Out and 9

Read, First Book, and Reading Is Fundamental pro-10

grams) regarding local book distribution needs; 11

(2) make reasonable efforts to learn public de-12

mographic and other information about local fami-13

lies and child literacy programs carried out by the 14

eligible providers, as needed to inform the agency’s 15

decisions as the agency carries out the contract; 16

(3) coordinate local orders of the books made 17

available under this chapter; 18

(4) distribute, to each eligible provider that re-19

ceives a payment under this chapter, not fewer than 20

1 book every 6 months for each child served by the 21

provider for more than 3 of the preceding 6 months; 22

(5) use not more than 5 percent of the funds 23

made available through the contract to provide train-24

ing and technical assistance to the eligible providers 25
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on the effective use of books with young children at 1

different stages of development; and 2

(6) be a training resource for eligible providers 3

that want to offer parent workshops on developing 4

reading readiness. 5

(c) DISCOUNTS.—6

(1) IN GENERAL.—Federal funds made avail-7

able under this chapter for the purchase of books 8

may only be used to purchase books on the same 9

terms as are customarily available in the book indus-10

try to entities carrying out nonprofit bulk book pur-11

chase and distribution programs. 12

(2) TERMS.—An entity offering books for pur-13

chase under this chapter shall be presumed to have 14

met the requirements of paragraph (1), absent con-15

trary evidence, if the terms include a discount of 43 16

percent off the catalogue price of the books, with no 17

additional charge for shipping and handling of the 18

books. 19

(d) ADMINISTRATION.—The child care resource and 20

referral agency may not use more than 6 percent of the 21

funds made available through the contract for administra-22

tive costs. 23
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SEC. 3417. REPORT TO CONGRESS. 1

Not later than 2 years of the date of enactment of 2

this chapter, the Secretary shall prepare and submit to 3

Congress a report on the implementation of the activities 4

carried out under this chapter. 5

SEC. 3418. SPECIAL POSTAGE STAMPS FOR CHILD LIT-6

ERACY. 7

Chapter 4 of title 39, United States Code is amended 8

by adding at the end the following: 9

‘‘§ 417. Special postage stamps for child literacy 10

‘‘(a) In order to afford the public a convenient way 11

to contribute to funding for child literacy, the Postal Serv-12

ice shall establish a special rate of postage for first-class 13

mail under this section. The stamps that bear the special 14

rate of postage shall promote childhood literacy and shall, 15

to the extent practicable, contain an image relating to a 16

character in a children’s book or cartoon. 17

‘‘(b)(1) The rate of postage established under this 18

section—19

‘‘(A) shall be equal to the regular first-class 20

rate of postage, plus a differential of not to exceed 21

25 percent; 22

‘‘(B) shall be set by the Governors in accord-23

ance with such procedures as the Governors shall by 24

regulation prescribe (in lieu of the procedures de-25

scribed in chapter 36); and 26
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‘‘(C) shall be offered as an alternative to the 1

regular first-class rate of postage. 2

‘‘(2) The use of the special rate of postage established 3

under this section shall be voluntary on the part of postal 4

patrons. 5

‘‘(c)(1) Of the amounts becoming available for child 6

literacy pursuant to this section, the Postal Service shall 7

pay 100 percent to the Department of Health and Human 8

Services. 9

‘‘(2) Payments made under this subsection to the De-10

partment shall be made under such arrangements as the 11

Postal Service shall by mutual agreement with such De-12

partment establish in order to carry out the objectives of 13

this section, except that, under those arrangements, pay-14

ments to such agency shall be made at least twice a year. 15

‘‘(3) In this section, the term ‘amounts becoming 16

available for child literacy pursuant to this section’ 17

means—18

‘‘(A) the total amounts received by the Postal 19

Service that the Postal Service would not have re-20

ceived but for the enactment of this section; reduced 21

by 22

‘‘(B) an amount sufficient to cover reasonable 23

costs incurred by the Postal Service in carrying out 24

this section, including costs attributable to the print-25
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ing, sale, and distribution of stamps under this sec-1

tion, 2

as determined by the Postal Service under regulations that 3

the Postal Service shall prescribe. 4

‘‘(d) It is the sense of Congress that nothing in this 5

section should—6

‘‘(1) directly or indirectly cause a net decrease 7

in total funds received by the Department of Health 8

and Human Services, or any other agency of the 9

Government (or any component or program of the 10

Government), below the level that would otherwise 11

have been received but for the enactment of this sec-12

tion; or 13

‘‘(2) affect regular first-class rates of postage 14

or any other regular rates of postage. 15

‘‘(e) Special postage stamps made available under 16

this section shall be made available to the public beginning 17

on such date as the Postal Service shall by regulation pre-18

scribe, but in no event later than 12 months after the date 19

of enactment of this section. 20

‘‘(f) The Postmaster General shall include in each re-21

port provided under section 2402, with respect to any pe-22

riod during any portion of which this section is in effect, 23

information concerning the operation of this section, ex-24
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cept that, at a minimum, each report shall include infor-1

mation on—2

‘‘(1) the total amounts described in subsection 3

(c)(3)(A) that were received by the Postal Service 4

during the period covered by such report; and 5

‘‘(2) of the amounts described in paragraph (1), 6

how much (in the aggregate and by category) was 7

required for the purposes described in subsection 8

(c)(3)(B). 9

‘‘(g) This section shall cease to be effective at the 10

end of the 2-year period beginning on the date on which 11

special postage stamps made available under this section 12

are first made available to the public.’’. 13

SEC. 3419. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 14

There is authorized to be appropriated to carry out 15

this chapter $50,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2004 16

through 2008. 17
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CHAPTER 3—QUALITY TEACHING AND 1

Subchapter A—Amendment to Title II of the 3

Elementary and Secondary Education Act 4

of 19655

SEC. 3421. AMENDMENTS TO TITLE II. 6

Title II of the Elementary and Secondary Education 7

Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6601 et seq.) is amended by add-8

ing at the end the following: 9

‘‘PART E—CLASS SIZE REDUCTION 10

‘‘SEC. 2501. GRANT PROGRAM. 11

‘‘(a) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this section are—12

‘‘(1) to reduce class size through the use of 13

highly qualified teachers; 14

‘‘(2) to assist States and local educational agen-15

cies in recruiting, hiring, and training 100,000 16

teachers in order to reduce class sizes nationally, in 17

kindergarten through grade 3, to an average of 18 18

students per regular classroom; and 19

‘‘(3) to improve teaching in those grades so 20

that all students can learn to read independently 21

and well by the end of the 3d grade. 22

‘‘(b) ALLOTMENT TO STATES.—23

‘‘(1) RESERVATION.—From the amount made 24

available to carry out this part for a fiscal year, the 25
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Secretary shall reserve not more than 1 percent for 1

the Secretary of the Interior (on behalf of the Bu-2

reau of Indian Affairs) and the outlying areas for 3

activities carried out in accordance with this section. 4

‘‘(2) STATE ALLOTMENTS.—5

‘‘(A) HOLD HARMLESS.—6

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Subject to sub-7

paragraph (B) and clause (ii), from the 8

amount made available to carry out this 9

part for a fiscal year and not reserved 10

under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall 11

allot to each State—12

‘‘(I) for the first fiscal year for 13

which allotments are made under this 14

subparagraph, an amount equal to the 15

amount that such State received 16

under section 306 of the Department 17

of Education Appropriations Act, 18

2001; and 19

‘‘(II) for each subsequent fiscal 20

year for which allotments are made 21

under this subparagraph, an amount 22

equal to the amount that such State 23

received for the preceding fiscal year 24

under this section. 25
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‘‘(ii) RATABLE REDUCTION.—If the 1

amount made available to carry out this 2

part for a fiscal year and not reserved 3

under paragraph (1) is insufficient to pay 4

the full amounts that all States are eligible 5

to receive under clause (i) for such fiscal 6

year, the Secretary shall ratably reduce 7

such amounts for such fiscal year. 8

‘‘(B) ALLOTMENT OF ADDITIONAL 9

FUNDS.—10

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Subject to clause 11

(ii), for any fiscal year for which the 12

amount made available to carry out this 13

part and not reserved under paragraph (1) 14

exceeds the amount needed to pay the full 15

amounts that all States are eligible to re-16

ceive under subparagraph (A) for such fis-17

cal year, the Secretary shall allot to each 18

State the percentage of the excess amount 19

that is the greater of—20

‘‘(I) the percentage that such 21

State received for the preceding fiscal 22

year of the total amount made avail-23

able to the States under section 1122; 24

or 25
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‘‘(II)(aa) for the first of the fis-1

cal years for which allotments are 2

made under this subparagraph (re-3

ferred to individually in this subclause 4

as an ‘allotment year’), the percentage 5

that such State received for the pre-6

ceding fiscal year of the total amount 7

made available to the States under 8

section 5111(a); or 9

‘‘(bb) for each subsequent allot-10

ment year, the percentage that such 11

State received for the preceding allot-12

ment year of the total amount made 13

available to the States under this sec-14

tion. 15

‘‘(ii) RATABLE REDUCTIONS.—If the 16

excess amount for a fiscal year is insuffi-17

cient to pay the full amounts that all 18

States are eligible to receive under clause 19

(i) for such fiscal year, the Secretary shall 20

ratably reduce such amounts for such fis-21

cal year. 22

‘‘(C) DEFINITION.—In this paragraph, the 23

term ‘State’ does not include an outlying area. 24
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‘‘(c) ALLOCATION TO LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGEN-1

CIES.—2

‘‘(1) ALLOCATION.—Each State that receives 3

funds under this section shall allocate 100 percent 4

of those funds to local educational agencies, of 5

which—6

‘‘(A) 80 percent shall be allocated to those 7

local educational agencies in proportion to the 8

number of children, age 5 through 17, from 9

families with incomes below the poverty line (as 10

defined by the Office of Management and 11

Budget and revised annually in accordance with 12

section 673(2) of the Community Services 13

Block Grant Act (42 U.S.C. 9902(2))) applica-14

ble to a family of the size involved, who reside 15

in the school district served by that local edu-16

cational agency for the most recent fiscal year 17

for which satisfactory data are available, com-18

pared to the number of those children who re-19

side in the school districts served by all the 20

local educational agencies in the State for that 21

fiscal year; and 22

‘‘(B) 20 percent shall be allocated to those 23

local educational agencies in accordance with 24

the relative enrollments of children, age 5 25
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through 17, in public and private nonprofit ele-1

mentary schools and secondary schools within 2

the areas served by those agencies. 3

‘‘(2) EXCEPTION.—Notwithstanding paragraph 4

(1) and subsection (d)(2)(B), if the award to a local 5

educational agency under this section is less than 6

the starting salary for a new highly qualified teacher 7

for a school served by that agency, that agency may 8

use funds made available under this section to—9

‘‘(A) help pay the salary of a full- or part-10

time highly qualified teacher hired to reduce 11

class size, which may be done in combination 12

with the expenditure of other Federal, State, or 13

local funds; or 14

‘‘(B) pay for activities described in sub-15

section (d)(2)(A)(iii) that may be related to 16

teaching in smaller classes. 17

‘‘(d) USE OF FUNDS.—18

‘‘(1) MANDATORY USES.—Each local edu-19

cational agency that receives funds under this sec-20

tion shall use those funds to carry out effective ap-21

proaches to reducing class size through use of highly 22

qualified teachers to improve educational achieve-23

ment for both regular and special needs children, 24

with particular consideration given to reducing class 25
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size in the early elementary grades for which some 1

research has shown class size reduction is most ef-2

fective. 3

‘‘(2) PERMISSIBLE USES.—4

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Each such local edu-5

cational agency may use funds made available 6

under this section for—7

‘‘(i) recruiting (including through the 8

use of signing bonuses and other financial 9

incentives), hiring, and training highly 10

qualified regular and special education 11

teachers (which may include hiring special 12

education teachers to team-teach with reg-13

ular teachers in classrooms that contain 14

both children with disabilities and non-15

disabled children) and teachers of special 16

needs children; 17

‘‘(ii) testing new teachers for aca-18

demic content knowledge, and to meet 19

State certification or licensing require-20

ments that are consistent with title II of 21

the Higher Education Act of 1965; and 22

‘‘(iii) providing professional develop-23

ment (which may include such activities as 24

promoting retention and mentoring) for 25
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teachers, including special education teach-1

ers and teachers of special needs children, 2

in order to meet the goal of ensuring that 3

all teachers have the general knowledge, 4

teaching skills, and subject matter knowl-5

edge necessary to teach effectively in the 6

content areas in which the teachers teach, 7

consistent with title II of the Higher Edu-8

cation Act of 1965. 9

‘‘(B) LIMITATION ON TESTING AND PRO-10

FESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT.—11

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Except as pro-12

vided in clause (ii), a local educational 13

agency may use not more than a total of 14

25 percent of the funds received by the 15

agency under this section for activities de-16

scribed in clauses (ii) and (iii) of subpara-17

graph (A). 18

‘‘(ii) SPECIAL RULE.—A local edu-19

cational agency may use more than 25 per-20

cent of the funds the agency receives under 21

this section for activities described in sub-22

paragraph (A)(iii) for the purpose of help-23

ing teachers who are not yet highly quali-24

fied in attaining full qualification if 10 per-25
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cent or more of the elementary school 1

classes in a school are taught by individ-2

uals who are not highly qualified teachers 3

or the State educational agency has waived 4

State certification or licensing require-5

ments for 10 percent or more of such 6

teachers.

SCHOOLS. 15

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 1 of the Internal Rev-16

enue Code of 1986 is amended by adding at the end the 17

Provisions20

‘‘Sec. 1400M. Credit to holders of qualified public school mod-

ernization bonds. 

‘‘Sec. 1400N. Qualified school construction bonds. 

‘‘Sec. 1400O. Qualified zone academy bonds.
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‘‘SEC. 1400M. CREDIT TO HOLDERS OF QUALIFIED PUBLIC 1

SCHOOL MODERNIZATION BONDS. 2

‘‘(a) ALLOWANCE OF CREDIT.—In the case of a tax-3

payer who holds a qualified public school modernization 4

bond on a credit allowance date of such bond which occurs 5

during the taxable year, there shall be allowed as a credit 6

against the tax imposed by this chapter for such taxable 7

year an amount equal to the sum of the credits determined 8

under subsection (b) with respect to credit allowance dates 9

during such year on which the taxpayer holds such bond. 10

‘‘(b) AMOUNT OF CREDIT.—11

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The amount of the credit 12

determined under this subsection with respect to any 13

credit allowance date for a qualified public school 14

modernization bond is 25 percent of the annual 15

credit determined with respect to such bond. 16

‘‘(2) ANNUAL CREDIT.—The annual credit de-17

termined with respect to any qualified public school 18

modernization bond is the product of—19

‘‘(A) the applicable credit rate, multiplied 20

by 21

‘‘(B) the outstanding face amount of the 22

bond. 23

‘‘(3) APPLICABLE CREDIT RATE.—For purposes 24

of paragraph (1), the applicable credit rate with re-25

spect to an issue is the rate equal to an average 26
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market yield (as of the day before the date of 1

issuance of the issue) on outstanding long-term cor-2

porate debt obligations (determined under regula-3

tions prescribed by the Secretary). 4

‘‘(4) SPECIAL RULE FOR ISSUANCE AND RE-5

DEMPTION.—In the case of a bond which is issued 6

during the 3-month period ending on a credit allow-7

ance date, the amount of the credit determined 8

under this subsection with respect to such credit al-9

lowance date shall be a ratable portion of the credit 10

otherwise determined based on the portion of the 3-11

month period during which the bond is outstanding. 12

A similar rule shall apply when the bond is re-13

deemed. 14

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‘‘(1) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term 1

‘local educational agency’ has the meaning given to 2

such term by section 9101 of the Elementary and 3

Secondary Education Act of 1965. Such term in-4

cludes the local educational agency that serves the 5

District of Columbia but does not include any other 6

State agency. 7

‘‘(2) BOND.—The term ‘bond’ includes any ob-8

ligation. 9

‘‘(3) STATE.—The term ‘State’ includes the 10

District of Columbia and any possession of the 11

United States. 12

‘‘(4) PUBLIC SCHOOL FACILITY.—The term 13

‘public school facility’ shall not include—14

‘‘(A) any stadium or other facility pri-15

marily used for athletic contests or exhibitions16

or other events for which admission is charged 17

to the general public, or 18

‘‘(B) any facility which is not owned by a 19

State or local government or any agency or in-20

strumentality of a State or local government. 21

‘‘(f) CREDIT INCLUDED IN GROSS INCOME.—Gross 22

income includes the amount of the credit allowed to the 23

taxpayer under this section (determined without regard to 24
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subsection (c)) and the amount so included shall be treat-1

ed as interest income. 2

‘‘(g) BONDS HELD BY REGULATED INVESTMENT 3

COMPANIES.—If any qualified public school modernization 4

bond is held by a regulated investment company, the credit 5

determined under subsection (a) shall be allowed to share-6

holders of such company under procedures prescribed by 7

the Secretary. 8

‘‘(h) CREDITS MAY BE STRIPPED.—Under regula-9

tions prescribed by the Secretary— 10

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—There may be a separation 11

(including at issuance) of the ownership of a quali-12

fied public school modernization bond and the enti-13

tlement to the credit under this section with respect 14

to such bond.

