Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. OFFENSE AND CLARIFICATION.

(a) NEW OFFENSE.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 43 of title 18,

United States Code, is amended by inserting after
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section 912 the following:

or employee to harass military families
“Whoever—

“(1) falsely assumes or pretends to be an offi-
cer or employee acting under the authority or law of
the United States or any department, agency, or of-
ficer thereof;

“(2) acts as deseribed in paragraph (1); and

intent to harass, alarm, shock, terrify, or cause men-
