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(a) EXPANSION OF CALLING TIME RESTRICTIONS
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PERIOD.—The Federal Trade Commission shall modify its

regulations on telemarketing sales (part 310 of title 16,
Code of Federal Regulations) in order to provide that the
period of calling time restrictions under section 310.4(c)
of title 16, Code of Federal Regulations, shall also include
the period from 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. local time.

(b) EXCLUSION FOR CALLS ON CERTAIN INFORMA-
TION.—The Commission shall modify the regulations re-
ferred to in subsection (a) in order to ensure that an out-
bound telephone call regarding suspicious or illegal activ-
ity in the account of a person shall not constitute an abu-

sive telemarketing act or practice under such regulations.
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
