RESOLUTION

Designating April 11th, 2003, as “National Youth Service

Day”’, and for other purposes.

Whereas National Youth Service Day is an annual public
awareness and education campaign that highlights the
amazing contributions that young people make to their

communities throughout the year;

Whereas the goals of National Youth Service Day are to mo-
bilize youths to identify and address the needs of their
communities through service, recruit the next generation
of volunteers, and educate the public about the contribu-
tions young people make as community leaders through-

out the year;
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Whereas young people in the United States are volunteering

more than has any generation in American history;

Whereas the ongoing contributions young people make to
their communities throughout the year should be recog-

nized and encouraged;

Whereas young people should be viewed as the hope not only
of tomorrow, but of today, and should be valued for the
inherent idealism, energy, creativity, and commitment
that they employ in addressing the needs of their commu-

nities;

Whereas there 1s a fundamental and absolute correlation be-
tween youth service and lifelong adult volunteering and

philanthropy;

Whereas, through volunteer service and related learning op-
portunities, young people build character and learn valu-
able skills, including time management, teamwork, needs-
assessment, and leadership, that are sought by employ-

ers;

Whereas service-learning, an innovative teaching method com-
bining service to the community with classroom cur-
riculum, 1s a proven strategy to Increase academic

achievement;

Whereas National Youth Service Day was first organized in
1988 by Youth Service America and the Campus Out-
reach Opportunity Lieague, and is now being observed in

2003 for the 15th consecutive year;

Whereas Youth Service America continues to expand Na-
tional Youth Service Day, now engaging millions of
young people nationwide with 50 Lead Agencies in nearly
every State to organize activities across the United
States;
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Whereas Youth Service America has expanded National

Youth Service Day to involve over 60 National Partners;

Whereas National Youth Service Day has inspired Global

Youth Service Day, which occurs concurrently in 127

countries and is now in its fourth year; and

Whereas young people will benefit greatly from expanded op-
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portunities to engage in meaningful volunteer service:

Resolved,

SECTION 1. RECOGNITION AND ENCOURAGEMENT OF
YOUTH COMMUNITY SERVICE.

The Senate recognizes and commends the significant
contributions of American youth and encourages the cul-
tivation of a common civic bond among young people dedi-
cated to serving their neighbors, their communities, and
the Nation.

SEC. 2. NATIONAL YOUTH SERVICE DAY.

(a) SENSE OF THE SENATE.—It is the sense of the
Senate that the President should designate April 11,
2003, as “National Youth Service Day”.

(b) PROCLAMATION.—The Senate requests the Presi-
dent to issue a proclamation—

(1) designating April 11, 2003, as ‘“National

Youth Service Day”’; and

(2) calling on the people of the United States

to—
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(A) observe the day by encouraging and
engaging youth to participate in civic and com-
munity service projects;

(B) recognize the volunteer efforts of our
Nation’s young people throughout the year; and

(C) support these efforts as an investment
in the future of our Nation.
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
