SEC. 2. FINDINGS.
Congress finds the following:

(1) Approximately 790,000 individuals were
prohibited from purchasing a firearm for failing a
background check between November 30, 1998, (the
date the National Instant Criminal Background
Check System (NICS) began operating) and Decem-
ber 31, 2003.

(2) From November 30, 1998, through Decem-
ber 31, 2003, over 40,800,000 Brady background
checks were processed through NICS.

(3) Although most Brady background checks
are processed through NICS in seconds, many back-
oround checks are delayed if the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI) does not have automated access

to complete information from the States concerning

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persons prohibited from possessing or receiving a
firearm under Federal or State law.

(4) Approximately 24,000,000 criminal records
are either not automated or not accessible by NICS
and another 16,000,000 criminal records that are
automated and accessible are missing critical data,
such as arrest dispositions.

(5) The primary cause of delay in NICS back-
eround checks is the failure of the States to—

(A) update and make available criminal
disposition records; and

(B) provide automated access to informa-
tion concerning persons prohibited from pos-
sessing or receiving a firearm because of mental
illness, restraining orders, or misdemeanor con-
victions for domestic violence.

(6) The failure of the States to provide auto-
mated access to this information 1is principally
caused by the States’ failure to—

(A) computerize information relating to
criminal history, eriminal dispositions, mental
illness, restraining orders, and misdemeanor
convictions for domestic violence; or

(B) make such information available to

NICS in a usable format.

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(7) Helping States to automate these records
will reduce delays for law-abiding gun purchasers.

(8) Twenty-three States have failed to automate
all of their felony criminal conviction records.

(9) Omly forty-five percent of the criminal his-
tory records in the Interstate Identification Index,
maintained by the FBI and used by the NICS, have
disposition information included.

(10) Many States do not submit fingerprint-
based records of misdemeanor convictions that may
disqualify a person from possessing or receiving a
firearm under section 922(g)(9) of title 18, United
States Code.

(11) Forty States do not automate or make ac-
cessible disqualifying mental health records.

(12) Only ten States have provided disquali-
fying mental health records to NICS. Of this group,
8 States have provided less than 40 such records, 1
State has provided approximately 1,600 such
records, and only 1 State has provided close to com-
plete records by having submitted more than 50,000
such records.

(13) Five States and 4 territories do not auto-
mate or make accessible domestic violence restrain-

ing order records to NICS.

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(14) Of the States that provide domestic vio-
lence restraining orders to NICS, records from 18
States are not complete and accurate.

(15) Fourteen States do not automate or make
accessible domestic violence misdemeanor conviction
records.

(16) Of the States that provide domestic vio-
lence misdemeanor conviction records to NICS,
records from 29 States are not complete or accurate.

(17) On March 12, 2002, the senseless shoot-
ing, which took the lives of a priest and a parish-
ioner at the Our Lady of Peace Church in Liynbrook,
New York, brought attention to the lack of informa-
tion sharing enabling Federal and State law enforce-
ment agencies to conduct a complete backeround
check on a potential firearm purchaser. The man
who committed this double murder had a prior dis-
qualifying mental health commitment and a restrain-
ing order against him, but passed a Brady back-
oround check because NICS did not have the nec-
essary information to determine that he was ineli-
eible to purchase a firearm under Federal or State

law.

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SEC. 3. DEFINITIONS.
As used in this Act, the following definitions shall
apply:

(2) DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE.—The Attorney

General shall—

(A) ensure that any information submitted
to, or maintained by, the Attorney General
under this section is kept accurate and con-
fidential, as required by the laws, regulations,
policies, or procedures governing the applicable
record system;

(B) provide for the timely removal and de-
struction of obsolete and erroneous names and
information from the National Instant Criminal

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SEC. 102. REQUIREMENTS TO OBTAIN WAIVER.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Beginning 3 years after the date
of enactment of this Act, a State shall be eligible to receive
a waiver of the 10 percent matching requirement for Na-
tional Criminal History Improvement Grants under the
Crime Identification Technology Act of 1988 (42 U.S.C.
14601) if the State provides at least 90 percent of the
information described in subsection (¢). The length of such

a waiver shall not exceed 2 years.

