cation.

(2) In order to provide sufficient time for the
Comptroller General to analyze the Secretary’s rec-
ommendations, in light of the released documenta-
tion and other information, the date specified in
paragraph (6) of subsection (d) of section 2914 of
the Defense Base Closure and Realignment Act of
1990 for the submission of the Comptroller Gen-
eral’s report shall be deemed to be the date that is
45 days after the date on which the Secretary pro-
vided the certification.

(3) In order to provide sufficient time for the
President to review and consider the report of the
Defense Base Closure and Realignment Commission,
