SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘The Education Savings 4

for Students Act of 2005’’. 5

FOR COVERDELL EDUCATION SAVINGS AC-7

COUNTS. 8

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 530(b)(1)(A)(iii) of the 9

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (defining Coverdell edu-10
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cation savings account) is amended by striking ‘‘$2,000’’ 1

and inserting ‘‘$5,000’’. 2

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 3

4973(e)(1)(A) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is 4

amended by striking ‘‘$2,000’’ and inserting ‘‘$5,000’’. 5

(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by 6

this section shall apply to taxable years beginning after 7

December 31, 2004. 8
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
