“(d) SUNSET OF AGE-60 RETIREMENT RULE.—On and
after the date of enactment of the Transportation, Housing
and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropria-
tions Act, 2008, section 121.383(c) of title 14, Code of Fed-
eral Regulations, shall cease to be effective.

“(e) APPLICABILITY.—

“(1) NONRETROACTIVITY.—No person who has

or relief in a proceeding, brought under any employ-
ment law or requlation, before any court or agency of

SEC. 416. None of the funds appropriated or otherwise
made available by this Act may be obligated or expended
by the Admanistrator of the Federal Aviation Administra-
tion to transfer the design and development functions of the
FAA Academy in their entirety or to implement the Auvr
Traffic Control Optimum Training Solution proposed by
the Administrator in its entirety prior to September 30,
2008.

This Act may be cited as the “Transportation, Hous-
mg and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appro-
priations Act, 2008”.
