(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 223(d)(2)(C) of the Inter-4

nal Revenue Code of 1986 (relating to exceptions) is 5

amended by striking ‘‘or’’ at the end of clause (iii), by 6

striking the period at the end of clause (iv) and inserting 7

‘‘, or’’, and by adding at the end the following new clause: 8

‘‘(v) a high deductible health plan, 9

other than a group health plan (as defined 10

in section 5000(b)(1)).’’. 11

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by 12

this section shall apply to taxable years beginning after 13

December 31, 2007. 14
