Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE; ETC. 3

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This Act may be cited as the 4

‘‘Renewable Energy Investment Act of 2009’’. 5

(b) AMENDMENT OF 1986 CODE.—Except as other-6

wise expressly provided, whenever in this subtitle an 7
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amendment or repeal is expressed in terms of an amend-1

ment to, or repeal of, a section or other provision, the ref-2

erence shall be considered to be made to a section or other 3

provision of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. 4
