Subtitle A—Nutritional Quality of 6

Foods in Underserved American 7

Communities 8

SEC. 101. FOOD SWAMPS: GREEN AND HEALTHY CORNER 9

STORE INITIATIVE. 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Agriculture shall 11

carry out a program, to be known as the Green and 12

Healthy Corner Store Initiative, of awarding grants to 13

units of general local government, nonprofit organizations, 14

and tribal governments to assist qualified convenience 15

stores to expand and sustain their offering of fruits and 16

vegetables. 17
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(b) PRIORITY.—In awarding grants under this sec-1

tion, the Secretary shall give priority to applicants pro-2

posing to provide assistance to qualified convenience stores 3

in low-income communities. 4

(c) ASSISTANCE.—Assistance provided to a qualified 5

convenience store pursuant to this section may include the 6

following: 7

(1) Seed money for the purchase of fruits and 8

vegetables and for equipment needed to sell fruits 9

and vegetables, such as but not limited to refrig-10

erators. 11

(2) Seed money for converting to energy-saving 12

equipment, such as but not limited to energy-effi-13

cient lighting and refrigerators and a ductless 14

HVAC system, to minimize the additional energy 15

costs associated with the refrigeration needed to 16

stock fruits and vegetables. 17

(3) Educational tools and information on the 18

importance of fresh fruits and vegetables. 19

(4) Simple recipes to assist customers in 20

healthy food preparation. 21

(d) REQUIREMENTS FOR CONVENIENCE STORES.— 22

As a condition on receipt of funds under this section, a 23

grantee shall agree to ensure that any qualified conven-24

ience store receiving assistance through the grant will— 25
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(1) maintain its expanded offering of fruits and 1

vegetables for a minimum time to be determined by 2

the Secretary; 3

(2) limit the number of its advertisements for 4

alcoholic beverages and cigarettes and offer at least 5

an equal amount of advertising for fruits and vege-6

tables; 7

(3) place advertisements for fruits and vegeta-8

bles prominently in the front of the store; 9

(4) advertise that the store is participating in 10

the Green and Healthy Corner Store Initiative; and 11

(5) work to partner with rural and urban farm-12

ers markets to obtain fruits and vegetables for sale. 13

(e) COOPERATION AMONG STORES TO DECREASE 14

PRICES.—The Secretary shall encourage grant recipients 15

under this section to encourage qualified convenience 16

stores receiving assistance through the grant to combine 17

efforts with other convenience stores when ordering fruits 18

and vegetables from distributors in an effort to decrease 19

the price of such goods. 20

(f) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 21

(1) The term ‘‘Bureau-funded school’’ has the 22

meaning given to such term in section 1141 of the 23

Education Amendments of 1978 (25 U.S.C. 2021). 24
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(2) The terms ‘‘elementary school’’, ‘‘local edu-1

cational agency’’, and ‘‘secondary school’’ have the 2

meanings given to such terms in section 9101 of the 3

Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 4

(20 U.S.C. 7801). 5

(3) The term ‘‘low-income communities’’ in-6

cludes— 7

(A) communities with a high percentage of 8

children eligible for free and reduced priced 9

lunches under the Richard B. Russell National 10

School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1751 et seq.); 11

and 12

(B) any other communities determined by 13

the Secretary to be low-income for purposes of 14

this section. 15

(4) The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means the Secretary 16

of Agriculture. 17

(5) The term ‘‘qualified convenience store’’ 18

means a convenience store located within a quarter 19

mile of an elementary school or a secondary school 20

that is a public school or a Bureau-funded school. 21
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SEC. 102. VIRTUAL FARMERS MARKET PROGRAM: MAKING 1

IT EASIER TO ACCESS FOOD FROM THE FARM 2

IN THE CITY. 3

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF GRANT PROGRAM.—From 4

the amounts appropriated to carry out this section, the 5

Secretary of Agriculture shall award grants, on a competi-6

tive basis, to eligible entities to enable such entities to 7

carry out a program that provides access to farmers mar-8

kets to communities that are food deserts. 9

(b) USE OF FUNDS.—An eligible entity receiving a 10

grant under this section shall use such funds for the fol-11

lowing: 12

(1) Purchasing virtual farmers market software 13

(including computer kiosks and swipe card stations), 14

or entering into a contract with an eligible organiza-15

tion to develop and maintain the technology nec-16

essary, to carry out a virtual farmers market pro-17

gram to enable individuals an organizations in com-18

munities that are food deserts to order and purchase 19

fruits and vegetables and other healthy food items 20

using such technology. 21

(2) Training staff to— 22

(A) assist individuals and organizations in 23

communities that are food deserts to order and 24

purchase food products under the program de-25

scribed in paragraph (1); and 26
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(B) purchase and order food products 1

