Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Prohibit Aid to Saudi 4

Arabia Act of 2009’’. 5

SEC. 2. PROHIBITION ON FUNDING FOR SAUDI ARABIA. 6

No funds appropriated or otherwise made available 7

pursuant to an Act making appropriations for the Depart-8

ment of State, foreign operations, and related programs 9

may be obligated or expended to finance directly any as-10
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sistance or reparations to Saudi Arabia. For purposes of 1

the preceding sentence, the prohibition on obligations or 2

expenditures shall include direct loans, credits, insurance, 3

and guarantees of the Export-Import Bank of the United 4

States or its agents. 5
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
