Whereas obesity is now considered a chronic disease and the
leading indicator for more serious diseases such as type
II diabetes, cardiovascular heart disease, and hyper-

tension in both adults and children;
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Whereas the medical costs associated with obesity reached
$147,000,000,000 in 2008, 9.1 percent of all medical

costs in the United States;

Whereas obese Americans spent 42 percent more or $1,429

per person on medical expenses;

Whereas the United States Preventive Task Force rec-
ommended clinicians use the Body Mass Index (BMI) to

screen adults for obesity;

Whereas children can be screened for hypertension, a proxy

for obesity, in schools; and

Whereas Americans have the ability to stop the prevalence of

obesity in this country: Now, therefore, be it
