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Whereas historically Black colleges and universities have a 

rich heritage and have played a prominent role in the his-

tory of the United States; 

Whereas historically Black colleges and universities allow tal-

ented and diverse students, many of whom represent un-

derserved populations, to attain their full potential 

through higher education; and 

Whereas the achievements and goals of historically Black col-

leges and universities are deserving of national recogni-

tion: Now, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That the Senate— 1
