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Whereas auctioneers create a competitive marketplace and 

connect buyers with sellers wishing to sell their assets for 

the highest dollar value; 

Whereas the National Auctioneers Association and its mem-

bers strive to advance the auction method of marketing 

and uphold the highest standards of professionalism in 

serving the United States public; 

Whereas a ‘‘National Auctioneers Day’’ has been observed for 

more than 20 years by State and local governments and 

private organizations; and 

Whereas the designation of the third Saturday in April as 

‘‘National Auctioneers Day’’ by the Congress and Presi-

dent will heighten the awareness of the people of the 

United States of the contributions made by auctions and 

auctioneers to the history of the Nation and its economy:
