“(i1) in the case of a minor who is not
accompanied by a parent, i1s conducted in
the presence of a representative of the air
carrier or foreign air carrier undertaking
to provide air transportation or foreign air
transportation, respectively, for which the

search 1s conducted.
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“(B) PARENT DEFINED.—In this para-
graph the term ‘parent’ includes a person who
18 authorized to act in loco parentis for pur-
poses of providing consent with respect to a pat

down search under this section.”.
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