Subchapter B—Schools as Centers of the 13

Community 14

SEC. 3461. FINDINGS. 15

Congress makes the following findings: 16

(1) Communities across the Nation need to 17

build and modernize thousands of public elementary 18

schools and secondary schools in the coming decade 19

in ways that reflect new approaches to teaching and 20

learning, and in ways that reflect the fact that learn-21

ing is a lifelong process for persons of all ages. 22

These schools can make an enduring difference for 23

these communities by affecting not just students but 24

entire neighborhoods for generations. 25
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(2) The National Symposium on School Design 1

has recommended that local educational agencies 2

hold community dialogues that discuss the planning 3

and design of their new school buildings. Community 4

partnerships of parents, educators, architects, urban 5

planners, students, and other interested parties can 6

assist local educational agencies to design new 7

schools that better meet the needs of their commu-8

nities now and in the future. 9

(3) Establishing such community partnerships 10

for the purpose of broadening public participation in 11

the planning and design of schools encourages 12

broader community involvement in the schools, gen-13

erates creativity in the planning process, and pro-14

motes savings, cost-sharing, and the most effective 15

use of the school building by the entire community. 16

Such partnerships can help create schools that are 17

centers of teaching and learning for the entire com-18

munity. 19

SEC. 3462. PURPOSE. 20

cational status as to be eligible for child support as 19

provided for by law. 20

(2) ELIGIBLE CHILD.—The term ‘‘eligible 21

child’’ means a child who—22

(A) is not currently receiving cash assist-23

ance under the State program funded under 24
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part A of title IV of the Social Security Act (42 1

U.S.C. 601 et seq.); 2

(B) meets the eligibility requirements es-3

tablished by the State for participation in a 4

project administered under this section; and 5

(C) is the subject of a support order, as 6

defined in section 453(p) of the Social Security 7

Act (42 U.S.C. 653(p)), or for which good 8

cause exists, as determined by the appropriate 9

5 States to conduct demonstration projects for the pur-19

pose of establishing, expanding, or improving a system of 20

an assured minimum child support payment to an eligible 21

child in accordance with this section.

IANA ISLANDS. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 6 of the Fair Labor 4

Standards Act of 1938 (29 U.S.C. 206) shall apply to the 5

Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands. 6

SEC. 5211. SHORT TITLE. 4

This chapter may be cited as the ‘‘Federal Living 5

(2) The wages of many working Americans 11

have not kept pace with the cost of providing for 12

their families.

(4) Recipients of Federal contracts have bene-18

fited greatly from the provision of taxpayers’ dollars. 19

(5) The Congressional Budget Office concluded 20

that the Federal Government spends more than $30 21

billion a year on spending and credit programs. 22

(6) Congress must ensure that Federal dollars 23

are used responsibly to improve the economic secu-24

rity and well-being of Americans across the country. 25
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SEC. 5213. POVERTY LEVEL WAGE. 1

(a) REQUIREMENT.—2

(1) GENERAL RULE.—Except as provided in 3

paragraph (2), any employer under a Federal con-4

tract for an amount exceeding $10,000 or a sub-5

contract under a Federal contract for such an 6

amount shall, except as provided in subsection (b), 7

pay each of the employer’s employees working on or 8

hired in conjunction with such contract or sub-9

contract—10

(A) an hourly wage necessary for such em-11

ployee to earn, while working 40 hours a week 12

on a full-time basis, the amount of the Federal 13

poverty level for a family of 4 (as published in 14

the Federal Register by the Department of 15

Health and Human Services under the author-16

ity of section 673(2) of the Omnibus Budget 17

Reconciliation Act of 1981), or 18

(B) $8.20 an hour, 19

whichever is greater. 20

(2) EXCEPTION.—An employer which is—21

(A) a small business concern as defined 22

under section 3 of the Small Business Act (15 23

U.S.C. 632), or 24

(B) a nonprofit organization exempt from 25

Federal income tax under section 501(c) of the 26
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Internal Revenue Code of 1986 if the ratio of 1

the total compensation of its chief executive of-2

ficer to the compensation of the full-time equiv-3

alent of its lowest paid employee is not greater 4

than 25 to 1, 5

shall not be required to pay the wage prescribed by 6

paragraph (1). 7

(3) SCOPE.—An employer may not avoid the re-8

quirement of paragraph (1) by laying off or other-9

wise terminating the employment of an employee 10

with the intention of replacing such employee with 11

an employee who, under subsection (b), is not eligi-12

ble for the subsection (a) wage. 13

(b) EXCEPTION.—An employee who is participating 14

in—15

(1) an apprenticeship program, or 16

(2) any other training program which does not 17

exceed 6 months in duration and which is offered to 18

an employee while employed in productive work that 19

provides training, technical and other related skills, 20

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(c) CONTRACT REQUIREMENT.—Any contract be-1

tween the Federal Government and any contractor and 2

any contract between such contractor with a subcontractor 3

to carry out work for the Federal Government shall re-4

quire the contractor or subcontractor to pay the wage pre-5

scribed by subsection (a)(1). 6

(d) ENFORCEMENT.—7

(1) SUSPENSION.—If an employer does not pay 8

the wage required by subsection (a) the Federal con-9

tract or subcontract under which such employer was 10

employing employees shall be suspended. 11

(2) INELIGIBILITY.—An employer described in 12

paragraph (1) shall not be eligible for any Federal 13

contract or subcontract for a period of 5 years be-14

ginning on the date the employer does not pay the 15

required wage. 16

(3) RESTITUTION.—An employer who does not 17

pay the wage required by subsection (a) shall be lia-18

ble to the United States in an amount equal to the 19

unpaid wages and in addition an equal amount as 20

liquidated damages. The Secretary of Labor shall 21

pay to the employees who were not paid such wage 22

the amount recovered by the United States under 23

this paragraph.

(a) VOUCHER SUCCESS FUND.—5

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established the 6

Voucher Success Fund (referred to in this section as 7

the ‘‘Fund’’). 8

(2) PURPOSES.—The purposes of the Fund 9

are—10

(A) to address barriers that individuals en-11

counter in successfully utilizing voucher rental 12

assistance provided under section 8(o) of the 13

United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 14

(B) to help improve the operation of that 16

voucher rental assistance program.

(i) difficult market conditions; 3

(i) low rates of success for families at-4

tempting to use voucher rental assistance 5

provided under that section; 6

(iii) concentrations of assisted families 7

in high poverty neighborhoods; and 8

(iv) other program difficulties; and 9

(B) for activities that include—10

(i) technical assistance to local public 11

housing authorities or communities to im-12

prove the success of the voucher rental as-13

sistance program under section 8(o) of the 14

United States Housing Act (42 U.S.C. 15

1437f(o)); 16

(ii) assistance for families in using 17

that assistance, including mobility coun-18

seling, assistance with security deposits, 19

transportation, and other activities in-20

tended to increase the likelihood that fami-21

lies will succeed in leasing units or leasing 22

units outside of areas of concentrated pov-23

erty; and 24
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(iii) outreach to landlords and com-1

munity groups to encourage participation 2

in that voucher rental assistance program. 3

(4) MONITORING SYSTEMS.—The Secretary 4

may use not more than 1 percent of any amount 5

made available to the Fund under this section to es-6

tablish monitoring systems for the Fund. 7

(5) REPORT.—Not later than 12 months after 8

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary 9

shall—10

(A) conduct a detailed evaluation of the ef-11

fect of providing assistance under this section; 12

and 13

(B) submit a report to Congress regarding 14

the evaluation conducted under subparagraph 15

(A). 16

(6) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—17

There is authorized to be appropriated to the Fund, 18

$50,000,000 for each of the fiscal years 2004 19

through 2013 to carry out this section.20

Subtitle B—National Affordable 21

Housing Trust Fund 22

SEC. 7101. PURPOSES. 23

The purposes of this subtitle are—24
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(1) to fill the growing gap in the national abil-1

ity to build affordable housing by using profits gen-2

erated by Federal housing programs to fund addi-3

tional housing activities, and not supplant existing 4

housing appropriations; 5

(2) to enable rental housing to be built for 6

those families with the greatest need in areas with 7

the greatest opportunities in mixed-income settings; 8

and 9

(3) to promote homeownership for low-income 10

families. 11

SEC. 7102. NATIONAL AFFORDABLE HOUSING TRUST FUND. 12

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF TRUST FUND.—There is es-13

tablished in the Treasury of the United States a trust fund 14

to be known as the ‘‘National Affordable Housing Trust 15

Fund’’ (referred to in this subtitle as the ‘‘Trust Fund’’) 16

for the purpose of promoting the development of afford-17

able housing. 18

(b) DEPOSITS TO THE TRUST FUND.—For fiscal 19

year 2004 and each fiscal year thereafter, there is author-20

ized to be appropriated to the Trust Fund an amount 21

equal to the sum of—22

(1) any revenue generated by the Mutual Mort-23

gage Insurance Fund of the Federal Housing Ad-24

ministration in excess of the amount necessary for 25
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the Mutual Mortgage Insurance Fund to maintain a 1

capital ratio of 3 percent for the preceding fiscal 2

year; and 3

(2) any revenue generated by the Government 4

National Mortgage Association in excess of the 5

amount necessary to pay the administrative costs 6

and expenses necessary to ensure the safety and 7

soundness of the Government National Mortgage As-8

sociation for the preceding fiscal year, as determined 9

by the Secretary of Housing and Urban Develop-10

ment. 11

(c) EXPENDITURES FROM THE TRUST FUND.—For 12

fiscal year 2004 and each fiscal year thereafter, amounts 13

appropriated to the Trust Fund shall be available to the 14

Secretary of Housing and Urban Development for use in 15

accordance with section 7103. 16

SEC. 7103. ADMINISTRATION OF NATIONAL AFFORDABLE 17

HOUSING TRUST FUND. 18

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 19

(1) AFFORDABLE HOUSING.—The term ‘‘afford-20

able housing’’ means housing for rental that bears 21

rents not greater than the lesser of— 22

(A) the existing fair market rent for com-23

parable units in the area, as established by the 24
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Secretary under section 8 of the United States 1

Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f); or 2

(B) a rent that does not exceed 30 percent 3

of the adjusted income of a family whose in-4

come equals 65 percent of the median income 5

for the area, as determined by the Secretary, 6

with an adjustment for the number of bedrooms 7

in the unit, except that the Secretary may es-8

tablish income ceilings that are higher or lower 9

than 65 percent of the median for the area if 10

the Secretary finds that such variations are 11

necessary because of prevailing levels of con-12

struction costs or fair market rents, or unusu-13

ally high or low family incomes. 14

(2) CONTINUED ASSISTANCE RENTAL SUBSIDY 15

PROGRAM.—The term ‘‘continued assistance rental 16

subsidy program’’ means a program under which— 17

(A) project-based assistance is provided, 18

for not more than 3 years, to a family in an af-19

fordable housing unit developed with assistance 20

made available under subsection (c) or (d) in a 21

project that partners with a public housing 22

agency, which agency agrees—23

(i) to provide the assisted family with 24

a priority for the receipt of a voucher 25
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under section 8(o) of the United States 1

Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f(o)) 2

if the family chooses to move after the ini-3

tial year of occupancy; and 4

(ii) to refer eligible voucher holders to 5

the property when a vacancy occurs; and6

(B) after 3 years, subject to appropria-7

tions, continued assistance is provided under 8

section 8(o) of the United States Housing Act 9

of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f(o)), notwithstanding 10

any provision to the contrary in that section, 11

if—12

(i) the program is administered to 13

provide families with the option of contin-14

ued assistance with tenant-based vouchers 15

if such a family chooses to move after the 16

initial year of occupancy; and 17

(ii) the public housing agency agrees 18

to refer eligible voucher holders to the 19

property when a vacancy occurs.20

(3) ELIGIBLE ACTIVITY.—The term ‘‘eligible 21

activity’’ means an activity that relates to the devel-22

opment of affordable housing, including—23

(A) the construction of new housing; 24

(B) the acquisition of real property; 25
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(C) site preparation and improvement, in-1

cluding demolition; 2

(D) substantial rehabilitation of existing 3

housing; and 4

(E) rental subsidy for not more than 3 5

years under a continued assistance rental sub-6

sidy program. 7

(4) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-8

ty’’ includes any public or private nonprofit or for-9

profit entity, unit of local government, regional plan-10

ning entity, and any other entity engaged in the de-11

velopment of affordable housing, as determined by 12

the Secretary. 13

(5) ELIGIBLE INTERMEDIARY.—The term ‘‘eli-14

gible intermediary’’ means— 15

(A) a nonprofit community development 16

corporation; 17

(B) a community development financial in-18

stitution (as defined in section 103 of the Com-19

munity Development Banking and Financial In-20

stitutions Act of 1994 (12 U.S.C. 4702)); 21

(C) a State or local trust fund; 22

(D) any entity eligible for assistance under 23

section 4 of the HUD Demonstration Act of 24

1993 (42 U.S.C. 9816 note); 25
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(E) a national, regional, or statewide non-1

profit organization; and 2

(F) any other appropriate nonprofit entity, 3

as determined by the Secretary. 4

(6) EXTREMELY LOW-INCOME FAMILIES.—The 5

term ‘‘extremely low-income families’’ means very 6

low-income families (as defined in section 3(b) of the 7

United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 8

1437a(b)) whose incomes do not exceed 30 percent 9

of the median family income for the area, as deter-10

mined by the Secretary with adjustments for smaller 11

and larger families, except that the Secretary may 12

establish income ceilings that are higher or lower 13

than 30 percent of the median for the area if the 14

Secretary finds that such variations are necessary 15

because of unusually high or low family incomes. 16

(7) LOW-INCOME FAMILIES.—The term ‘‘low-in-17

come families’’ has the same meaning as in section 18

3(b) of the United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 19

U.S.C. 1437a(b)). 20

(8) NON-FEDERAL SOURCES.—Non-Federal 21

sources include—22

(A) 50 percent of funds allocable to tax 23

credits allocated under section 42 of the Inter-24

nal Revenue Code of 1986; 25
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(B) 50 percent of revenue from mortgage 1

revenue bonds issued under section 143 of that 2

Code; and 3

(C) 50 percent of proceeds from the sale of 4

tax exempt bonds. 5

(9) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 6

the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development. 7

(10) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ has the same 8

meaning as in section 3(b) of the United States 9

Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437a(b)). 10

(b) ALLOCATION TO STATES AND ELIGIBLE INTER-11

MEDIARIES.—For fiscal year 2004 and each fiscal year 12

thereafter, of the total amount made available to the Sec-13

retary from the Trust Fund under section 7102(c)—14

(1) 75 percent shall be used by the Secretary 15

to award grants to States in accordance with sub-16

section (c); and 17

(2) 25 percent shall be used by the Secretary 18

to award grants to eligible intermediaries in accord-19

ance with subsection (d). 20

(c) GRANTS TO STATES.—21

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), 22

from the amount made available for each fiscal year 23

under subsection (b)(1), the Secretary shall award 24

grants to States, in accordance with an allocation 25
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formula established by the Secretary, based on the 1

pro rata share of each State of the total need among 2

all States for an increased supply of affordable hous-3

ing, as determined on the basis of— 4

(A) the number and percentage of families 5

in the State that live in substandard housing; 6

(B) the number and percentage of families 7

in the State that pay more than 50 percent of 8

their annual income for housing costs; 9

(C) the number and percentage of persons 10

living at or below the poverty level in the State; 11

(D) the cost of developing or carrying out 12

substantial rehabilitation of housing in the 13

State; 14

(E) the age of the multifamily housing 15

stock in the State; and 16

(F) such other factors as the Secretary de-17

termines to be appropriate. 18

(2) GRANT AMOUNT.—The amount of a grant 19

award to a State under this subsection shall be equal 20

to the lesser of—21

(A) 4 times the amount of assistance pro-22

vided by the State from non-Federal sources; 23

and 24
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(B) the allocation determined in accord-1

ance with paragraph (1). 2

(3) AWARD OF STATE ALLOCATION TO CERTAIN 3

ENTITIES.—4

(A) IN GENERAL.—If the amount provided 5

by a State from non-Federal sources is less 6

than 25 percent of the amount that would be 7

awarded to the State under this subsection 8

based on the allocation formula described in 9

paragraph (1), then not later than 60 days 10

after the date on which the Secretary deter-11

mines that the State is not eligible for the full 12

allocation determined under paragraph (1), the 13

Secretary shall publish a notice regarding the 14

availability of the funds for which the State is 15

ineligible.16

(B) APPLICATIONS.—Not later than 9 17

months after the date of publication of a notice 18

of funding availability under subparagraph (A), 19

a nonprofit or public entity (or a consortium 20

thereof, which may include units of local gov-21

ernment working together on a regional basis) 22

may submit to the Secretary an application for 23

the available assistance or a portion of the 24

ment of affordable housing for rental by 8

extremely low-income families in the State; 9

and 10

(ii) 25 percent to eligible entities for 11

eligible activities relating to the develop-12

ment of affordable housing for rental by 13

low-income families in the State, or for 14

homeownership assistance for low-income 15

families in the State. 16

(B) ALLOCATION PLAN.—Each State shall, 17

after giving notice to the public, an opportunity 18

for public comment, and consideration of public 19

comments received, establish an allocation plan 20

for the distribution of assistance under this 21

located in a census tract in which the 20

located in a community undergoing 23

revitalization; 24
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(VI) the extent of employment 1

and other opportunities for low-in-2

come families in the area in which the 3

housing will be located; and 4

(VII) the extent to which the ap-5

plicant demonstrates the ability to 6

maintain units as affordable for ex-7

tremely low-income or low-income 8

families, as applicable, through the 9

use of assistance made available under 10

this paragraph, assistance leveraged 11

from non-Federal sources, assistance 12

made available under section 8 of the 13

United States Housing Act of 1937 14

(42 U.S.C. 1437f), State or local as-15

sistance, programs to increase tenant 16

income, cross-subsidization, and any 17

other resources. 18

(C) FORMS OF ASSISTANCE.—19

(i) IN GENERAL.—Assistance distrib-20

uted under this paragraph may be in the 21

form of capital grants, non-interest bearing 22

or low-interest loans or advances, deferred 23

payment loans, guarantees, and any other 24
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forms of assistance approved by the Sec-1

retary. 2

(ii) REPAYMENTS.—If a State awards 3

assistance under this paragraph in the 4

form of a loan or other mechanism by 5

which funds are later repaid to the State, 6

any repayments received by the State shall 7

be distributed by the State in accordance 8

with the allocation plan described in sub-9

paragraph (B) during the following fiscal 10

year. 11

(D) COORDINATION WITH OTHER ASSIST-12

ANCE.—In distributing assistance under this 13

paragraph, each State shall, to the maximum 14

extent practicable, coordinate the distribution 15

with the provision of other affordable housing 16

assistance by the State, including— 17

(i) housing credit dollar amounts allo-18

cated by the State under section 42(h) of 19

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986; 20

(ii) assistance made available under 21

the HOME Investment Partnerships Act 22

(42 U.S.C. 12721 et seq.) or the commu-23

nity development block grant program; and 24

(iii) private activity bonds. 25
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(d) NATIONAL COMPETITION.—1