(b) STATE ESTIMATES.
(1) IN GENERAL.—To assist the Attorney Gen-
eral in making a determination under subsection (a)
of this section, and under section 104, concerning
the compliance of the States in providing informa-
tion to the Attorney General for the purpose of re-
ceiving a waiver under subsection (a) of this section,
or facing a loss of funds under section 104, each
State shall provide the Attorney General with a rea-
sonable estimate, as calculated by a method deter-
mined by the Attorney General, of the number of—

A State that violates this sub-
section shall be liable to the Attorney General for the full
amount of the grant received under this section.

(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There

are authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section
$250,000,000 for each of the fiscal years 2006 through
2008.

(e) USER FEE.—The Federal Bureau of Investica-
tion shall not charge a user fee for background checks pur-
suant to section 922(t) of title 18, United States Code.
SEC. 104. PENALTIES FOR NONCOMPLIANCE.

(a) ATTORNEY GENERAL REPORT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than January 31
of each year, the Attorney General shall submit to
the Committee on the Judiciary of the Senate and
the Committee on the Judiciary of the House of
Representatives a report on the progress of the

States in automating the databases containing infor-

in providing that information pursuant to the re-
quirements of sections 102 and 103.

(2) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—
There are authorized to be appropriated to the De-
partment of Justice, such funds as may be necessary
to carry out paragraph (1).

(1) DISCRETIONARY REDUCTION.—During the
2-year period beginning 3 years after the date of en-
actment of this Act, the Attorney General may with-
hold not more than 3 percent of the amount that
would otherwise be allocated to a State under sec-
tion 506 of the Omnibus Crime Control and Safe
Streets Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3756) if the State
provides less than 60 percent of the information re-
quired to be provided under sections 102 and 103.

(2) MANDATORY REDUCTION.—After the expi-
ration of the period referred to in paragraph (1), the
Attorney General shall withhold 5 percent of the
amount that would otherwise be allocated to a State
under section 506 of the Omnibus Crime Control
and Safe Streets Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 3756), if

the State provides less than 90 percent of the infor-

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mation required to be provided under sections 102
and 103.

(3) WAIVER BY ATTORNEY GENERAL.—The At-
torney General may waive the applicability of para-
oraph (2) to a State if the State provides substantial
evidence, as determined by the Attorney General,
that the State is making a reasonable effort to com-
ply with the requirements of sections 102 and 103.
(¢) REALLOCATION.—Any funds that are not allo-

cated to a State because of the failure of the State to com-
ply with the requirements of this title shall be reallocated

to States that meet such requirements.

Check System, that the Director considers to be best prac-
tices.

(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There

are authorized to be appropriated such sums as may be
necessary for each of the fiscal years 2006 through 2008
to complete the studies, evaluations, and reports required

under this section.

(a) GRANTS AUTHORIZED.—EFrom amounts made
available to carry out this section, the Attorney General
shall make grants to each State, consistent with State
plans for the integration, automation, and accessibility of
criminal history records, for use by the State court system
to improve the automation and transmittal of criminal his-
tory dispositions, records relevant to determining whether
a person has been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of
domestic violence, court orders, and mental health adju-
dications or commitments, to Federal and State record re-
positories in accordance with sections 102 and 103 and

the National Criminal History Improvement Program.

(b) GRANTS TO INDIAN TRIBES.—Up to 5 percent
of the grant funding available under this section may be
reserved for Indian tribal governments for use by Indian

tribal judicial systems.

(¢) USE oF FuNDs.—Amounts granted under this

section shall be used by the State court system only

SEC. 401. GAO AUDIT.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Comptroller General of the
United States shall conduct an audit of the expenditure
of all funds appropriated for criminal records improve-
ment pursuant to section 106(b) of the Brady IHandgun
Violence Prevention Act (Public Law 103-159) to deter-
mine if the funds were expended for the purposes author-

ized by the Act and how those funds were expended for

those purposes or were otherwise expended.
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1 (b) REPORT.—Not later than 6 months after the date
2 of enactment of this Act, the Comptroller General shall
3 submit a report to Congress deseribing the findings of the
4 audit conducted pursuant to subsection (a).