under the program for the eligible entity. 2

(3) Packaging food products purchased under 3

the program in manner that makes transportation of 4

the products possible by foot. 5

(4) Paying staff to manage the program, and 6

package and assist in the distribution and delivery 7

of food products purchased under the program. 8

(5) Raising public awareness about the pro-9

gram. 10

(6) Developing simple food preparation strate-11

gies and menus for customers of the program. 12

(7) Coordinating with the Secretary of Agri-13

culture to develop mechanisms to enable reimburse-14

ment under the supplemental nutrition assistance 15

program established under the Food and Nutrition 16

Act of 2008 (7 U.S.C. 2011 et seq.) for purchases 17

made under the program. 18

(8) Purchasing or rehabilitating buses, includ-19

ing buses that were formerly used as school buses, 20

that may be used to transport to the eligible enti-21

ty— 22

(A) the foods ordered and purchased under 23

the program using the technology described in 24

paragraph (1); or 25

(B) other fruits and vegetables that meet 1

the requirements of subsection (e) in order to 2

provide additional opportunities for individuals 3

and organizations in communities that are food 4

deserts to purchase locally grown fruits and 5

vegetables. 6

(c) APPLICATION.—In order to receive a grant under 7

this section, an eligible entity shall submit an application 8

to the Secretary at such time, in such manner, and con-9

taining such information as the Secretary may require. 10

(d) GRANT AMOUNT.—A grant awarded under this 11

section may not be greater than $10,000. 12

(e) LIMITATIONS ON FOOD PURCHASED.—To the ex-13

tent practicable, the majority of food purchased under a 14

virtual farmers market program carried out by an eligible 15

entity under this section shall be from farmers located 16

within a 50 mile radius of the site where the food is or-17

dered and delivered under the program, except in the case 18

where the eligible entity demonstrates to the Secretary 19

that no such farmers exist or that the farmers are not 20

able to provide a sufficient variety or amount of food for 21

the purposes of the program. 22

(f) REPORT.—Not later than 1 year after the first 23

fiscal year in which funds are appropriated to carry out 24

this section, the Secretary shall report to Congress on the 25
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progress made in carrying out programs funded by grants 1

under this section, including— 2

(1) the number of individuals served by such 3

programs and the barriers and opportunities for ad-4

ditional such programs; and 5

(2) how such programs have increased access or 6

encouraged permanent farmers markets to be estab-7

lished near communities that are food deserts. 8

(g) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 9

(1) BUREAU-FUNDED SCHOOL.—The term ‘‘bu-10

reau-funded school’’ has the meaning given such 11

term in section 1146 of the Education Amendments 12

of 1978 (25 U.S.C. 2026). 13

(2) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-14

ty’’ means an entity that predominantly serves com-15

munities that are food deserts, including— 16

(A) a local educational agency or bureau- 17

funded school; 18

(B) a nonprofit, community-based organi-19

zation or entity (including a park and recre-20

ation department, recreation center, child care 21

facility, or senior center); 22

(C) a convenience store; or 23

(D) other entity that the Secretaries deem 24

to be an eligible entity. 25
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(3) ELIGIBLE ORGANIZATION.—The term ‘‘eligi-1

ble organization’’ means an organization with exper-2

tise in developing and maintaining a virtual farmers 3

market. 4

(4) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term 5

‘‘local educational agency’’ has the meaning given 6

such term in section 9101 of the Elementary and 7

Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7801). 8

(5) FOOD DESERT.—The term ‘‘food desert’’ 9

has the meaning given such term in section 7527(a) 10

of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 11

(Public Law 110–234). 12

(6) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 13

the Secretary of Agriculture. 14

(7) SWIPE CARD STATIONS.—The term ‘‘swipe 15

card stations’’ shall include support for the use of 16

electronic benefit transfer cards. 17

(8) VIRTUAL FARMERS MARKET.—The term 18

‘‘virtual farmers market’’ means an online grocery 19

store that enables individuals to purchase foods from 20

local farms and distributors. 21
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SEC. 103. COMMUNITY GARDENING GRANT PROGRAM: 1

FRESH FOODS GROWN IN OUR COMMUNITIES 2

BY RESIDENTS. 3

(a) PROGRAM ESTABLISHED.—From the amounts 4

appropriated to carry out this section, the Secretary of 5

Agriculture shall award grants to eligible entities to ex-6

pand, establish, or maintain urban and Native American 7

community gardens. 8

(b) APPLICATION.—In order to receive a grant under 9

this section, an eligible entity shall submit to the Secretary 10

an application at such time, in such manner, and con-11

taining such information as the Secretary may require, in-12

cluding— 13

(1) an assurance that priority for hiring for 14

jobs created by the expansion, establishment, or 15

maintenance of an urban community garden funded 16

with a grant received under this section will be given 17

to individuals who reside in the community where 18

the garden is located; and 19

(2) a demonstration that the eligible entity is 20

committed to providing non-Federal financial or in- 21

kind support (such as, but not limited to, providing 22

a water supply) for the community garden for which 23

the entity receives funds under this section. 24

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 25
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(1) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-1