(1) IN GENERAL.—From the amount made 2

available for each fiscal year under subsection 3

(b)(2), the Secretary shall award grants on a com-4

petitive basis to eligible intermediaries, which grants 5

shall be used in accordance with paragraph (3) of 6

this subsection. 7

(2) APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS AND SELEC-8

TION CRITERIA.—The Secretary, by regulation, shall 9

establish application requirements and selection cri-10

teria for the award of competitive grants to eligible 11

intermediaries under this subsection, which criteria 12

shall include— 13

(A) the ability of the eligible intermediary 14

to meet housing needs of low-income families on 15

a national or regional scope; 16

(B) the capacity of the eligible inter-17

mediary to use the grant award in accordance 18

with paragraph (3), based on the past perform-19

ance and management of the applicant; and 20

(C) the extent to which the eligible inter-21

mediary has leveraged funding from private and 22

other non-Federal sources for the eligible activi-23

ties. 24

(3) USE OF GRANT AWARD.— 25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 1

subparagraph (B), of the amount of a grant 2

made available under this subsection, an eligible 3

intermediary shall ensure that—4

(i) 75 percent shall be used for eligi-5

ble activities relating to the development of 6

affordable housing for rental by extremely 7

low-income families; and 8

(ii) 25 percent shall be used for eligi-9

ble activities relating to the development of 10

affordable housing for rental by low-income 11

families, or for homeownership assistance 12

for low-income families. 13

(B) EXCEPTION.—14

(i) IN GENERAL.—If a grant made 15

available under this subsection is used for 16

a project described in clause (ii), an eligi-17

ble intermediary may use that amount for 18

eligible activities relating to the develop-19

ment of housing for rental by families 20

whose incomes are less than 60 percent of 21

the area median income, and for home-22

ownership activities for families whose in-23

comes are less than 80 percent of area me-24

dian income. 25
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(ii) PROJECT CONTRIBUTING TO A 1

CONCERTED COMMUNITY REVITALIZATION 2

PLAN.—A project is described in this 3

clause if— 4

(I) it is located in a community 5

undergoing concerted revitalization 6

and is contributing to a community 7

revitalization plan; and 8

(II) it is located in a census tract 9

in which—10

(aa) the median household 11

income is less than 60 percent of 12

the area median income; or 13

(bb) the rate of poverty is 14

greater than 20 percent.15

(C) PLAN OF USE.—Each eligible inter-16

mediary that receives a grant under this sub-17

section shall establish a plan for the use or dis-18

tribution of the amount made available under 19

the grant, which plan shall be submitted to the 20

Secretary and shall include information relating 21

to the manner in which the eligible intermediary 22

will either use or distribute that amount, in-23

cluding—24
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(i) a certification that assistance 1

under this subsection will be used to sup-2

plement assistance leveraged from private 3

and other non-Federal sources, including 4

assistance made available under section 8 5

of the United States Housing Act of 1937 6

(42 U.S.C. 1437f) that is devoted to the 7

project in which the housing to be devel-8

oped is located; 9

(ii) a certification that local assistance 10

will be provided in carrying out the eligible 11

activities, which may include— 12

(I) financial assistance; and 13

(II) a good faith effort to work 14

with the unit of local government in 15

which the housing will be located to 16

address issues of siting and exclu-17

sionary zoning or other policies that 18

are barriers to affordable housing; 19

(iii) a certification that any housing 20

developed with assistance under this sub-21

section will remain affordable for extremely 22

low-income families or low-income families, 23

as applicable, for not less than 40 years; 24
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(iv) a certification that any housing 1

developed by the applicant with assistance 2

under this subsection will be located— 3

(I) in a mixed-income develop-4

ment in a census tract having a pov-5

erty rate of not more than 20 percent, 6

and near employment and other op-7

portunities for low-income families; or 8

(II) in a community undergoing 9

revitalization; 10

(v) a certification that the tenant con-11

tribution toward rent for a family residing 12

in a unit developed with assistance under 13

this paragraph will not exceed 30 percent 14

of the adjusted income of that family; and 15

(vi) a certification by the applicant 16

that the owner of a project in which any 17

housing developed with assistance under 18

this subsection is located will make a per-19

centage of units in the project available to 20

families assisted under the voucher pro-21

gram under section 8(o) of the United 22

States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 23

1437f(o)) on the same basis as other fami-24

lies eligible for the housing (except that 25
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only the expected share of rent of the 1

voucher holder shall be considered), which 2

percentage shall not be less than the per-3

centage of the total cost of developing or 4

rehabilitating the project that is funded 5

with assistance under this subsection. 6

(D) FORMS OF ASSISTANCE.—7

(i) IN GENERAL.—An eligible inter-8

mediary may distribute the amount made 9

available under a grant under this sub-10

section in the form of capital grants, non-11

interest bearing or low-interest loans or 12

advances, deferred payment loans, guaran-13

tees, and other forms of assistance. 14

(ii) REPAYMENTS.—If an eligible 15

intermediary awards assistance under this 16

subsection in the form of a loan or other 17

mechanism by which funds are later repaid 18

to the eligible intermediary, any repay-19

ments received by the eligible intermediary 20

shall be distributed by the eligible inter-21

mediary in accordance with the plan of use 22

described in subparagraph (C) during the 23

following fiscal year. 24
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SEC. 7104. REGULATIONS. 1

Not later than 6 months after the date of enactment 2

of this Act, the Secretary of Housing and Urban Develop-3

ment shall promulgate regulations to carry out this sub-4

title. 5

Subtitle C—Housing Preservation 6

Matching Grants 7

SEC. 7201. SHORT TITLE. 8

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Housing Preserva-9

tion Matching Grant Act of 2003’’. 10

SEC. 7202. FINDINGS AND PURPOSES. 11

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that—12

(1) since 1996, almost 200,000 affordable hous-13

ing dwelling units in the United States have been 14

lost through termination of low income affordability 15

requirements, which usually involves the prepayment 16

of the outstanding principal balance under the mort-17

gage on the project in which such units are located; 18

(2) more than 265,000 affordable housing 19

dwelling units in the United States are at risk of 20

prepayment; 21

(3) the loss of the privately owned, federally as-22

sisted affordable housing, which is occurring during 23

a period when rents for unassisted housing are in-24

creasing and few units of additional affordable hous-25

ing are being developed, will cause unacceptable 26
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harm on current tenants of affordable housing and 1

will precipitate a national crisis in the supply of 2

housing for low-income households; 3

(4) the demand for affordable housing far ex-4

ceeds the supply of affordable housing, as evidenced 5

by studies in 1998 that found that—6

(A) 5,500,000 households (1 in 7 Amer-7

ican families) have worst-case housing needs; 8

and 9

(B) the number of families with at least 10

one full-time worker and having worst-case 11

housing needs increased from 1997 to 1999 12

from 3,000,000 to 3,700,000; 13

(5) the shortage of affordable housing in the 14

United States reached a record high in 1995, when 15

the number of low-income households exceeded the 16

number of low-cost rental dwelling units by 17

4,400,000; 18

(6) between 1991 and 1999, there were 19

1,000,000 fewer affordable units for eligible low-in-20

come families, and most of the loss was between 21

1997 and 1999, when there were 750,000 fewer af-22

fordable units; 23

(7) there are nearly 2 low-income renters in the 24

United States for every low-cost rental dwelling unit; 25

(8) 62 percent of eligible low-income households 1

receive no housing assistance, and approximately 2

2,000,000 low-income households remain on waiting 3

lists for affordable housing; 4

(9) the shortage of affordable housing dwelling 5

units results in low-income households that are not 6

able to acquire low-cost rental units paying large 7

proportions of their incomes for rent; and 8

(10) 14,000,000 renters pay more than 30 per-9

cent of their incomes for rent and utilities, and 10

7,000,000 renters pay 50 percent or more of their 11

incomes for rent and utilities. 12

(b) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this subtitle are—13

(1) to promote the preservation of affordable 14

housing units by providing matching grants to 15

States that have developed and funded programs for 16

the preservation of privately owned housing that is 17

affordable to low-income families and persons and 18

was produced for such purpose with Federal assist-19

ance; 20

(2) to minimize the involuntary displacement of 21

tenants who are currently residing in such housing, 22

many of whom are elderly or disabled persons; and 23

(3) to continue the partnerships among the 24

Federal Government, State and local governments, 25
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and the private sector in operating and assisting 1

housing that is affordable to low-income Americans. 2

SEC. 7203. DEFINITIONS. 3

In this subtitle: 4

(1) LOW-INCOME AFFORDABILITY RESTRIC-5

TION.—The term ‘‘low-income affordability restric-6

tion’’ means, with respect to a housing project, any 7

limitation imposed by regulation or regulatory agree-8

ment on rents for tenants of the project, rent con-9

tributions for tenants of the project, or income-eligi-10

bility for occupancy in the project. 11

(2) PROJECT-BASED ASSISTANCE.—The term 12

‘‘project-based assistance’’ has the same meaning as 13

in section 16(c) of the United States Housing Act 14

of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437n(c)), except that the term 15

includes assistance under any successor program to 16

any program referred to in that section. 17

(3) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 18

the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development. 19

(4) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means each of 20

the several States of the United States, the District 21

of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the 22

Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, 23

Guam, the Virgin Islands, American Samoa, and 24
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any other territory or possession of the United 1

States. 2

SEC. 7204. AUTHORITY. 3

The Secretary shall, to the extent that amounts are 4

made available pursuant to section 7211, make grants 5

under this subtitle to States for low-income housing pres-6

ervation. 7

SEC. 7205. APPLICATIONS. 8

(a) IN GENERAL.—Each State that seeks a grant 9

under this subtitle shall submit an application to the Sec-10

retary (through an appropriate State agency) at such 11

time, in such manner, and accompanied by such informa-12

tion as the Secretary may reasonably require. 13

(b) CONTENTS.—Each application submitted pursu-14

ant to subsection (a) shall contain any information and 15

certifications necessary for the Secretary to determine 16

whether the State is eligible to receive a grant under this 17

subtitle. 18

SEC. 7206. USE OF GRANTS. 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—Amounts from grants made under 20

this subtitle may be used by States only for assistance for 21

acquisition, preservation incentives, operating costs, and 22

capital expenditures for a housing project that meets the 23

requirements of subsection (b), (c), or (d). 24
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(b) PROJECTS WITH HUD-INSURED MORTGAGES.—1

A project meets the requirements of this subsection only 2

if—3

(1) the project is financed by a loan or mort-4

gage that is—5

(A) insured or held by the Secretary under 6

section 221(d)(3) of the National Housing Act 7

(12 U.S.C. 1715l(d)(3)) and the project is re-8

ceiving loan management assistance under sec-9

tion 8 of the United States Housing Act of 10

1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f) due to a conversion 11

from section 101 of the Housing and Urban 12

Development Act of 1965 (12 U.S.C. 1701s); 13

(B) insured or held by the Secretary and 14

bears interest at a rate determined under the 15

proviso of section 221(d)(5) of the National 16

Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 1715l(d)(5)); 17

(C) insured, assisted, or held by the Sec-18

retary or a State or State agency under section 19

236 of the National Housing Act (12 U.S.C. 20

1715z–1); or 21

(D) held by the Secretary and formerly in-22

sured under a program referred to in subpara-23

graph (A), (B), or (C); 24
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(2) with respect to the mortgage referred to in 1

paragraph (1), the project is subject to an uncondi-2

tional waiver of—3

(A) all rights to any prepayment of the 4

mortgage; and 5

(B) all rights to any voluntary termination 6

of the mortgage insurance contract for the 7

mortgage; and 8

(3) the owner of the project has entered into 9

binding commitments (applicable to any subsequent 10

owner) to extend all low-income affordability restric-11

tions for the project, including any such restrictions 12

imposed because of any contract for project-based 13

assistance for the project. 14

(c) PROJECTS WITH SECTION 8 PROJECT-BASED AS-15

SISTANCE.—A project meets the requirements of this sub-16

section only if—17

(1) the project is subject to a contract for 18

project-based assistance; and 19

(2) the owner of the project has entered into 20

binding commitments (applicable to any subsequent 21

owner)—22

(A) to extend the project-based assistance 23

for the maximum period allowable under law 24
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(subject to the availability of amounts for such 1

purpose); and 2

(B) to extend any low-income affordability 3

restrictions applicable to the project in connec-4

tion with the project-based assistance. 5

(d) PROJECTS PURCHASED BY RESIDENTS.—A 6

project meets the requirements of this subsection only if 7

the project—8

(1) is or was eligible low-income housing (as de-9

fined in section 229 of the Low-Income Housing 10

Preservation and Resident Homeownership Act of 11

1990 (12 U.S.C. 4119); and 12

(2) has been purchased by a resident council for 13

the housing, or is approved by the Secretary for 14

such purchase, for conversion to homeownership 15

housing under a resident homeownership program 16

meeting the requirements of section 226 of the Low-17

Income Housing Preservation and Resident Home-18

ownership Act of 1990 (12 U.S.C. 4116). 19

(e) COMBINATION OF ASSISTANCE.—Notwith-20

standing subsection (a), any project that is otherwise eligi-21

ble for assistance with grant amounts provided under this 22

subtitle because the project meets the requirements under 23

subsection (b) or (c), and that also meets the requirements 24

under paragraph (1) of the other of such subsections, shall 25
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be eligible for assistance under this subtitle only if the 1

project complies with all of the requirements under such 2

other subsection. 3

SEC. 7207. GRANT AMOUNT LIMITATION. 4

The Secretary shall limit the portion of the aggregate 5

amount of grants under this subtitle made available for 6

any fiscal year that may be provided to a single State 7

based upon the proportion of the need of that State (as 8

determined by the Secretary) for assistance under this 9

subtitle to the aggregate need among all States approved 10

for assistance under this subtitle for that fiscal year. 11

SEC. 7208. MATCHING REQUIREMENTS. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may not make a 13

grant under this subtitle to any State for any fiscal year 14

in an amount that exceeds twice the amount that the State 15

certifies, as the Secretary shall require, that the State will 16

contribute for such fiscal year, or has contributed since 17

January 1, 2003, from non-Federal sources for the pur-18

poses under section 7206(a). 19

(b) TREATMENT OF PREVIOUS CONTRIBUTIONS.—20

Any portion of amounts contributed after January 1, 21

2003, that are counted for the purpose of meeting the re-22

quirement under subsection (a) for a fiscal year may not 23

be counted for such purpose for any subsequent fiscal 24

year. 25
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(c) TREATMENT OF TAX CREDITS.—Tax credits pro-1

vided under section 42 of the Internal Revenue Code of 2

1986, and proceeds from the sale of tax-exempt bonds by 3

any State or local government entity shall not be consid-4

ered non-Federal sources for purposes of this section. 5

SEC. 7209. TREATMENT OF SUBSIDY LAYERING REQUIRE-6

MENTS. 7

Neither section 7208 nor any other provision of this 8

subtitle may be construed to prevent the use of tax credits 9

provided under section 42 of the Internal Revenue Code 10

of 1986, in connection with housing assisted with grant 11

amounts provided under this subtitle, to the extent that 12

such use is in accordance with section 102(d) of the De-13

partment of Housing and Urban Development Reform Act 14

of 1989 (42 U.S.C. 3545(d)) and section 911 of the Hous-15

ing and Community Development Act of 1992 (42 U.S.C. 16

3545 note). 17

SEC. 7210. REGULATIONS. 18

The Secretary may issue regulations to carry out this 19

subtitle. 20

SEC. 7211. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 21

There are authorized to be appropriated for grants 22

under this subtitle such sums as are necessary for each 23

of the fiscal years 2004 through 2008.24
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TITLE VIII—SAFE START 1

Subtitle A—Promotion of 2

Permanency for Children 3

SEC. 8001. REIMBURSEMENT FOR PREVENTIVE, PROTEC-4

TIVE, CRISIS, PERMANENCY, INDEPENDENT 5

LIVING, AND POST-PERMANENCY SERVICES 6

AND ACTIVITIES. 7

(a) IN GENERAL.—Part E of title IV of the Social 8

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 670 et seq.) is amended by insert-9

ing after section 474 the following: 10

‘‘SEC. 474A. PAYMENTS FOR PREVENTIVE, PROTECTIVE, 11

CRISIS, PERMANENCY, INDEPENDENT LIV-12

ING, AND POST-PERMANENCY SERVICES AND 13

ACTIVITIES. 14

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In addition to any other pay-15

ments made to a State under this title, for each quarter 16

beginning after September 30, 2003, the Secretary shall 17

pay each State which has a plan approved under this part 18

and that opts to receives payments under this section, a 19

payment, subject to subsection (e), equal to the Federal 20

medical assistance percentage of the costs of providing the 21

services and activities described in subsection (b) in order 22

to ensure that the timelines set forth in section 475(5), 23

as added by the Adoption and Safe Families Act of 1997, 24
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can be honored and the goals of safety and permanence 1

for children will be realized. 2

‘‘(b) SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES DESCRIBED.—The 3

services and activities described in this subsection are as 4

follows: 5

‘‘(1) PREVENTIVE, PROTECTIVE, AND CRISIS 6

SERVICES.—7

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Preventive, protective, 8

and crisis services for children and parents who 9

come to the attention of the State or a local 10

agency and whose cases are referred for assess-11

ment or investigation because of a concern 12

about the risk of abuse or neglect. 13

‘‘(B) REQUIREMENTS.—In the case of 14

services other than investigation and assess-15

ment—16

‘‘(i) the agency and the parents must 17

have agreed to the provision of such serv-18

ices in the case plan for the family; and19

‘‘(ii) funding for such services under 20

this part shall be provided for not more 21

than 18 months within a 48 month period, 22

consistent with the exception provided in 23

subsection (c). 24
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‘‘(2) PERMANENCY SERVICES.—Permanency 1

services for children and parents to help ensure that 2

when a child is placed in foster care, prompt deci-3

sions can be made about the appropriate perma-4

nency plan for the child, but only if the agency and 5

the parents have agreed to the provision of such 6

services to the parents in the case plan for the fam-7

ily and funding for such services under this part 8

(other than foster care maintenance payments under 9

section 472) will be provided for not more than 18 10

months within a 48 month period, consistent with 11

the exception provided in subsection (c). 12

‘‘(3) POST-PERMANENCY SERVICES.—13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Post-permanency 14