ty’’ means— 2

(A) a for profit or nonprofit organization; 3

or 4

(B) a unit of general local government, or 5

tribal government, located on tribal land or in 6

a low-income community. 7

(2) LOW-INCOME COMMUNITY.—The term ‘‘low- 8

income community’’ has the meaning given such 9

term by the Secretary of Agriculture. 10

(3) UNIT OF GENERAL LOCAL GOVERNMENT.— 11

The term ‘‘unit of general local government’’ means 12

any city, county, town, township, parish, village, or 13

other general purpose political subdivision of a 14

State. 15

(4) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ includes, in ad-16

dition to the several States of the United States, the 17

and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Is-20

lands. 21
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SEC. 104. STUDY TO CERTIFY THE ADEQUACY OF CAFE-1

TERIA EQUIPMENT FOR THE PREPARATION 2

AND STORAGE OF FOODS WITHIN THE DIE-3

TARY GUIDELINES. 4

Not later than 4 years after the date of the enact-5

ment of this Act or the Improving Nutrition for America’s 6

Children Act, whichever occurs first, from the amounts ap-7

propriated to carry out this section, the Secretary of Agri-8

culture shall— 9

(1) conduct a study— 10

(A) on the adequacy of cafeteria equipment 11

used by schools participating in the school 12

lunch program established under the Richard 13

B. Russell National School Lunch Act (42 14

U.S.C. 1751 et seq.) to store and prepare fruits 15

and vegetables and other foods that are within 16

the Dietary Guidelines for Americans published 17

under section 301 of the National Nutrition 18

Monitoring and Related Research Act of 1990 19

(7 U.S.C. 5341); and 20

(B) on the barriers of the schools in ac-21

quiring cafeteria equipment that adequately 22

stores and prepares such foods; and 23

(2) transmit a report to Congress on— 24

ments should be updated or exchanged. 3

SEC. 111. FOOD DESERTS: ADDRESSING THE LACK OF SU-7

PERMARKETS IN UNDERSERVED COMMU-8

NITIES. 9

(a) ESTABLISHMENT OF GRANT PROGRAM.—From 10

the amounts appropriated to carry out this section, the 11

Secretary of Agriculture shall award grants to local part-12

nerships to establish supermarkets that sell fresh fruits 13

and produce in low-income communities located in food 14

deserts. 15

(b) APPLICATION.—In order to receive a grant under 16

this section, a local partnership shall submit an applica-17

tion to the Secretary at such time, in such manner, and 18

containing such information as the Secretary may require. 19

(c) USES OF FUNDS.—A local partnership shall use 20

grant funds received under this section to establish a su-21

permarket in a low-income community located in a food 22

desert and assist the supermarket in carrying out the fol-23

lowing activities: 24
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(1) Selling fresh fruit and produce at a price 1

comparable to the price of fresh fruits and produce 2

sold at supermarkets in nearby suburban commu-3

nities. 4

(2) Making the supermarket available for 5

youth-centered, hands-on educational instruction and 6

information on healthy cooking and nutrition. 7

(3) Providing community outreach services to 8

the low-income community that encourage health 9

and wellness. 10

(d) REPORTING.— 11

(1) LOCAL PARTNERSHIPS.—Not later than 2 12

years after receiving a grant under this section a 13

local partnership shall submit a report to the Sec-14

retary on the success of the supermarket established 15

using such funds. 16

(2) SECRETARY.—Upon receipt of a report 17

under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall transmit 18

such report to Congress. 19

(e) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 20

(1) FOOD DESERT.—The term ‘‘food desert’’ 21

has the meaning given such term in section 7527(a) 22

of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 23

(Public Law 110–234). 24
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(2) LOCAL PARTNERSHIP.—The term ‘‘local 1

partnership’’ means a partnership between— 2

(A) a unit of general local government, a 3

State, or a tribal government; and 4

(B) a public or private organization. 5

(3) LOW-INCOME COMMUNITY.—The term ‘‘low- 6

income community’’ includes a low-income commu-7

nity (as such term is defined by the Secretary) lo-8

cated in an urban area. 9

(4) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 10

the Secretary of Agriculture. 11

(5) SUBURBAN COMMUNITY.—The term ‘‘sub-12

urban community’’ has the meaning given such term 13

by the Secretary. 14

(6) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ includes, in ad-15

dition to the several States of the United States, the 16

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the District of Co-17

lumbia, the Virgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, 18

and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Is-19

lands. 20

(7) SUPERMARKET.—The term ‘‘supermarket’’ 21

means any establishment under Code 445110 of the 22

North American Industry Classification System. 23

(8) UNIT OF GENERAL LOCAL GOVERNMENT.— 24

The term ‘‘unit of general local government’’ means 25
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any city, county, town, township, parish, village, or 1