services for children and their parents or other 15

caregivers when children have been in foster 16

care funded under this part and are returned to 17

their birth families, are in adoptive families, or 18

are placed permanently with a legal guardian or 19

a fit and willing relative, if the agency and the 20

child’s caregivers have agreed to the provision 21

of such services in the case plan for the family, 22

but only to the extent that—23

‘‘(i) with respect to such services for 24

children returned to their birth families, 25
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such services are provided for not more 1

than 18 months within a 48 month period, 2

consistent with the exception provided in 3

subsection (c); and 4

‘‘(ii) with respect to such services for 5

children who are adopted from foster care 6

or placed permanently with a legal guard-7

ian or a fit and willing relative, such serv-8

ices are provided on an as-needed basis 9

consistent with the child and family service 10

plan. 11

‘‘(4) APPLICATION TO CERTAIN CHILDREN.—12

With respect to the services described in paragraph 13

(1), (2), or (3) that are provided to children who 14

have come to the attention of the State or a local 15

agency before the date of enactment of the Leave No 16

Child Behind Act of 2003, the 18-month time limit 17

for such services for such children shall commence 18

on a date determined by the State that is not more 19

than 180 days after such date of enactment. 20

‘‘(5) INDEPENDENT LIVING SERVICES.—Inde-21

pendent living services to help children who are like-22

ly to remain in foster care until attaining 18 years 23

of age and children who are former foster care re-24

cipients who have not attained 21 years of age make 25
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the transition to self-sufficiency by providing services 1

such as assistance in obtaining a high school di-2

ploma, a General Equivalency Diploma, or post-sec-3

ondary education or training, career exploration, vo-4

cational training, job placement and retention, train-5

ing in daily living skills, budgeting and financial 6

management skills, substance abuse prevention, pre-7

ventive health activities, financial, housing, coun-8

seling, personal or emotional support (through inter-9

action with dedicated adults), and other appropriate 10

support services. 11

‘‘(c) SAFETY EXCEPTION.—12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), 13

beginning with fiscal year 2004, a State may exempt 14

up to the number of children and parents receiving 15

any of the services described in subsection (b) that 16

equals 20 percent of the number of such children 17

and parents who received such services during the 18

preceding fiscal year, from the time limits specified 19

for such services in such subsection in order to help 20

ensure that children will be served safely and appro-21

priately in accordance with their individual needs. 22

‘‘(2) BIENNIAL REVIEW.—23

‘‘(A) EXCEPTED CASES.—A State shall bi-24

ennially review the cases excepted under para-25
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graph (1), in accordance with guidelines devel-1

oped by the Secretary, to ensure the continued 2

appropriateness of the exceptions and to deter-3

mine the circumstances under which such ex-4

ceptions have been made, and shall report the 5

findings of the review to the Secretary. Such re-6

port shall include a recommendation, if nec-7

essary, that the Secretary allow the State to ad-8

just the maximum percentage for such excep-9

tions to address changed circumstances. A 10

State may proceed in accordance with the rec-11

ommendation unless the Secretary disapproves 12

the recommendation within 60 days of the re-13

ceipt of the recommendation. 14

‘‘(B) FOSTER CARE CHILDREN.—In addi-15

tion to the review required under subparagraph 16

(A), a State shall biennially review, in accord-17

ance with guidelines developed by the Secretary, 18

the cases of children who have remained in fos-19

ter care and for which foster care maintenance 20

payments (as defined in section 474(4)) have 21

been made for more than 18 months and sub-22

mit a report on such review to the Secretary. 23

Such report shall describe, with respect to each 24

such child, the child’s age, special needs (if 25
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any), type of placement, and the length of time 1

that the child has been in foster care. 2

‘‘(C) REPORT.—Not later than January 1, 3

2008, and January 1 of every other year there-4

after, the Secretary shall submit a report to 5

Congress on the reviews and recommendations 6

required under subparagraphs (A) and (B) for 7

the preceding fiscal year. Such report shall in-8

clude a summary of the Secretary’s findings on 9

the appropriateness of the safety exceptions and 10

the States’ progress in meeting the needs of the 11

children who receive services or foster care for 12

more than 18 months.

agencies to use community partners to promote 4

safety and permanence for children, including a 5

description of—6

‘‘(i) collaborative work with substance 7

abuse, mental health, health, or domestic 8

violence agencies or providers to address 9

the needs of the families assisted under 10

this part; 11

‘‘(ii) the involvement of community-12

based organizations with the State agency; 13

‘‘(iii) how parents are engaged in the 14

delivery of services; and 15

‘‘(iv) efforts to utilize family team 16

meeting, family group decisionmaking, or 17

other activities that build on family 18

strengths and address what families need; 19

‘‘(E) the procedures that are in place to 20

ensure that children who are returned home or 21

placed in other permanent settings receive the 22

support they need to remain home or in such a 23

setting; and 24
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‘‘(F) the status of the State’s most recent 1

child and family services review and its pro-2

gram improvement plan activities, if applicable; 3

and 4

‘‘(27) provides that, beginning on January 1, 5

2006, the independent body charged with reviewing 6

cases of children (such as a court, citizen review 7

board, or independent administrative review body) 8

biannually shall submit a report to the Secretary, in 9

such form and manner as the Secretary shall re-10

quire, that describes—11

‘‘(A) the status of children in the State, as 12

reflected in the reviews conducted by such body; 13

‘‘(B) the barriers to moving children in the 14

State in accordance with the permanency plans 15

for such children; and 16

‘‘(C) recommendations for the amount of 17

resources, fiscal and otherwise, that are needed 18

to better meet the goals of safety and perma-19

nence for children established in the Adoption 20

and Safe Families Act of 1997.’’.

such information before making the cal-10

culation. 11

‘‘(B) SOURCES OF NON-FEDERAL 12

SHARE.—An Indian tribe may use Federal or 13

State funds to match payments for which the 14

Indian tribe is eligible under section 474. 15

‘‘(3) MODIFICATION OF OTHER REQUIRE-16

MENTS.—Upon the request of an Indian tribe or 17

tribes, the Secretary may modify any requirement 18

under this part if, after consulting with the Indian 19

tribe or tribes, the Secretary determines that modi-20

fication of the requirement would advance the best 21

interests and the safety of children served by the In-22

dian tribe or tribes.

Subtitle B—Social Services Block 5

Grant 6

SEC. 8101. SHORT TITLE. 7

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Social Services 8

Block Grant Restoration Act’’. 9

SEC. 8102. FINDINGS. 10

Congress makes the following findings: 11

(1) Since 1975, title XX of the Social Security 12

Act (42 U.S.C. 1397 et seq.), commonly referred to 13

as the Social Services Block Grant (in this section 14

referred to as ‘‘SSBG’’), has authorized funding for 15

social services to ensure that at-risk children and 16

families, the elderly, and physically and mentally dis-17

abled individuals remain stable, independent, and 18

economically self sufficient. In 1981, Congress and 19

the Reagan Administration converted SSBG into a 20

block grant designed to give maximum flexibility to 21

States to serve these fundamental purposes. 22

(2) Funds provided under the SSBG focus cost-23

effective support at the community level that pre-24

vents the need for inappropriate institutional care 25

which is more costly for Federal and State programs 1

such as the medicaid, medicare, and the social secu-2

rity disability benefits programs. 3

(3) The SSBG helps to further the goals set 4

forth in the Personal Responsibility and Work Op-5

portunity Reconciliation Act of 1996 (Public Law 6

104–193; 110 Stat. 2105) by supporting the Tem-7

porary Assistance to Needy Families program 8

(TANF) and support-related programs such as on-9

the-job training, child care, transportation, coun-10

seling, and other services that facilitate long-term 11

family stability and economic self-sufficiency. 12

(4) The SSBG provides essential funding to 13

many States for child welfare services that support 14

the goals of the Adoption and Safe Families Act of 15

1997 (Public Law 105–89; 111 Stat. 2115) to pro-16

mote a safe family environment and encourage adop-17

tion to move children into stable and permanent 18

families.19

(5) The SSBG helps promote independent living 20

for vulnerable and low-income elderly individuals by 21

supporting home care services, including home-deliv-22

ered meals, adult protective services, adult day care, 23

and other essential case management services pro-24

vided in every State. 25
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(6) It is reported that 820,000 older Americans 1

are abused and neglected in this country each year. 2

There are additional concerns about the under re-3

porting of elderly abuse and neglect. The SSBG sup-4

ports adult protective services that prevent wide-5

spread abuse and neglect of older Americans and 6

help more than 651,000 elderly individuals in 31 7

States. 8

(7) More than 570,000 disabled individuals re-9

ceive a range of community-based services and sup-10

ports nationwide. The SSBG provides significant re-11

sources to fill the funding gaps in the developmental 12

disabilities system by supporting such services as 13

early intervention and crisis intervention, adult day 14

care, respite care, transportation, employment train-15

ing, and independent living services in 38 States. 16

(8) The SSBG supports essential mental health 17

and related services to ensure that vulnerable adults 18

and children receive early intervention to prevent 19

more serious and costly mental health crises in the 20

future. Such services include the provision of coun-21

seling to almost 400,000 adults and children, case 22

management services for nearly 900,000 families, 23

and the provision of information and referral assist-24

ance to more than 1,300,000 individuals. 25
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(9) There are nearly 3,000,000 reports of child 1

abuse and neglect each year. There are currently 2

over 300,000 children in the American foster care 3

system. The SSBG enables the provision of child 4

protective services to 1,300,000 children, adoption 5

services to over 150,000 children and families, and 6

prevention and intervention services to more than 7

700,000 families. 8

(10) The SSBG has been eroded by more than 9

$1,000,000,000 over the last 6 years resulting in 10

cuts in services in many States and local commu-11

nities. 12

(11) Temporary Assistance to Needy Families 13

(TANF) block grants cannot be used to make up 14

cuts to the SSBG because a large percentage of 15

SSBG funds are used for the elderly, disabled, and 16

other populations that are ineligible for TANF 17

funds. 18

(12) The 104th Congress made a commitment 19

to the SSBG in the Personal Responsibility and 20

Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996 (Pub-21

lic Law 104–193; 110 Stat. 2105) by authorizing 22

the program at $2,380,000,000 through fiscal year 23

2002 and returning the authorization for the pro-24
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gram to $2,800,000,000 in fiscal year 2003 and 1

each succeeding fiscal year. 2

SEC. 8103. RESTORATION OF AUTHORITY TO TRANSFER UP 3

TO 10 PERCENT OF TANF FUNDS TO THE SO-4

CIAL SERVICES BLOCK GRANT. 5

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 404(d)(2) of the Social 6

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 604(d)(2)) is amended to read 7

as follows: 8

‘‘(2) LIMITATION ON AMOUNT TRANSFERABLE 9

TO TITLE XX PROGRAMS.—A State may use not 10

more than 10 percent of the amount of any grant 11

made to the State under section 403(a) for a fiscal 12

year to carry out State programs pursuant to title 13

XX.’’.

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‘‘Subpart 3—Child Protection/Alcohol and Drug 1

Partnerships For Children 2

‘‘SEC. 440. DEFINITIONS. 3

‘‘In this subpart: 4

‘‘(1) ALASKA NATIVE ORGANIZATION.—The 5

term ‘Alaska Native Organization’ means any orga-6

nized group of Alaska Natives eligible to operate a 7

Federal program under the Indian Self-Determina-8

tion Act (25 U.S.C. 450f et seq.) or such group’s 9

designee.10

‘‘(2) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—11

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘administra-12

tive costs’ means the costs for the general ad-13

ministration of administrative activities, includ-14

ing contract costs and all overhead costs. 15

‘‘(B) EXCLUSION.—Such term does not in-16

clude the direct costs of providing services and 17

costs related to case management, training, 18

technical assistance, evaluation, establishment, 19

and operation of information systems, and such 20

other similar costs that are also an integral 21

part of service delivery. 22

‘‘(3) ELIGIBLE STATE.—The term ‘eligible 23

State’ means a State that submits a joint applica-24

tion from the State agencies that—25
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‘‘(A) includes a plan that meets the re-1

quirements of section 442; and 2

‘‘(B) is approved by the Secretary for a 5-3

year period after consultation with the Assist-4

ant Secretary for the Administration for Chil-5

dren and Families and the Administrator of the 6

Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services 7

Administration. 8

‘‘(4) INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘Indian tribe’ 9

means any Indian tribe, band, Nation or other orga-10

nized group or community of Indians, including any 11

Alaska Native Organization, that is recognized as el-12

igible for the special programs and services provided 13

by the United States to Indians because of their sta-14

tus as Indians. 15

‘‘(5) STATE.—16

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘State’ 17

means each of the 50 States, the District of Co-18

lumbia, and the territories described in sub-19

paragraph (B). 20

‘‘(B) TERRITORIES.—21

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—The territories de-22

scribed in this subparagraph are Puerto 23

Rico, Guam, the United States Virgin Is-24
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lands, American Samoa, and the Northern 1

Mariana Islands. 2

‘‘(ii) AUTHORITY TO MODIFY RE-3

QUIREMENTS.—The Secretary may modify 4

the requirements of this subpart with re-5

spect to a territory described in clause (i) 6

to the extent necessary to allow such a ter-7

ritory to conduct activities through funds 8

provided under a grant made under this 9

subpart. 10

‘‘(6) STATE AGENCIES.—The term ‘State agen-11

cies’ means the State child welfare agency and the 12

unit of State government responsible for the admin-13

istration of the substance abuse prevention and 14

treatment block grant provided under subpart II of 15

part B of title XIX of the Public Health Service Act 16

(42 U.S.C. 300x–21 et seq.). 17

‘‘(7) TRIBAL ORGANIZATION.—The term ‘tribal 18

organization’ means the recognized governing body 19

of an Indian tribe.20

‘‘SEC. 441. GRANTS TO PROMOTE CHILD PROTECTION/AL-21

COHOL AND DRUG PARTNERSHIPS FOR CHIL-22

DREN. 23

‘‘(a) AUTHORITY TO AWARD GRANTS.—The Sec-24

retary may award grants to eligible States and directly 25
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to Indian tribes in accordance with the requirements of 1

this subpart for the purpose of promoting joint activities 2

among Federal, State, and local public child welfare and 3

alcohol and drug abuse prevention and treatment agencies 4

(and among child welfare and alcohol and drug abuse pre-5

vention and treatment agencies that are providing services 6

to children in Indian tribes) that focus on families with 7

alcohol or drug abuse problems who come to the attention 8

of the child welfare system and are designed to—9

‘‘(1) increase the capacity of both the child wel-10

fare system and the alcohol and drug abuse preven-11

tion and treatment system to address comprehen-12

sively and in a timely manner the needs of such fam-13

ilies to improve child safety, family stability, and 14

permanence; and 15

‘‘(2) promote recovery from alcohol and drug 16

abuse problems. 17

‘‘(b) NOTIFICATION.—Not later than 60 days after 18

the date a joint application is submitted by the State agen-19

cies or an application is submitted by an Indian tribe, the 20

Secretary shall notify a State or Indian tribe that the ap-21

plication has been approved or disapproved. 22

‘‘SEC. 442. PLAN REQUIREMENTS. 23

‘‘(a) CONTENTS.—Subject to subsection (c), the plan 24

shall contain the following: 25
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‘‘(1) A detailed description of how the State 1

agencies will work jointly to implement a range of 2

activities to meet the alcohol and drug abuse preven-3

tion and treatment needs of families who come to 4

the attention of the child welfare system and to pro-5

mote child safety, permanence, and family stability. 6

‘‘(2) An assurance that the heads of the State 7

agencies shall jointly administer the grant program 8

funded under this subpart and a description of how 9

they will do so. 10

‘‘(3) A description of the nature and extent of 11

the problem of alcohol and drug abuse among fami-12

lies who come to the attention of the child welfare 13

system in the State, and of any plans being imple-14

mented to further identify and assess the extent of 15

the problem. 16

‘‘(4) A description of any joint activities already 17

being undertaken by the State agencies in the State 18

on behalf of families with alcohol and drug abuse 19

problems who come to the attention of the child wel-20

fare system (including any existing data on the im-21

pact of such joint activities) such as activities relat-22

ing to—23

‘‘(A) the appropriate screening and assess-24

ment of cases; 25
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‘‘(B) consultation on cases involving alco-1

hol and drug abuse; 2

‘‘(C) arrangements for addressing con-3

fidentiality and sharing of information; 4

‘‘(D) cross training of staff; 5

‘‘(E) co-location of services; 6

‘‘(F) support for comprehensive treatment 7

programs for parents and their children; and8

‘‘(G) establishing priority of child welfare 9

families for assessment or treatment. 10

‘‘(5)(A) A description of the joint activities to 11

be funded in whole or in part with the funds pro-12

vided under the grant, including the sequencing of 13

the activities proposed to be conducted under the 5-14

year funding cycle and the goals to be achieved dur-15

ing such funding cycle. The activities and goals shall 16

be designed to improve the capacity of the State 17

agencies to work jointly to improve child safety, fam-18

ily stability, and permanence for children whose fam-19

ilies come to the attention of the child welfare sys-20

tem and to promote their parents’ recovery from al-21

cohol and drug abuse. 22

‘‘(B) The description shall include a statement 23

as to why the State agencies chose the specified ac-24

tivities and goals.