other general purpose political subdivision of a 2

State. 3

SEC. 112. EXPANSION OF THE CHILD CARE AND ADULT 4

FOOD CARE PROGRAM TO INCREASE AVAIL-5

ABILITY OF AFTER SCHOOL SNACKS. 6

Section 17(r)(5) of the Richard B. Russell National 7

School Lunch Act (42 U.S.C. 1766(r)(5)) is amended— 8

(c) USE OF FUNDS.—An eligible entity receiving a 24

grant under this section shall carry out a coordinated 25
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school health initiative in each school under the jurisdic-1

tion of the entity under which the entity shall— 2

(1) carry out a program, such as a fitnessgram, 3

to assess the physical fitness (including aerobic ca-4

pacity, muscular strength and endurance, flexibility, 5

and body composition) of each student served by the 6

entity; and 7

(2) evaluate such assessments to— 8

(A) establish baselines with respect to aer-9

obic capacity, muscular strength and endur-10

ance, flexibility, and body composition that each 11

such student should meet by a certain period; 12

and 13

(B) identify interventions to assist each 14

such student in meeting such baselines; 15

(3) review the interventions identified under 16

paragraph (2)(B) to determine the best practices 17

with respect to such interventions; 18

(4) use the determinations for best practices 19

under paragraph (3) to implement interventions in 20

each school under the jurisdiction of the entity; and 21

(5) not later than 1 year after the implementa-22

tion of the interventions, assess the physical fitness 23

of each student served by the entity. 24

(d) REPORTING.— 25
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(1) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—Each eligible entity re-1

ceiving a grant under this section shall submit to the 2

Secretary at such time and in such manner as deter-3

mined by the Secretary, a report on— 4

(A) the initial physical fitness assessments 5

carried out under subsection (c)(1); 6

(B) the interventions implemented under 7

subsection (c)(4); and 8

(C) the physical fitness assessments car-9

ried out under subsection (c)(5) after the inter-10

ventions have been implemented. 11

(2) SECRETARY.—Not later than the first ap-12

propriation of Federal funds to carry out this sec-13

tion, the Secretary shall use the reports received 14

under paragraph (1) to prepare and transmit to 15

Congress a report on— 16

(A) the average physical fitness levels of 17

students participating in the coordinated school 18

health initiative under this section— 19

(i) prior to the interventions imple-20

mented by each eligible entity under this 21

section; and 22

(ii) 1 year after the implementation of 23

the interventions; 24

SEC. 308. REWARDING ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY 17

SCHOOLS FOR OUTSTANDING STUDENT PER-18

FORMANCE IN PHYSICAL FITNESS PRO-19

GRAMS. 20

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Health and 21

Human Services may make grants to elementary and sec-22

ondary schools as rewards for their students’ outstanding 23

performance in the President’s Challenge or other feder-24

ally supported physical fitness programs. 25
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(b) PREFERENCE.—In making grants under sub-1

section (a), the Secretary shall give preference to elemen-2

tary and secondary schools that— 3

(1) have the highest percentage of students 4

earning a Presidential Physical Fitness Award 5

through the President’s Challenge; and 6

(2) demonstrate the greatest improvement in 7

the number or percentage of students earning the 8

National Physical Fitness Award and the Partici-9

pant Physical Fitness Award through the Presi-10

dent’s Challenge. 11

(c) USE OF FUNDS.—As a condition on receipt of a 12

grant under this section, a school shall agree to use the 13

grant funds for programs and activities to further improve 14

the physical fitness of students. 15

(d) APPLICATION.—To seek a grant under this sec-16

tion, a school shall submit an application at such time, 17

in such manner, and containing such information as the 18

Secretary may require. At a minimum, an application 19

under this subsection shall include— 20

(1) a description of the school’s programs and 21

activities for improving physical fitness; 22

(2) an assurance of compliance with applicable 23

requirements of physical fitness programs of the De-24

partment of Health and Human Services; and 25
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(3) an assessment of physical fitness levels of 1

students in the school before, during, and after im-2

plementation such programs. 3

(e) REPORTS.— 4

(1) HHS.—Not later than 18 months after the 5

date of the enactment of this Act, and annually 6

thereafter, the Secretary shall submit a report to the 7

Congress on the program of grants under this sec-8

tion, including— 9

(A) a description of best practices by ele-10

mentary and secondary schools for improving 11

physical fitness; and 12

(B) any recommendations for improving 13

the program under this section. 14

(2) GAO.—Not later than 24 months after the 15

date of the enactment of this Act, the Comptroller 16

General of the United States shall complete a study 17