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‘‘(6) A description as to whether and how the 1

joint activities described in paragraph (5), and other 2

related activities funded with Federal funds, will ad-3

dress some or all of the following practices and pro-4

cedures: 5

‘‘(A) Practices and procedures designed to 6

appropriately—7

‘‘(i) identify alcohol and drug treat-8

ment needs; 9

‘‘(ii) assess such needs; 10

‘‘(iii) assess risks to the safety of a 11

child and the need for permanency with re-12

spect to the placement of a child; 13

‘‘(iv) enroll families in appropriate 14

services and treatment in their commu-15

nities; and 16

‘‘(v) regularly assess the progress of 17

families receiving such treatment. 18

‘‘(B) Practices and procedures designed to 19

provide comprehensive and timely individualized 20

alcohol and drug abuse prevention and treat-21

ment services for families who come to the at-22

tention of the child welfare system that include 23

a range of options that are available, accessible, 24
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and appropriate, and that may include the fol-1

lowing components: 2

‘‘(i) Preventive and early intervention 3

services for children of parents with alcohol 4

and drug abuse problems that integrate al-5

cohol and drug abuse prevention services 6

with mental health and domestic violence 7

services, and that recognize the mental, 8

emotional, and developmental problems the 9

children may experience. 10

‘‘(ii) Prevention and early intervention 11

services for parents at risk for alcohol and 12

drug abuse problems. 13

‘‘(iii) Comprehensive home-based, out-14

patient, and residential treatment options. 15

‘‘(iv) After-care support (both formal 16

and informal) for families in recovery that 17

promotes child safety and family stability. 18

‘‘(v) Services and supports that focus 19

on parents, parents with their children, 20

parents’ children, other family members, 21

and parent-child interaction. 22

‘‘(C) Elimination of existing barriers to 23

treatment and to child safety and permanence, 24

such as difficulties in sharing information 25
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among agencies and differences between the 1

values and treatment protocols of the different 2

agencies. 3

‘‘(D) Effective engagement and retention 4

strategies. 5

‘‘(E) Pre-service and in-service joint train-6

ing of management and staff of child welfare 7

and alcohol and drug abuse prevention and 8

treatment agencies, and, where appropriate, 9

judges and other court staff, to—10

‘‘(i) increase such individuals’ aware-11

ness and understanding of alcohol and 12

drug abuse and related child abuse and ne-13

glect; 14

‘‘(ii) more accurately identify and 15

screen alcohol and drug abuse and child 16

abuse in families; 17

‘‘(iii) improve assessment skills of 18

both child abuse and alcohol and drug 19

abuse staff, including skills to assess risk 20

to children’s safety; 21

‘‘(iv) increase staff knowledge of the 22

services and resources that are available in 23

such individuals’ communities and appro-24

priate for such families; and 25
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‘‘(v) increase awareness of the impor-1

tance of permanence for children and the 2

timelines for decisionmaking regarding per-3

manence in the child welfare system. 4

‘‘(F) Progress in enhancing the abilities of 5

the State agencies to improve the data systems 6

of such agencies in order to monitor the 7

progress of families, evaluate service and treat-8

ment outcomes, and determine which ap-9

proaches and activities are most effective. 10

‘‘(G) Evaluation strategies to demonstrate 11

the effectiveness of treatment and identify the 12

aspects of treatment that have the greatest im-13

pact on families in different circumstances. 14

‘‘(H) Training and technical assistance to 15

increase the capacity within the State to carry 16

out 1 or more of the activities described in this 17

paragraph or related activities that are designed 18

to expand prevention and treatment services 19

for, and staff training to assist families with al-20

cohol and drug abuse problems who come to the 21

attention of the child welfare system. 22

‘‘(7) A description of the jurisdictions in the 23

State (including whether such jurisdictions are 24

urban, suburban, or rural) where the joint activities 25
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will be provided, and the plans for expanding such 1

activities to other parts of the State during the 5-2

year funding cycle. 3

‘‘(8) A description of the methods to be used in 4

measuring progress toward the goals identified 5

under paragraph (5), including how the State agen-6

cies will jointly measure their performance in accord-7

ance with section 445, and how remaining barriers 8

to meeting the needs of families with alcohol or drug 9

abuse problems who come to the attention of the 10

child welfare system will be assessed. 11

‘‘(9) A description of what input was obtained 12

in the development of the plan and the joint applica-13

tion from each of the following groups of individuals, 14

and the manner in which each will continue to be in-15

volved in the proposed joint activities: 16

‘‘(E) Judges and court staff. 8

‘‘(F) Representatives of the State agencies 9

and private providers providing health, mental 10

health, domestic violence, housing, education, 11

and employment services. 12

‘‘(G) A representative of the State agency 13

in charge of administering the temporary assist-14

ance to needy families program funded under 15

part A of this title. 16

‘‘(10) An assurance of the coordination, to the 17

extent feasible and appropriate, of the activities 18

funded under a grant made under this subpart with 19

the services or benefits provided under other Federal 20

or federally assisted programs that serve families 21

with alcohol and drug abuse problems who come to 22

the attention of the child welfare system, including 23

health, mental health, domestic violence, housing, 24

‘‘(13) An assurance that Federal funds pro-16

the program authorized by subpart 1 of part B 13

and the program authorized under this part; 14

‘‘(B) that submits an application in ac-16

cordance with the requirements of subsection 17

(c).

‘‘(2) WAITING CHILDREN.—The term ‘waiting 19

children’ means the children described in subsection 20

‘‘(b) AUTHORITY TO AWARD GRANTS.—The Sec-22

retary shall award a one-time grant to each qualified State 23

agency for the purposes of—24
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‘‘(1) promoting the permanency goals of the 1

Adoption and Safe Families Act of 1997; and 2

‘‘(2) enabling the agency to reduce existing 3

backlogs of children with permanent placement plans 4

pursuant to that Act who, as of the date of enact-5

ment of that Act, were waiting to be placed in per-6

manent homes, through return to their families, 7

placement in adoptive homes, or placement with a 8

legal guardian or a fit or willing relative. 9

‘‘(c) APPLICATION.—A State agency desiring a grant 10

under this section shall submit an application for a grant, 11

in such form and manner as the Secretary shall require, 12

that contains a description of the following: 13

‘‘(D) the current placements and special 1

needs of such children; and 2

‘‘(E) the number of such children who 3

have and the number of such children who have 4

not yet been placed in accordance with those 5

plans.

‘‘(3) The activities the agency proposes, includ-7

ing a specific plan and timetable, to—8

‘‘(A) move the waiting children to perma-9

nent homes; and10

‘‘(B) reduce the backlog of waiting chil-11

dren. 12

‘‘(4) How the grant funds will be used 13

to help secure permanent homes for wait-14

ing children. 15

‘‘(5) Subject to subsection (e), the in-16

formation described in that subsection. 17

‘‘(c) USE OF FUNDS.—Funds provided under a grant 18

made under this section may be used for any purpose that 19

the Secretary determines will assist the State agency to 20

secure permanent homes for waiting children.

of each fiscal year for which a qualified State agency ex-19

pends funds under a grant made under this section, and 20

90 days after the date of the final expenditure of such 21

funds, the agency shall submit a report to the Secretary 22

that includes any information that the Secretary deter-23

mines would assist other jurisdictions in achieving the per-24

8

‘‘(4) The numbers of waiting children who were 9

moved to permanent homes, including the ages of 10

such children, any special needs of such children, 11

and a description of the children’s placements. 12

‘‘(5) The efforts being made to ensure that the 13

placements continue to be permanent. 14

‘‘(6) The number of waiting children who re-15

main in care without permanent families. 16

‘‘(h) FUNDING.—There is appropriated, out of any 17

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, 18

$200,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2004 and 2005 for 19

the purpose of making grants under this section.’’. 20

Subtitle E—Addressing the Needs 21

of Children Exposed to Domes-22

tic Violence 23

SEC. 8401. FINDINGS. 24

Congress makes the following findings: 25
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(1) Domestic violence and sexual assault occur 1

frequently in the United States. 1,500,000 women 2

are raped or physically assaulted by an intimate 3

partner annually in the United States, and 1 in 4 4

women in the United States will experience domestic 5

violence or sexual assault in her lifetime. 6

(2) At least 3,300,000 children in the United 7

States are exposed to parental violence every year. 8

(3) Child abuse and domestic violence often 9

occur within the same families. Because of this over-10

lap, cross-training for child welfare workers, courts, 11

law enforcement, prosecutors, and domestic violence 12

and sexual assault victim service providers is essen-13

tial. 14

(4) Forty to 60 percent of men who abuse 15

women also abuse children. 16

(5) In 43 percent of households where intimate 17

violence occurs, at least 1 child under the age of 12 18

lives in the home. Domestic violence has been shown 19

to occur disproportionately in homes with children 20

under age 5. 21

(6) In most States, more than 50 percent of the 22

residents in battered women’s shelters are children. 23
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(7) As many as 500,000 children may be en-1

countered by police during domestic violence arrests 2

each year. 3

(8) Children who live in homes where domestic 4

violence occurs are at a higher risk of anxiety and 5

depression, and exhibit more aggressive, antisocial, 6

inhibited, and fearful behaviors than other children. 7

(9) Children’s experiences vary widely as the re-8

sult of their exposure to domestic violence depending 9

on their family situations, community environment, 10

and the child’s own personality. Children need com-11

prehensive services that serve the continuum of their 12

individual needs. 13

(10) Adolescents who have grown up in violent 14

homes are at risk for recreating the abusive relation-15

ships they have observed. Forty percent of violent 16

juvenile offenders come from homes where there is 17

domestic violence, and 50 percent of children who 18

come before delinquency court have been exposed to 19

violence in the home. 20

(11) Men who as children witnessed their par-21

ent’s domestic violence are twice as likely to abuse 22

their own wives as are sons of nonviolent parents. 23

One-third of women who are physically abused by a 24
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husband or boyfriend grew up in a household where 1

their mother was also abused. 2

(12) The most successful strategies for dealing 3

with the overlap between domestic violence and child 4

abuse are those that provide for the safety of both 5

the children and the nonabusing parent. 6

(13) Recent studies show that battered women 7

parent effectively and attend to their children’s 8

needs. 9

(14) In a major metropolitan area, 80 percent 10

of surveyed battered women with children reported 11

that they and their children were safe and together 12

as a family after receiving domestic violence advo-13

cacy services. In contrast, the rate of substantiated 14

cases of sexual abuse in foster care is more than 4 15

times higher than the rate in the general population. 16

SEC. 8402. PURPOSE. 17

The purpose of this subtitle is to—18

(1) reduce the impact of domestic violence, sex-19

ual assault, and stalking in the lives of youth and 20

children; 21

(2) provide appropriate services for children 22

and youth experiencing or exposed to domestic vio-23

lence, sexual assault, and stalking; 24
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(3) develop and implement education programs 1

to prevent children and youth from becoming victims 2

or perpetrators of domestic violence, sexual assault, 3

or stalking; 4

(4) encourage cross training and collaboration 5

among child welfare agencies, domestic violence and 6

sexual assault service providers, courts, law enforce-7

ment entities, health care professionals, crisis nurs-8

eries, and other social services to recognize and re-9

sponsibly address domestic violence and sexual as-10

sault and the effects of domestic violence on children 11

and youth; 12

(5) promote the safety of children and youth by 13

increasing the safety, autonomy, capacity, and finan-14

cial security of the nonabusing parents who are also 15

victims of domestic violence and sexual assault so 16

that they may remain safely together, thereby pre-17

venting the unnecessary and harmful removal of the 18

child or youth from the nonabusing parent; and 19

(6) ensure the effective handling of cases where 20

domestic violence or sexual assault and child abuse 21

and neglect intersect in such a way that—22

(A) holds the adult perpetrator of violence 23

accountable;24
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(B) assures the safety and well-being of 1

both the child and the child’s nonabusing par-2

ent; and 3

(C) prevents the unnecessary and harmful 4

removal of the child from the nonabusing par-5

ent thereby increasing the child’s chance to 6

heal. 7

SEC. 8403. AMENDMENTS TO ACTS ADDRESSING THE 8

NEEDS OF CHILDREN EXPOSED TO DOMES-9

TIC VIOLENCE. 10

(a) DEFINITIONS.—Section 309 of the Family Vio-11

lence Prevention and Services Act (42 U.S.C. 10408) is 12

amended by adding at the end the following: 13

‘‘(7) The term ‘dating violence’ means violence 14

committed by a person—15

‘‘(A) who is or has been in a social rela-16

tionship of a romantic or intimate nature with 17

the victim; and 18

‘‘(B) where the existence of such a rela-19

‘‘(i) the length of the relationship; 22

or threats of violence, not including acts of self-de-5

fense, committed by a current or former spouse of 6

the victim, by a person with whom the victim shares 7

a child in common, by a person who is cohabiting 8

with or has cohabited with the victim, by a person 9

who is or has been in a continuing social relationship 10

of a romantic or intimate nature with the victim, by 11

a person similarly situated to a spouse of the victim 12

under the domestic or family violence laws of the ju-13

risdiction, or by any other person against a victim 14

who is protected from that person’s acts under the 15

domestic or family violence laws of the jurisdiction. 16

‘‘(9) The term ‘sexual assault’ means any con-17

duct proscribed by chapter 109A of title 18, United 18

States Code, whether or not the conduct occurs in 19

the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of 20

the United States or in a Federal prison and in-21

cludes both assaults committed by offenders who are 22

strangers to the victim and assaults committed by 23

offenders who are known to the victim or related by 24

blood or marriage to the victim. 25
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‘‘(10) The term ‘stalking’ means engaging in a 1

course of conduct directed at a specific person that 2

would cause a reasonable person to fear death, sex-3

ual assault, or bodily injury to such person or a 4

member of such person’s immediate family, when the 5

person engaging in such conduct has knowledge or 6

should have knowledge that the specific person will 7

be placed in reasonable fear of death, sexual assault, 8

or bodily injury to such person or a member of such 9

person’s immediate family and when the conduct in-10

duces fear in the specific person of death, sexual as-11

sault, or bodily injury to such person or a member 12

of such person’s immediate family.’’. 13

(b) SERVICES FOR CHILDREN EXPOSED TO DOMES-14

TIC VIOLENCE.—The Family Violence Prevention and 15

Services Act (42 U.S.C. 10401 et seq.) is amended by add-16

ing at the end the following: 17

‘‘SEC. 320. SERVICES FOR CHILDREN EXPOSED TO DOMES-18

‘‘(a) GRANTS AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary, acting 20

through the Director of Community Services of the Ad-21

ministration for Children and Families, may award com-22

petitive grants to eligible entities to enable such entities 23

to conduct programs to serve children who have been ex-24

posed to domestic violence.

under the grant to design or replicate, and imple-16

ment, programs and services using domestic violence 17

intervention models to respond to the needs of chil-18

dren who are exposed to domestic violence and 19

whose parent or caregiver is a victim of domestic vi-20

olence and who is receiving services from such enti-21

ty.

advocacy for children who have been exposed to 2

tal health services; 5

lated directly to services the children are receiv-8

ing from the program; 9

‘‘(E) may include respite care, supervised 10

visitation, and specialized services for children; 11

and 12

‘‘(F) may use not more than 25 percent of 13

the grant funds to contract with others to pro-14

vide additional services and resources for chil-15

dren including child care, transportation, edu-16

cational support, respite care, supervised visita-17

tion, and access to specialized services for chil-18

dren.

$50,000 per year and not more than $300,000 per 12

year.

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 6

(1) Researchers have identified external risk 7

factors that, particularly when found in combination, 8

can increase a young child’s risk for experiencing 9

problems in social or emotional development, includ-10

ing factors such as exposure to traumatic events, 11

child abuse and neglect, parental mental health dis-12

orders, unsatisfactory relationships, and deprivation. 13

Experiences involving these risk factors may occur 14

at home or in the community. 15

(2) There is growing evidence that positive ad-16

aptation and social and emotional well-being in 17

young children can be enhanced, and that the im-18

pact of risk factors for behavioral and emotional dis-19

orders can be reduced by intervening early in homes, 20

child care and other early childhood programs, and 21

other settings. 22

(3) The Surgeon General’s Conference on Chil-23

dren’s Mental Health has recommended the creation 24

of tangible tools for early childhood service providers 25
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to help the providers assess children’s social and 1

emotional needs, discuss issues relating to those 2

needs with families, and make referrals. 3

(4) Experience demonstrates that mental health 4

consultants can help staff, as well as children and 5

families, in early childhood programs promote 6

healthy social and emotional development in young 7

children, including those children already exposed to 8

violence and other damaging experiences. 9

(5) Success in school is dependent on social and 10

emotional development, as well as the attainment of 11

other competencies and skills, and investing early in 12

the promotion of healthy development in young chil-13

dren will help children enter school ready to learn. 14

(b) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 15

(1) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 16

the Secretary of Health and Human Services, acting 17

through the Assistant Secretary for Children and 18

Families. 19

(2) STATE AGENCY.—The term ‘‘State agency’’ 20

means—21

(A) the State office that coordinates early 22

childhood services in a State; or 23

(f) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—To be eligible to receive a 7

program, or domestic violence service and treatment 12

program, that serves or has regular contact with 13

young children; 14

(2) be an established consortium of agencies or 15

organizations described in paragraph (1); or 16

(3) be another entity (such as a child care re-17

source and referral agency, an early childhood serv-18

ice coordinating body, or a community mental health 19

center) that works with parents, agencies, or organi-20

zations that serve young children in a community in 21

promoting the mental health and healthy emotional 22

development of young children; and 23
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(4) obtain the approval of the State agency for 1

an application submitted in accordance with sub-2

section (g). 3

(g) LOCAL APPLICATIONS.—4

(1) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a 5

grant under this section, an entity shall submit an 6

application to the State agency at such time, in such 7

manner, and containing such information as the 8

State agency may require. 9

(2) CONTENTS.—At a minimum, the applica-10

tion shall contain—11

(A) a description of the young children 12

who are targeted to be served, or are most like-13

ly to be served, with the funds made available 14

through the grant, and the problems the chil-15

dren are facing or affected by (such as exposure 16

to parental depression, parental substance 17

abuse, child abuse or neglect, domestic violence, 18

(B) an assurance that the assistance pro-22

SEC. 9001. SHORT TITLE. 14

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Younger Ameri-15

cans Act’’. 16

SEC. 9002. A NATIONAL YOUTH POLICY. 17

It is the policy of the United States, in keeping with 18

the traditional United States concept that youth are the 19

Nation’s most valuable resource, that youth of the Nation 20

need, and it is the joint and several duty and responsibility 21

of governments of the United States, of the several States 22

and political subdivisions, and of Indian tribes, to ensure 23

that all youth have access to and participate in the full 24

array of core resources needed to fully prepare youth to 25
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become healthy and productive adults and effective citi-1

zens, including—2

(1) ongoing relationships with caring adults; 3

(2) safe places with structured activities; 4

(3) services that promote healthy lifestyles, in-5

cluding services designed to improve physical and 6

mental health; 7

(4) opportunities to acquire marketable skills 8

and competencies; and 9

(5) opportunities for community service and 10

civic participation. 11

SEC. 9003. DEFINITIONS. 12

In this Subtitle: 13

(1) AREA PLAN.—The term ‘‘area plan’’ means 14

an area youth development plan described in section 15

9108. 16

(2) ASSOCIATE COMMISSIONER.—The term ‘‘As-17

sociate Commissioner’’ means the Associate Commis-18

sioner of the Family and Youth Services Bureau of 19

the Administration on Children, Youth, and Families 20

of the Administration for Children and Families of 21

the Department of Health and Human Services. 22

(3) COMMUNITY-BASED.—The term ‘‘commu-23

nity-based’’, used with respect to an organization, 24

means an organization that—25
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(A) is representative of a community or 1

significant segment of a community; and 2

U.S.C. 450b(d)). 9

(9) LIBRARY.—The term ‘‘library’’ has the 10

meaning given the term in section 213(2) of the Mu-11

seum and Library Services Act of 1996. 12

(10) NATIVE AMERICAN ORGANIZATION.—The 13

term ‘‘Native American organization’’ means—14

(A) a tribal organization, as defined in sec-15

tion 4(l) of the Indian Self-Determination and 16

Education Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 450b(l)); 17

(B) a Native Hawaiian Organization, as 18

defined in section 4009(4) of the Augustus F. 19

Stafford Elementary and Secondary School Improve-11

ment Amendments of 1988 (20 U.S.C. 4909(1)) (as 12

in effect on the day before the date of enactment of 13

the Improving America’s Schools Act of 1994). 14

(12) OUTLYING AREA.—The term ‘‘outlying 15

area’’ means the United States Virgin Islands, 16

Guam, American Samoa, and the Commonwealth of 17

the Northern Mariana Islands. 18

(13) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means each of 19

the several States of the United States, the District 20

of Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. 21

(14) STATE PLAN.—The term ‘‘State plan’’ 22

means a State youth development plan described in 23

section 9105. 24
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(15) UNIT OF GENERAL PURPOSE LOCAL GOV-1

ERNMENT.—The term ‘‘unit of general purpose local 2

government’’ means—3

(A) a political subdivision of a State whose 4

authority is general and not limited to only 1 5

function or combination of related functions; or 6

(B) a Native American organization. 7

(16) YOUTH.—The term ‘‘youth’’ means an in-8

dividual who is not younger than age 10 and not 9

older than age 19. 10

(17) YOUTH DEVELOPMENT AREA.—The term 11

‘‘youth development area’’ means a geographic area 12

designated by the State youth development agency in 13

accordance with section 9104(a)(1)(E). 14

(18) YOUTH DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATION.—15

The term ‘‘youth development organization’’ means 16

a public or private youth-serving organization with a 17

major emphasis on providing youth development pro-18

grams.

a State receives a State allotment, the State shall ensure 5

that funds made available through the allotment, and used 6

by the State or a youth development consortium in the 7

State to fund youth development programs, shall be used 8

for the purpose of conducting community-based youth de-9

velopment programs that—10

(1) recognize the primary role of the family in 11

tion from childhood to adulthood; 3

(6) incorporate activities that foster relation-4

ships between positive adult role models and youth, 5

provide age-appropriate activities, and provide activi-6

ties that engage youth in, and promote youth devel-7

opment, including activities such as—8

(A) youth clubs, character development ac-9

tivities, mentoring, community service, civic en-10

gagement, leadership development, community 11

action, recreation, and literacy and educational 12

tutoring; 13

(B) sports, workforce readiness activities, 14

peer counseling, and fine and performing arts; 15

and 16

(C) camping and environmental or science 17

education, arts and cultural engagement, risk 18

avoidance programs, academic enrichment, and 19

participant-defined special interest group activi-20

ties, courses, or clubs; and 21

(7) employ strong outreach efforts to engage 22

the participation of a wide range of youth, families, 23

and service providers. 24

(c) ALLOTMENTS.—25
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-1

graph (2), from sums reserved under subsection 2

(a)(1), the Associate Commissioner shall allot to 3

each State the sum (referred to in this chapter as 4

the ‘‘State allotment’’) of—5

(A) an amount that bears the same ratio 6

to 1⁄2 of the reserved sums as the number of in-7

dividuals who are not younger than age 10 and 8

not older than age 19 in the State bears to the 9

number of such individuals in all the States; 10

and 11

(B) an amount that bears the same ratio 12

to 1⁄2 of the reserved sums as the number of 13

youth in poverty as measured by the most re-14

cent decennial and annual demographic pro-15

gram data available from the Bureau of the 16

Census in the State bears to the number of 17

such youth in all the States. 18

(2) STATE MINIMUM.—No State shall be allot-19

ted less than 0.40 percent of the reserved sums for 20

a fiscal year. 21

(3) DETERMINATIONS.—For purposes of this 22

subsection, the number of individuals who are not 23

younger than age 10 and not older than age 19 in 24

any State and in all the States, and the number of 25
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youth in poverty in any State and in all the States, 1

shall be determined by the Associate Commissioner 2

on the basis of the most recent decennial and annual 3

demographic program data available from the Bu-4

reau of the Census, and other reliable demographic 5

data satisfactory to the Associate Commissioner. 6

(d) WITHHOLDING.—7

(1) IN GENERAL.—If the Associate Commis-8

sioner finds that any State has failed to meet the 9

State plan requirements of section 9105 or the allo-10

cation requirements of section 9106(b), the Asso-11

ciate Commissioner shall withhold the State allot-12

ment from such State. 13

(2) DISBURSAL.—The Associate Commissioner 14

shall disburse the funds withheld directly to any en-15

tity that is a public or private institution, organiza-16

tion, or agency, or unit of general purpose local gov-17

ernment of such State that submits an approved 18

plan described in section 9108, if the plan includes 19

an agreement that the entity will—20

(A) make available (directly or through do-21

nations from public or private entities) non-22

Federal contributions, in cash or in kind, in an 23

amount equal to a percentage determined for 24

the State of the funds; and 25
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(B) comply with the requirements of this 1

subtitle that apply to States receiving State al-2

lotments under this section. 3

(e) REALLOTMENTS.—Whenever the Associate Com-4

missioner determines that any amount allotted to a State 5

for a fiscal year under this section will not be used by 6

such State for such fiscal year to carry out the purpose 7

for which the allotment was made, the Associate Commis-8

sioner shall make such amount available for carrying out 9

such purpose to 1 or more other States to the extent the 10

Associate Commissioner determines that such other States 11

will be able to use such amount for carrying out such pur-12

pose. 13

SEC. 9104. STATE YOUTH DEVELOPMENT AGENCIES AND 14

YOUTH DEVELOPMENT AREAS. 15

(a) STATE YOUTH DEVELOPMENT AGENCIES.—In 16

order for a State to be eligible to receive a State allotment 17

under this chapter—18

(1) the State shall, in accordance with regula-19

tions issued by the Associate Commissioner, des-20

ignate a State agency as the sole State agency to—21

12638); 10

(ii) entities carrying out programs 11

under the Runaway and Homeless Youth 12

Act (42 U.S.C. 5701 et seq.) and other 13

programs under the Juvenile Justice and 14

Delinquency Prevention Act of 1974 (42 15

U.S.C. 5601 et seq.); 16

(iii) entities carrying out independent 17

living programs; 18

(iv) entities carrying out child welfare 19

programs; 20

(v) youth councils established under 21

section 117(h) of the Workforce Invest-22

ment Act of 1998 (29 U.S.C. 2832(h)); 23

(vi) entities carrying out related ac-24

tivities under the Elementary and Sec-25
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ondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1

6301 et seq.); and 2

(vii) entities carrying out literacy ac-3

tivities under the Museum and Library 4

Services Act of 1996 (20 U.S.C. 9101 et 5

seq.); 6

(C) develop a State youth development 7

plan to be submitted to the Associate Commis-8

sioner for approval pursuant to section 9105; 9

(D) provide assurances that the State will 10

solicit and take into account, with regard to 11

general policy related to the development and 12

the administration of the State plan for any fis-13

cal year, the views of youth who are the tar-14

geted and actual recipients of services provided 15

for in the plan; 16

(E) administer the State plan; 17

(F) develop and disseminate a uniform for-18

mat for use by youth development consortia in 19

developing area plans; 20

(G) divide the State into distinct youth de-21

velopment areas, after considering the views of-22

fered by units of general purpose local govern-23

ment and appropriate public or private agencies 24

and organizations in the State, in accordance 25
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with regulations issued by the Associate Com-1

missioner; 2

(H) ensure that each unit of general pur-3

pose local government of the State is included 4

in a youth development area; 5

(I) in accordance with guidelines issued by 6

the Associate Commissioner, make allocations 7

to youth development consortia pursuant to sec-8

tion 9106(b); 9

(J) provide assurances that Federal funds 10

made available under this chapter for the State 11

for any period will be used to supplement, and 12

not supplant, the State, local, and other funds 13

that would in the absence of such Federal funds 14

be made available for the youth development 15

programs described in this chapter; 16

(K) compile reports from youth develop-17

ment consortia, including outcome and utiliza-18

tion data developed under section 9301(1) and 19

evaluation information regarding youth develop-20

ment programs funded under this chapter and 21

provide an annual report based on the compila-22

tion to the Associate Commissioner; 23

(L) serve as an effective and visible advo-24

cate for youth in the State government, by ac-25
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tively reviewing and commenting on all State 1

plans, policies, and programs affecting youth; 2

(M) provide public forums for discussion 3

on issues regarding youth, publicize the core re-4

sources youth need, and obtain information re-5

lating to ensuring all youth have access to, and 6

participate in, the full array of core resources 7

described in section 9002, by conducting public 8

hearings, and by conducting or sponsoring con-9

ferences, workshops, and other similar meet-10

ings; 11

(N) develop mechanisms to foster collabo-12

ration and resolve administrative and pro-13

grammatic conflicts between State programs 14

that would be barriers to parents, grand-15

parents, and guardians, community-based, 16

youth-serving, and youth development organiza-17

tions, local government entities, State govern-18

ment entities, tribes, older adult organizations, 19

faith-based organizations, and organizations 20

supporting youth involved in community service 21

and civic participation, related to the coordina-22

tion of services and funding for programs pro-23

moting access to, and participating in, the full 24
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array of core resources described in section 1

9002; and 2

(O) consult with and assist local govern-3

ments and community-based organizations with 4

respect to barriers the governments encounter 5

related to the coordination of services and fund-6

ing for youth development and youth services 7

programs. 8

(b) YOUTH DEVELOPMENT AREA.—9

(1) UNIT OF GENERAL PURPOSE LOCAL GOV-10

ERNMENT.—11

(A) CRITERIA.—In carrying out subsection 12

(a)(1), the State agency may designate as a 13

youth development area any unit of general 14

purpose local government. 15

(B) HEARING.—In any case in which a 16

unit of general purpose local government ap-17

plies to the State agency to be designated as a 18

youth development area under this paragraph, 19

the State agency shall, upon request, provide an 20

opportunity for a hearing to such unit of gen-21

eral purpose local government. 22

(2) REGION.—The State agency may designate 23

as a youth development area under subsection (a)(1) 24

any region in the State that includes 1 or more units 25
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of general purpose local government if the State 1

agency determines that the designation of such a re-2

gional youth development area is necessary for, and 3

will enhance, the effective administration of the 4

youth development programs authorized by this 5

chapter. 6

(3) ADDITIONAL AREAS.—The State agency 7

may include in any youth development area des-8

ignated under subsection (a)(1) such additional 9

areas, adjacent to a unit of general purpose local 10

government, as the State agency determines are nec-11

essary for, and will enhance, the effective adminis-12

tration of the youth development programs author-13

ized by this chapter. 14

(4) INDIAN RESERVATIONS.—The State agency, 15

in carrying out subsection (a)(1), shall to the extent 16

practicable include all portions of an Indian reserva-17

tion in a single youth development area. 18

SEC. 9105. STATE YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PLANS. 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a State 20

allotment under this title, a State shall develop, prepare, 21

and submit to the Associate Commissioner a State youth 22

development plan, for a 2- or 3-year period, at such time, 23

in such manner, and meeting such criteria as the Asso-24

ciate Commissioner may by regulation prescribe, and shall 25
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make such annual revisions as may be necessary to the 1

plan. 2

(b) CONTENTS.—Each such State plan shall contain 3

assurances that the plan is based on area youth develop-4

ment plans developed under section 9108 by youth devel-5

opment consortia in the State and describes the State’s 6

intended use of its allotment for State discretionary grants 7

authorized in section 9106(a)(1)(C). 8

SEC. 9106. DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS FOR STATE ACTIVI-9

TIES AND AREA ALLOCATIONS. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—From a State allotment made 11

under this chapter for any fiscal year—12

(1)(A) the State agency may use such amount 13

as the State agency determines to be appropriate, 14

but not more than 7 percent, for the purposes of 15

subparagraphs (B) and (C); 16

(B) the State agency may use such amount as 17

the State agency determines to be appropriate, but 18

not more than 4 percent of the State allotment, for 19

paying the cost of—20

(i) reviewing area youth development plans 21

and distributing funds to youth development 22

consortia; 23

of the State allotment, for making State discre-10

tionary grants to respond to the special develop-11

mental needs of youth—12

(i) in areas with high concentrations of 13

poverty; 14

(ii) in rural areas; 15

(iii) in situations in which the youth are at 16

greater risk due to abuse, neglect, disconnection 17

from family, disconnection from school, or an-18

other community risk factor; 19

(iv) in alternative educational settings or 20

who have been expelled or suspended from 21

school; 22

(v) in correctional facilities and other out-23

of-home residential settings; 24

(vi) with disabilities; and 25
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(vii) coming from homes where the primary 1

languages spoken are not English; and 2

(2) the State agency shall use the remainder of 3

such allotment to make allocations under subsection 4

(b) to youth development consortia to pay for the 5

cost of youth development programs under this 6

chapter that are specified in area youth development 7

plans that—8

(A) are developed through a comprehensive 9

and coordinated system of planning; 10

(B) have been approved by the consortia 11

involved; 12

(C) are submitted by the consortia for 13

their respective youth development areas; and 14

(D) have been approved by the State agen-15

cy. 16

(b) ALLOCATIONS AND COMPETITIVE GRANTS.—17

(1) ALLOCATIONS.—Except as provided in 18

paragraph (2), from the remainder of the State al-19

lotment described in subsection (a)(2), the State 20

agency, using the best available data, shall allocate 21

for each youth development area in the State the 22

sum of—23

(A) an amount that bears the same ratio 24

to 1⁄2 of the remainder as the number of indi-25
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viduals who are not younger than age 10 and 1

not older than age 19 in the youth development 2

area bears to the number of such individuals in 3

the State; and 4

(B) an amount that bears the same ratio 5

to 1⁄2 of the remainder as the number of youth 6

in poverty as measured by the most recent de-7

cennial and annual demographic program data 8

available from the Bureau of the Census in the 9

youth development area bears to the number of 10

such youth in the State. 11

(2) COMPETITIVE GRANTS.—12

(A) IN GENERAL.—For any fiscal year for 13

which the amount appropriated to carry out 14

this subtitle is less than $150,000,000, the 15

State agency shall use the remainder of the 16

State allotment described in subsection (a)(2) 17

to make competitive grants to consortia. 18

(B) RESPONSIBILITIES.—A consortium 19

that receives such a grant shall be considered to 20

have received an allocation under this sub-21

section, and shall comply with the requirements 22

of this subtitle relating to funds received 23

through such an allocation. A State that makes 24

such grants shall be considered to have com-25
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plied with the requirements of this subsection 1

relating to making allocations. 2

(c) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—A State that uses Fed-3

eral funds provided under this chapter to carry out the 4

activities described in section 9106(a)(1)(B) shall make 5

available (directly or through donations from public or pri-6

vate entities) non-Federal contributions in cash in an 7

amount equal to not less than $1 for every $1 of the Fed-8

eral funds. 9

(d) REALLOTMENTS.—If the State agency does not 10

receive from a youth development consortium a letter of 11

intent declaring the consortium’s intention to submit an 12

area youth development plan to the State agency, within 13

120 days of the State agency’s announcement of the avail-14

ability of allocations under subsection (b) to youth devel-15

opment areas to pay for the cost of youth development 16

programs under this chapter, the State agency shall deter-17

mine that any amount allotted to the youth development 18

area for a fiscal year under this section will not be used 19

by such area for carrying out the purpose for which the 20

allotment was made and shall make such amount available 21

for carrying out such purpose to 1 or more other youth 22

development areas to the extent the State agency deter-23

mines that such other areas will be able to use such 24

amount for carrying out such purpose. 25
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SEC. 9107. YOUTH DEVELOPMENT CONSORTIA. 1

(a) YOUTH DEVELOPMENT CONSORTIA.—2

(1) CONVENED.—3

(A) CONVENING UNITS OF GENERAL PUR-4

POSE LOCAL GOVERNMENT AND CONVENING 5

COMMUNITY-BASED AGENCIES.—Except as oth-6

erwise provided in this paragraph, in order to 7

receive funds from a State pursuant to this 8

chapter, a youth development area shall have a 9

youth development consortium convened jointly 10

by the chief executive officer of a convening 11

community-based agency in the area and the 12

chief executive officer of the convening unit of 13

general purpose local government in the area. 14

(B) PRIVATE AGENCIES AND LOCAL GOV-15

ERNMENTS.—In the event that a convening 16

community-based agency is not represented in 17

the youth development area, or the chief execu-18

tive officer of a convening community-based 19

agency in the area is unwilling or unable to 20

participate in jointly convening the consortium, 21

the State agency, after consideration of the 22

views offered by units of general purpose local 23

government and by nonprofit agencies and or-24

ganizations in such area, shall designate a pri-25

vate nonprofit agency or organization in the 26
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area to convene the consortium jointly with the 1

chief executive officer of the convening unit of 2

general purpose local government in the area. 3

(C) LOCAL FUNDING AND COORDINATING 4

AGENCIES AND PUBLIC ENTITIES.—In the event 5

that a chief executive officer of the convening 6

unit of general purpose local government in the 7

youth development area is unwilling or unable 8

to participate in jointly convening the consor-9

tium, the State agency, after consideration of 10

the views offered by units of general purpose 11

local government and by youth-serving agencies 12

and organizations in such area, shall designate 13

an executive official of a public entity in the 14

area to convene the consortium jointly with the 15

chief executive officer of a convening commu-16

nity-based agency and any other chief executive 17

officers of units of general purpose local govern-18

ment in the area. 19

(D) EXISTING ENTITY.—An existing entity 20

in the youth development area may serve as the 21

consortium if—22

(i) such entity’s membership meets 23

the requirements for a consortium or is 24

adapted to meet such requirements; and 25
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(ii) such entity is approved by the 1

State agency. 2

(E) PUBLIC NOTICE.—A consortium may 3

not be convened under this paragraph before 4

the expiration of the 30-day period beginning 5

on the date the particular convening authorities 6

described in this paragraph provide such rea-7

sonable public notice of the date and time of 8

the first convening of the consortium as is suffi-9

cient to inform all units of local general purpose 10

government, and nonprofit youth-serving and 11

youth development agencies, of such first con-12

vening. 13

(2) CHAIRPERSONS.—The consortium shall 14

elect 2 chairpersons from among its membership. 15

One chairperson shall be an officer or official of a 16

general unit of local purpose government and 1 17

chairperson shall be an officer or official from a non-18

profit youth-serving and youth development agency. 19

(3) COMPOSITION.—A consortium shall consist 20

of an equal number of local representatives from 21

each of the following 3 groups: 22

(A) A group comprised of individuals 23

under age 20 at the time of service on the con-24

sortium. 25

SEC. 9108. AREA YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PLANS. 5

agency and receive an allocation under this chapter, de-8

velop, prepare, and submit to the State agency a single 9

area youth development plan, approved by the consortium, 10

for the youth development area, at such time, in such 11

manner, and meeting such criteria as the State agency 12

may prescribe. Such plan shall be for a 2- or 3-year period 13

with such annual revisions as may be necessary. Each 14

such plan shall be based upon a uniform format for area 15

plans in the State prepared in accordance with section 16

9105(b). 17

(b) CONTENTS.—Each such plan shall—18

(1) provide specific outcome objectives for youth 19

development programs to be carried out in the youth 20

development area, based on an assessment of needs 21

and resources, sufficient to ensure that all youth in 22

the area have access and participate through a com-23

prehensive and coordinated system to the full array 24

of core resources described in section 9002; 25
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(2) provide an assurance that, in awarding 1

grants and contracts to entities to implement the 2

area plan to provide youth with access to core re-3

sources described in section 9002 through youth de-4

velopment programs, the agency will give priority to 5

entities as described in section 9110(b); 6

(3) provide that not less than 30 percent of the 7

funds allocated under this chapter for the youth de-8

velopment area will be used for youth development 9

programs that respond to the special developmental 10

needs of youth—11

(A) in areas with high concentrations of 12

poverty; 13

(B) in rural areas; 14

(C) in situations in which the youth are at 15

higher risk due to abuse, neglect, disconnection 16

(D) in alternative educational settings or 19

who have been expelled or suspended from 20

school; 21

(E) in correctional facilities and other out-22

of-home residential settings; 23

(4) provide assurances that youth engaged in 3

youth development programs carried out under the 4

area plan will be treated equitably; 5

gaps between unmet needs and available resources; 11

(7) describe the inclusive process used by the 12

consortium to engage all segments of the commu-13

(8) provide measures of program effectiveness 16

to be used in evaluating the progress of the youth 17

development programs approved by the consortium 18

in the area in ensuring access for all youth to the 19

full array of core resources described in section 20

9002, including specific measures for providing ac-21

cess to such resources for youth with special develop-22

mental needs, and including specific measures of the 23

participation of youth; 24
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(9) describe how local requirements for pro-1

viding matching funds will be met, how resources 2

will be leveraged, and the uses to which matching 3

funds and leveraged resources will be applied, in car-4

rying out the area plan; 5

(10) provide for the establishment and mainte-6

nance of outreach sufficient to ensure that youth 7

and their families in the youth development area are 8

aware of youth development programs providing ac-9

cess to the core resources described in section 9002, 10

and to ensure that the participation of youth is sus-11

tained; 12

(11) provide that the consortium will—13

(A) conduct periodic evaluations of, and 14

public hearings on, activities carried out under 15

the area plan; 16

(B) furnish technical assistance to entities 17

carrying out youth development programs under 18

this title within the youth development area; 19

(C) establish effective and efficient proce-20

dures for the coordination of—21

(i) entities carrying out youth develop-22

ment programs under this chapter within 23

the youth development area; and 24
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(ii) entities carrying out other Fed-1

eral, State, local, and private programs for 2

youth within the youth development area; 3

and 4

(D) take into account in connection with 5

matters of general policy arising in the develop-6

ment and administration of the area plan, the 7

views of youth who have participated in youth 8

development programs or who desire to partici-9

pate in youth development programs pursuant 10

to the plan; and 11

(12) provide for the utilization of entities car-12

rying out volunteer service centers and organizations 13

supporting youth in community service and civic 14

participation in the area to—15

(A) encourage and enlist the services of 16

local volunteer groups to provide assistance and 17

services appropriate to the unique develop-18

mental needs of youth in the youth development 19

area; 20

(B) encourage, organize, and promote 21

youth to serve as volunteers to communities in 22

the area; and 23

(C) promote recognition of the contribution 24

made by youth volunteers to youth development 25
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programs administered in the youth develop-1

ment area. 2

SEC. 9109. GRANTS AND CONTRACTS TO ELIGIBLE ENTI-3

TIES. 4

(a) REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS.—In implementing an 5

area plan, once the plan has been submitted to and ap-6

proved by the State agency, a consortium shall issue a re-7

quest for proposals to award grants and contracts to eligi-8

ble entities to carry out youth development programs 9

under the plan. 10

(b) GRANTS AND CONTRACTS.—The consortium shall 11

use the funds made available through the allocation made 12

to the consortium under this chapter to award grants and 13

contracts on a competitive basis to eligible entities to pay 14

for the Federal share of the cost of carrying out the youth 15

development programs. Not more than 50 percent of the 16

funds made available through the allocation made to the 17

consortium may be awarded to a single recipient of a grant 18

or contract unless the recipient is a coalition as described 19

in section 9110(a)(1). 20

(c) CONFLICT PROVISION.—The bylaws of the con-21

sortium shall contain a conflict of interest provision that 22

requires any member of the consortium or employee of the 23

consortium who has a conflict of interest regarding any 24

matter related to awarding a grant or contract under sub-25
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section (b) to declare the conflict and refrain from voting 1

on the award. 2

(d) PERIOD.—The consortium may award such a 3

grant or contract for a period of not more than 4 years. 4

The consortium may terminate the funding made available 5

through such grant or contract during such grant or con-6

tract period for a youth development program if insuffi-7

cient Federal funds are appropriated under section 9102 8

to permit continuation of funding. 9

(e) FEDERAL SHARE.—10

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Federal share of the 11

cost of carrying out a program described in this sec-12

tion shall be—13

(A) 80 percent for the first and second 14

year for which the program receives funding 15

under this section; 16

(B) 70 percent for the third such year; 17

(C) 60 percent for the fourth such year; 18

and 19

(D) 50 percent for any subsequent year. 20

(2) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—An entity that re-21

ceives a grant or contract under this section may 22

provide for the non-Federal share of the cost from 23

non-Federal sources (which may include State or 24
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local public sources) in cash or in kind, fairly evalu-1

ated, including facilities, equipment, or services. 2

(3) ADJUSTMENTS.—A State agency may ad-3

just the Federal share of the cost that applies to an 4

entity that receives a grant or contract under this 5

section from a consortium, in the event that the con-6

sortium demonstrates significant economic need suf-7

ficient to cause difficulties in area plan implementa-8

tion. 9

SEC. 9110. ELIGIBLE ENTITIES. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to receive a grant 11

or contract under section 9109, an entity shall be—12

(1) a coalition of community-based youth-serv-13

ing or youth development organizations, public agen-14

cies, health and mental health agencies, education 15

entities including community colleges, colleges, and 16

universities, libraries and museums, parks and recre-17

ation agencies, arts and cultural organizations, vol-18

unteer centers, faith-based organizations, older adult 19

organizations, or organizations supporting youth in-20

volved in community service and civic participation; 21

or 22

(2) a community-based public or private youth-23

serving or youth development organization. 24
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(b) PRIORITY.—In awarding grants and contracts 1

under section 9109, a consortium shall give priority to—2

(1) existing entities that carry out youth devel-3

opment programs or health, mental health, fitness, 4

education, workforce preparation, substance abuse 5

prevention, child welfare, evaluation and assessment, 6

parenting, recreation, arts and cultural engagement, 7

teen pregnancy prevention, rehabilitative, or residen-8

tial services to youth (as of the date of submission 9

of the area plan) that use proven methods and mate-10

rials supported by evaluation and can demonstrate 11

effective service delivery and sustainability; and 12

(2) entities that submit applications under sec-13

tion 9111 that—14

(A) evidence collaboration among commu-15

nity agencies in providing services under an 16

area plan; 17

(B) are outcome driven; 18

(C) evidence youth leadership opportuni-19

ties; 20

(D) evidence sustainable, continuous, and 21

sequential activities for youth; 22

(E) evidence strong management practices; 23

(F) evidence strong workforce training and 24

retention efforts; and 25
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(G) evidence a commitment to evaluation 1

or other methods of continual reflection on im-2

proving quality and efficacy. 3

(c) ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.—An entity that re-4

ceives a grant or contract under section 9109 may use 5

up to 5 percent of the funds received through the grant 6

or contract for the cost of administrative expenses. 7

(d) LIMITATION.—A for-profit entity that receives a 8

grant or contract under section 9109 may not use funds 9

made available through the grant or contract for the pur-10

poses of generating additional profits. 11

SEC. 9111. APPLICATIONS. 12

To be eligible to receive a grant or contract under 13

section 9109 to carry out youth development programs 14

under an area plan, an entity shall submit an application 15

to the consortium for the area at such time, in such man-16

ner, and containing such information as the consortium 17

and the appropriate State agency, may reasonably require. 18

Such application shall include specific descriptions of how 19

the entity will implement section 9112(a). 20

SEC. 9112. YOUTH DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS. 21

(a) ACCESS.—An eligible entity that receives a grant 22

or contract under section 9109 to carry out a youth devel-23

opment program shall implement a program that pro-24

motes, either directly, through a contract, or indirectly 25
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through collaboration with other community entities, ac-1

cess to the full array of core resources described in section 2

9002. 3

(b) ACTIVITIES.—An eligible entity that receives a 4

grant or contract under section 9109 to carry out a youth 5

development program may include among eligible activities 6

provided through the program, which are part of an effort 7

to provide access to, and participation in, the full array 8

of core resources described in section 9002—9

(1) character development and ethical enrich-10

ment activities; 11

(2) mentoring activities, including one-to-one 12

relationship building and tutoring; 13

(3) provision and support of community youth 14

centers and clubs; 15

(4) nonschool hours, weekend, and summer pro-16

grams and camps; 17

(5) sports, recreation, and other activities pro-18

moting physical fitness and teamwork; 19

(6) services that promote health and healthy de-20

velopment and behavior on the part of youth, includ-21

ing risk avoidance programs; 22

(7) academic enrichment, peer counseling and 23

teaching, and literacy activities; 24
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(8) camping, environmental, and science edu-1

cation; 2

(9) arts and cultural engagement, including 3

through music, fine and performing arts; 4

(10) workforce preparation, youth entrepreneur-5

ship, and technological and vocational skill building; 6

(11) opportunities for community service and 7

community action aimed at involving youth in pro-8

viding the full array of core resources described in 9

section 9002 to other youth, including opportunities 10

provided in conjunction with activities being per-11

formed by entities under the National and Commu-12

nity Service Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12501 et seq.); 13

(12) opportunities that engage youth in civic 14

participation and as leaders or partners in decision-15

making, especially opportunities with respect to pro-16

grams and strategies that seek to offer access to, 17

and participation in, the full array of core resources 18

described in section 9002; 19

(13) special interest group activities or courses, 20

including activities or courses regarding video pro-21

duction, cooking, gardening, pet care, photography, 22

and other youth-identified interests; 23
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(14) efforts focused on building the capacity of 1

community-based youth workers, utilizing commu-2

nity colleges, colleges, and universities; 3

(15) public and private youth led programs, in-4

cluding such programs provided by youth-serving or 5

youth development organizations; 6

(16) transportation services to foster the par-7

ticipation of youth in youth development programs 8

in the community involved; 9

(17) subsidies for youth that meet the income 10

eligibility guidelines for a free or reduced price lunch 11

under section 9(b) of the Richard B. Russell Na-12

tional School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1758(b)), if the 13

provision of such a subsidy allows a youth to fully 14

participate in a youth development program that is 15

part of a strategy to promote access to, and partici-16

pation in, the full array of core resources described 17

in section 9002; 18

(18) training or group counseling to assist 19

youth, by State certified counselors, psychologists, 20

social workers, or other State licensed or certified 21

mental health professionals who are qualified under 22

State law to provide such services to youth; and 23

(19) referrals to State certified counselors, psy-24

chologists, social workers, or other State licensed or 25
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certified mental health professionals or health pro-1

fessionals who are qualified under State law to pro-2

vide such services to youth. 3

(c) INFORMATION.— An eligible entity that receives 4

a grant or contract under section 9109 shall be considered 5

to be a person directly connected with the administration 6

of a Federal education program for purposes of section 7

9(b)(2)(C)(iii)(II)(aa) of the Richard B. Russell National 8

School Lunch Act (7 U.S.C. 1758(b)(2)(C)(iii)(II)). A 9

school serving youth who are receiving services under this 10

chapter from the eligible entity shall provide information 11

to the eligible entity on the income eligibility status of the 12

youth who are children described in section 9(b)(2)(C)(iv) 13

of such Act (7 U.S.C. 1758(b)(2)(C)(iv)), in accordance 14

with that section, to enable the eligible entity to determine 15

eligibility for subsidies under subsection (b)(17). 16

(d) PARTICIPATION IN PLANNING, DESIGN, AND IM-17

PLEMENTATION.—An eligible entity that receives a grant 18

or contract under section 9109 shall actively engage par-19

ents, grandparents, guardians, and youth in the planning, 20

design, and implementation of youth development pro-21

grams supported by funds made available through the 22

grant or contract, including using consumer feedback and 23

evaluation mechanisms at least once a year. 24
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CHAPTER 3—ACCOUNTABILITY 1

SEC. 9201. PURPOSES. 2

The purposes of this chapter are—3

(1) to ensure that funds appropriated to carry 4

out this subtitle are expended in compliance with 5

this subtitle; and 6

(2) to establish mechanisms at the Federal, 7

State, and local levels to monitor expenditures of the 8

funds and respond to noncompliance with this sub-9

title. 10

SEC. 9202. FEDERAL LEVEL ACCOUNTABILITY. 11

(a) DATA COLLECTION AND USE.—The Associate 12

Commissioner shall collect, collate, and review data re-13

ceived from States under section 9104(a)(2)(K) and shall 14

make such data available, in the aggregate and by State, 15

to the Coordinating Council for National Youth Policy, 16

Congress, and (on request) to the general public. 17

(b) CORRECTION OF DEFICIENCIES.—If the Asso-18

ciate Commissioner determines, based on a review of State 19

annual reports, State youth development plans, State data 20

submissions, audits, evaluations, or other documentation 21

required under this subtitle, that a State or eligible entity 22

that receives funds through a grant or contract made 23

under this subtitle is not complying with the requirements 24

of this subtitle, the Associate Commissioner shall—25
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(1) notify the State or eligible entity of the defi-1

ciencies that require correction and request that the 2

State or entity submit a plan to correct the defi-3

ciencies; 4

(2) negotiate a plan to correct the deficiencies, 5

and provide appropriate training or technical assist-6

ance designed to assist the State or eligible entity in 7

complying with the requirements of this subtitle; and 8

(3) if the State or eligible entity fails to submit 9

or negotiate a plan to correct the deficiencies or fails 10

to make substantial efforts, within 6 months after 11

the date of the notification described in paragraph 12

(1), to correct the deficiencies and comply with the 13

requirements of this subtitle—14

(A) terminate the provision of funds under 15

this subtitle to the State or entity for the re-16

mainder of the period of the grant or contract; 17

and 18

(B) disburse such funds in the manner 19

prescribed in section 9103(e) for funds withheld 20

under that section. 21

SEC. 9203. STATE LEVEL ACCOUNTABILITY. 22

If the State agency designated in section 9104(a)(1) 23

determines, based on a review of reports, data submis-24

sions, audits, evaluations, or other documentation required 25
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under this subtitle, that a consortium or eligible entity 1

that receives funds through a grant or contract made 2

under this subtitle is not complying with the requirements 3

of this subtitle, the State agency shall—4

(1) notify the consortium or eligible entity of 5

the deficiencies that require correction and request 6

that the consortium or entity submit a plan to cor-7

rect the deficiencies; 8

(2) negotiate a plan to correct the deficiencies, 9

and provide appropriate training or technical assist-10

ance designed to assist the consortium or eligible en-11

tity in complying with the requirements of this sub-12

title; and 13

(3) if the consortium or eligible entity fails to 14

submit or negotiate a plan to correct the deficiencies 15

or fails to make substantial efforts, within 6 months 16

after the date of the notification described in para-17

graph (1), to correct the deficiencies and comply 18

with the requirements of this subtitle, terminate the 19

provision of funds under this subtitle to the consor-20

tium or entity for the remainder of the period of the 21

grant or contract. 22

SEC. 9204. LOCAL LEVEL ACCOUNTABILITY. 23

If a consortium determines, based on a review of re-24

ports, data submissions, audits, evaluations, or other doc-25
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umentation required under this subtitle, that an eligible 1

entity that receives funds through a grant or contract 2

made under this subtitle is not complying with the require-3

ments of this subtitle, the consortium shall—4

(1) notify the eligible entity of the deficiencies 5

that require correction and request that the entity 6

submit a plan to correct the deficiencies; 7

(2) negotiate a plan to correct the deficiencies 8

and provide appropriate training or technical assist-9

ance designed to assist the eligible entity in com-10

plying with the requirements of this subtitle; and 11

(3) if the eligible entity fails to submit or nego-12

tiate a plan to correct the deficiencies or fails to 13

make substantial efforts, within 6 months after the 14

date of the notification described in paragraph (1), 15

to correct the deficiencies and comply with the re-16

quirements of this subtitle, terminate the provision 17

of funds under this subtitle of the entity for the re-18

mainder of the period of the grant or contract. 19

SEC. 9205. STATE AUDIT. 20

Each State that receives funds under this subtitle 21

shall submit annually, to the Associate Commissioner, the 22

findings of an independent audit conducted in accordance 23

with chapter 75 of title 31, United States Code, con-24

cerning the use of such funds. 25
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CHAPTER 4—TRAINING, RESEARCH, AND 1

EVALUATION 2

SEC. 9301. PURPOSE. 3

The purpose of this chapter is to expand the Nation’s 4

knowledge and understanding of youth, youth development 5

programs, and community mobilization aimed at providing 6

all youth with access to, and participation in, the full array 7

of core resources described in section 9002 by—8

(1) assisting States in evaluating the effective-9

ness of activities implemented under this subtitle 10

(including evaluating the outcomes resulting from 11

the activities alongside the activities’ inputs and fi-12

delity of these inputs), including assisting in the 13

specification of a minimum set of quality, outcome, 14

and utilization data to be collected, and development 15

of common definitions to be used, by entities receiv-16

ing funds under this subtitle; 17

(2) placing priority on the education and train-18

ing of personnel, with respect to youth development 19

programs, to work with youth, with a special empha-20

sis on youth with special developmental needs; 21

(3) conducting research (that includes samples 22

that are representative of broader populations; that 23

is longitudinal; that can examine effects across mul-24

tiple levels, such as the effects on youth, programs, 25
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and communities; and that addresses participation, 1

selection, participant retention, and program reach) 2

and identifying effective practices directly related to 3

the field of youth development; 4

(4) disseminating widely information acquired 5

through such research to national, State, and local 6

youth development organizations and youth-serving 7

organizations; and 8

(5) establishing a clearinghouse for the collec-9

tion, dissemination, training, and technical assist-10

ance of youth development best practices, including 11

quality, outcome, and performance measurements. 12

SEC. 9302. GRANTS AND CONTRACTS. 13

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Associate Commissioner may 14

award grants and contracts to eligible entities to carry out 15

evaluation, education and training, and dissemination ac-16

tivities described in this section. 17

(b) EVALUATION.—18

(1) SYSTEM.—The Associate Commissioner 19

shall develop and establish a system for evaluating 20

the effectiveness of activities implemented under this 21

subtitle, including mechanisms for determining and 22

measuring programmatic inputs and outcomes re-23

sulting from those activities. 24
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(2) DISTRIBUTION.—In awarding grants and 1

contracts under subsection (a), the Associate Com-2

missioner shall use 50 percent of the funds appro-3

priated to carry out this chapter for an equitable 4

distribution among the States to allow State agen-5

cies to be responsible for evaluating the effectiveness 6

of the activities implemented in the State under this 7

subtitle, including, at a minimum, collecting the 8

quality, outcome, and utilization data described in 9

section 9301(1). 10

(c) EDUCATION AND TRAINING.—The Associate 11

Commissioner shall develop and establish a system for 12

providing education and training of personnel of States 13

and consortia to increase their capacity to work with 14

youth, with a special emphasis on youth with special devel-15

opmental needs, in carrying out quality youth development 16

programs under this subtitle. 17

(d) IMPACT EVALUATION.—18

(1) BIENNIAL EVALUATION.—19

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Associate Commis-20

sioner shall conduct an independent biennial 21

evaluation of the impact of youth development 22

programs assisted under this subtitle to pro-23

mote positive youth development. 24
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(B) CONTENTS.—The evaluation shall re-1

port on—2

(i) whether the entities carrying out 3

the youth development programs—4

(I) provided a thorough assess-5

ment of local resources and barriers 6

to access to, and participation in, the 7

full array of core resources; 8

(II) used objective data and the 9

knowledge of a wide range of commu-10

nity members; 11

(III) developed measurable goals 12

and objectives; 13

(IV) implemented research-based 14

youth development programs that 15

have been shown to be effective and 16

meet identified needs; and 17

(V) conducted periodic evalua-18

tions to assess progress made toward 19

achieving the goals and objectives and 20

used evaluations to improve the goals 21

and objectives, and the youth develop-22

ment programs; 23

(ii) whether the youth development 24

programs have been designed and imple-25
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mented in a manner that specifically tar-1

gets, if relevant to the youth development 2

programs—3

(I) research-based variables that 4

are predictive of healthy youth devel-5

opment; 6

(II) risk factors that are pre-7

dictive of an increased likelihood that 8

youth will use drugs, alcohol, or to-9

bacco, become sexually active, or en-10

gage in violence or drop out of school; 11

or 12

(III) protective factors, buffers, 13

or assets that are known to protect 14

youth from exposure to risk, either by 15

reducing the exposure to risk factors 16

or by changing the way a youth re-17

sponds to risk, and to increase the 18

likelihood of positive youth develop-19

ment; 20

(iii) whether the entities carrying out 21

the youth development programs have ap-22

preciably reduced individual risk-taking be-23

havior and community risk factors and in-24
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creased either individual or community 1

protective factors; and 2

(iv) whether the entities carrying out 3

the youth development programs have in-4

corporated effective youth and parent in-5

volvement. 6

(2) BIENNIAL REPORT.—Not later than Janu-7

ary 1, 2006, and every 2 years thereafter, the Asso-8

ciate Commissioner shall submit to the President 9

and Congress a report on the findings of the evalua-10

tion conducted under paragraph (1) together with 11

data available from other sources on the well-being 12

of youth. 13

(e) DISSEMINATION.—The Associate Commissioner 14

shall develop a system to facilitate the broad dissemination 15

of information acquired through research to States, youth 16

development consortia, and the public about successful 17

and promising strategies for providing all youth with the 18

full array of core resources described in section 9002. 19

SEC. 9303. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 20

There are authorized to be appropriated to carry out 21

this chapter $7,000,000 for fiscal year 2004, and such 22

sums as may be necessary for each of fiscal years 2005, 23

2006, 2007, and 2008. 24
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Subtitle E—Coordination of 1

National Youth Policy 2

SEC. 9401. COORDINATING COUNCIL FOR NATIONAL YOUTH 3

POLICY. 4

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established in the 5

Executive Office of the President a Coordinating Council 6

for National Youth Policy. 7

(b) ADMINISTRATION.—The Assistant to the Presi-8

dent for Domestic Policy within the Executive Office of 9

the President shall oversee the functioning of the Council 10

established under subsection (a). 11

(c) COMPOSITION.—12

(1) NUMBER.—The Council shall be composed 13

of the following members: 14

(A) The Attorney General. 15

(B) The Secretary of Education. 16

(C) The Secretary of Health and Human 17

Services. 18

(D) The Secretary of Housing and Urban 19

Development. 20

(E) The Secretary of Labor. 21

(F) The Secretary of Transportation. 22

(G) The Commissioner of Social Security. 23
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(H) The Chief Executive Officer of the 1

Corporation for National and Community Serv-2

ice. 3

(I) The heads of such other Federal de-4

partments and agencies as the Secretary con-5

siders appropriate. 6

(J) 15 individuals who are neither officers 7

nor employees of the United States. 8

(2) QUALIFICATIONS OF NON-FEDERAL MEM-9

BERS.—The President shall appoint the members of 10

the Council specified in paragraph (1)(J) from 11

among—12

(A) individuals who have expertise in or ex-13

perience with youth development or youth-serv-14

ing programs, especially programs serving rural 15

and inner-city urban youth and youth with spe-16

cial developmental needs; 17

(B) representatives of national organiza-18

tions with an interest in youth development pro-19

grams; 20

(C) representatives of business and faith 21

communities; 22

(D) parents, grandparents, and guardians; 23

and 24
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(E) youth who have participated in local 1

youth development programs or who desire to 2

participate in local youth development pro-3

grams. 4

(3) AGE OF NON-FEDERAL MEMBERS.—At least 5

1⁄3 of the individuals appointed under paragraph 6

(1)(J) shall be younger than 20 years of age at the 7

time of appointment. 8

(d) APPOINTMENT AND TERMS OF NON-FEDERAL 9

MEMBERS.—10

(1) TERMS.—11

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise 12

provided in this section, a member of the Coun-13

cil appointed under subsection (c)(1)(J) shall 14

serve for a term of 4 years. 15

(B) END OF TERM.—The term shall end 16

on March 31 regardless of the actual date of 17

the appointment of such member. 18

(2) SERVICE.—Members of the Council ap-19

pointed under subsection (c)(1)(J) shall serve with-20

out regard to the provisions of title 5, United States 21

Code. 22

(e) SERVICE DURING VACANCIES.—Any member of 23

the Council appointed under subsection (c)(1)(J) ap-24

pointed to fill a vacancy occurring prior to the expiration 25
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of the term for which such public member’s predecessor 1

was appointed shall be appointed for the remainder of 2

such term. Members of the Council appointed under sub-3

section (c)(1)(J) shall be eligible for reappointment and 4

may continue to serve after the expiration of their terms 5

until their successors have taken office. 6

(f) VACANCIES.—Any vacancy in the Council shall 7

not affect the powers of the Council, but shall be filled 8

in the same manner as the original appointment was 9

made. 10

(g) CHAIRPERSON.—The Secretary of Health and 11

Human Services shall serve as Chairperson for the Coun-12

cil. 13

(h) MEETINGS.—The Council shall meet at the call 14

of the Chairperson at least twice a year. 15

(i) DUTIES.—The Council shall—16

(1) serve as an effective and visible advocate for 17

youth in the Federal Government, by actively review-18

ing and commenting on all Federal policies affecting 19

youth; 20

(2) advise and assist the President and the 21

heads of Federal departments and agencies on mat-22

ters regarding the core resources youth need and the 23

capacity of youth to contribute to the Nation and 24

their communities; 25
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(3) make recommendations to the President 1

and to Congress with respect to Federal policies re-2

garding youth; 3

(4) provide public forums for discussion on 4

issues regarding youth, publicize the core resources 5

youth need, and obtain information relating to en-6

suring all youth access and participate in the full 7

array of core resources described in section 9002, by 8

conducting public hearings, and by conducting or 9

sponsoring conferences, workshops, and other similar 10

meetings; 11

(5) develop mechanisms to foster collaboration 12

and resolve administrative and programmatic con-13

flicts between Federal programs that would be bar-14

riers to parents, grandparents, and guardians, com-15

munity-based, youth-serving, and youth development 16

organizations, local government entities, State gov-17

ernment entities, tribes, older adult organizations, 18

parks and recreation agencies, libraries and muse-19

ums, arts and cultural organizations, faith-based or-20

ganizations, and organizations supporting youth in-21

volved in community service and civic participation, 22

related to the coordination of services and funding 23

for programs promoting access to, and participation 24
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in, the full array of core resources described in sec-1

tion 9002; and 2

(6) consult with and assist State and local gov-3

ernments with respect to barriers the governments 4

encounter related to the coordination of services and 5

funding for youth development and youth services 6

programs. 7

(j) REPORTS.—Not later than March 31, 2005, and 8

each subsequent year, the Council shall prepare and sub-9

mit to the President an annual report of the findings and 10

recommendations of the Council. The President shall 11

transmit each such report to Congress together with com-12

ments and recommendations. 13

(k) TRAVEL EXPENSES.—Public members of the 14

Council shall not receive compensation for the perform-15

ance of services for the Council, but shall be allowed travel 16

expenses, including per diem in lieu of subsistence, at 17

rates authorized for employees of agencies under sub-18

chapter I of chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code, 19

while away from their homes or regular places of business 20

in the performance of services for the Council. Notwith-21

standing section 1342 of title 31, United States Code, the 22

President may accept the voluntary and uncompensated 23

services of members of the Council. 24
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(l) PERMANENT COMMITTEE.—Section 14 of the 1

Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 U.S.C. App.) shall not 2

apply to the Council. 3

(m) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 4

are authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section 5

$500,000 for fiscal year 2004 and such sums as may be 6

necessary for fiscal years 2005 through 2008. 7

Subtitle B—Youth Programs 8

SEC. 9201. AMERICORPS. 9

Section 501(a)(2)(A) of the National and Community 10

Service Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12681(a)(2)(A)) is amend-11

ed by striking ‘‘$300,000,000’’ and all that follows and 12

inserting ‘‘$500,000,000 for fiscal year 2004 and such 13

sums as may be necessary for fiscal year 2005.’’.14

SEC.

(b) YOUTH ACTIVITIES FORMULA GRANTS.—Section 4

(1) by striking ‘‘are authorized’’ and inserting 7

‘‘is authorized’’; and 8

(2) by striking ‘‘such sums’’ and all that follows 9

(c) JOB CORPS.—Section 161 of the Workforce In-12

SEC. 11001. EXTENSION OF BRADY BACKGROUND CHECKS 13

TO GUN SHOWS. 14

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that—15

(1) more than 4,400 traditional gun shows are 16

held annually across the United States, with each 17

show attracting thousands of attendees and hun-18

dreds of Federal firearms licensees and nonlicensed 19

firearms sellers; 20

(2) traditional gun shows, flea markets, and 21

other organized events, at which a large number of 22

firearms are offered for sale by Federal firearms li-23

censees and nonlicensed firearms sellers, comprise a 24

significant part of the national firearms market; 25
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(3) firearms and ammunition exhibited or of-1

fered for sale or exchange at gun shows, flea mar-2

kets, and other organized events move easily in, and 3

substantially affect, interstate commerce; 4

(4) before a firearm is exhibited or offered for 5

sale or exchange at a gun show, flea market, or 6

other organized event, the gun, its component parts, 7

ammunition, and the raw materials from which the 8

gun is manufactured have moved in interstate com-9

merce; 10

(5) gun shows, flea markets, and other orga-11

nized events at which firearms are exhibited or of-12

fered for sale or exchange, provide a convenient and 13

centralized commercial location at which firearms 14

may be bought and sold anonymously, often without 15

background checks or records that enable gun trac-16

ing; 17

(6) criminals and other ineligible persons obtain 18

guns without background checks at gun shows, flea 19

markets, and other organized events at which guns 20

are exhibited or offered for sale or exchange, and 21

frequently use these untraceable guns to commit 22

crimes; 23

(7) many persons who buy and sell firearms at 24

gun shows, flea markets, and other organized events 25
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cross State lines to attend these events and to en-1

gage in the interstate transportation of firearms ob-2

tained at these events; 3

(8) gun violence is a pervasive, national prob-4

lem that is exacerbated by the availability of guns at 5

gun shows, flea markets, and other organized events; 6

(9) firearms associated with gun shows have 7

been—8

(A) transferred illegally to residents of 9

other States by Federal firearms licensees and 10

nonlicensed firearms sellers; and 11

(B) involved in subsequent crimes, includ-12

ing drug offenses, crimes of violence, property 13

crimes, and illegal possession of firearms, by 14

felons and other prohibited persons; and 15

(10) Congress has the power, under the inter-16

state commerce clause and other provisions of the 17

Constitution of the United States, to ensure that 18

criminals and other prohibited persons do not obtain 19

firearms at gun shows, flea markets, and other orga-20

nized events. 21

vice’ means a device or locking mechanism that is 14

‘‘(A) if installed on a firearm and secured 19

by means of a key or a mechanically, electroni-20

cally, or electromechanically-operated combina-21

person for disposition in accordance with 6

clause (iii); 7

‘‘(ii) the person prohibits the posting 8

or listing on the website of any information 9

(including any name, nickname, telephone 10

number, address, or electronic mail ad-11

dress) that is reasonably likely to enable 12

the prospective transferor and prospective 13

transferee to directly contact each other 14

prior to the shipment of the firearm to 15

that person under clause (i); and 16

‘‘(iii) with respect to each firearm re-17

ceived from a prospective transferor under 18

clause (i), the person—19

about the firearm as the Attorney 21

into a separate bound record; 23

feror does not provide the person with 6

a certified copy of a valid firearms li-7

cense issued to the prospective trans-8

feror under this chapter, submits to 9

the Attorney General a report of the 10

transfer or other disposition of the 11

firearm on a form specified by the At-12

torney General, which report shall not 13

include the name of, or any other 14

identifying information relating to, the 15

transferor. 16

‘‘(2) TRANSFERS BY PERSONS OTHER THAN LI-17

CENSEES.—It shall be unlawful for any person who 18

is not licensed under section 923 to transfer a fire-19

arm pursuant to a posting or listing of the firearm 20

for sale or exchange on an Internet website de-21

scribed in paragraph (1) to any person other than 22

the operator of the website.’’. 23

‘‘destroy’’. 19

SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN AND FAMILIES. 3

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 6 months after 4

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Health 5

and Human Services (in this section referred to as the 6

‘‘Secretary’’) shall establish an advisory committee to be 7

known as the ‘‘Advisory Committee on Private Sector Sup-8

port for Children and Families’’ (in this section referred 9

to as the ‘‘Committee’’) that shall review, highlight and 10

promote the private sector policies and practices that will 11

best create family-friendly workplaces and allow parents 12

to succeed at work and at home. 13

(b) DUTIES.—The Committee shall—14

(1) solicit advice and recommendations con-15

cerning employer and community efforts that are de-16

signed to assist parents caring for their children and 17

ensure that every child residing in the United States 18

has a healthy start, a head start, a fair start, and 19

a safe start in life and successful passage to adult-20

hood; 21

(2) review and consider the full range of private 22

sector family-centered efforts, including flexibility in 23

the workplace, family and medical leave policies, em-24
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ployer sponsored health care and child care services, 1

parent support centers, and literacy training; and 2

(3) prepare and submit the report required 3

under subsection (d). 4

(c) MEMBERSHIP.—The Committee shall—5

(1) be appointed by the Secretary in consulta-6

tion with the Secretary of the Treasury, the Sec-7

retary of Labor, and the Secretary of Education; 8

and 9

(2) consist of representatives of children and 10

family advocates, business groups, labor organiza-11

tions, faith-based institutions, and charitable foun-12

dations. 13

(d) REPORT.—14

(1) SECRETARY.—Not later than 18 months 15

after the date of enactment of this Act, the Com-16

mittee shall submit to the Secretary a report that 17

contains the Committee’s findings and recommenda-18

tions resulting from carrying out the duties required 19

under subsection (b), together with recommendations 20

for such legislation and administrative actions as the 21

Committee considers appropriate 22

(2) CONGRESS.—The Secretary shall transmit 23

copies of the report to the Committee on Health, 24

Education, Labor, and Pensions and the Committee 25
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on Finance of the Senate and the Committee on 1

Education and the Workforce, the Committee on 2

Energy and Commerce, and the Committee on Ways 3

and Means of the House of Representatives. 4
